The Integrated Regional Water Management (IRWM) program is a

SUBJECT: ACCEPTANCE OF THE FISCAL YEAR 2020 EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT 

PERFORMANCE GRANT COVID-19 SUPPLEMENTAL FUNDING 
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
The Fiscal Year (FY) 2020 Emergency Management Performance Grant Supplemental (EMPG-S) assists 
states, territories, tribes, and local governments with their public health and emergency management 
activities supporting the prevention of, preparation for, and response to the ongoing Coronavirus Disease 
2019 (COVID-19) public health emergency.  Through this grant program, Federal Emergency 
Management Agency (FEMA) will award funding to support the planning and operational readiness for 
COVID-19 preparedness and response development of tools and strategies for prevention, preparedness, 
response, and ongoing communication and coordination among partner agencies.  

 
Recommendation: 

a. Authorize the Fire Department to accept the Fiscal Year 2020 Emergency Management 
Performance Grant Supplemental; and 

b. Authorize the County Fire Chief to sign all grant documents; and  
c. Adopt a resolution designating the Fire Chief, County Administrative Officer, or the 

Purchasing Manager as authorized signatories for execution of all grant documentation; 
and  

d. Adopt the budget change. (4/5 vote required)  
 

Fiscal Impact: 
The EMPG-S funding is a separate and distinct funding from the funding that will be awarded under the 
FY 2020 EMPG Program, which is the primary source of funding for the local OES program.  The 
Emergency Management Performance Grant requires a dollar for dollar cash match.  The California  

(Cont’d) 
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Governor’s Office of Emergency Services (Cal-OES) will be absorbing the matching requirement for 
counties with populations less than 500,000 by providing an in-kind state match portion from their 
resources.  The $86,732 expenditure allocation will be added to Budget Unit 243000, Special 
Department Expense Account (92063).  The Revenue will be added to the 243000 Fed Aid Civil 
Defense Account (86021).  The EMPG-S is a reimbursable grant, and all expenditures are to be 
administered by the Kings County Office of Emergency Services.  A reimbursement request will be sent 
to Cal-OES for review and approval, and the Kings County Office of Emergency Services will process 
reimbursement funds.  

 
BACKGROUND: 
Kings County receives EMPG funding each year from Cal-OES, the pass through state entity awarded by the 
Department of Homeland Security, for performing tasks to improved disaster preparedness, mitigation, 
response, and recovery efforts within the Kings County Operational Area.  

 
Kings County OES proposes using this funding to help built better logistical receipt and storage capabilities to 
allow for the longer term and response focused storage of logistical support items, such as personal protective 
equipment, water, and other critical lifelines that may be needed to be distributed during a response.  This 
funding will be used to procure new organizational items such as shelving, pallet organizers, and other critical 
logistical storage needs.  Providing a longer-term solution will also allow the operational area to prioritize and 
store items at a reduced cost for future events.  This year, Kings County OES also procured a fork-lift, which 
will be used to support and augment the warehouse needs of the OES division within the warehouse.  In 
working in partnership with the Kings County Public Health Department’s (KCPHD) Public Health Emergency 
Preparedness Program throughout this incident and in past responses, it became apparent that some dedicated 
emergency management logistical support capabilities need to be built for the current and future incidents.  The 
Kings County Fire Department has possession of the storage building next to Fire Headquarters, which also has 
an added coral where KCPHD also stores other equipment.  This location is also ideal because it already 
includes bay doors, and large items can be moved in easily.  
 
This project meets the prioritization of the funding from the Cal-OES State Supplement to the Notice of 
Funding Opportunity to, “review, modify, and/or execute logistics and enabling contracts to increase capability 
to stockpile and provide the necessary resources needed to stabilize lifelines (e.g. personal protective equipment, 
food, water, buildout of medical facilities, etc.).  It also meets our ability to develop and enhance existing 
capabilities related to mitigation activities for slowing the spread of COVID-19, including collective 
PPE(Personal Protective Equipment) inventories, and the logistical support required to execute those 
deliverables.  
 
The Fiscal Year 2020 EMPG COVID-S funding performance period extends to October 26, 2021, which has a 
21-month performance period.  The resolution for this grant has been reviewed and approved by County 
Counsel’s office as to form, and for the sake of time, includes approval for other Kings County OES grants for 
the fiscal year, which will come before your Board for acceptance at  later dates. Each agenda item will 
reference this approved resolution to submit upon approval by the Board for those future items instead of 
waiting for new resolutions to be processed.

