There will be no fiscal impact to the General Fund.  Telephone and video visitations generate 
commission monies, which are deposited into the Inmate Welfare Fund and used for inmate programs in 
accordance with fund guidelines. 
 

BACKGROUND: 
On May 4, 2021, your Board approved an agreement with Securus Technologies, LLC for Inmate 
Communication Services. The original agreement will expire March 31, 2024.  The Sheriff’s Office is 
requesting approval of the first amendment to the agreement.  The amendment includes the Investigator Pro 
initial and real-time continuous voice biometric technology (IPRO) at no cost.  IPRO identifies incarcerated 
individuals by name throughout a call by identifying them by their personal identification number (PIN). The 
amendment also includes Word Alert speech-to-text transcription technology at $0.01 per minute.  Word Alert 
is a powerful speech-to-text tool designed specifically for investigators to use with the inmate communications 
platform.

Overview: 
The Public Works Department in conjunction with the Administration department are requesting to 
increase the Capital Improvement project budget to include additional costs needed to finalize projects in 
the current Fiscal Year 21/22. 
 
Recommendation: 

a. Approve updated Capital Project plan for FY 21/22 Adopted Budget and; 
b. Adopt the budget change (4/5th Vote Required) 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
The Kings View building project, the HVAC upgrade are State and Federal funded. The additional funds 
for Sheriff’s Operations building, the Repair/Replace roof project, and the facility Improvement/ADA 
are all general fund. However, Administration and Public works are requesting to allocate funds from 
other projects that will not be completed into these categories, the total capital projects budget will not 
increase however, due to the project categories and reporting of the projects the Board needs to approve 
any changes outside of the adopted original capital projects.  

  
BACKGROUND: 
The Sheriff‘s Operations Building project 070017 account 94102, will require an additional $83,674 to 
complete (General Fund). An additional $100,000 is required for the Simulcast System (General Fund). The 
Kings View building project 070012 account 94006, will need $66,898 to complete (State/Federal Funding). 
The HVAC upgrade project 070004 account 94006, will need $108,737 to complete (State/Federal Funding). 
The Repair/Replace roof project 070006 account 94006 requires an additional $25,000 (General Fund).  Lastly,

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the Facility Improvement/ADA improvement project 070007 in account 94006 requires an additional $25,000 
(General Fund). 
 
Staff is also requesting to allocate funds from the Capital Project Consultant in Administration to 
Administration Office Update. The funds would decrease the Administration Capital Project Consultant budget 
of $135,000 to $50,000 and allocate the funds to Admin enclosure project. Public works has indicated that many 
of the current projects adopted may not be completed due to various reasons resulting in savings throughout the 
capital budget that would allow changes within the projects.

Overview: 
Section 147 (f)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 requires that, in order for the interest on such 
obligations to be excluded from gross income to investors for federal income tax purposes, the 
applicable elected representatives of the host governmental unit must approve the issuance of debt.  This 
hearing and approval process is referred to as a “TEFRA” hearing, after the Tax Equity and Fiscal 
Responsibility Act of 1983, the regulations for which were promulgated under the Tax Code changes of 
1986.  

 
Recommendation: 
Adopt a Resolution approving the financing and the issuance of the bonds by the California Public 
Finance Authority for Sunrise Crossing Affordable, LP for the Sunrise Crossing Apartments.

The approval of the tax-
exempt financing for the project will not place any financial obligations upon the County.     

 
BACKGROUND: 
The California Public Finance Authority (“CalPFA”) is a political subdivision of the State of California 
established under the Joint Exercise of Powers Act for the purpose of issuing tax-exempt conduit bonds for 
public and private entities throughout California.  CalPFA was created by Kings County and the Housing

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Authority of Kings County, California.  CalPFA is empowered to promote economic, cultural, and community  
development opportunities that create temporary and permanent jobs, affordable housing, community 
infrastructure, and improve the overall quality of life in local communities. 
 
Sunrise Crossing Affordable, LP (the “Borrower”) has requested that CalPFA issue tax-exempt bonds in an 
amount not to exceed $14,000,000 to finance or refinance the acquisition, construction, improvement and 
equipping of a multifamily rental housing project located at 11295 Folsom Boulevard in Rancho Cordova, 
California (the “Project”).  
 
