SUBJECT: PURCHASE OF A VEHICLE FOR COVID-19 TESTING AND PREVENTION 

SERVICES 
 
SUMMARY: 

 
Overview: 
Kings County has a large rural population requiring pop-up testing, surveillance, and prevention of 
COVID-19. To meet this need a COVID-19 outreach vehicle needed for transportation purposes to assist 
in reducing the spread of COVID-19 throughout the communities in Kings County. The state is allowing 
purchase of two vehicles but at this time we are only requesting to purchase one.  

 
Recommendation: 

 
a. Approve the sole source purchase of a Chevrolet Suburban for COVID-19 testing and 

prevention services up to the amount approved by California Department of Public Health 
and; 

b. Adopt the budget change (4/5 vote). 
 

Fiscal Impact: 
There is no impact to the County General Fund associated with the recommended action. The State 
approved expense for Fiscal Year (FY) 2021-2022 is not to exceed $124,517 for two vehicles. It is 
requested to transfer $124,517 from Special Departmental 92063 to Vehicles – Sedan Camrys 94001 in 
the amount of $39,438 and Vehicles – SUV 94002 in the amount of $85,079 in Budget 411300. 

  
B0ACKGROUND: 
Although COVID-19 cases are currently decreasing, the need for community surveillance of the virus remains 
essential to the safety of Kings County residents. On April 13, 2021, your Board approved the Epidemiology and 
Laboratory Capacity Enhancing Detection

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Expansion Funding to address the COVID-19 pandemic and future infectious outbreaks. The approved funding 
includes $130,000 for outreach vehicles to be used for: 

 
• Establishing additional and on-going surveillance methods. (e.g. sentinel surveillance) for COVID-19 and 

other conditions of public health significance 
• Implement prevention strategies in high-risk settings or within vulnerable populations  
• Expanding laboratory testing capacity for COVID-19 that will support diagnosis, contact tracing, and 

surveillance. Testing will encompass high risk and underserved populations 
• Continue to build capacity for public health surveillance  

 
On January 18th, 2022, the California Department of Public Health (CDPH) approved Kings County Department 
of Public Health (KCDPH) to purchase two vehicles, a 2022 Chevy Suburban up to $85,078, and a 2022 Toyota 
Camry up to $39,438, to be used for COVID-19 testing and prevention services. At this time there are no Toyota 
Camry’s available for purchase and will be purchased at a later date.  
 
Keller Motor, a local dealership, has a Suburban in production that meets KCDPH's specific specifications and is 
under KCDPH’s approved amount. On February 14, 2022, a Sole Source justification was approved by Purchasing 
Manager, Evan Jones, to waive the competitive bidding process for KCDPH to work with Keller Motors on 
purchasing the Suburban.  
 
It has been difficult trying to locate Suburban’s throughout the State of California. At one time, there were less 
than six Suburban’s throughout the entire state. Due to the limited supply some dealerships were marking up their 
vehicles prices over $25,000, which was beyond the State approved amount. Other Suburbans were being 
purchased as soon as they were arriving at the car dealerships.  

 
KCDPH is requesting approval to purchase a 2022 Chevy Suburban to be used for mobile testing and other 
outreach services. The Suburban's back row seats fold down allowing the vehicle to store tables, chairs, canopies, 
signs, and other supplies, while still leaving a second row of seating for staff. Having the space for at least four 
individuals is needed for mobile testing in order to be efficient and the requested vehicle has this capacity. With 
the vehicle having enclosed storage space, items can be left inside reducing the wear and tear on items having to 
be loaded and unloaded on a daily basis from the vehicle to office space.  
 
Our department has considered other options including trucks and vans for purchase, however; staff found trucks 
that allow for cab seating have a reduced bed and would require a cover that would limit what items can be stored 
in the vehicle. We are currently using a van for the purpose of outreach and testing however, the space is limited 
and does not meet the county's needs.

SUBJECT: EMPIRE STREET CROSSWALK IMPROVEMENT PROJECT 
SUMMARY: 
 
 Overview: 

On December 7, 2021 the County of Kings entered into an agreement with JT2, Inc. DBA Todd 
Companies to install a rectangular rapid flashing beacon system to improve the safety at the crosswalk on 
Empire Street adjacent to the Stratford Elementary School.  Pursuant to our contract with JT2, Inc. a 
Notice of Completion must be filed to provide notice to interested parties that this work has been 
completed. 
 

 Recommendation: 
Approve the Notice of Completion for the Empire Street Crosswalk Improvement Project to 
provide notice to interested parties that the work has been completed.  

 
 Fiscal Impact: 
 This project will not impact the General Fund.  The County Road Fund supplied the cost of $36,700 as 

shown in the adopted Fiscal Year 2021-2022 Budget Unit 311000, Account 92001. Half of the total cost 
will be reimbursed by the Central Union School District in the amount of $18,350. 

 
BACKGROUND: 
On August 3, 2021 the County of Kings entered into a cost sharing agreement with the Central Union School 
District to share the material and installation costs for the improvements to the crosswalk located adjacent to the 
Stratford Elementary School on Empire Street. The project planned to improve the crosswalk by installing a 
solar powered rapid flashing beacon system, constructing a concrete ramp/landing, constructing a concrete 
island, and by converting the existing crosswalk to a high visibility crosswalk. The County released the 
Requests for Bids on August 25, 2021 seeking contractors to complete the installation of the improvements. The 
advertisement closed on September 23, 2021 and it was determined that JT2, Inc. was the lowest bidder. The 
County then entered into an agreement with JT2, Inc. on December 7, 2021. The Contractor started work on 
January 3, 2022 and completed all work items on January 14, 2022.

