Federal Earmark Funding 
Project Description: Kings County Family Justice Center 

 
Qualifying factors: 

Kings County is one of the poorest counties in the nation, which assumes the impacts of a hazardous 
waste facility, three prisons, a casino, a surf ranch, and a naval air station. Although each has some 
benefits to their existence, there are negative impacts as well upon our public infrastructure and 
criminal justice system.  Our community is in desperate need of a means to consolidate access to 
services from existing public service providers to assist all families impacted by crime in Kings 
County.  This project is known as the Kings County Family Justice Center (FJC).  
 
The FJC Project fits squarely with the “Rural Development” category as we plan to construct an 
“essential community facility” that will benefit and serve a “rural area” and an “unincorporated 
area” of Kings County. The FJC will be centrally located in the City of Hanford and will serve 
several rural and under developed areas.  The specific criteria of “rural areas” includes the cities and 
communities of Lemoore (population 26,725), Armona (population 4,407), Stratford (population 
901), and Home Gardens (population 12,153.) The FJC will also serve the communities of Avenal 
(population 12,961), Corcoran (population 21,960), Kettleman City (population 1,136) and the 
unincorporated areas in between.  With more than 1389 square miles within the County boundaries 
and more than 150,000 people located therein who need equal access to centrally located services. 
Because Kings County is vastly rural and has 10 to 40 miles between cities, access to services remains 
difficult to obtain due to the variety of locations. The community is often frustrated with being referred 
from agency to agency throughout the county in order to access the services needed.  

The multi-disciplinary approach to services will allow the community to obtain the services needed in one 
location. Victims of crime will be able to receive wraparound services in one central location, thereby 
maximizing the client’s time and preventing additional trauma. Currently victims, offenders and the 
community at large must first locate resources needed and then travel to each location. The vision of our 
FJC will provide access to government agencies, non-profits and other necessary services through the 
implementation of the center.  

The opportunity to have on-site community and public partners located together will assist agencies in 
providing wraparound services to the entire community. 

 
1. Department Name: Kings County District Attorney 

 
2. Name of Project: Kings County Family Justice Center 
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3. Project Justification: In 2015, Governor Brown signed a law to authorize a city, county, or 
community-based nonprofit organization to establish a multi-agency, multi-disciplinary family 
justice center to assist victims of domestic violence, sexual assault, elder or dependent adult abuse, 
and human trafficking. The “one stop shop” goal of an FJC provides consistency and builds trust in 
victims and families impacted by crime. The FJC concept is designed to strengthen collaboration and 
community partnerships among local community organizations, and ours will also serve as a strong 
resource to end the tragedy of drug addiction through pre-filing diversion programs for the early 
stages of criminal behavior. Without an FJC, victims of crime are on their own to locate and 
physically travel between multiple service provider locations, which is often a substantial distance in 
our rural community.  
 
Our experience with victims and families impacted by crime has shown that many victims may “give 
up” when confronted with the “red tape” of filling out repeated and voluminous paperwork or are 
otherwise unable to physically travel geographic distances to obtain services, especially at a time 
when a victim and their family are in deep crisis.  Our vision is akin to the Child Advocacy Model 
which we ushered in 2018.  That model brings all providers to a child victim for one interview 
conducted by a trained specialist in handling such interviews.  Our vision is to provide the same 
centralized focus on all victims of crime as we do for children of crime.  By having a victim visit one 
location for one interview to report the crime, have a forensic medical exam, a mental health review, 
and other assessments to identify the appropriate services is far better than the archaic model of 
leaving them to fend for themselves through the maze of services and multiple locations.   
 
Our goal is to also extend the FJC’s services beyond victim services.  We intend to provide a Pre-file 
Drug Diversion Program, which will allow suspects to engage in treatment that will curb their 
criminal behavior before it is uncontrollable.  Suspects will be able to demonstrate rehabilitation and 
avoid the filing of criminal charges altogether.  Other services for families of people not yet 
committing crimes to warrant involvement in the criminal justice system can also be directed and 
provided services via the FJC.  In particularly, people involved in “low-level” drug crimes are often 
“ticking time bombs” and their families do not know where to access services to stop the behavior in 
its early stages.   After all, the family members of drug abusers are victims as well. To that end, we 
would need to construct a courtroom within walls of the FJC in order to have a formal process to 
require participants to understand the formality of their agreement and to collaborate with defense 
counsel and other treatment providers.  This auxiliary courtroom would also provide sufficient space 
to train and collaborate with law enforcement and the community in areas of homelessness, crisis 
resolution, cultural diversity, and many more areas that require a community effort to be successful.  
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4. Project Description: The FJC will consist of a single public facility located in the city of Hanford, 
near the only courthouse in our county.  As noted above, Family Justice Centers are “one stop 
shops”, consisting of a multi-disciplinary team of professionals who work together under one roof to 
provide collaborative services to victims of family violence.  These services include, but are not 
limited to, counseling resources, legal aid assistance, case management, healthcare services, housing 
assistance, benefits assistance, transportation resources, women's resource centers, elder abuse 
services, culturally-specific family services, job listing services, community education, and 
prevention resources. Currently, Kings County does not have a central location to provide services to 
victims and their families. 
 
