exist but are not of record, as such monuments have been confirmed to carry the same protections under the 2011 BPELSG opinion
signed by Richard B. Moore, PLS. Any such monument that is located will be documented in the same manner as all others.

Upon completion of field survey activities, office staff will review all field survey notes, photos, and raw data to confirm each
location has been sufficiently searched and all necessary information collected. The data will be used to prepare pre-construction
corner records that will be transmitted to the County Surveyor’s office for review and approval.

Construction Phase

O'Dell Engineering will remain in contact with the County throughout the construction cycle, and as each location is prepared for
it, field crews will be dispatched again to set 5 swing ties for each monument referenced prior to construction so that the contractor
can rehabilitate or replace the original monument.

Post-Construction Phase

Following the contractor’s lead, upon successful rehabilitation or replacement of the monuments for a given location, O'Dell
Engineering will mobilize for a final time to verify the monument placement is correct, document the final /as-built monument, and
provide any final stamping or punch marks as appropriate. At this stage, the field survey data will be evaluated once more and any
monument impacted by the construction will be documented on a post-construction corner record, again submitted to the County
Surveyor's office for review and approval, thus closing out the steps necessary to be in full compliance with state law.

Scope of Services

Task 1: Pre-Construction Monument Preservation

* Research and obtain record survey information for other monuments not on the monument list provided (recorded maps, corner
records and ties, unrecorded maps and ties, benchmarks and survey control databases, etc.).

* Perform a field survey to locate and tie out approximately thirty-two (32) existing survey monuments.

* Prepare and submit corner records to Kings County allowing the public agency to comply with the pre-construction monument
preservation requirements Section 8771 of the California Business and Professions Code (Professional Land Surveyors’ Act).

DELIVERABLES
* PDF copy of filed pre-construction corner records.

Task 2: Survey Support During Construction
* Perform field survey to verify the conditions of monuments located during Task 1. Any monument found to have been paved
over, disturbed, or destroyed will be documented and its position marked on the ground with 5’ offset ties for each proposed
survey monument for the County contractor to install monuments.
* Prepare post-construction corner records to submit to Kings County.

Task 3: Post-Construction Monument Verification and Replacement
* Perform a field survey to verify the final placement of the survey monuments located during Task 1.
* Submit post-construction corner records to Kings County. The corner records will comply with Section 8771 of the Professional
Land Surveyors’ Act.

* PDF copy of the filed post construction corner records.

In accordance with the above, it is anticipated that construction support and post-construction survey tasks will be closely
coordinated around the broader project construction schedule. O'Dell Engineering has the resources and capacity to meet with
