SUBJECT: JUSTIFICATION FOR AN AGREEMENT WITH INTELEGY CORPORATION FOR
CONSULTING SERVIGES

This memo provides information and justification for the consulting agreement with lnTelegy
Corporation. The Human Services Agency is requesting to enter into an agreement with lnTelegy
for consulting services for the following projects: assess and assist in the restructure of Program
Specialists to align with the newly implemented project management structure, assess the Cal-
Learn and lndependent Living Programs services and delivery methods, continue assessing the
joint management strategy to ensure productivity and implement training when a need is
identified, and continue assessing the housing programs and provide support.

The Human Service Agency has been working with lnTelegy since 2016. With their support, the
agency has implemented many improvements across the organization including improved access
to services for customers and overall support to staff. The most recent lnTelegy consulting
contracts (Agreements #21-118,21-042) aided the agency in assessing and implementing call
centers in our Reception, Technology Support, Adult Service and Child Welfare Services
Department, and ongoing Workload Management Tool software access, and consulting services
for document imaging strategy, improvements to agency dashboards, reopening service plans,

housing project implementation and revised service process. Several strategies were identified

during the last contractual period that improved customer contact and staff efficiency. Some of
the consultation services are still in process. Among them are project management structure,
improvements in service processes identified during the pandemic, and housing assistance
programs, which is now in the implementation stage.

lnTelegy has an extensive knowledge of the fundamental processes of the various systems within
HSA this has helped to improve overall outcomes and efficiency. This is a result of their
involvement in other Human Service Agencies within California. lnTelegy has a direct
understanding of the history of Kings County Human Services Agency due to their past contracts.
The historic knowledge of the agency and the understanding of the fundamental process of the
agency has laid the foundation for continuity of services for this additional contract.

SUBJECT: SALE OF 2006 GMC MOBILE HEALTH VEHICLE 

 
 
SUMMARY: 

 
Overview: 
The Kings County Department of Public Health, on January 10, 2008, purchased the 2006 GMC Mobile 
Health Vehicle for mobile primary clinic operations. The vehicle was purchased for $290,536 using Public 
Health Realignment funds. Due to a reduction of primary clinic services by the department and challenges 
with identifying qualified operators to drive the vehicle, the department is seeking to sell the 2006 GMC 
Mobile Health Vehicle to the Kings County Fire Department.  

 
Recommendation: 

a. Approve sale of 2006 GMC Mobile Health Vehicle to Kings County Fire for a purchase price 
of $25,000; 

b. Adopt the budget change (4/5 vote required). 
 

Fiscal Impact: 
A journal will be created to charge $25,000 to Kings County Fire expense account 94000 under budget 
unit 243000 and apply $25,000 to Public Health Other Revenue account 88025 under budget unit 411100.   

  
BACKGROUND: 

 
On March 17, 2007 the Department of Public Health provided a purchase agreement commitment to LifeLine 
Mobile to obtain a 2006 GMC Mobile Health Vehicle for clinic service operations. The sale for the vehicle was 
final on January 10, 2008. From 2008 until 2019 the Mobile Health Vehicle was used in various locations around 
Kings County for Immunizations, Women’s Health/OB Clinics, Sexually Transmitted Infection (STI) Clinics and 
Women, Infant and Children’s (WIC) Clinics. In 2013 the department stopped the Women’s Health/OB Clinics.

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Most recently the Mobile Health Vehicle was used for COVID-19 Vaccination Clinics, however mobile teams 
now use a smaller easier to drive mobile unit. In addition, there are additional primary care providers such as 
Federally Qualified Health Centers located in the rural areas as compared to 2008. 
 
One of the largest challenges with the vehicle was maintaining a qualified driver with a Commercial Class B 
Drivers License. In addition, as the vehicle is now 16 years old there are required maintenance and services that 
the department can no longer sustain. Along with the reduction in the number of clinic services and the 
complexities of driving and maintaining the vehicle the department feels it is in the best interest to sell the vehicle 
to the Fire Department who has expressed an interest in purchasing. 
 
Clinical services, Immunizations, STI and WIC operations are still offered at various clinic sites in Avenal, 
Corcoran and Lemoore. 
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
