Due to an oversight, the FURS portion of the Agreement was excluded from the Second Amendment, and the
program expired on June 30, 2022. Negotiations for this Agreement began in early FY 2022-2023 but were
impacted in November due to Department staff turnover. Negotiations recommenced in January 2023, and at
that time, the Department determined that it would be best to couple the FY 2022-2023 Amendment with the
2023-2024 Renewal Agreement.

This Amendment to the Agreement retroactively includes FURS for FY 2022-2023, extends the terms of the
Agreement for FSP and FURS for an additional one-year period ending June 30, 2024, and includes additional
budget increases due to impacts of minimum wage. The FURS program is a mandated entitlement program for
the Human Services Agency (HSA), and both departments mutually benefit from the partnership in leveraging
these programs together in one contract because these programs serve the same population and offer similar
service provisions. Additional changes to the FY 2022-2023 budget include direct labor cost increases that
resulted from minimum wage increases required to contract staff and compaction issues in the FSP and Child
and Family Teams (CFT) programs.

The Third Amendment to the Agreement with Aspiranet also includes the provision of Mobile Crisis Support
Team (MCST) services for FY 2023-2024. This team will focus on children and youth while responding to
Kings County schools and Kings County’s Child Welfare Services. Services provided will be triage and
screening for suicidality, de-escalation, peer support, coordination with physical and mental health care
providers, crisis planning and follow-up.

Under this Agreement, KCBH and the Human Services Agency will provide oversight of program services to
comply with Federal, State, and County contract guidelines. Aspiranet will provide quarterly reports on
demographic data of all participants, outreach activities, training and maintain all client records in an Electronic
Health Records system.

The Agreement has been reviewed and approved by County Counsel as to form.

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4. Provide MHSA FSP Program support services as necessary, pursuant to CCR Title 9,

Section 3200.130 so that the consumer can achieve assigned intervention goals as
identified by FSP Program.

Contractor shall provide services in the youth’s/child’s and family’s preferred language
either through or a mix of on-site bilingual providers, on-site interpreter services, or
telephonic/video interpreter services ensuring the bilingual provider or interpreter are
proficient in the language; and be informed how to access such service which shall be
made available at not cost to the youth/child or family.

All interpreter services, on-site and telephonic/video, are required to be reported to the
State annually through the Network Adequacy Certification process and as such
Contractor shall ensure to log interpreter services accordingly to be able to complete
the state-required report, and document within the County’s Electronic Health Records
(“EHR”) when services are offered or provided in a language other than English to
accommodate the youth/child or family’s preferred language.

Transition and Discharge Criteria

1.

Discharge planning and coordination shall be a focus of treatment throughout service
provision and be initiated at first treatment planning meeting.

During the transition phase, plans are made for a purposeful transition out of FSP Program
services and into a blended network of formal, natural, and concrete supports available in
the community. Transition is a goal and is attended to during the entire duration of services.
Preparation for transition is emphasized from the onset of services. When a youth and their
family have acquired the skills and knowledge necessary to manage daily events and crises,
they will be ready to move towards transition, which generally occurs when the major POC
goals have been deemed largely accomplished by the CFT. A “graduation” to celebrate
success is created to positively frame the transition.

Transition of youth/child to less intensive services will occur when the youth/child
makes sufficient progress to meet their treatment goals without FSP Program services.

Youth/child will be discharged when they meet one or more of the following criteria:

A. Youth/child, family and treatment agree during CFT that youth/child has made
significant progress to continue to meet their and family needs with a lower level
of services. Contractor shall collaborate with other MHP providers and other
community resources to link child/youth to less intensive services.

B. Youth/ Child and/or family decide to terminate participation in Kings County FSP
Program.

C. Youth/Child transfers to another program that has been mutually agreed upon.
D. Youth/Child moves outside of Kings County on a permanent basis.

E. Youth/Child requires a higher level of care that cannot be provided as part of the
Kings County youth FSP Program (e.g. serious and consistent danger to themselves
or others and therefore cannot be maintained in an open setting).

F. Youth is incarcerated
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(1) Contractor shall leave youth open to services when they are incarcerated or
otherwise detained/hospitalized/etc. if it will be for a short period of time up to
90 days.

(2) Contractor may also provide non-billable services to the family since FSP
Programs are a “whatever it takes” approach to services and thus other services
may be needed to maintain support to the family during the short-term detention
to the youth.

(3) Since ajail is a lock-out setting for SMHS, Contractor cannot provide treatment
to a youth within this setting unless they are 30-days from discharge wherein
we can then provide billable services only to the extent of discharge planning
through a CFT.

5. Contractor shall complete the FSP Program disenrollment request form and obtain
county approval.

A. Kings County FSP Program services are not likely to help the youth/child maintain
or improve their mental health condition in accordance to Tile 9, CCR, Section
1830 (b)(3)(A) and (B).

B. Declines or refuses services and request discharge, despite the FSP Program team
members’ best efforts to develop an acceptable services plan with youth and family.

Flex Funding

1. Contractor may utilize Flex Funding to support the youth to achieve their treatment
goals. Flex Funding must be clearly linked to a goal/strategy in the treatment plan.

2. Flex Funds are meant to be temporary support and are not to be used for long-term
expenses.

3. Reimbursement

A. Contractor shall itemize expenses claimed on the standard monthly invoice, hide
the protected health information and submit with the monthly invoice.

B. Contactor shall report any reimbursement received on the monthly invoice for the
month in which the reimbursement occurred.

4. Contractor is required to archive all Flex Funding expedite receipt for a period of at
least six (6) years. There may occasions when copy of an archived receipt is requested.

Performance Goals

1. Contractor shall report annually by August 15" to KCBH achievement based upon the
following goals:

A. Child and Outcomes

(1) Placement Stability/Permanency - 80% of youth/child will maintain or decrease
level of placement during program.

(2) Emotional and Behavioral Adjustment - 60% improvement within 12 months
as measured by CANS.

SUMMARY:
Overview:

Kings County Behavioral Health (KCBH) is seeking approval of a resolution authorizing the payment of
fees for the CommUnity targeted media campaign to iHeart Media, Incorporated (iHeartMedia).

Recommendation:
Adopt the Resolution authorizing the payment of fees for a targeted media campaign to
iHeartMedia, Incorporated retroactively effective July 1, 2022 through June 30, 2023.

Fiscal Impact:

There is no impact to the County General Fund. This Resolution would authorize the payment of $7,934
in Mental Health Services Act (MHSA) funding for expenses incurred in Fiscal Year (FY) 2022-2023
related to the CommuUnity targeted media campaign with iHeartMedia. Expenses in this Resolution and
sufficient revenue for expenses were included in the department’s FY 2022-2023 Adopted Budget in
Budget unit 422200, Mental Health Services Act (MHSA).