SUBJECT: COVID-19 MOBILE TESTING UPDATE 
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
To increase the availability of free COVID-19 testing in Kings County, particularly among the essential 
workforce, the Department of Public Health will present a summary of mobile testing vendor options for 
the Board’s review.  The update includes review of Rural Mobile Testing Request for Proposal (RFP) 
applicants, the proposed winning bidder, and an overview of the free Federal testing resource offered by 
the National Guard via the California Office of Emergency Services. 

 
Recommendation: 
Receive an update on COVID-19 mobile testing efforts and take appropriate action as deemed 
necessary. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no impact to the County General Fund.  Allocation of CARES Act funds for this purpose was 
approved by your Board on July 14, 2020 in the amount of $1,000,000.  Also, the Federal testing 
resource will be provided at no cost to the County. 

  
 
BACKGROUND: 
On August 20, 2020 the County of Kings released an RFP soliciting applications from mobile testing vendors 
willing to provide rural mobile COVID-19 testing services in Kings County.  Services were intended to 
prioritize essential workers while also increasing testing availability in the rural areas of the County and among 
the community at large.  On August 25, 2020 the proposals submitted by four vendors were reviewed and 
scored by a grant review committee within the Department of Public Health.  

 
(Cont’d) 
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Additional information was requested from each vendor and received by three out of the four applicants on 
August 26, 2020, at which time the review committee completed their collective discussion and scoring. That 
same day on August 26, 2020 the Department was notified of a free Federal testing resource, available from the 
National Guard through the California Office of Emergency Services.  In order to have sufficient time to gather 
information about the free Federal resource, the RFP award notification was extended 30 days.  All four 
applicants were notified of this extension on August 28, 2020.  One applicant chose to withdraw their proposal, 
leaving three viable applicants to provide rural mobile testing services, in addition to the Federal resource.  
 
Of the four Rural Mobile Testing proposals submitted through the RFP process, the highest scoring vendor was 
WellHealth Management, LLC.  This vendor was chosen by the review team on the basis of cost effectiveness, 
a history of successfully providing similar services, technical competence, responsiveness to the RFP, and the 
ability to provides services the days and times requested in the RFP.  This vendors cost per test rate is at 
$175/test and the Department will be billed for these services when the tested patient does not have insurance. 
Since one million dollars in CARES Act funds has been allocated for this purpose, this vendor will be able to 
test approximately 5,700 uninsured patients. Subsequent vendors in order of final scoring from highest to lowest 
included HR Support, Employnet, Inc. and North Fresno Primary Care.  North Fresno Primary Care chose to 
withdraw their proposal on August 28, 2020.  
 
The Federal mobile testing resource is available six days a week Saturday through Thursday and has already 
been deployed and started testing on Monday, September 14th, 2020.  The unit is self contained, including an 
RV and pop-up tents with the capacity to register and test 300-500 people per day ages 2 and older, using a self-
swab polymerase chain reaction (PCR) diagnostic test with medical oversight to ensure proper technique. This 
resource is being offered to the County for free through September 28, 2020, at which time the County has the 
option to continue with the resource through December 30, 2020 if able to supply four administrative staff to 
manage testing site logistics.  The complete mobile unit, testing supplies and medical staff would continue to be 
paid for by the respective State and Federal government agencies. Choosing this option, would allow for the 
County to conduct between 30,000 and 50,000 tests. 
 
A third mobile testing option is to have the Health Department run mobile testing independently.  This service 
would require use of the Department’s mobile unit, including allocation of four to six existing staff to handle 
logistics, oversee proper testing technique and ensure appropriate handling of samples. This has only become an 
option secondary to staffing support provided through the State which has increased the Department’s case 
investigation and contact tracing capacity. The cost per test in this scenario is approximately $100-$150 
depending on testing volume.  Since one million dollars in CARES Act funds has been allocated for this 
purpose, the Department would be able to test approximately 6,000 people before those funds were exhausted. 
This option would also require the Department to enter into a contract with a private lab in order to have the test 
samples processed. 
 
In summary, the Kings County Health Department requests the Board review the options presented and take 
action as deemed necessary to ensure COVID-19 testing remains widely available in Kings County.