A public hearing was held for this Project on January 25, 2022. The Board has been asked to approve the 
issuance of the bonds as the host governmental unit.  
 
The obligations would be repaid solely from amounts received pursuant to the terms and provisions of the 
financing agreements to be executed by the Borrower. The County would not be a party to the financing 
agreements. The obligations would not be secured by any form of taxation or any obligation of either the County 
or CalPFA. Neither would the obligations represent or constitute a general obligation of the County or CalPFA. 
The borrower must indemnify CalPFA, including the County. All legal documents will contain clear disclaimers 
that the obligations are not obligations of the County or the CalPFA but are paid only from funds provided by 
the borrower. 
 
As announced in the published notice, this hearing is an opportunity for all interested persons to speak or to 
submit written comments concerning the proposal to issue the obligations and the nature of the facilities to be 
financed.  

 
Participation by the County will not impact the County's appropriations limits and will not constitute any type of 
indebtedness by the County.  Once the County holds the required public hearing and adopts the required 
resolution following the public hearing, no other participation of the County in the actions of the CalPFA or in 
the financing will be required.

SUBJECT: AGREEMENT WITH SELF-HELP ENTERPRISES AND UP NORTHSTAR 

LIMITED PARTNERSHIP, FOR PASSING WHOLE PERSON CARE PILOT 
PROGRAM FUNDS TOWARD NO PLACE LIKE HOME PROJECT 

 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
Kings County Behavioral Health (KCBH) is seeking approval of an agreement among the following 
parties: Self Help Enterprises and UP Northstar Limited Partnership (LP), to pass thru King’s County’s 
Whole Person Care Pilot Program funds (WPC Funds) for use toward the Kings County No Place Like 
Home Project.  

 
Recommendation: 
Approve the agreement with Self Help Enterprises and UP Northstar LP, from January 25, 2022 
through June 30, 2025, for the development of the Kings County No Place Like Home Project.  

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no impact to the General Fund. Kings County accepted these funds on October 1, 2019 in the 
amount of $1,166,795. This is a pass-thru funding agreement for KCBH to ensure that the funding goes 
toward supportive housing. Expenses under this agreement and sufficient revenue for expenses were 
included in the Department’s Fiscal Year (FY) 2021/2022 Adopted Budgets in Budget Unit 420000 
(Mental Health). 
 

BACKGROUND: 
KCBH applied for and was awarded $1,166,795 in one-time WPC Funds to create new services for Medi-Cal 
beneficiaries who are living with mental illness who are also homeless or at risk of homelessness. These funds  
 

(Cont’d) 
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may be used for short-term or long-term housing or to complement existing housing services. These funds must 
be expended by June 30, 2025, and comply with all Housing First principles as defined in California Welfare 
and Institutions Code §§ 8255-8256. At the December 22, 2020 Board of Supervisor’s Meeting, the Board 
authorized for the WPC Funds allocation of $1,166,795 to be used as additional funding for the No Place Like 
Home Project.  

 
The County will contribute the WPC Funds as a capital contribution to the Northstar Courts, a 72 unit 
affordable and supportive housing project in Hanford, California. The Sponsor, Contractor, and Owner will 
agree that 22 of the 72 units in the project will be subsidized by funds from the California Department of 
Housing and Community Development No Place Like Home Funds. Specifically the funds will cover land 
acquisition and construction costs for the project. The commitment to the project is a 20-year requirement of the 
No Place Like Home project funding. The funding will require semi-annual summary reporting throughout the 
duration of the project and as required by KCBH. It is expected that completion of the project be done by April 
2024.  
 
A separate supportive services agreement outlining responsibilities under the No Place Like Home 20 year 
service commitment will come back to the board for consideration in early 2022.

SUBRECIPIENT GRANT AGREEMENT
(NORTHSTAR COURTS)

This  SUBRECIPIENT  GRANT  AGREEMENT  (“Agreement”)  is  entered  into  as  of
January ____, 2022 (the “Effective Date”), by and among Self-Help Enterprises, a California
nonprofit  public  benefit  corporation  (“Sponsor”),  UP  Northstar,  LP,  a  California  limited
partnership (“Owner”) and Kings County, for and on behalf of the Department of Behavioral
Health Services (“County”). Sponsor, Owner, and County are together the (“Parties”).