HOSPITAL PRESBYTERIAN 

SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
Section 147 (f)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 requires that, in order for the interest on such 
obligations to be excluded from gross income to investors for federal income tax purposes, the 
applicable elected representatives of the host governmental unit must approve the issuance of debt.  This 
hearing and approval process is referred to as a “TEFRA” hearing, after the Tax Equity and Fiscal 
Responsibility Act of 1983, the regulations for which were promulgated under the Tax Code changes of 
1986.  

 
Recommendation: 
Adopt a Resolution approving the financing and the issuance of the bonds by the California Public 
Finance Authority for Hoag Memorial Hospital Presbyterian. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
None.  The County’s participation bears with it no cost or financial obligation, but serves as a public 
acknowledgement of the facilities to be financed by the host jurisdiction.  The approval of the tax-
exempt financing for the project will not place any financial obligations upon the County.     

 
BACKGROUND: 
The California Public Finance Authority (“CalPFA”) is a political subdivision of the State of California 
established under the Joint Exercise of Powers Act for the purpose of issuing tax-exempt conduit bonds for 
public and private entities throughout California.  CalPFA was created by Kings County and the Housing  
 

(Cont’d) 
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Authority of Kings County, California.  CalPFA is empowered to promote economic, cultural, and community  
development opportunities that create temporary and permanent jobs, affordable housing, community 
infrastructure, and improve the overall quality of life in local communities. 
 
Hoag Memorial Hospital Presbyterian, a California nonprofit public benefit corporation, has requested that 
CalPFA issue 501(c)(3) bonds in an amount not to exceed $500,000,000 to finance land, buildings, 
improvements equipment and related costs to healthcare facilities located at 16200 Sand Canyon Avenue and on 
24.7 acres located near the intersection of Hospital Drive and Alton Parkway, with borderlines on Sand Canyon 
Avenue in Irvine, California (the “Project”).  
 
A public hearing was held for this Project on March 8, 2022. The Board has been asked to approve the issuance 
of the bonds as the host governmental unit.  
 
The obligations would be repaid solely from amounts received pursuant to the terms and provisions of the 
financing agreements to be executed by the Borrower. The County would not be a party to the financing 
agreements. The obligations would not be secured by any form of taxation or any obligation of either the County 
or CalPFA. Neither would the obligations represent or constitute a general obligation of the County or CalPFA. 
The borrower must indemnify CalPFA, including the County. All legal documents will contain clear disclaimers 
that the obligations are not obligations of the County or the CalPFA but are paid only from funds provided by 
the borrower. 
 
As announced in the published notice, this hearing is an opportunity for all interested persons to speak or to 
submit written comments concerning the proposal to issue the obligations and the nature of the facilities to be 
financed.  

 
Participation by the County will not impact the County's appropriations limits and will not constitute any type of 
indebtedness by the County.  Once the County holds the required public hearing and adopts the required 
resolution following the public hearing, no other participation of the County in the actions of the CalPFA or in 
the financing will be required.

WHEREAS, Hoag Memorial Hospital Presbyterian, a California nonprofit public benefit 
corporation and an organization described in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as 
amended (“Hoag”), has requested that the California Public Finance Authority (the “Authority”) adopt 
a plan of financing providing for the issuance of qualified 501(c)(3) bonds to finance land, buildings, 
improvements equipment and related costs to healthcare facilities located at 16200 Sand Canyon Avenue, 
Irvine, California 92618, and otherwise on 466-091-05, 466-091-16, 466-091-17, 466-091-18 and 466-
091-19, 24.7 acres located near the intersection of Hospital Drive and Alton Parkway, with borderlines on 
Sand Canyon Avenue, and related capital project costs (collectively, the “Project”), in one or more series 
issued from time to time, and at no time to exceed $500,000,000 in outstanding aggregate principal 
amount (the “Bonds”); and  

WHEREAS, the Project is located within the City of Irvine; and 

WHEREAS, the Authority is a joint powers authority created by the County of Kings (the 
“County”) and the Housing Authority of Kings County and located in the County; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Code, the issuance of the Bonds by the Authority 
must be approved by the County; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors of the County (the “Board of Supervisors”) is the elected 
legislative body of the County and is the applicable elected representative under Section 147(f) of the 
Code; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 147(f) of the Code, the Board of Supervisors has, following 
notice duly given, held a public hearing regarding the issuance of the Bonds, and now desires to 
approve the issuance of the Bonds by the Authority; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors understands that its actions in holding this public 
hearing and in approving this Resolution do not obligate the County in any manner for payment of the 
principal, interest, fees or any other costs associated with the issuance of the Bonds, and said Board of 
Supervisors expressly conditions its approval of this Resolution on that understanding. 
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NOW, THEREFORE, THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF KINGS 
HEREBY RESOLVES THAT: 

Section 1. The Board of Supervisors hereby approves the issuance of the Bonds by the 
Authority for the purposes of financing the Project.  It is the purpose and intent of the Board of 
Supervisors that this Resolution constitute approval of the issuance of the Bonds by the Authority for 
the purpose of Section 147(f) of the Code by the applicable elected representative of the governmental 
unit having jurisdiction over the area in which the Authority is located. 