Amount of Funding Requested from the Federal Government: $4,000,000 to $5,000,000. 
 
Total Cost to Complete the Project (Federal AND Non-Federal Funds):  $35,000,000.00 
 
Can the County Obligate all Requested Funding Within 12 Months of Receipt?  NO, this 
funding is for planning and development in order to get us to that stage.   
 
List of Stakeholder Groups or Elected Officials who Support the Project: 
Kings County District Attorney, Behavioral Health Director, County Administrative Officer, the 
Kings County Board of Supervisors, Counsel for the Indigent, Health and Human Services, 
Champions Recovery Director, Court Appointed Special Advocates Director, Kings Commission 
on Aging, Kings Community Action Organization, Corcoran City Council, Avenal City Council, 
Lemoore City Council, and many others.  Senator Melissa Hurtado, Assemblymember Rudy Salas, 
and Congressman David Valadao have all toured the operation and have shown interest in 
promoting the project. 
 
Estimated Project Start Date:  If these resources are received, we could likely start by 2023. 
 
Estimated Project Completion Date:  2025, which includes project development and planning 
as well as generating the supplemental revenue for the project from other state and local resources. 
 
Current Developmental Status of the Project:  
The Kings County District Attorney’s Office has been formulating the project for three years.  Upon the 
positive collaboration of many other service providers, the concept grew to include the expansive need for 
not only victim services, but other community and criminal justice services.  The collaboration realized 
that many FJC’s services are formed around the abandoned or available infrastructure.  The instant  
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innovative model requires the infrastructure to be formed around the concept.  To that end, at the request 
of the Kings County District Attorney, the Kings County Board of Supervisors unanimously approved an 
action item to submit an application for funding to the California Governor’s Office of Emergency 
Services.   On January 26, 2022, The Kings County District Attorney delivered an application to the 
California Governor’s Office of Emergency Services for the Family Justice Center Program (FE) Grant 
for funding to begin the project.    Additionally, the Kings County District Attorney has collaborated with 
the Family Justice Center Alliance, a national family justice advocate, and plan to formalize that 
collaboration.

Dear Senator Padilla: 
 
On behalf of the Kings County Board of Supervisors, I want to thank you for the opportunity to 
submit our Community Project Funding recommendations for the upcoming fiscal year 2023 
appropriations process. On March 29, the Board voted to submit the following two projects for 
your consideration: 
 
(1) Armona Recreation Park Improvement Project  
 
The Armona Recreation Park is a designated park in Kings County and the maintenance is 
provided by the Armona Union Elementary School District.  This agreement for maintenance was 
enacted in 1985 between the County of Kings, Armona Community Services District, and the 
Armona Union Elementary School District.  The project will serve the Armona Community and 
beyond.  The renovation to Recreation Park would make it more appealing to the community.  
The funds will be utilized to install a water park, basketball court(s), shade structures, playground 
equipment, exercise stations, picnic areas and expansion of restrooms that are in dire need of 
renovation.  Introducing these improvements to Recreation Park will encourage our community 
families to invest time into their families. 
 
(2) Family Justice Center Project 
 

The Family Justice Center will consist of a single public facility located in the city of Hanford, near the 
courthouse in the county.  The Family Justice Centers are “one stop shops”, consisting of a multi-
disciplinary team of professionals who work together under one roof to provide collaborative services 
to victims of family violence.  These services include, but are not limited to, counseling resources, 
legal aid assistance, case management, healthcare services, housing assistance, benefits assistance, 
transportation resources, women's resource centers, elder abuse services, culturally-specific family 
services, job listing services, community education, and prevention resources. Currently, Kings 
County does not have a central location to provide services to victims and their families. The funds 
would be used to plan the design of the project, so in the future the District Attorneys office can seek 
additional funds to construct the project. Having a shovel ready projected designed are easier to get 
funding from various funding sources 
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rate all remain active areas of investigation. The CDC believes at this time that symptoms appear two to 
fourteen days after exposure. Currently, there are vaccines for antiviral treatment of COVID-19. County staff 
has been working diligently to assess and provide resources and information to the community regarding 
COVID-19.