BACKGROUND:

KCBH works with iHeartMedia to assist in promoting and raising awareness of behavioral health services to
communities in Kings County. KCBH has an existing agreement with iHeartMedia for three targeted media
campaigns through June 30, 2023. In December 2022, KCBH committed $7,934 in MHSA funding for the
CommuUnity campaign aimed at alcohol prevention and education. This campaign seized an opportunity created
by the existing Winter Wonderland event which occurred in December 2022. The event brought residents of

Kings County out to an existing community event to promote the protective factors of community and connection
and raised awareness of services and supports thorough behavioral health services providers and community
resources hosting booths at the event. The event booked 1,300 tickets, was booked to capacity, and saw 11
community vendors partner together to showcase community resources.

However, the CommUnity campaign was not included in the existing scope of work. KCBH now seeks Board
approval for the payment of fees due for the CommUnity campaign as these services were not part of the
previously approved agreement and scope of work.

WHEREAS, Kings County Behavioral Health (“KCBH”) has an existing contract with
iHeartMedia, Inc. (“iHeart™), with a current term ending on June 30, 2023, and a maximum not-
to-exceed amount of $69,436 (the “iHeart Agreement”); and

WHEREAS, the scope of the iHeart Agreement is to conduct three targeted media
campaigns to promote suicide prevention, to solicit community feedback for the Mental Health
Services Act Annual Program Updates, and to promote Mental Health Matters Month; and

WHEREAS, the foregoing scope of work is funded through the Mental Health Services
Act; and

WHEREAS, during the month of December 2022, KCBH committed $7,934.00 received
through Senate Bill No. 920 Alcohol Education Prevention and Senate Bill N0.921 Drug Education
Prevention Funds to pay for a targeted media campaign (the “CommUnity Campaign”), which was
promoted on two iHeart radio stations, and which included over 290 30-second commercials; and

WHEREAS, although the funds for the CommuUnity Campaign were budgeted, the
campaign was not within the scope of the existing iHeart Agreement; and

WHEREAS, KCBH now seeks Board authorization to pay the amount due for the
CommuUnity Campaign; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors desires to authorize payment for the CommUnity
Campaign.

SUMMARY':

Overview:

Kings County Behavioral Health is seeking approval of a Resolution to Grant Agreement Number CY
King-01 with California Health Facilities Financing Authority for the investment in mental health
wellness grant program for children and youth.

Recommendation:

Adopt a resolution authorizing the Director of Behavioral Health or their designee to accept the
grant agreement and sign grant related documentation with California Health Facilities Financing
Authority for investment in mental health wellness grant programs for children and youth
retroactively from February 24, 2022, through the availability of funding for the project.

Fiscal Impact:

The proceeds of this grant will be used by KCBH to ensure the funding goes toward the investment in
mental health wellness grant program for children and youth. The allocation of $227,365 was previously
included in the Fiscal Year (FY) 2022-2023 Adopted Budget, and revenues and expenditures are
included in the FY 2023-2024 Recommended Budget in Budget Unit 422400 Behavioral Health Alcohol
and Other Drugs Grants.

BACKGROUND:
Kings County Behavioral Health (KCBH) has been awarded the California Health Facilities Authority
(CHFFA) Investment in Mental Health Wellness Grant Program for Children and Youth grant. KCBH has

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brought items related to this grant funding to the Board twice before on September 20, 2022, and December 13,
2022, and both items were approved. The first item brought the agreement before the Board without a
resolution, which was a required element of the agreement with CHFFA and an oversight by the Department.
Adjustments have been made to the process checklist within the Department to ensure that this does not occur
again. The Second item before the Board added the Resolution, but the approved language did not include all
required components that CHFFA later informed were needed. The missing element was authorization for the
director to sign associated reporting and financial reports and grant documents in addition to the agreement, as
well as legal requested changes that were denied by the CHFFA Board that had made their way into our
agreement and removal of dates from the Resolution. The final changes on this resolution today allow for all the
program requirements to be executed with all the items requested by CHFFA Program staff to move forward
with program implementation.

The grant award pays for capital start up costs and one year of personnel costs for KCBH to develop its first
community based Mobile Crisis Support Team (MCST). This team will focus on children and youth while
responding to Kings County schools and Kings County’s Child Welfare Services. Services provided will be
triage and screening for suicidality, de-escalation, peer support, coordination with physical and mental health
care providers, crisis planning and follow-up. Since receiving the award letter, CHFFA has indicated that in
addition to the one year of funding expecting to become available through the grant award, the personnel costs
annually of $161,055, may be available for an additional term of four years beyond the program implementation
date.

KCBH has developed an action plan to work with the contracted partner, Aspiranet, to oversee the
implementation of the MCST as the work fits very similarly to work that is being done by the contractor in the
Full-Service Partnership and Family Urgent Response Programs. Additionally, KCBH will return to the Board
to request approval to purchase a vehicle for the MCST, as the grant specifies that the County must own the
vehicle purchased through the grant.

To date, KCBH has incurred no reimbursable expenses related to this grant and does not plan to incur expenses
until the grant agreement is approved by the Board. The CHFFA Board starts the date of the program to the date
that the Agreement was drafted by CHFFA program staff, so although the work has not yet begun, our award
date is the start date of the Agreement terms and is retroactive to February 24, 2022. A copy of the Grant
Agreement is attached to this item.

THIS AGREEMENT (the “Agreement”) is made this 20th day
of September2022, between County of Kings (“Grantee”) and the California Health
Facilities Financing Authority (“CHFFA” or the “Authority”).

RECITALS:

A. Grantee has applied to CHFFA for a grant from the Investment in Mental
Health Wellness Grant Program for Children and Youth to fund the
hereinafter defined Project.

B. CHFFA has determined that Grantee’s Application meets eligibility
requirements of the hereinafter defined Regulations. The grant award letter
is attached to this Agreement as Exhibit A.

C. Subject to the availability of grant monies, CHFFA proposes to grant
$227,365.00 (the “Grant”) to Grantee and provide at least some of the Grant
funds directly to the Designated Grantee, if any, in lieu of the Grantee in
consideration of, and on condition that the Grant be used for the purposes of
the Project as described in Exhibit B attached hereto and on the terms and
conditions contained herein.

D. The purpose of this Agreement is to set forth the terms and conditions upon
which CHFFA will provide the Grant for the Project.

NOW, THEREFORE, CHFFA and Grantee agree as follows:

ARTICLE | - DEFINITIONS

Section 1.1 — ACTUAL EXPENDITURES REPORT FORM means Actual
Expenditures Report Form No. CHFFA 7 CY-03 (09/2018).

Section 1.2 — DESIGNATED GRANTEE means the nonprofit corporation or
public agency designated by the Grantee to receive Grant funds for real property
acquisition and construction or renovation on such real property.