Overview: 
Wonderful Pistachios, Inc., a pistachio and almond grower and processer, sponsored Jose Ramirez, 
Unified World Boxing Champion, in his championship boxing match on August 29, 2020. Ramirez's 
Wonderful Pistachios-branded gear was worn on his walk to the ring and during the fight, mask displaying 
the words "Kings County." These items were auctioned off to benefit agricultural workers in Kings County 
and Trinity Packing Company, Inc., a local agricultural company from Reedley, bought the winning 
bid.  Proceeds from the winning bid were matched by Wonderful Pistachios, Inc., and all proceeds are 
being donated to Kings County. 
 
Recommendation: 

a. Accept the donation from Trinity Packing Company, Inc. in the amount of $10,000; and  
b. Accept the donation from Wonderful Pistachios, Inc. in the amount of $10,000; and 
c. Authorize the Chairman to sign agreement with Huawei Technologies USA for 15,000

d. Adopt the budget change. (4/5 vote required)  

 
Fiscal Impact: 
The Revenue will be added to the 110900 Other Revenue (88025). These are one time funds received and 
do not anticipate an additional allocations.    

 
BACKGROUND: 
Wonderful Pistachios, Inc., one of the world largest pistachio and almond grower and processer, sponsored Jose 
Ramirez, Unified World Boxing Champion, in his championship boxing match on August 29, 2020.  
 
As local native of Kings County, Jose Ramirez, has been an icon in the County using his boxing matches as a 
platform to bring awareness to local residents of current issues. Jose Ramirez is rallying support to support local 
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agricultural workers, by bringing awareness to use face coverings while continuing to work to provide essential 
agricultural commodities in efforts to slow the spread of COVID-19. 
 
This local effort was named “I Mask” and has gained wide spread attention throughout Kings County by bringing 
a media campaign approach to help lower the spread of COVID-19 by providing educational messages that 
address health and safety related to COVID-19. Various marketing materials have been produced and will be 
available on local television, billboards, and social media outlets beginning September 14, 2020.  
 
The “I Mask” campaign is to recommend covering your face in addition to social distancing measures currently 
in place in Kings County.  
 
Wonderful Pistachios and Jose Ramirez have a long-standing relationship, as both call California's Central Valley 
home and share a passion for supporting the region's agricultural workers and communities. Ramirez was born 
and raised in Avenal, California, a short drive from the Wonderful Pistachios & Almonds Central Valley facility 
in Lost Hills.

These 
items were auctioned off to benefit agricultural workers in Kings County on September 4, 2020 on the Ray 
Appleton Show KMJNOW 580AM/105.9FM.  
 
Trinity Packing Company, Inc., a local grower from Reedley, packer, and shipper of fresh fruits bought the 
winning bid. Proceeds from the winning bid were matched by Wonderful Pistachios, Inc. for $10,000, and all 
proceeds are being donated to Kings County.  
 
Following the auction Huawei Technologies USA, a global information and communications technology 
provider, met with Jose Ramirez’s representatives to see how Huawei could help Kings County in their efforts to 
slow COVID-19.  Huawei Technologies USA (Huawei) currently provides broadband internet connection to the 
Kings County Office of Education. Huawei is requesting to donate 15,000 surgical face masks to Kings County. 
The goal of this donation is to provide these masks to the Kings County Agriculture Department so they can 
distribute among agriculture workers.  
 
 
 
 
 
 



Board Approvals for Certain Financial Transactions 
 
Board action is required to approve certain transfer of funds requests as follows: 
 
• Appropriation of Revenues 
• Appropriation of Fund Balance 
• Transfer of Appropriations between Departments (same fund)

forwarded to the Auditor.   
 
Transfers Between Budget Units Within Same Department: 
 
Such transfers may require Board authorization as well.  These requests must be submitted 
to Administration who will determine the required approvals. 
 
Transfers Approved by Administration: 
 
Transfers from primary category to primary category, but still within the department budget 
require approval by Administration.  Example:  Transfers from salaries to services and 
supplies or to fixed assets as approved by Board in final hearings. 
 
Transfers Approved by the Department of Finance: 
 
Transfers between line-item detail accounts within primary categories may be approved by 
the Department of Finance.  Example:  Transfers from social security to retirement; from 
telephone to utilities; from one approved fixed asset to another to cover small shortages. 
 
Budget Appropriation and Transfer Form: 
 
The attached form is to be used to effect all appropriations and transfers.  On any action 
requiring Board of Supervisors approval the form must accompany the agenda item and 
must be signed by the Department head or designee prior to submission to the Board of 
Supervisors.  Agenda items requesting budget appropriations or fund transfers will not be 
placed on the agenda if the form is not included.