In consideration of the service to be rendered, the sums to be paid, and each and every
covenant and condition contained herein, the Parties hereby agree as follows:

RECITALS

A. County has applied for and been awarded $1,166,795 in one-time Whole Person Care Pilot
Program funds (“WPC Funds”) to create new services for Medi-Cal beneficiaries who are
living with mental illness who are also homeless or at risk of homelessness. WPC Funds may
be used for short-term or long-term housing or to complement  existing housing services.
WPC Funds must be expended no later than June 30, 2025, and services provided with WPC
Funds must comply with all Housing First principles as defined in California Welfare and
Institutions Code §§ 8255-8256.

B. On December 22, 2020, the Kings County Board of Supervisors (“Board”) authorized the
County and co-applicants UP Holdings, LLC, and Sponsor to apply to the No Place Like
Home  Round  3  Competitive  Allocation  (“NPLH  Funds”)  in  an  amount  not  to  exceed
$8,000,000.  NPLH  Funds  may  be  used  as  capital  financing  for  acquisition,  design,
construction, rehabilitation, and capitalized operating subsidy to allow California counties to



increase capacity of Permanent and Supportive Housing for persons in need of mental health
services  and  experiencing  homelessness,  chronic  homelessness,  or  are  at-risk  of  chronic
homelessness. 

C. UP Holdings,  LLC and Sponsor  were approved for  NPLH Funds through the California
Department of Housing and Community Development (“HCD”) on June 23, 2021.

D. Sponsor is  the sole  member of the managing general  partner of the Owner.  Owner shall
acquire that certain real property located in the City of Hanford, Kings County, California at
2601  N.  11th  Avenue  and  construct  72  affordable  housing  units  (the  “Project”).  Of  the
seventy-two  (72)  units,  twenty-two  (22)  units  will  be  restricted  to  NPLH  qualified
individuals  (the  “NPLH  Units”),  two  (2)  units  will  be  available  for  onsite  property
management,  and  the  remaining  forty-eight  (48)  units  will  provide  additional  affordable
housing,  as  defined  in  Health  and  Safety  Code  Section  50052.5,  for  the  Kings  County
community. 

E. On December 22, 2020, the Board authorized the use of the County’s one-time WPC Funds
as  an  additional  funding  source  for  the  No  Place  Like  Home  Competitive  Round  3
Application.

F. County will contribute the WPC Funds to Sponsor who will make a capital contribution to
Owner for  the benefit  of the Project.  In consideration  therefor,  Sponsor and Owner will
complete the Project as described in the Scope of Work (Exhibit A).

G. The Project complies with the stated purpose of WPC Funds because it will provide long-
term housing for Medi-Cal beneficiaries who are living with mental illness who are also
homeless or at risk of homelessness for at least twenty (20) years.

H. This Agreement is intended to memorialize certain obligations of the Parties related to the
contribution of WPC Funds to the Project.

Therefore, the Parties agree as follows:

1. Grant  Funds  .  Within  thirty  (30)  days  following  execution  of  this  Agreement,  the
County shall deposit into escrow as described in Exhibit “A” $625,000 of the WPC Funds, which
the Sponsor or Owner shall use to acquire the land located at 2601 N. 11th Avenue, City of
Hanford, Kings County California. The remainder of the Grant Funds will be distributed to the
Sponsor by the method described in Exhibit “A” – Billing Procedures. 

2. NPLH  . The Parties acknowledge and agree that twenty-two (22) of the seventy-two
(72) units in the Project will be subsidized by funds from the HCD NPLH Funds. The Sponsor
and Owner shall ensure that within six (6) months of disbursement of the NPLH Funds by HCD
to the Partnership and first occupancy of the Project, a Regulatory Agreement is recorded against
the Project, which shall restrict the occupancy of the NPLH Units to NPLH qualified individuals
for a period of twenty (20) years. 

3. Scope of Work  . Sponsor and Owner will develop and operate the Project and provide
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services that meet specified milestones as described in the Scope of Work attached hereto as
Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein.

4. Parties Not Co-Venturers  . Nothing in this Agreement is intended to or shall establish
Sponsor or Owner and County as partners, co-venturers, or principal and agent with one another.