Section 2. The officers of the Board of Supervisors are hereby authorized and directed, 
jointly and severally, to do any and all things and execute and deliver any and all documents, 
certificates and other instruments which they deem necessary or advisable in order to carry out, give 
effect to and comply with the terms and intent of this Resolution and the financing transaction approved 
hereby.  Any actions heretofore taken by such officers are hereby ratified and approved.   

Section 3. The Board of Supervisors expressly conditions its approval of this Resolution 
on its understanding that the County shall have no obligation whatsoever to pay any principal, interest, 
fees or any other costs associated with the Authority's issuance of the Loan for the financing of the 
Project. 

Section 4. This Resolution shall take effect from and after its passage and approval.

SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
In 2021, Dudley Ridge Water District (DRWD), the County, and the Kettleman City Community 
Services District (KCCSD) entered into an agreement where DRWD would make available a portion of 
their State Water Project (SWP) Table A Water, delivered by Department of Water Resources of the 
State of California (DWR), available to be transferred to the KCCSD for treatment, then later conveyed 
back to DRWD through non-DWR facilities (i.e. the Kettleman water treatment facility). This agreement 
between DWR, DRWD, and the County authorizes the change in Point of Delivery Table A Water where 
DWR will transfer 150 acre-feet of DRWD allocated Table A Water to KCCSD for treatment.      

 
Recommendation: 
Authorize the County Administrative Officer to sign the agreement between the 
Department of Water Resources of the State of California, Dudley Ridge Water District, 
and the County for a change in point of delivery for Dudley Ridge Water District Table A 
Water.

THIS AGREEMENT is made this                 day of______________, 20_____, 

under the provisions of the California Water Resources Development Bond Act, and other 

applicable laws of the State of California among the Department of Water Resources of the 

State of California, herein referred to as "DWR," Dudley Ridge Water District, herein 

referred to as "DRWD," and County of Kings, herein referred to as “Kings.”  DWR, DRWD, 

and Kings may be referred to individually as "Party" or collectively as "Parties." 
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RECITALS 
 
A. DWR and DRWD have entered into a water supply contract, dated 

December 13, 1963, and subsequently amended, providing that DWR shall supply 
certain quantities of water to DRWD, and providing that DRWD shall make certain 
payments to DWR, and setting forth the terms and conditions of such supply and 
payment (hereinafter "DRWD Water Supply Contract").   
 

B. DWR and Kings have entered into a water supply contract, dated August 1, 1967, 
and subsequently amended, providing that DWR shall supply certain quantities of 
water to Kings, and providing that Kings shall make certain payments to DWR, 
and setting forth the terms and conditions of such supply and payment 
(hereinafter "Kings Water Supply Contract").   
 

C. Kettleman City Community Services District (KCCSD) is within Kings’ service area 
and receives State Water Project (SWP) water from Kings. 
 

D. DRWD, Kings and KCCSD have entered into an agreement, dated June 8, 2021, to 
make available annually a portion of DRWD’s SWP Table A Water (DRWD’s Table A 
Water) otherwise deliverable by DWR to DRWD to instead be delivered by DWR to 
the KCCSD for treatment and later conveyance back to DRWD through non-DWR 
conveyance facilities. 
 

E. DRWD requested DWR’s approval for a change in point of delivery of up to 
150 acre-feet annually of DRWD’s Table A Water to Kings during the term of the 
Agreement.  
 

F. The change in point of delivery of a portion of DRWD’s Table A Water to Kings is 
covered under the Kings County Jackson Ranch Specific Plan Final Environmental 
Impact Report (EIR), dated September 2020 (SCH #2019080497).  On December 8, 
2020, the Kings Board of Supervisors certified the Final EIR for the Jackson Ranch 
Specific Plan and approved the project. In so doing, Kings, as the lead agency under 
CEQA, adopted CEQA Findings, a Statement of Overriding Considerations, and a 
Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP).  On December 10, 2020, 
Kings filed a CEQA Notice of Determination (NOD) to fulfill its CEQA responsibilities. 
 

G. DWR and DRWD, as responsible agencies, have each independently reviewed and 
considered the environmental documentation prepared by Kings.  DWR and DRWD 
have carefully considered the environmental effects of the proposed project as 
shown in the EIR and have reached their own independent conclusions regarding 
entering into this Agreement.  DRWD, as a responsible agency filed a NOD with the 
State Clearinghouse (SCH) on October 13, 2021.  DWR, as a responsible agency, 
will file a NOD under CEQA with the SCH upon execution of this Agreement. 
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AGREEMENT 

 
DWR approves a change in point of delivery of up to 150 acre-feet annually of DRWD’s 
Table A Water to Kings during the term of the Agreement, subject to the following terms 
and conditions: 

 
TERM 
 
1. This Agreement shall become effective upon execution by all Parties, and shall 

terminate on December 31, 2035, or upon final payment to DWR by DRWD of all 
costs attributable to this Agreement, whichever occurs later.  However, the 
liability, hold harmless and indemnification obligations in this Agreement shall 
remain in effect until the expiration of the applicable statute of limitations, or until 
any claim or litigation concerning this Agreement asserted to DWR, DRWD, or 
Kings within the applicable statute of limitations is finally resolved, whichever 
occurs later.   
 