Section 1.3 — GRANT DOCUMENTS means this Agreement, Grant Agreement
between CHFFA and Designated Grantee, if any, and the Grantee’s Application, including
all exhibits to such documents.

Section 1.4 —- GRANT PERIOD

@ For Capital Costs as referenced in the Resolution of the Authority in its

C, Section 1, Grant Period means the period beginning on February 24, 2022 and ending
on May 31, 2023, as such period may be extended upon the prior written approval of
CHFFA, which shall become incorporated into this Agreement. This Agreement has
retroactive application from February 24, 2022.

(b) For Personnel Costs as referenced in the Resolution of the Authority in
it's Exhibit A, Section 2, Grant Period means the period beginning on February 24,
2022, for up to five years. Annual grant amounts subsequent to the initial amount
granted are subject to availability of annual budget appropriations by the Legislature.
The Executive Director, or the Deputy Executive Director, are hereby authorized and
directed, for and on behalf of the Authority, to continue to disburse those funds as may
be available under the State Budget Act for each fiscal year.

Section 1.5 — LEAD GRANTEE means the county or joint powers authority with a
county as a member designated on the Application to have the primary responsibility for
the fiscal management of Grant funds, records retention, reporting and all of the other
aspect of compliance with this Chapter and the Grant Agreement.

Section 1.6 — PROJECT means the project to be funded with the Grant as more
particularly described in Grantee’s Application and other Grant Documents, although the
scope of the Project may be clarified in a report prepared by Authority Staff. The
Authority may broaden the definition of the Project at its discretion to ensure the Project
can provide the intended services, so long as the broadening of the definition of the
Project does not result in additional Grant funds to complete the project or in the misuse
of Grant funds. Any written approval of CHFFA to expand the Project shall become
incorporated into this Agreement.

Section 1.7 — REGULATIONS means the Investment in Mental Health Wellness
Grant Program for Children and Youth regulations at Sections 7313 through 7329 of Title
4, Division 10 of the California Code of Regulations, as may be amended from time to
time.

Section 1.8 — RESOLUTION means Resolution number CY 2022-01 adopted by
CHFFA on February 24, 2022 approving a grant for $227,365 to the Grantee to complete
the eligible project as described in the Investment in Mental Health Wellness Grant
Program for Children and Youth application and in Exhibit A to the Resolution and
attached hereto as Exhibit C. Any amendment to the Resolution shall become
incorporated into this Agreement.

Section 1.9- REQUEST FOR DISBURSEMENT FORM means Request for
Disbursement Form No. CHFFA 7 CY-02 (09/2018).

Section 1.10- STATUTE means the Investment in Mental Health Wellness Act of
2013 (Welfare and Institutions Code Sections 5848.5 and 5848.6) as supplemented by
Chapter 30, Statutes of 2016 (SB 833), Section 20, the Investment in Mental Health
Wellness Grant Program for Children and Youth and implementing regulations
(California Code of Regulations, Title 4, Division 10, Chapter 7 (commencing with
Section 7313)).

Section 1.11- Any capitalized terms used but not otherwise defined in this
Agreement shall have the meaning set forth & the Regulations.




ARTICLE Il - REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

Grantee makes the following representations and warranties to CHFFA as of the
date of execution of this Agreement and throughout the Grant Period:

Section 2.1 — LEGAL STATUS. Grantee is an “eligible applicant” as described in
the eligibility requirements of Section 7314 of the Regulations and has full legal right,
power and authority to enter into this Agreement and the other Grant Documents to which
it is a party and to carry out and consummate all transactions contemplated hereby and by
the other Grant Documents.

Section 2.2 — VALID AND BINDING OBLIGATION. This Agreement has been
duly authorized, executed and delivered by Grantee, and is a valid and binding agreement
of Grantee.

Section 2.3 - PROJECT AND ELIGIBLE COSTS. The Project and the eligible
costs relating to the Project meet the requirements of the Regulations.

Section 2.4 — PROPERTY OWNERSHIP. Grantee or Designated Grantee,
as applicable, will have obtained good and marketable fee title to the real property
upon acquisition or prior to construction or renovation as applicable. If the Project
includes construction or renovation located on real property to be leased by Grantee or
otherwise not owned in fee title by Grantee, the requirements of Section 7326 of the
Regulations will be satisfied prior to the initial disbursement of Grant funds for
construction or renovation.

Section 2.5 - GRANT DOCUMENTS. Grantee has access to professional advice to
the extent necessary to enable Grantee to comply with the terms of the Grant Documents.

ARTICLE 111 - CONDITIONS PRECEDENT TO EACH DISBURSEMENT

CHFFA'’s obligation to make each disbursement of Grant funds during the Grant
Period under this Agreement is subject to all of the following conditions:

Section 3.1 — DOCUMENTATION. This Agreement shall be fully executed and
delivered by Grantee and CHFFA in form and substance satisfactory to CHFFA.

A Grant Agreement shall be fully executed and delivered by Designated Grantee, if
any, and CHFFA in form and substance satisfactory to CHFFA.

Section 3.2 — REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES. The representations and
warranties contained in Article 11 of this Agreement are true and correct as of the date of such
disbursement and as certified by Grantee in the applicable Request for Disbursement Form.

Section 3.3 — DISBURSEMENT REQUEST. Grantee shall have delivered to
CHFFA a completed Request for Disbursement Form and any other information required by
Sections 7325, 7325.1 and 7328 of the Regulations, satisfactory to the Authority.




Section 3.4 —READINESS, FEASIBILITY, AND SUSTAINABILITY. Grantee has
submitted to the Authority sufficient documentation to enable Authority staff to conclude the
Project is ready, feasible, and sustainable as more particularly described in Section 7325 (a)(2)
and (a)(3) of the Regulations. The Authority Staff shall determine Project readiness,
feasibility, and sustainability at the time of Initial Allocation or within Nine (9) months
following Final Allocation. Limited extensions beyond Nine (9) months may be granted
as set forth in Regulations Section 7325(a)(3)(C). Upon request, Grantee shall provide
updated information necessary for the Authority to determine Project readiness, feasibility,
and sustainability. Failure to demonstrate readiness, feasibility, and sustainability within
the timeframes dictated by the Authority may cancel the Grant. In the event Grantee fails
to complete the Project by the end of the Grant Period (inclusive of any extensions permitted
by the Authority), the Authority may require remedies, including forfeiture and return of the
Grant to CHFFA in accordance with the Regulations as set forth in Article VI below.

ARTICLE IV — GRANT DISBURSEMENT PROCEDURES
Section 4.1 — DISBURSEMENT PROCESS.