5. Term  . This Agreement shall commence on the Effective Date and shall terminate on
June 30, 2025, unless otherwise terminated in accordance with its terms.

6. Termination  .  The  right  to  terminate  this  Agreement  under  this  section  may  be
exercised without prejudice to any other right or remedy to which the terminating party may be
entitled at law or under this Agreement.

a. Without Cause  . Sponsor or County shall have the right to terminate this
Agreement without cause prior to County paying WPC Funds to Sponsor. After County has paid
Sponsor,  this  Agreement  may only  be  terminated  with  cause  (as  specified  in  subsection  (b)
below). Either party shall terminate this Agreement without cause by giving the other party thirty
(30) days prior written notice of its intention to terminate pursuant to this provision, specifying
the date of termination. 

b. With Cause  . This Agreement may be terminated by either party should the
other party materially breach this Agreement. Upon a material breach, the non-defaulting party
shall provide written notice to the defaulting party of its intention to terminate this Agreement
and allow a period of ten (10) days to cure the breach. If the breach is not remedied within that
ten (10) day period, the non-defaulting party may terminate the Agreement on further written
notice specifying the date of termination.  Failure to comply with any of the timelines in Exhibit
B is deemed a material breach of this Agreement. 

Alternatively, County may elect to cure the default and any expense incurred shall be payable by
Sponsor and Owner to County.

If  the nature of the breach is  such that it  cannot be cured within a ten (10) day period,  the
defaulting party may submit a written proposal  within the period which sets  forth a specific
means  to  resolve  the  default  and  a  date  certain  for  completion.  If  the  non-defaulting  party
consents to that proposal in writing, the defaulting party shall immediately embark on its plan to
cure. If the default is not cured within the time specified, the non-defaulting party may terminate
upon written notice specifying the date of termination.

Effects  of Termination. Termination of this  Agreement shall  not terminate any
obligations or any liability to County for damages sustained by County because of
any breach of contract by Sponsor or Owner nor to indemnify, to maintain and
make available any records pertaining to this Agreement, to cooperate with any
audit, to be subject to offset, or to make any reports of pre-termination contract
activities. 

7. Default.   Sponsor, Owner and County agree that failure of Sponsor, and/or Owner to
comply with any of the terms or provisions of this Agreement, subject to reasonable notice and
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cure periods, including the Scope of Work (Exhibit A) and Timeline for Performance (Exhibit B)
will be considered a default of this Agreement. Upon the occurrence of a default, the County may
take advantage of any of the remedies in Section 8 – Remedies.

Failure to complete construction by June 30, 2025, failure to complete the Scope of Work by the
dates in Exhibit A, and failure to complete any of the tasks and deadlines in the Timeline for
Performance (Exhibit B), all subject to force majeure delays, is deemed an event of default.   

8. Force  Majeure  .  Sponsor  or  Owner  shall  be  excused  from performance  hereunder
during the time and to the extent that it is prevented from obtaining delivery, or performing by
act of God, fire, strike, loss, or shortage of transportation facilities, lock-out, commandeering of
materials, product, plant, or facilities by the government, when satisfactory evidence thereof is
presented to the District, provided that it is satisfactorily established that the non-performance is
not due to the fault or neglect of Sponsor or Owner. Parties stipulate that Force Majeure shall not
include the novel coronavirus Covid-19 pandemic with is ongoing as of the date of the execution
of this Agreement.

9. Remedies  . Upon the occurrence of default as described in Section 7 - Default, County
shall have the following rights, in addition to any other rights and remedies provided by law:

a. County may declare the entire amount of the WPC Funds immediately due
and payable to County;

b. County may seek an order of specific performance; and

c. County may terminate this Agreement.

Sponsor and Owner are jointly and severally liable for any damages owed.  

10. Indemnification

under this Agreement. 

To the  full  extent  permitted  by  law,  Sponsor  and  Owner  shall  indemnify,  defend,  and hold

expert  witness  fees),  where the same arise out  of,  are  a  consequence of,  or are  in  any way
attributable to,  in whole or in part,  any act,  omission, fault  or negligence,  whether active or
passive, by Sponsor or Owner, or by any individual or entity for which Sponsor or Owner is
legally  liable,  including,  but not limited to,  officers,  agents,  employees,  or subcontractors  of