UNIQUENESS OF AGREEMENT 
 
2. DWR’s approval under this Agreement to convey up to 150 acre-feet annually of 

DRWD’s SWP Table A Water to Kings is unique and shall not be considered a 
precedent for future agreements or DWR activities.   

 
DELIVERY OF DRWD’S TABLE A WATER 
 
3. Under Article 15(a) of DRWD’s Water Supply Contract, DWR hereby consents to 

the delivery of up to 150 acre-feet annually of DRWD’s Table A Water outside 
DRWD’s service area under the terms and conditions of this Agreement and 
finds that such delivery will not materially impair DRWD’s capacity to make 
payments to DWR.   
 

NO SALE OF DRWD’S TABLE A WATER 
 

4. DRWD attests that the delivery of up to 150 acre-feet annually of DRWD’s 
Table A Water to Kings under this Agreement does not constitute a sale of its 
Table A water.  Rather, DRWD’s Table A Water will be delivered by DWR to the 
KCCSD for treatment and later conveyed back to DRWD through non-DWR 
conveyance facilities. 
 

USE OF CALIFORNIA AQUEDUCT CAPACITY 
 
5. Delivery of water under this Agreement shall be in accordance with a schedule 

that has been reviewed and approved by DWR under applicable provisions of 
DRWD’s Water Supply Contract.  Article 12(f) of DRWD’s Water Supply Contract 
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shall govern the priority for delivery of such water.   
 
APPROVALS 
 
6. The delivery of water under this Agreement shall be contingent upon, and subject 

to any necessary approvals and shall be governed by the terms and conditions of 
such approvals and any other applicable legal requirements.  DRWD and Kings 
shall be responsible for complying with all applicable laws and legal requirements 
and for securing any required consent, approvals, permits, or orders.  DRWD and 
Kings shall furnish to DWR copies of all approvals and agreements required for the 
delivery of water under this Agreement.   
 

WATER DELIVERY TO KINGS 
 
7. DWR will deliver a total of up to 150 acre-feet annually of DRWD’s Table A Water, 

normally scheduled for delivery to DRWD’s service area, to Kings’ turnout(s) at 
Milepost 173.10 on the California Aqueduct through December 31, 2035.   
 

8. The delivery of DRWD’s Table A Water to Kings under this Agreement shall be in 
accordance with a schedule approved by DWR.  DWR’s approval is dependent 
upon the times and amounts of the delivery and the overall delivery capability of 
the SWP.  DWR shall not be obligated to deliver the water at times when such 
delivery would adversely impact SWP operations or facilities, or other SWP 
contractors. 
 

9. The sum of deliveries scheduled on behalf of DRWD to Kings under this 
Agreement, plus scheduled DRWD SWP deliveries, plus deliveries to DRWD 
under any other agreements, shall not exceed the quantities on which the 
proportionate Use-of-Facilities factors are based under DRWD’s Water Supply 
Contract, unless DWR determines that the deliveries will not adversely impact 
SWP operations or facilities, or other SWP contractors. 
 

WATER DELIVERY SCHEDULES   
 

10. All water delivery schedules and revisions under this Agreement shall be in 
accordance with Article 12 of DRWD’s Water Supply Contract.   

 
11. DRWD shall be responsible for coordinating and scheduling the water delivery 

with DWR as described in this Agreement.  After all approvals have been 
obtained and before water is delivered under this Agreement, DRWD shall 
submit for DWR’s approval a revised water delivery schedule showing the 
anticipated change to the monthly delivery pattern to accommodate the water 
delivery under this Agreement. 
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12. In coordination with Kings, DRWD shall submit monthly water delivery schedules, 
and revised delivery schedules, if any, for approval to the Project Water 
Management, Water Deliveries Section, indicating timing and point of delivery 
requested under this Agreement with reference to SWPAO #21028.  Monthly 
schedules shall be sent by electronic mail to SWPDeliveries@water.ca.gov.   

 
13. In coordination with Kings, DRWD shall send weekly water schedules, indicating 

timing and point of delivery requests with reference to SWPAO #21028, by 
electronic mail by 10:00 am, Wednesday, for the following week, Monday through 
Sunday, to the following:

WATER DELIVERY RECORDS 

 
14. DWR will maintain monthly records documenting the delivery of water under this 

Agreement.   
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CHARGES 
 
15. DRWD shall pay the following charges including all future adjustments, which shall 

be calculated in the same manner as charges are calculated for Table A deliveries 
and shall be in accordance with the provisions of DRWD’s Water Supply Contract. 
Charges shall be determined for the year the water is delivered to Kings.  When a 
portion of DRWD’s Table A Water is delivered by DWR to Kings, DRWD shall pay to 
DWR the charges associated with the delivery of the water from the Delta to Kings’ 
turnout(s) at Milepost 173.10 on the California Aqueduct. DRWD shall pay to DWR 
the Variable Operation, Maintenance, Power, and Replacement Component of the 
Transportation Charge and the Off-Aqueduct Power Facilities cost that is in effect 
for every acre-foot of water delivered from Delta to Kings’ turnout(s). 
 

16. In addition to the charges identified above, DRWD agrees to pay to DWR any 
additional identified demonstrable increase in costs that would otherwise be borne 
by DWR or by the SWP contractors not signatory to this Agreement as a result of 
DWR providing service under this Agreement. 