(@ Initial Disbursements: Initial disbursement of Grant funds shall be released
upon the Authority’s receipt of a completed Request for Disbursement Form and other
information required by Section 7325(a)(2) and 7325.1 of the Regulations, satisfactory to the
Authority.

(b) Subsequent Disbursements: Subsequent disbursements of Grant funds shall
be released upon receipt of a completed Request for Disbursement Form, a status report
pursuant to Section 7328(a) of the Regulations, an Actual Expenditures Report Form, and
any other information required by Sections 7325, 7325.1 and 7328 of the Regulations,
satisfactory to the Authority.

(c) Reportsand Reconciliations: CHFFA shall notify Grantee in writing within
ten (10) business days of any deficiencies or discrepancies in the information, forms and
reports submitted by Grantee, including any reconciliations the Authority deems necessary
as may occur due to projected expenditures exceeding actual expenditures for any of the
reporting periods. The Authority will not disburse any funds until Grantee addresses to the
Authority’s satisfaction, any deficiencies or discrepancies in the information, forms and
reports submitted by Grantee. CHFFA may deduct the difference between actual
expenditures and the disbursed amount from the next disbursement or the Grantee shall
submit a refund for the difference.

Section 4.2 — AMOUNT OF DISBURSEMENT. The total amount of the Grant shall
not exceed the amount authorized under this Agreement and may only be spent for eligible
costs. Grant funds are subject to the availability of funds and may be rescinded or reduced.
Grantee shall establish an account to deposit the Grant funds and shall maintain this account
for purposes of payments of Project expenditures. A segregated sub-account may be used by
Grantee provided the statement allows for the accounting of the receipt and expenditure of
Grant funds, and the interest earned from these funds, separately from other funds in the
account. Upon request, Grantee shall submit copies of all statements for such account or sub-
account to CHFFA. At the end of the Grant Period (inclusive of any extensions permitted by
CHFFA), any unused Grant funds, interest and investment earnings on such Grant funds
revert to and shall be paid to the Authority




Section 4.3 — REAL PROPERTY ACQUISITION BY DESIGNATED
NONPROFIT CORPORATION OR PUBLIC AGENCY (DESIGNATED GRANTEE, IF

ANY)

(@) Grantee affirmatively supports Grantee’s designation of and collaboration
with a designated nonprofit corporation or public agency in lieu of Grantee directly
receiving Grant funds to acquire real property. Grantee may request the Authority to release
Grant funds to the Designated Grantee, or to the Grantee for disbursement to the Designated
Grantee. The Authority will not release Grant funds until and unless the following are met:

(1) An appraisal completed within the previous six months by a state certified
appraiser.

(2) Evidence of (or execution plan to obtain) legally required zoning for the
Program(s).

(3) Designated Grantee shall provide the Program(s) services.

(4) Designated Grantee shall execute a Grant Agreement and agree to comply
with the Authority’s requirements set forth below and in the Grant Agreement executed by
Designated Grantee.

(i) Designated Grantee shall execute a Grant Agreement with the
provisions required in Section 7324 of the Regulations. The Grant Agreement shall also
provide that in the event Designated Grantee fails to provide any of the services under the
Program(s), title to the real property shall be given to Grantee.

(ii) Designated Grantee shall provide, upon request, Audited Financial
Statements and shall retain all Project and financial records necessary to substantiate the
purposes for which the Grant funds were spent for a period of three (3) years after the
certification of Project completion has been submitted.

(iii) Designated Grantee shall provide, upon request, a current title report
that shows all of the following:

(A) No easements, exceptions or restrictions on the use of the site
that shall interfere with or impair the operation of the Project.

(B) A feetitle subject to the lease agreement described below.

(C) A deed of trust recorded in the chain of title against the real
property that contains the lease agreement described below.



(iv) Designated Grantee shall enter into a lease agreement with Grantee
for use of the real property for Crisis Residential Treatment, Crisis Stabilization, or Family
Respite Care for the useful life of the Project, including any renewals. The lease agreement
shall provide that in the event Designated Grantee fails to provide Crisis Residential
Treatment, Crisis Stabilization, or Family Respite Care as provided in the Grant Agreement,
title to the real property shall be given to Grantee.

Section 4.4 — REAL PROPERTY CONSTRUCTION OR RENOVATION BY
DESIGNATED NONPROFIT CORPORATION OR PUBLIC AGENCY (DESIGNATED
GRANTEE, IF ANY).

(@) Grantee affirmatively supports Grantee’s designation of and collaboration
with a designated nonprofit corporation or public agency in lieu of Grantee directly
receiving Grant funds for construction or renovation of real property acquired with Grant
funds under Section 4.3. Grantee may request the Authority to release Grant funds to the
Designated Grantee, or to the Grantee for disbursement to the Designated Grantee. The
Authority will not release Grant funds until and unless the following are met:

(1) Grantee or Designated Grantee shall provide:
(i) Detail of building plans, costs, and timelines.
(if) Executed construction contract.
(iii) Architect, design and engineering contracts, if applicable.
(iv) Building permits and conditional use permits, if applicable.

(v) Evidence of compliance with the California Environmental
Quality Act.

(vi) Evidence of compliance with prevailing wage law under Labor
Code Section 1720 et seq.



(vii) Evidence of property ownership, such as grant deed, title
report, or lease agreement and title report.

(2) Requirements under Section 4.3(a).

(b) Grant funds shall be returned to the Authority if Grantee and/or Designated
Grantee fails to comply with the Authority’s requirements.

(c) In the event Grantee does not act timely, as determined by the Authority, to
take and hold title to the real property, the Authority may take any action necessary to take
and hold title to the real property. Grantee will assist in facilitating the transfer of title to
the real property, and provide any documents and information requested by the Authority
for this purpose.

(d) Grantee acknowledges that as Lead Grantee, Grantee is responsible for the
completion of the Project and that Grantee shall ensure that the Designated Grantee
complies with the requirements of the Grant (including Regulations and Statute).

Section 5.1 — CERTIFICATE OF COMPLETION. Within sixty (60) days
following completion of the Project, Grantee shall certify to CHFFA that the Project is
complete by submitting a Certificate of Completion and Final Report Form No. CHFFA 7
CY-04 (09/2018), and any other information required by Section 7328 of the Regulations, to
the satisfaction of CHFFA.

Section 5.2 — COMPLIANCE WITH STATUTE AND REGULATIONS. Grantee
shall comply with the requirements of the Investment in Mental Health Wellness Grant
Program for Children and Youth, Welfare and Institutions Code Section 5848.5, the
Regulations, and all other applicable laws of the State of California. Grantee agrees that
continued compliance with these requirements is Grantee’s responsibility.