 
17. Payment terms under this Agreement shall be in accordance with DRWD’s Water 

Supply Contract. 

 
NO IMPACT 
 
18. This Agreement shall not be administered or interpreted in any way that would cause 

adverse impacts to SWP approved Table A water or to any other SWP approved 
water allocations, water deliveries, or SWP operations or facilities.  DRWD and 
Kings shall be responsible, jointly and severally, as determined by DWR, for any 
adverse impacts that may result from water deliveries under this Agreement.  

 
LIABILITY 
 
19. DWR is not responsible for the use, effects or disposal of water under this 

Agreement once the water is delivered to the designated turnout(s).  Responsibility 
shifts from DWR to Kings when DWR delivers the water to the designated 
turnout(s).   

 
20. DRWD and Kings agree to defend and hold DWR, its officers, employees, and 

agents harmless from any direct or indirect loss, liability, lawsuit, cause of action, 
judgment or claim, and shall indemnify DWR, its officers, employees, and agents 
from all lawsuits, costs, damages, judgments, attorneys’ fees, and liabilities that 
DWR, its officers, employees, and agent incur as a result of DWR approving this 
Agreement or providing services under this Agreement, except to the extent 
resulting from the sole negligence or willful misconduct of DWR, its officers, 
employees and agents.  
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21. If uncontrollable forces preclude DWR from delivery of water under this Agreement, 
either partially or completely, then DWR is relieved from the obligation to deliver the 
water to the extent that DWR is reasonably unable to complete the obligation due to 
the uncontrollable forces.  Uncontrollable forces shall include, but are not limited to 
earthquakes, fires, tornadoes, floods, and other natural or human caused disasters.  
DRWD and Kings shall not be entitled to recover any administrative costs or costs 
associated with delivery of water under this Agreement if uncontrollable forces 
preclude DWR from delivering the water.  

 
DISPUTE RESOLUTION 
 
22. In the event of dispute regarding interpretation or implementation of this 

Agreement, the Director of DWR and general managers of DRWD and Kings, or 
authorized representatives, shall endeavor to resolve the dispute by meeting 
within 30 days after the request of a Party.  If the dispute remains unresolved, the 
Parties shall use the services of a mutually acceptable consultant in an effort to 
resolve the dispute.  Parties involved in the dispute shall share the fees and 
expenses of the consultant equally.  If a consultant cannot be agreed upon, or if 
the consultant's recommendations are not acceptable to the Parties, and unless 
the Parties otherwise agree, the matter may be resolved by litigation and any 
Party may, at its option, pursue any available legal remedy including, but not 
limited to, injunctive and other equitable relief. 
 

ASSIGNMENT OF AGREEMENT 
 
23. Without the prior written consent of DWR, DRWD and, Kings, this Agreement is not 

assignable by DRWD or Kings in whole or in part.   
 

PARAGRAPH HEADINGS 
 
24. The paragraph headings of this Agreement are for the convenience of the Parties 

and shall not be considered to limit, expand, or define the contents of the respective 
paragraphs.   
 

OPINION AND DETERMINATION 
 
25. Where the terms of this Agreement provide for actions to be based upon the 

opinion, judgment, approval, review, or determination of any party, such terms are 
to be construed as providing that such opinion, judgment, approval, review, or 
determination be reasonable. 

 
MODIFICATION OF AGREEMENT 
 
26. No modification of the terms and conditions of this Agreement shall be valid unless 

made in writing and signed by the Parties to this Agreement. 
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NO MODIFICATION OF WATER SUPPLY CONTRACT 
 
27. This Agreement shall not be interpreted to modify the terms or conditions of 

DRWD’s or Kings’ respective Water Supply Contracts.  Unless expressly provided 
herein, the terms and conditions of DRWD’s and Kings’ Water Supply Contract and 
any future amendments apply to this Agreement. 

 
SIGNATURE CLAUSE 
 
28. The signatories represent that they have been appropriately authorized to enter into 

this Agreement on behalf of the Party for whom they sign.  A copy of any resolution 
or other documentation authorizing DRWD and Kings to enter into this Agreement, if 
such resolution or authorization is required, shall be provided to DWR before the 
execution of this Agreement.  
 

EXECUTION 
 
29. The Parties agree that this Agreement will be executed using DocuSign by electronic 

signature, which shall be considered an original signature for all purposes and shall 
have the same force and effect as an original signature.   
 

30. All Parties will receive an executed copy of this Agreement via DocuSign after all 
Parties have signed.

This Amendment (SWPAO #02031-A) amends the “Agreement among the Department of 
Water Resources of the State of California, County of Kings, and Tulare Lake Basin Water 
Storage District for a Change in Point of Delivery of a Portion of County of Kings’ State 
Water Project Table A Amount (SWPAO #02031).” 
 
The original Agreement, SWPAO #02031, executed March 10, 2006, sets forth the terms 
and conditions for the change in point of delivery of up to 200 acre-feet of the County of 
Kings’ (County) approved annual Table A Amount from Tulare Lake Basin Water Storage 
District’s (TLBWSD) turnouts in Reach 8C to Westlands Water District’s (WWD) turnouts 
in Reaches 6 and 7 of the California Aqueduct through December 31, 2035. The water 
delivered to WWD’s turnouts under this Agreement is on behalf of MRP San Joaquin 
Energy LLC for the Henrietta Peaker Power Plant, which is within the County’s service 
area. 
 