Section 5.3 — AUDIT AND RECORDKEEPING PROVISIONS. Grantee shall
maintain satisfactory financial accounts, documents and other records for the Project and
shall retain all documentation necessary to substantiate the purposes for which the Grant
funds were spent for a period of three (3) years after the certification of Project completion
has been submitted. Grantee agrees that the California State Auditor and Authority staff
may conduct periodic audits and inspections to ensure that Grantee is using the Grant
consistent with Program requirements and the terms of this Agreement.




Section 5.4 — NOTICE TO CHFFA. Grantee shall promptly give notice in writing to
CHFFA of any pending or threatened action related to the Project in which the amount
claimed is in excess of twenty-five thousand dollars ($25,000). Grantee shall promptly give
notice in writing to CHFFA of any uninsured or partially uninsured loss related to the
Project through fire, theft, liability, or otherwise in excess of an aggregate of twenty-five
thousand dollars ($25,000).

Section. 5.5 — RELEASE. Grantee shall waive all claims and recourse against
CHFFA including the right to contribution for loss or damage to persons or property arising
from, growing out of, or in any way connected with or incident to this Agreement, Grantee's
use of the Grant funds, Grantee’s operations, or the Project. The provisions of this Section
5.5 shall survive termination of this Agreement.

Section 5.6 — INDEMNIFICATION. Grantee shall defend, indemnify and hold
harmless CHFFA and the State, and all officers, trustees, agents and employees of the
same, from and against any and all claims, losses, costs, damages, or liabilities of any kind
or nature, whether direct or indirect, arising from or relating to the Grant, the Project or the
Program. The provisions of this Section 5.6 shall survive termination of this Agreement.

Section 5.7 — NON-DISCRIMINATION CLAUSE. Grantee shall comply with
state and federal laws prohibiting discrimination, including those prohibiting
discrimination because of race, religious creed, color, national origin, ancestry, physical
disability, mental disability, medical condition, genetic information, marital status, sex,
gender, gender identity, gender expression, age, sexual orientation, or military and veteran
status.

Section 5.8 — PREVAILING WAGE. Grantee shall comply with California’s
prevailing wage law under Labor Code Section 1720 et seq. for public works projects.

Section 5.9 — PROJECT COMPLETION. Grantee shall assume any obligation to
furnish any additional funds that may be necessary to complete the Project.

Section 5.10 — PAYMENT OF RENT. If any portion of the Project (except for
equipment acquisition projects) is located on any real property leased by Grantee, Grantee
shall budget for payment of rent each year (unless Grantee pays a nominal yearly rent or
has paid full rent under the lease agreement).

Section 5.11 — USE OF FUNDS. Grantee will not, without prior consent of CHFFA,
do any of the following: (1) use any Grant funds for purposes other than for the Project unless
a change in the use of the Grant is approved in writing by CHFFA; (2) make any changes to
the Project as described in the Application or any of the Grant Documents; or (3) dispose of a
capital asset before the end of the useful life of the asset.

ARTICLE VI - DEFAULT AND REMEDIES

Section 6.1 — EVENTS OF DEFAULT. Each of the following shall constitute an
Event of Default under this Agreement:

(1) Any representation or warranty made by Grantee, hereunder or under any other
Grant Document, that proves to be incorrect in any material respect;

(2) Grantee’s failure to perform any term or condition of this Agreement, the
Regulations, or any other Grant Document;



(3) Any construction or renovation portion of the Project is located on real property
leased by Grantee and the lease agreement terminates before the end of the useful life of the
Project and the real property is not simultaneously re-leased under a new lease agreement
that complies with the Regulations, or fee title to the property is not simultaneously
transferred to Grantee; or

(4) As provided under Section 4.3 or 4.4.

Section 6.2 — NOTICE OF DEFAULT AND OPPORTUNITY TO CURE. CHFFA
shall provide written notice to Grantee of any Event of Default by specifying: (1) the nature
of the event or deficiency that gave rise to the Event of Default; (2) the action required to
cure the Event of Default, if an action to cure is possible; and (3) a date, which shall not be
less than thirty (30) calendar days from the mailing of the notice, by which such action to
cure must be taken, if an action to cure is possible, provided, however, so long as Grantee
has commenced to cure within such time, then CHFFA may allow the Grantee a reasonable
period thereafter within which to fully cure the Event of Default.

Section 6.3 - REMEDIES. If an Event of Default has occurred and is continuing,
CHFFA shall have the right to pursue remedies in accordance with Section 7327 of the
Regulations and to take any other actions in law or in equity to enforce performance and
observance of any obligation, agreement or covenant of Grantee under this Agreement.
CHFFA shall also have the right to take and hold title to the real property as provided in
Section 4.3 or 4.4.

ARTICLE VII - MISCELLANEQOUS

Section 7.1 — ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, together with all agreements
and documents incorporated by reference herein, constitutes the entire agreement of the
parties and may be amended, changed or modified in a writing signed by Grantee and CHFFA.

Section 7.2 — NOTICES. Unless otherwise agreed upon in writing by CHFFA and
Grantee, all notices, consents or other communications required or permitted hereunder shall
be deemed sufficiently given or served if given in writing, mailed by first-class mail, postage
prepaid and addressed as follows:

WHEREAS, CHFFA will continue to grant the County up to $161,055 for personnel costs
for an additional four (4) years after the first award year, if the Legislature appropriates the
funding;

WHEREAS, the Kings County Board of Supervisors approved of the acceptance of the
funds from CHFFA, approved the Grant Agreement, and authorized the Director of Behavioral
Health to execute said agreement at a regular board meeting held on or about September 20, 2022,
and approved an additional resolution on December 13, 2022, both of which CHFFA requires
modification;

WHEREAS, CHFFA requires this updated resolution of the Kings County Board of
Supervisors reflecting specific program requirements to move forward granting the funds to the
County; and.

WHEREAS, CHFFA requires the County approve an updated grant agreement.
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, as follows:

1. That the Kings County Board of Supervisors approves of the Grant Agreement
between the County of Kings and CHFFA and accepts the grant funds.

2. That the Kings County Board of Supervisors authorizes the Director of Kings
County Behavioral Health to accept and sign the Agreement. Additionally this authorizes the
Director, or their designee to sign documents related to the Grant Agreement thru the term of the



agreement. This authority shall include signing necessary documents, exhibits, certifications and
reports, and non-substantive amendments that otherwise do not increase or modify the agreement.

SUBJECT: ESTABLISH BOOKING FEE RATE FOR FISCAL YEAR 2023-24
SUMMARY:

Overview:

Pursuant to Government Code (GC) Section 29550, each year it is necessary to reset jail booking fees by
ordinance. Booking fees are calculated by the County Department of Finance and established by the
Board of Supervisors. With the adoption of Government Code Sections 29551 & 29552, counties now
receive funding directly from the State in lieu of charging booking fees to outside agencies. However,
there are still situations where the County can recover actual booking costs. Therefore, it is necessary to
establish a current rate each year. The calculated fee recommended for Fiscal Year (FY) 2023-24 is
$163 per booking.