In order to better manage its water supply, the County has requested for DWR’s approval 
to also be able to use a portion of its Article 56 Carryover Water in delivering water to 
WWD’s turnouts under SWPAO #02031.

a. DWR is not responsible for the use, effects or disposal of water 
delivered under this Agreement once DWR delivers the water to the 
designated turnout(s).  Responsibility shall be governed by 
Article 13 of the County’s Water Supply Contract with 
responsibilities under the terms of that article shifting from DWR to 
County when the water is delivered to the designated turnout. 
 

b. The County, TLBWSD, and WWD agree to defend and hold DWR, 
its officers, employees, and agents harmless from any direct or 
indirect loss, liability, lawsuit, cause of action, judgment or claim, 
and shall indemnify DWR, its officers, employees, and agents from 
all lawsuits, costs, damages, judgments, attorneys’ fees, and 
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liabilities that DWR, its officers, employees, and agents incur as a 
result of DWR providing services under this Agreement, except to 
the extent resulting from the sole negligence or willful misconduct of 
DWR, its officers, employees, and agents. 
 

c. If uncontrollable forces preclude DWR from delivery of water under 
this Agreement, either partially or completely, then DWR is relieved 
from the obligation to deliver the water to the extent that DWR is 
reasonably unable to complete the obligation due to the 
uncontrollable forces.  Uncontrollable forces shall include, but are 
not limited to, earthquakes, fires, tornadoes, floods, and other 
natural or human caused disasters.  The County shall not be 
entitled to recover any administrative costs or other costs 
associated with delivery of water under this Agreement if 
uncontrollable forces preclude DWR from delivering the water. 

 
All other provisions of SWPAO #02031 remain in effect. 
 
The Parties agree that this Amendment will be executed using DocuSign by electronic 
signature, which shall be considered an original signature for all purposes and shall 
have the same force and effect as an original signature. All Parties will receive an 
executed copy of this Amendment via DocuSign after all Parties have signed.

SUBJECT: INITIATIVE PROPOSING HALF CENT PERCENT SPECIAL TRANSACTION 

AND USE TAX; RESOLUTION CONSOLIDATING ELECTION 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
On January 7, 2022, the Elections Department received Notice of Intent to Circulate Petition from the 
proponents of the Kings County Fire and Emergency Services Initiative Measure.  The proponents of the 
initiative met the requirements of the initiative process to include proper public notice, circulation, 
petition format and the sufficient number of valid signatures. The Kings County Fire and Emergency 
Services Initiative Measure would not allow an end term, for a countywide new special transaction and 
use tax of 0.5% (half cent). The proponents of the Kings County Fire and Emergency Services Initiative 
Measure must meet the requirements of California Election Code, specifically section 9110.  The 
proponents must submit 10% of the votes casted in the last Gubernatorial Election, which is 30,251 to 
meet the signatures requirements.  The proponents must file a total of 3,026 qualified signatures in order 
for the Kings County Fire and Emergency Services Initiative Measure to be consolidated into the June 7, 
2022, Statewide Direct Primary Election. 
  
Recommendation: 
Adopt a resolution to order the election on the initiative consolidated with the June 7, 2022, 
Statewide Direct Primary Election. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
The initiative would add an additional 0.5% special transaction and sales tax to the current tax rate  for 
the County, the City of Hanford, the City of Lemoore, and the City of Avenal the tax rate would go from 
7.25% to 7.75%. The City of Corcoran would increase from 8.25% to 8.75%. An estimated projection of 
$11,716,315 annually in revenue was provided by the Finance Department through HdL companies. 
Reference to this is in Exhibit A. The tax would be imposed in accordance with and incorporate 
provisions of state law, and contains various specified exemptions and exclusions. The California 
Department of Tax and Fee Administration would administer the tax.  
 

(Cont’d) 
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It would apply to the gross receipts of all retail sales of tangible personal property sold in the County, 
and to the sales price of tangible personal property purchased from any retailer for the storage, use or 
consumption in the County. The proposed tax would be in addition to any other taxes authorized by law, 
including any existing or future state or local transaction and use taxes. All revenue generated by the 
new tax would be deposited into a newly established Kings County Fire and Emergency Services Fund 
(Fund). Revenues in the Fund would supplement and not replace any other money provided by the 
County to the Department. 
 
The County would expend the tax revenues for the following purposes:  

(1) 60% shall be expended to hire and train additional firefighters or to pay for additional staff 
positions in the Department; 

(2) 20% shall be expended to maintain, repair, or replace the Depat1ment's emergency response 
infrastructure, including training centers, fire stations, and offices; and 

(3) 20% shall be expended to upgrade or replace the Department’s firefighter safety equipment, 
vehicles, facilities, life-saving rescue tools, and communications technology; to improve its fire 
protection and emergency medical response; and for any associated administrative and financing 
costs. 

 
BACKGROUND: 
In November of 2021, members from the Kings County Firefighters Association shared their interest in 
initiating a ballot tax measure that would benefit the Kings County Fire Department. The Elections Department 
provided the Kings County Firefighters Association with the initiative process guide along with a rough timeline 
of the steps that needed to be taken to qualify their measure for the upcoming June 7th, 2022 Statewide Direct 
Primary Election. 