Recommendation:
Adopt and waive the second reading of an Ordinance establishing the booking fee rate for Fiscal
Year 2023-24.

Fiscal Impact:

The County will be receiving its full allocation of $120,000 from the State, which will be the same as the
FY 2022-23 allocation. This allocation is budgeted in Budget Unit 223000 for FY 2023-24. Since this is
the County’s full statutory allocation, cities will not be charged a fee.

BACKGROUND:

Booking fees are intended to permit a county to recoup its actual costs associated with the booking of persons
arrested by peace officers and brought to the County jail for booking or detention. Since 1999, there have been
numerous changes to the way the County is reimbursed for these costs and how it is allowed to bill outside
agencies.

Frequently, the State augments is methodology of reimbursing counties for booking costs. In 2011, the new
realignment structure implemented by the Governor put more stability into their reimbursement of booking fees.
The County’s full statutory allocation of about $120,000 is now included in the annual budget. Receiving the
full allocation restricts the County from billing any booking fees to cities. If the County does not receive an
allocation from the State, then the booking fee authority reverts to the option under GC Section 29550 of
charging cities one-half of the current rate. If the County receives a partial allocation, it would continue the
existing structure and charge the Fiscal Year 2005-06 adjusted rate in proportion to the level of under-
appropriation. As a result, if the County only receives 40 percent of the allocation, it would be able to charge
40% of the 2005-06 rate. Government Code Sections 29551 & 29552 has dictated 2005-06 as the base year.

Despite the way the County receives funding for booking costs, the Department of Finance must still calculate
the actual booking fee rate each year, conduct a public hearing, and have the Board of Supervisors adopt an
ordinance establishing this fee for the next fiscal year. The actual rate is still needed in case the State eliminates
the funding.

The proposed booking fee for FY 2023-24 is calculated at $163. This is an 8.5% increase from the previous
year fee of $150. The net increase is mainly due to increasing employee salary and benefit costs, as well as
increased Building Depreciation costs, due to the final completion and capitalization of our Jail construction
projects.

The Ordinance was introduced to the Board on June 20, 2023.

SUMMARY':

Overview:

On June 30, 2023, the most recent agreement for fire services with the City of Avenal expires. The
County and the City of Avenal have agreed on new terms for fire services. Under the proposed
agreement, the term of the County’s duty to provide fire services to the City of Avenal shall be one (1)
year, commencing on July 1, 2023.

Recommendation:

Fiscal Impact:

AGREEMENT FOR
COUNTY FIRE SERVICES
WITHIN THE CITY OF AVENAL

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into and effective this 26th day of June
2023, by and between the County of Kings (hereinafter the “County”) and the City of
Avenal (hereinafter the “City”), upon the following terms and conditions.

RECITALS:

WHEREAS, the County and the City have enjoyed a relationship whereby the
County provides fire services within the incorporated areas of the City of Avenal and the
City provides compensation to the County to reimburse the County for the costs of
providing these services.

WHEREAS, the County and the City desire to continue this relationship according
to the terms set forth below.

WHEREAS, this Agreement supersedes any prior agreement relating to fire
services provided by the County to the City.

NOW THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:

l. Powers and Duties of County.

A.  Enforcement Responsibilities. The Fire Chief of the County of Kings shall
enforce State and City statutes and ordinances relating to fire prevention and protection,
emergency medical response, rescues, hazardous materials responses, and fire
investigation functions within the City’s boundaries, but only to the extent that the Fire
Chief performs the same or substantially similar services in the County. The Fire Chief
shall not be required to assume any other enforcement duty or function not consistent
with those customarily performed by the Fire Chief under County customs, ordinances,
and statutes of the State of California.

B. Resources. Except in regards to stationery supplies and forms which must
be issued in the name of the City, the County shall furnish all labor, supervision,
equipment, facilities, and supplies necessary to maintain a level of services meeting the
minimum requirements agreed to between City and County. The County shall not reduce
said level of resources and services below that which was provided during the 2022-2023
fiscal year. In all instances where special supplies, stationery, notices, forms, and the like
must be issued in the name of the City, the same shall be supplied by the City at its own
cost and expense. The County and the City shall retain title to the property each may
acquire to fulfill its obligations under this Agreement. Upon termination of this
Agreement, cach party may dispose of its property as it sees fit.



c. Municipal Agency. For the sole purpose of performing services and
functions pursuant to this Agreement, and only for the purpose of giving official status to
the performance thereof, the Fire Chief of the Kings County Fire Department, and the
officials, officers, employees, and volunteers of the County Fire Department, shall
exercise within the City all of the powers and duties conferred upon a city fire chief and
city fire department personnel, and, subject to the limitations set forth in paragraph 1.E
below, every County officer, employee, and volunteer engaged in performing any such
service and function shall be deemed to be an officer, employee, or volunteer of the City
while performing services and functions for the City to the extent such services and
functions are within the scope of this Agreement and are municipal functions.

1D Control of Services. The rendition of such services, the standards of
performance, the discipline of officers, employees, and volunteers, and other matters
incident to the performance of such services, and the control of personnel so employed,
shall remain with the County; provided, however, that, if in the judgment of the City
Manager or City Council, any Fire Department officer, employee, or volunteer assigned
to duty under this Agreement is not satisfactory to the City, the City Manager may so
notify the Fire Chief in writing and within thirty (30) days of receipt of such a written
notification, the Fire Chief shall respond in writing thereto.

E. Personnel. All persons employed in the performance of such services and
functions as contemplated by this Agreement shall be County employees or volunteers,
and no person employed hereunder shall have any rights to any City benefit, pension,
civil service, status, or right of employment.

(1)  City shall not be called upon to assume any liability for the direct
payment of any salaries, wages, or other compensation to any County personnel
performing services hereunder for the City.

(2)  County shall be solely responsible for the payment of any salaries,
wages, and compensation of, or indemnity for, injury or sickness arising out of
said employment or volunteer relationship.

(2)  City shall not be liable for compensation of or indemnity to any
County officer, employee, or volunteer for injury or sickness arising out of such
employment.

F. Citizen Complaints. All citizen complaints from City residents regarding
services provided pursuant to this Agreement shall be investigated and resolved by the
County through its normal review procedures.

G. Service Reports. The City Manager shall have access to reports and other
documents pertaining to fire suppression and prevention services provided by the County
within the City. Further, the Fire Chief or the Fire Chiel’s designated representative upon
request shall attend regular City Council meetings and shall be prepared to respond to
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questions by the City Council regarding the services provided pursuant to this
Agreement.

2 Consideration — City’s Annual Obligation.

A.  The City shall pay the County the amount of $425,000 (Four Hundred
Twenty-Five Thousand Dollars) for services rendered under this Agreement for the 2023-
2024 fiscal year.