On January 7, 2022, the Kings County Firefighters Association provided the Elections Department with the 
Notice of Intention to Circulate Petition.  The intention of circulating the petition within Kings County was to 
propose a 0.5% sales tax increase through a special tax use that would benefit the Kings County Fire 
Department for a term without expiration. The Kings County Firefighters Association provided adequate proof 
of publication, please refer to Exhibit B.  

On January 10, 2022, the Kings County Firefighters Association provided the Elections Department the final 
version of the Kings County Fire and Emergency Services Ordinance as required. The Kings County Fire and 
Emergency Services Ordinance was provided to County Counsel for review and preparation of the Ballot Title 
and Summary of the ordinance, please refer to Exhibit C. 

The Ballot Title and Summary prepared by County Counsel was provided to the Kings County Firefighters 
Association to be used in the creation of the petitions.  Additionally, the Kings County Firefighters Association 
provided adequate proof of publication for the Ballot Title and Summary, please refer to Exhibit D.  

On January 28, 2022, the Elections Department approved the Kings County Fire and Emergency Services 
Initiative petition filed by the Kings County Firefighters Association. Upon approval of the petition, the Kings 
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County Firefighters Association was granted permission to begin the signature gathering process, please refer to 
Exhibit E. 

On February 22, 2022, the Kings County Firefighters Association filed petitions for the Kings County Fire and 
Emergency Services Initiative Measure totaling 6,422 raw signatures, meaning the signatures have not being 
qualified.   

Attached with the agenda is also the Exhibit F, Certificate of Petition, which is an affidavit purporting to be the 
affidavit of the person who solicited the signatures, and containing the dates between which the purported 
qualified electors signed.  

In accordance with California Election Code 9115, the Elections Department selected to use a random sampling 
technique for verification of signatures. The random sample allows all signatures gathered to be part of the 
random sampling.  The random sampling must include at least 500, or 3% of the signatures, whichever is 
greater. 

Due to the rejection rate in the random sampling the Elections Department was required to validate all 
signatures submitted until the threshold of 10% or 3,026 of qualified signatures was met.  

On February 28, 2022, the Elections Department certified that the Kings County Firefighters Association, its 
proponents and supporters were able to successfully collect the required amount of 3027 qualified signatures to 
allow the Kings County Fire and Emergency Services Initiative Measure on the June 7, 2022, Statewide Direct 
Primary Election, subject to Board approval. 

The Electors of Kings County will be afforded the opportunity to cast their vote in favor for or against the Kings 
County Fire and Emergency Services Initiative Measure during the June 7, 2022 election cycle. The Electors of 
Kings County must have a 50% plus one vote in favor of the Kings County Fire and Emergency Services 
Initiative Measure in order for the initiative to become ordinance.   

The resolution presented today includes language will be included on the June 7, 2022 Statewide primary ballot. 
The question on the ballot is as followed: 

Shall the Kings County Fire and Emergency Services .5 percent Transactions and Use 
Tax Ordinance be adopted? The tax is anticipated to permanently generate an 
approximate $11,700,000 per year. Tax proceeds would be used exclusively to support 
the personnel, infrastructure and equipment needs of the Kings County Fire Department.

SUMMARY: 
Overview: 
On March 1, 2022, the Board approved a ground lease, purchase agreement, and post construction 
agreement with Lacey Campus Partners, L.P. (“Agreements”) for the real property located at 1222 W. 
Lacey Blvd. in Hanford, CA also known as the old hospital on the county campus property. The 
Board’s discretionary act is a County project. (“Project”) A request to declare the Project exempt from 
review under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) was required for approval but was not 
included in the action item. With today’s recommended action, the County will, by resolution, rescind 
the prior Agreements with Lacey Campus Partners and determine the Project is categorically exempt 
from CEQA review in accordance with CEQA Guidelines Section 15301, Existing Facilities.  The 
County will additionally reapprove such Agreements with the required CEQA findings. The 
Agreements will be effective when reapproved.  
 
Recommendation: 
a.      Adopt a Resolution Rescinding Prior Actions, Making a Determination of Categorical 
Exemption from the CEQA and Authorizing the Filing of a Notice of Exemption;  
b.      Approve Ground Lease agreement with Lacey Campus Partners, L.P. for premises located 
at 1222 W. Lacey Blvd. in Hanford, for an initial 25 year term, with three five-year options for 
renewal; 
c.       Approve the Purchase Agreement with Lacey Campus Partners, L.P. for the real property 
located at 1222 W. Lacey Blvd, in Hanford;  
d.      Approve the Post-Construction Lease agreement with Lacey Campus Partners, L.P. for the 
real property at 1222 W. Lacey. Blvd, in Hanford; and 
e.      Authorize the County Administrative Officer or his designee to sign the Intended Rent 
Commencement Letter. 
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(Cont’d) 
 
Fiscal Impact: 
Base rental payments for the post construction lease will total $102,885 per month for the first year and 
increase 2% annually. The total rental payment also includes maintenance and repair costs as described 
below. Both Human Services and Behavioral Health budgets will fund the annual rental payment.  Both 
Departments are committing to the financial obligation of this lease agreement without any additional 
monies from the General Fund at this time or in the future. Additionally, the County will be responsible 
for installing all furniture, security/ surveillance systems, information technology, and signage on 
buildings with the associated proposed building. This one time cost is estimated at $375,000, this 
estimate is subject to recommendations for the department’s budget next year. Additionally, another cost 
would be to include project management oversight of the project at an estimated $200,000-$300,000. 
The furniture, fixtures, and equipment one time cost will be incurred in Fiscal Year 2022/23 and will be 
budgeted for the fiscal year 22/23. The County will also be responsible for maintenance and janitorial 
services for the building. The estimated cost internally for these services is $197,000. The annual cost of 
maintenance will be scheduled to begin in Fiscal Year 2023/24. 