B.  The City shall pay the above annual sum in equal quarterly installment
payments, which shall be due on September 30th, December 31st, March 31st, and June
30th of the Fiscal Year.

3. Term of the Agreement.

The County will provide fire services to the City under this Agreement for a
period of one (1) year, which shall commence on July 1, 2023, unless terminated by

cither party.

Either party may terminate this Agreement without cause upon no less than six (6)
months written notice. A party may terminate this Agreement for cause, effective
immediately, upon written notice. Written notice of termination of this Agreement must
be given to the other party by personal delivery or registered mail as set forth below.

Upon termination, the City shall be responsible for any and all unpaid amounts
owed to the County for fire services performed up to and including the date of
termination. Such payments shall be due to the County no later than 30 (thirty) days after
the date of termination,

4, Indemnification.

The County shall indemnify, defend, and hold the City, its officers, agents, and
employees, harmless from loss, damage, or injury to any person or property, or for reason
of anything done, permitted to be done, or omitted to be done by Fire Department
personnel in providing or failing to provide fire suppression and prevention services to
the City or caused by the gross negligence or intentional misconduct of Fire Department
personnel in providing or failing to provide fire suppression and prevention services to
the City.

5. Miscellaneous Provisions.

A.  Interpretation. This Agreement shall be interpreted in accordance with the
laws of the State of California. It is expressly agreed and understood that the rule stated
in Civil Code Section 1654, that ambiguities in a contract should be construed against the
drafter, shall have no application to the interpretation of this Agreement.
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B. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is found to be
unenforceable, the remainder shall be enforced as fully as possible, and the unenforceable
provision shall be deemed modified to the limited extent required to permit enforcement
of the Agreement as a whole.

C. Entire Agreement. This Agreement, including its Recitals and any exhibits,
which are fully incorporated into and are integral parts of this Agreement, constitutes the
entire agreement between the parties and there are no inducements, promises, terms,
conditions, or obligations made or entered into by the County or City other than thosc
contained herein.

D.  Good Faith Negotiation. The parties will use their best efforts in good faith
to cooperate in fulfilling the terms of this Agreement. Should a dispute arise between the
parties regarding administration of this Agreement or the services to be provided
hereunder, the Administrative Officer of the County and City Manager of City, shall meet
in an attempt to resolve the issue.

E. Waiver. The waiver by any party of a breach of any provision of this
contract shall not be deemed a continuing waiver or a waiver of any subsequent breach of
that or any other provision of this Agreement. Further, no waiver of any term, condition,
or covenant of this Agreement by either party shall be deemed as a waiver of any other
term, condition, or covenant herein contained to the strict and proper performance
thereof.

E; No Third-Party Beneficiary. No person or organization shall be a third-
party beneficiary of this Agreement.

G. No Assignment. Neither party to this Agreement may assign its rights,
privileges, benefits, or responsibilities hereunder to any other party without the express
prior written authorization of the other party to this Agreement.

H.  Notice. Any and all inquiries and notices with respect to this Agreement
may be given personally or by registered mail addressed to County or City at the
following address:

Either party may change the address to which the notices shall be sent by advising the
other party in writing of the change.

l. Alterations and Modifications of Agreement. No alteration or variation of
the terms of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing and signed by the
parties hereto, and no oral understanding or agreement not incorporated herein shall be
binding on any of the parties hereto. Notwithstanding, this Agreement may be modified
by a written amendment signed by the authorized representatives of the City and the
County,

J. Captions and Headings. The caption or heading of each article of this
Agreement is inserted as a matter of convenience and reference only and in no way
defines, limits, or describes the scope of the Agreement or in any way affects it.

K. Copies of Agreement. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts,
each of which shall be deemed a duplicate original.

6. Authority.

A. Legal Authority. Government Code Section 36501 provides that the
government of a general law city shall be vested in the officers therein named and
includes the designation of fire chief. Government Code Section 38611 provides that the
legislative body of a general law city shall establish a fire department for the city, and
that said fire department shall be under the charge of a chief who shall have had previous
training and experience as a firefighter, and that the other members of said fire
department shall consist of paid firefighters or such companies of call firefighters
(hereinafter “volunteers™) as the legislative body may determine. Government Code
Section 51301 authorizes the Board of Supervisors to contract with a city within the
county and authorizes the city legislative body to contract with the county for the
performance of city functions by appropriate county officers and employees. Government
Code Section 51303 provides in part that: “The county officers and employees named in
the contract shall exercise within the city all of the powers and duties conferred upon the
city officers or employees named in the contract.”

B. Fire Chief. The City and County desire that the functions of the Chief of the
Fire Department of City shall be performed by the Chief of the Fire Department of
County acting as the Fire Chief of City.

SUMMARY':

Overview:

The Fire Department is pursuing the replacement of two (2) of the department’s oldest in-service fire
apparatus located in the cities of Corcoran and Avenal. This purchase will maintain the continued
mission of the agency to facilitate the highest level of response to any emergency within jurisdiction.
Additionally, it supports a dependable and reliable emergency vehicle fleet.

Recommendation:
a. Authorize the purchase of two Type 1 fire apparatus from Fire Apparatus Solutions;
b. Authorize the Fire Chief to sign and administer the Purchase Agreement and all required
documents for the procurement of these vehicles;
c. Adopt the budget change. (4/5 vote required)

Fiscal Impact:

Fiscal Impact:

This action will provide annual lease revenue in the amount of $186,332 which will go into Budget Unit

BACKGROUND:

Reconstruction
of the 15-mile stretch of Avenal Cutoff Road will be divided in five (5) phases. PS&E package for Phase
| has been prepared and will encompass roughly 4.5 miles from State Route 198 to just south of 25
Avenue along Avenal Cutoff Road.

Recommendation:
a. Approve the Plans and Specifications for the Avenal Cutoff Road Roadway Improvements
Phase | Project;
b. Authorize the Public Works Department to advertise the project.

Fiscal Impact:

The engineers estimate for the Phase | Project is $6,946,395 which will be provided by the County Road
fund, not impacting the General Fund. Funds for the project are shown in Budget Unit 311000, Account
92001 and will utilize Senate Bill-1(SB-1) resources.