  
BACKGROUND: 
Over the past several years the County workforce has increased to approximately 1,600 full time employees 
needing space to accommodate growth.   Currently, a developer has offered to purchase, remodel, and restore 
the old hospital building, keeping the same structure and style, and lease it back to the County with the end goal 
of selling it back to the County for future purchase. Recent interest expressed by the Human Services Agency 
and the Behavioral Health Department allowed staff to expand the scope of the search  of office space. The 
proposed design, alteration, and lease Agreement is a result of these efforts. 
 
Lacey Campus Partners, L.P., a partnership that includes local developer Sunny Basra and Orange County-based 
Paynter Realty & Investments. Inc., has proposed to design, alter, and lease to the County the former Hospital 
building located at 1222 W. Lacey Blvd in Hanford, Ca with the intention to remodel the building for County 
use. Currently, the building is deemed unusable and has been sitting vacant and deteriorating condition since 
2014. 
 
The building is located on County grounds and is accessible by public transportation, and can accommodate the 
growing space needs of the Behavioral Health Department and the Human Services Agency. 
 
Currently, the Behavioral Health Department is leasing space at an outside facility and is not located on County 
grounds; their current location is across County Drive located by other private businesses. The current annual 
lease payment for the lease space is $566,179. By bringing the entire Behavioral Health Department on to 
County grounds, we will ensure County services are all located in one location, providing the County residents 
the opportunity to find services in a “one stop” location. 
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Behavioral Health will be moving the entire department. The Behavioral Health department has an Executive 
team and two service areas, and each service has four divisions. Their Administration division includes their 
fiscal, contract/compliance, Mental Health Services Act, and Quality Assurance division. Their Clinical division 
includes their Adult Systems of Care, their Children Systems of care, the Substance Use Disorder (SUD) 
Program and MOST/Tele-Psychiatry (MOST will be providing the psychiatric services to the children 
consumers from two providers; MHS from the basement and Aspiranet) 
 
The new building will also include a Children services clinic by the contracted provider: Mental Health Systems 
“KIND Center.” The Mental Health Systems will be providing Specialty Mental Health Services (SMHS), 
called Recovery Oriented Services (ROS), to children and youth beneficiaries who meet medical necessity and 
are 0 - 17 years of age, and up to 21 with Mental Health Plan (MHP) approval.  
 
HSA will be moving the current CalWORKs Employment & Training and Housing & Supportive Services 
Divisions into the new space.  They currently reside in Human Services Building 8. The CalWORKs 
Employment program provides case management, educational, work experience, job training and subsidized 
employment for families on CalWORKs.  The program also provides a host of supports such as transportation, 
child care, and a variety of family stabilization services including access to mental health and substance abuse 
services to address any barriers to employment and self sufficiency.  The Housing and Supportive Services 
division provides short-term housing subsidies, housing navigation, case management and supportive services to 
youth, adults and families served by other human services programs.  They are currently located temporarily in 
the former courts building while permanent housing located. These programs are specially designed to help 
address the cycle of poverty and/or homelessness for youth, individuals, families and veterans we serve, so they 
may become self-sufficient and independent members of the community. The current location of both of these 
services is located at the Human Services Building number 8 on County grounds.  

 
The proposal includes the design and alteration of 43,781 square feet of office space for exclusive County use, 
and parking lot adjacent to the North side of the building. 
 
The proposed lease has an initial term of 25 years with three five-year options for renewal, and includes the 
option to purchase the building after ten years at a "fair market value" equivalent to the appraised value of the 
building at the time of purchase. This purchase option provides the County an opportunity to acquire the 
building as soon as ten years after lease execution, which could result in substantial savings of the life of the 
project. 
 
Base rent is proposed at $102,885 ($2 .35 per square foot) per month. The base rent and will increase by 2% 
annually. Developer shall have no maintenance, replacement or repair obligations with respect to the Property or 
the Improvements or alterations from the Date of Possession through the Term of the Lease except for the 
warranty repairs.   
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Upon execution, Lacey Campus Partners, L.P. will have 90 days to secure financing for the project and 120 days 
to finalize building plans with the County. Upon finalization of plans and receipt of building permits, the 
developer will complete the construction of the building within 240 days, and it is anticipated that the County 
will move into the completed building by August 2023. Rental payments will commence on the first day of the 
third full month after the County takes possession of the building. 
 
In current market value, a building of similar size in ground up construction would cost approximately, $600-
$800 per square foot for a total cost of $26 million to $35 million dollars. This includes demolition of the 
current property. 
 
A new popular construction design for government buildings that are deemed cost effective are modular 
buildings. A new modular building in current market value in similar size would cost approximately, $500-$700 
per square feet for an approximate cost of $22 million to $30 million. 
 
This project is currently being managed by Administration with coordination with their contracted Capital 
Project Management, Vanir, Inc, Public Works, Community Development, and County Counsel and outside 
Counsel Lozano Smith. It is anticipated if this agreement commences the County will enter into an amended 
contract with Vanir for the construction oversight of the project.  
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