BACKGROUND:

SB-1 was a transportation investment to rebuild California by providing funding to repair streets, highways, and
bridges in communities across the State. Kings County has received a significant influx of new revenue to
invest in the local road system from SB-1, which was enacted on April 28, 2017. This measure was in
response to California’s significant funding shortfall to maintain the State’s multimodal transportation
network. SB-1 provides for inflationary adjustments so that the purchasing power of the revenue does not
diminish as it has in the past. The bill prioritizes funding towards maintenance, rehabilitation, and safety
improvements on State highways, local streets and roads, and bridges to improve trade corridors, transit, and

The County entered into an agreement with California Forensic Medical Group (CFMG), Incorporated
(Inc.) and its management services organization, Wellpath (Wellpath), for medical and behavioral
healthcare services in the County’s local detention facilities on July 1, 2020 through June 30, 2024. The
agreement provides a system of healthcare in each facility to include on-site access to nursing, medical,
behavioral health, dental, pharmacy, and radiology services. The negotiated agreement is for a four-year
term starting July 1, 2020 with two (2) two-year extension options thereafter. The County is entering its
third year with Wellpath and an amendment is requested to add an increase from the Bureau of Labor
Statistic’s Medical Care Cost Index for the Western Region consumer price index (CPI) from Wellpath.

Recommendation:

Approve the Third Amendment to the Agreement with California Forensic Medical Group,
Incorporated for the provisions of medical, behavioral health, and dental care services for
individuals detained in the Kings County jail and the Kings County juvenile center.

Fiscal Impact:
The amendment for the fourth year of the contract in Fiscal Year 2023-2024 is $6,213,556, which
includes the base annual compensation of $5,678,353 factoring in an increase in CPI of 5.1%, and also
$535,203 in offsite costs and pharmacy cap costs that were also subject to the CPI increase of 5.1%.

RECITALS

WHEREAS, the Parties entered into Agreement No, 20-033 on June 2, 2020, for the
provision of medical, behavioral health, and dental care services for individuals detained in the
Kings County Jail and the Kings County Juvenile Center that commenced on July 1, 2020;

WHEREAS, the Parties modified Agreement No. 20-033 on July1, 2021 under Agreement
No. 20-033.1 (“1** Amendment”), regarding compensation and staffing for Year Two;

WHEREAS, the Parties modified Agreement No. 20-033 on September 1, 2022, under
Agreement No. 20-033.2 (“2"¢ Amendment”), regarding compensation and staffing for Year
Three;

WHEREAS, the Parties intend to increase compensation for Year Four of Agreement No.
20-033, under Section 2(b), with a 5.1% CPI increase, increasing the base annual compensation
from $5,109,504.54 to $5,678,353.00; and

WHEREAS, Section 7 of Agreement No. 20-033 authorizes the Parties to modify the
terms of Agreement No. 20-033, only by a written amendment, and the Parties desire to enter into
this 3" Amendment to memorialize such changes.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants contained in this 3™
Amendment and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency the Parties
acknowledge, the Parties agree as follows:

RECITALS. The Parties incorporate the foregoing recitals as a material portion of this
Amendment.

1. AMENDMENT TO SECTION 1 OF EXHIBIT A OF AGREEMENT NO. 20-

SUMMARY:
Overview:

On March 14, 2023, Proclamation 23-01 was ratified by the Board proclaiming a local emergency due to
flooding conditions. As a result, on March 16, 2023, the Board issued the First Order regulating flood
flows, and took action again on March 17, 2023 issuing the Secord Order regulating flood flows. On
April 4, 2023, the Board issued the Third Order regulating public access in and around waterbodies and
waterways in addition to concerns about the use of airspace for non-essential flight. Conditions in the
rivers have continued to evolve and a Fourth Order is being brought forward for consideration to allow
the public access to certain portions of the county.

Recommendation:

Issue the Fourth Order amending the Third Order of the Board of Supervisors prohibiting
recreational activity on the river and closure of levees and parks that abut the river in response to
a local emergency due to flooding.

Fiscal Impact:
There is no fiscal impact with this recommended action.

BACKGROUND:

Conditions in the county rivers continue to evolve and flows in the rivers are reducing to levels consistent with
allowing access to public access areas in Kings County in and on the river channels. Therefore, provisions in the
Third Order, issued by the Board on April 4, 2023, are proposed to be amended to account for these changes in
conditions. Provisions of the Fourth Order prohibit individuals from being in and on the waters of the Main

FOURTH ORDER OF THE COUNTY OF KINGS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
AMENDING THE BOARD’S THIRD ORDER PROHIBITING RECREATIONAL
ACTIVITY ON THE RIVER AND CLOSURE OF LEVEES AND PARKS THAT
ABUT THE RIVER IN RESPONSE TO A LOCAL EMERGENCY DUE TO
FLOODING

DATE OF ORDER: JUNE 27, 2023

WHEREAS, on March 10, 2023, the Kings County Emergency Services Director issued
Proclamation 23-01 pursuant to Government Code Section 8630 and Section 6-7 of the County
of Kings Code of Ordinances proclaiming a local emergency in Kings County due to conditions
of disaster and extreme peril to the safety of persons and property caused by the large amounts of
snow accumulated in the Sierra Nevada Mountains, precipitation from atmospheric river storms
and imminent flooding the County will experience as a result;

WHEREAS, on March 14, 2023, Proclamation 23-01 was ratified by the Kings County
Board of Supervisors and remains in full force and effect;

WHEREAS, pursuant to Government Code Section 8634, the Board of Supervisors is
empowered to make and issue orders and regulations during a local emergency on matters
reasonably related to the protection of life and property;

WHEREAS, on April 4, 2023, the Board of Supervisors issued a Third Order regulating
public access in and around waterbodies and waterways, and urging all persons to avoid the
airspace above and around waterbodies and waterways; and

WHEREAS, emergency conditions in and around the waterbodies and waterways within
the County have evolved making it appropriate to modify certain provisions of the Board of
Supervisors’ Third Order to allow greater public access;

NOW, THEREFORE, it is ordered as follows:

1. The orders and regulations issued on March 16, 2023, March 17, 2023, and April
4, 2023, by the Board of Supervisors remain in full force and effect, except as
modified by this order and the regulations contained herein.

2. Section 2 of the Third Order of the County of Kings Board of Supervisors issued
April 4, 2023 is amended as follows:

During the existence of the local emergency, all persons are prohibited from being
in or on the waters of the Main Kings River, Dutch John Cut, Cole Slough, and
North Fork Channels when flow rates in the Kings River Below Peoples Weir are
greater than 5,000 cubic feet per second (CFS). This prohibition includes, but is
not limited to, boating with motorized or non-motorized boats, use of personal
watercraft, sailing, water-skiing, paddleboarding, canoeing, kayaking, rafting,
floating, wading, and swimming.



3. Section 3, Section 4, and Section 5 of the Third Order of the County of Kings
Board of Supervisors issued on April 4, 2023, are hereby revoked.

4. A copy of this order shall be posted online on the Kings County Board of
Supervisors web page. Copies shall additionally be posted outside at the Kings
County Government Center and in one public place within any area of the County
within which this order and regulation applies. Personnel of the County of Kings
shall endeavor to make copies of this order and regulation available to the news
media.
