BACKGROUND:

The Fire Department is seeking to purchase 3,400 feet of green Combat Sniper Attack Fire Hose and 5,400 feet
of orange Combat Sniper Attack Fire Hose. Currently, the department is using an attack fire hose that is both
lower in quality and is having several performance issues due to aging. If approved, each engine in Kings
County will be equipped with one green hose and one orange hose including a back-up hose housed at each
station in case of destruction.

The Fire Department assembled a Fire Hose Committee and tasked the committee with conducting several tests
and evaluations of various types of fire hose manufactures and brands. After such tests and evaluations were
completed, the Kings County Fire Department Fire Hose Committee recommended the Combat Sniper fire hose
due to desired flow range, movement, durability, and performance. A detailed report of the hose demonstration
is attached to the agenda item for the Board’s review.

The County Purchasing Manager has approved the sole source purchase of Combat Sniper Attack Fire Hose
from Cascade Fire Equipment, as they are the only hose vendor for this brand of fire hose.

SUBJECT: Hose Demonsttation

The Kings County Fire Department (KCFD) Hose Committee has recently demonstrated fire
hose from varying manufacturers. The reason for the hose demonstration was to utilize different
types of fire hose to determine the hose that would best suit the needs of Kings County Fire for a
possible future hose purchase. This demonstration was to determine a replacement for 1 % attack
hose.

On June 22", 2023, the Kings County Fire Department (KCFD) conducted a hose demonstration
with Cascade Fire Equipment.

KCFD members present

Captain Jeremy Fahlsing Captain Ed Rhyman
Captain Shawn Janssen Captain John Wilson
Engineer Jordon Goforth

Currently KCFD is utilizing North American Fire Hose’s Durabuilt 800 hose along with older
hose from varying manufacturers. All the current hose in service is not considered premium fire
hose. For certain situations or departments that may be fine. However, with the nozzles and
hydraulic calculations we are utilizing this often leads to issues such as kinking, and harder to
maneuver.

The hose manufacturer for the hose demonstrated on the 22" is Key Hose. The representative
from Key Hose brought two different styles of 1 % attack line. The present KCFD members and
the Key Hose Representative had a round table about the needs of the department and discussed
the different attack lines he had brought to demonstrate.

We discussed the nozzle we are currently utilizing on our crosslays, the Task Force Tip (TFT)
Mid-Force Nozzle. We explained to the representative we have an option to flow our nozzles on
either the standard or low-pressure mode.

Promote, Preserve and Protect Public Safety
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TFT Mid-Force Nozzle

Mid-Force is a dual pressure automatic nozzle with a flow range of 70 — 200 gallons per minute
(GPM). Currently we have our nozzles pre-set on the standard mode. Pumping our engines at
120 pounds per square inch (PSI), this achieves 100 GPM. This was tested and confirmed the
day of the demonstration. Next, we changed the nozzle to the low-pressure setting. With the
engine pumping at 120 PSI, we achieved right around 150 GPM. This number is rounded, actual
test results were from 155-160 GPM. However, it is safe to assume we will be at least getting
150 GPM so we will utilize that number for the low pressure setting.

Demonstration Details

Engine 5 was utilized for the demonstration. We utilized discharge #1 with a reducer, We did not
use a crosslay discharge because we had to put an inline pressure gauge in place. We did not
want to risk damaging the pressure gauge, do to the crosslay discharge being in tight quarters.
With water flowing, Engine 5 had a reading of 105 PSI at discharge #1 with the pump pressure
set at 120. The 120 we set is the static pressure without water flowing. The pressure obviously
drops when water is flowing on any discharge. That is our residual pressure, which is 105 on
discharge #1. 200 feet of hose was used for both tests.

Current Hose and Nozzle Test

We started out by getting flow numbers with our current hose and Mid-Force Nozzle. With a
static pump pressure of 120 PSI, we were getting 100 GPM on the standard setting, and 155 to
160 on the low-pressure setting. These are the flows we had been estimating we were getting
prior to this demonstration. When we manipulated our current hose, it was noticeable on how
easy we could kink it on the low-pressure setting. This issue exists because our current hose is
designed for higher PSI nozzle pressures. On the low-pressure setting, the nozzle pressure
became 70 PSI. The hose would kink on the standard pressure setting as well, although it was
less prevalent.

Pro’s of current hose
1. Easy to rack after the hose is deployed.

Complaints about the current hose KCFD is utilizing
1. The main complaint heard in the field is how often our hose kinks.
2. The maneuverability of our current hose isn’t the greatest. Often trying to maneuver the hose
in certain situations causes it to kink and restrict water flow.

Key Hose Combat Sniper with Mid-Force Nozzle

During the round table sessions, KCFD members agreed that out of the examples present,
Combat Sniper (CS) hose seemed to be the best fit for our department. We decided to test this
hose after getting the numbers from our current set up. The inside diameter of the CS hose is

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1.78 inches. The desired flow range is from 145-175 GPM. The inside diameter of CS is on the
smaller side in relation to the other hoses the Key Hose representative brought. We liked the fact
that we were able to achieve up to 175 GPM with it. We all agreed 175 GPM out of a 1 % line is
acceptable.

We tested the CS hose with same static pump discharge pressure of 120 PSI. The flows with the
Mid-Force nozzle were virtually the same as our current hose. Once we confirmed the flows
were acceptable, we began to manipulate the hose. We noticed the maneuverability felt better
and we couldn’t get the hose to kink, regardless of the nozzle setting, We are not saying the hose
will never kink, however we were not able too kink it. The size of the hose in the hand felt about
the same as the hose we have now. The only learning curve we would have with this hose is
racking it back on the engine. The hose construction is sturdier, for a lack of better term,
therefore it is harder to fit in our hose beds, However we were able to get all 200 feet racked in
the crosslay bed. We kept a small amount of water in the hose while we racked, as we often do
with large diameter hose. We did discuss how it is more difficult to rack all 200 feet in the bed.
We came to the conclusion the advantages of the hose outweigh this issue. We did deploy the
hose from Engine 5’s crosslay compartment multiple times. We deployed it without taking any
effort to flake it out, The hose worked out all the kinks pretty much on its own. The difference in
the kinks getting worked out was substantial compared to our current hose.

We did have concerns about the desired flow range of 145-175 on the CS in regards to the lower
GPM of 145 since we are flowing 100 GPM in Standard mode. However we didn’t see any
issues with performance of the hose or the way it handled. Additionally we were still producing a
safe and effective fire stream in standard and Low pressure modes.

Key Hose Combat Sniper with Elkhart Low Pressure high Flow Nozzle

The Key Hose Representative brought Elkhart Low Pressure high flow nozzles to try out. Itis a
combination nozzle that flows 150 GPM at 50 PSI. We flowed it at the proper operating pressure
of 120 PSI. Everyone present concutred have 150 GPM’s as the only option is a drawback for
our water supply challenge in the county. Being that our current nozzles are also capable of 150
GPM in the low pressure setting, we feel our current nozzles are a better choice for us because of
the 2 pressure options we have to choose from.

Pros of Combat Sniper Hose
1. Good maneuverability
2. Did not kink on us during normal use
3. Good flow range

Cons of Combat Sniper Hose
1. Harderto rack due to its construction

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Key Hose Combat Ready

The second Key Hose demonstrated on June 22™ was Key Hose Combat Ready. Unfortunately
the representative only brought 100 feet. Since we did not have 200 feet, the flows we were
getting were not an accurate comparison with the two previous hoses we demonstrated that day,
even with the adjusted pump discharge pressure. The inside diameter of Combat Ready is 1.88
inches. It did feel noticeably larger in the hand and was more difficult to maneuver than Combat
Sniper, Combat ready hose is rated to flow up to 210 GPM.

Pros of Combat Ready Hose
1. Higher flow potential than all other hose demonstrated

Cons of Combat Ready Hose
1. Harder to maneuver that Combat Sniper
2. Would not fit in our current crosslays

On July 6th, 2023, the Kings County Fire Department conducted a hose demonstration with hose
provided by LN Curtis. The hose demonstrated was Gladiator Hose made by Snap-Tite. LN
Curtis provided 100 feet of hose and only supplied one model of hose to be demonstrated. They
also provided a flow meter that we couldn’t get to work properly. The flow meter connected to a
phone with an application. We were unable to obtain and “apples to apples” comparison because
we only had 100 feet and not 200 as we did with Combat Sniper.

Additionally, we could not get accurate flow data with the provided equipment from LN Curtis.
However, we still manipulated the hose to obtain everyone’s opinion on how it handled. We
noticed the hose felt larger in the hand. The inside diameter of the Gladiator hose is 1.88 inches
as opposed to Combat Sniper of 1.78 inches. The Gladiator hose also was easier to Kink. It did
not maneuver as easy as Combat Sniper. However, it did rack in our crosslay beds easier.

Pro’s of Gladiator Hose
1. Easier to rack that Combat Sniper, about the same as our current hose

Con’s of Gladiator Hose
1. Kinked easily
2. Did not maneuver as well

Combat Sniper Hose is the least expensive hose we demonstrated at $278 a section.
Combat Ready Hose no price given but was told more expensive
Gladiator Hose is $347 a section.

Conclusion

The purpose of this proposal is to educate all on what the KCFD members present during the
hose demonstrations observed. Overall we felt the Combat Sniper hose is the best product we
demonstrated. Above all, we feel the Combat Sniper hose is safer than what we have now. With
our staffing levels, members often deploy and advance hose by themselves. If we can obtain a
hose that doesn’t easily kink and flakes itself out when charged, it is the ideal situation. We are
not saying this is the end all be all hose. However, everyone on the list above agrees that all the
above information is accurate.

SUMMARY':

Overview:

On or about August 8, 2020, Kings/Tulare Homeless Alliance (KTHA) and the Kings County Human
Services Agency (HSA) jointly applied for funding from the Department of Housing and Community
Development (HCD) for the Multifamily Housing Program. In order to procure the property, KTHA
established Stardust KTHA, LLC as a separate entity. On December 11, 2020, Stardust KTHA, LLC
purchased the Stardust Motel property. On December 15, 2020, KTHA and HSA entered into HCD’s
required Standard Agreement 20-HK-00031. HCD now requires the property owner, Stardust KTHA,
LLC, to enter into the Standard Agreement, as well. HSA requests Board approval of the Stardust
Homekey Project Resolution authorizing Stardust KTHA, LLC to enter into, execute, and deliver the
Standard Agreement and all documents and amendments related to the Homekey grant funds.

Recommendation:

Adopt a resolution authorizing Stardust Kings Tulare Homeless Alliance, LLC to enter into,
execute, and deliver the Standard Agreement and all documents and amendments deemed necessary
or appropriate to secure the Homekey funds from the Department of Housing and Community
Development.

Fiscal Impact:
There is no fiscal impact associated with the approval of the resolution authorizing Stardust KTHA, LLC
to enter into the Standard Agreement (20-HK-00031).

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BACKGROUND:

Assembly Bill 83 provided authority to HCD to fund the Multifamily Housing Program, providing the statutory
basis for the Homekey Program. HCD issued a Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) dated July 16, 2020, for
the Homekey Program. On November 10, 2020, the Board approved a resolution for the application and
participation in the Homekey Program for the Stardust project. This resolution authorized the HSA director to
sign and execute the Standard Agreement with HCD and all other program documents required to secure
Homekey funds. The conditions of the Homekey application requires a governmental entity to be a sponsor or an
owner of the project. This condition prohibited non-governmental entities from being able to apply for Homekey
funds on their own. The application conditions did allow non-governmental entities to be co-applicants, owners
of the property and recipients of Homekey funds.

HSA and KTHA jointly applied for Homekey funds and were awarded $2,704,000. HSA and KTHA entered the
HCD required Standard Agreement 20-HK-00031 on December 15, 2020. An amendment was executed on
November 30, 2021, to amend a clerical error. The Standard Agreement details the terms and conditions of the
Homekey award, including the intention to utilize the funds to acquire and convert the former Stardust Motel into
Permanent Housing for at least 22 persons who are homeless or at risk of homelessness.

On October 20, 2020, and October 27, 2020, the Board appointed the HSA director as the negotiator for the
Stardust Motel purchase and authorized the HSA director to sign all documentation necessary to execute the
purchase. On November 12, 2020, the HSA director signed the purchase agreement for the property for
$1,450,000 and executed the documents on the County’s behalf. On November 24, 2020, HSA did not receive
the required votes from the Board to approve a budget adjustment that was necessary to fully execute the purchase.
On November 30, 2020, the Board authorized the HSA director to assign the Stardust Purchase Agreement to an
entity eligible to receive Homekey funds from HCD, and partner with the County in the Stardust Homekey
Project.

In order to procure the property, KTHA established Stardust KTHA, LLC as a separate entity. On December 11,
2020, ownership of the property was transferred to Stardust KTHA, LLC. HCD now requires the property owner,
Stardust KTHA, LLC., to enter into the Standard Agreement related to the award. Upon entering the Standard
Agreement, Stardust KTHA, LLC is subject to all terms and conditions of the agreement, including the conditions
related to the NOFA and application. Stardust KTHA, LLC, through the Standard Agreement, is bound to all
activities, expenditures, information, and timelines represented in documents associated in the Standard
Agreement.

B. KINGS/TULARE CONTINUUM OF CARE ON HOMELESSNESS, INC., a California
nonprofit public benefit corporation (“Kings/Tulare”), jointly applied for Homekey grant funds
with the KINGS COUNTY HUMAN SERVICES AGENCY, an agency of the County of Kings,
California, a public body, corporate and politic (“Local Public Entity” and, together with
Kings/Tulare, the “Co-Applicants”). Towards that end, Co-Applicants jointly submitted an
application for Homekey funds (“Application") to the Department for review and
consideration.

C. The Department is authorized to administer Homekey pursuant to the Multifamily
Housing Program (Chapter 6.7 (commencing with Section 50675) of Part 2 of Division 31 of
the Health and Safety Code). Homekey funding allocations are subject to the terms and
conditions of the NOFA, the Application, the Department-approved STD 213 Standard
Agreement, and all other legal requirements of the Homekey Program.

D. Co-Applicants were awarded Homekey grant funds in an amount equal to
$2,704,000.00 for capital expenditures (as allowed under Health and Saf. Code, § 50675.1.1,
subd. (a)(1)-(6)) (the “Award”) and have entered into a Standard Agreement No. 20-HK-
00031, dated December 15,2020, as amended by Standard Agreement — Amendment No.
20-HK-00031, dated November 30, 2021 (collectively, the “Standard Agreement”), detailing
the terms and conditions of such award, including the intention of the Co-Applicants that the
Award would be used primarily for the redevelopment of the property located at 8595 Lacey
Boulevard, Hanford, CA 93230 (the “Property”) to a long-term affordable rental development.

E. Ownership of the Property has been transferred to the STARDUST KTHA, LLC (“New
Owner”) and the undersigned now desires to authorize the New Owner to execute the
Standard Agreement related to the Award.

THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED THAT:

3. Wendy Osikafo, Kings County Human Services Agency Director or her designee, is
authorized to execute the Homekey Documents on behalf of Applicant for participation
in the Homekey program.

Their current
vehicles have experienced a great deal of wear and tear from spay and neuter trips, off site adoption events, trips
to high-kill facilities to pull animals out that are at risk from euthanasia, hauling materials and supplies to their
facility, trips to their veterinarian several times a month, adoption events that are hosted every few weeks,
homeless outreach that allows no-cost veterinary care for their animals, supply runs, and other various tasks.

Currently, one of their vehicles does not have operational rear doors, which makes loading and unloading
tedious and difficult, not to mention physically demanding on the staff. Their other vehicle has been in and out
of the mechanic’s shop for many issues from fuel pump replacement, transmission work, and various wiring

This Donation Agreement (this “Agreement”) is entered as of July 25 , 2023, between the
County of Kings, a political subdivision of the state of California (“County”), and Valley Animal
Haven & Adoption Center, a California nonprofit public benefit corporation registered under
Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code (“Nonprofit”), with respect to the following facts:

A. County owns in fee, and warrants good title to, two vehicles described as follows, which are

hereinafter referred to as the “Vehicles™: (1) VIN 1IFMZK1YM2FKB00611 2015 Ford Transit
150 Wagon, and (2) VIN 1FBSS31529DA34570 2009 Ford E350 Super Duty Passenger Van.
County’s Board of Supervisors has determined pursuant to Government Code Section 25372
that the Vehicles are surplus personal property no longer needed for public use.

Nonprofit has a need for the Vehicles to carry out its nonprofit purpose and has requested the
donation of the Vehicles to it.

There are no third-party intended beneficiaries of this Agreement.

This Agreement represents the exclusive understanding of the parties with respect to the subject
matter hereof and supersedes all prior agreements and discussions, written or oral.

This Agreement may be signed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original.
This Agreement may be executed electronically, and an electronic copy or other facsimile of
the Agreement shall be treated as an original. The signatories of this Agreement represent and
warrant their authority to bind their respective parties hereto.

§ 26227. Establishment of programs for social needs; property availability; financing

Currentness

The board of supervisors of any county may appropriate and expend money from the general fund of the county to establish
county programs or to fund other programs deemed by the board of supervisors to be necessary to meet the social needs of
the population of the county, including but not limited to, the areas of health, law enforcement, public safety, rehabilitation,
welfare, education, and legal services, and the needs of physically, mentally and financially handicapped persons and aged
persons.

The board of supervisors may contract with other public agencies or private agencies or individuals to operate those programs
which the board of supervisors determines will serve public purposes. In the furtherance of those programs, the board of
supervisors may make available to a public agency, nonprofit corporation, or nonprofit association any real property of the
county which is not and, during the time of possession, will not be needed for county purposes, to be used to carry out the
programs, upon terms and conditions determined by the board of supervisors to be in the best interests of the county and the
general public, and the board of supervisors may finance or assist in the financing of the acquisition or improvement of real
property and furnishings to be owned or operated by any public agency, nonprofit corporation, or nonprofit association to
carry out the programs, through a lease, installment sale, or other transaction, in either case without complying with any other
provisions of this code relating to acquiring, improving, leasing, or granting the use of or otherwise disposing of county

property.

A program may consist of a community support program including a charitable fund drive conducted in cooperation with one
or more nonprofit charitable organizations if the board of supervisors deems a program will assist in meeting the social needs
of the population of the county. If the board establishes a program, the officers and employees of the county shall have the
authority to carry out the program, using county funds and property if authorized by the board. During working hours, a
program may include direct solicitation by county officers and employees and the assignment of officers and employees to
attend or assist in the administration of program activities if authorized by the board.

Overview:

This action would allow Kings County and the Kings County Job Training Office to begin utilization of
Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act Title | funding for Kings County for the term April 1, 2023,
through June 30, 2025. Funds are allocated annually and have a two-year term for utilization.

Recommendation:

Approve the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act Fiscal Year 2023-25 Master Subgrant
Agreement with the California Employment Development Department retroactively effective from
April 1, 2023 through June 30, 2025.

Fiscal Impact:

This Master Subgrant Agreement provides an allocation of Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act
(WIOA) Youth Funding in the amount of $808,555, a decrease of $63,575 from the previous year.
Funding for Adult and Dislocated Workers will be unilaterally modified into this Subgrant by the
California Employment Development Department once those allocations are released. It is estimated
that funding for 2023-25, Kings County formula-allocated WIOA grants will be $2,259,947, a projected
decrease of $216,681 compared to the prior year’s funding.

BACKGROUND:

The California Employment Development Department, Workforce Services Division, uses a Master Subgrant
Agreement as the mechanism to provide Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act Funding to local areas.
This document is a companion to Kings County’s Local Workforce Development Plan, which was approved by
the Board at a regular meeting on April 18, 2023 and was subsequently approved by the California Workforce
Development Board.

This Master Subgrant Agreement provides funding to serve eligible 18-24-year-old Kings County youths,
adults over 18, and dislocated workers. The Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA) and state-
imposed requirements reserve 30% of all funding for adults/dislocated workers to be used as training funding,
and 20% of youth allocations for work experience programs. Additionally, while each subgrant agreement has
a two-year timeline for expenditures, all funds must be obligated within the first year and no more than 20% can
be carried over from year to year unless a waiver is issued.

The Master Subgrant agreement is produced by the State office. It was received by the Job Training Office on
June 20, 2023 with and effective date of April 1, 2023. Therefore, the agreement is retroactive. County
Counsel and Risk reviewed the agreement and approved to go before the Board.

1. Compliance
In performance of this subgrant agreement, Subrecipient will fully comply with:

a. The provisions of the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA),
(29 U.S.C. §§ 3101- 3361 (2014), WIOA Final Regulations, and all legislation,
regulations, directives, policies, procedures and amendments issued pursuant thereto.

b. All State legislation and regulations to the extent permitted by federal law and all
policies, directives and/or procedures, which implement WIOA.

c. Title 2, Code of Federal Regulations (C.F.R.) part 200 (Office of Management and
Budget Guidance) [OMB Guidance].

3. Funding

It is mutually understood between the parties that this subgrant agreement may have

been written before ascertaining the availability of congressional and legislative
appropriation of funds, for the mutual benefit of both parties, in order to avoid

program and fiscal delays which would occur if the subgrant agreement was executed after
that determination was made.

a. This subgrant agreement is valid and enforceable only if

i. sufficient funds are made available by the State Budget Act of the appropriate
state fiscal years covered by this subgrant agreement for the purposes of this

12. Audit Requirements

a. The Subrecipient will maintain and make available to auditors, at all levels,
accounting and program records including supporting source documentation and
cooperate with all auditors. All governmental and non-profit organizations must
follow the audit requirements (single audit or program-specific audit requirement) of
OMB Guidance, and Uniform Requirements.

b. The Subrecipient and/or auditors performing monitoring or audits of the Subrecipient
or its sub-contracting service providers will immediately report to the Pass-through
Entity any incidents of fraud, abuse or other criminal activity in relation to this
subgrant agreement, the WIOA, or its regulations.

13. Entire Agreement

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14. Unenforceable Position

15. Accounting and Cash Management

a. Subrecipient will comply with controls, record keeping and fund accounting procedure
requirements of WIOA, federal and state regulations, and directives to ensure the
proper disbursal of, and accounting for, program funds paid to the Subrecipient and
disbursed by the Subrecipient, under this subgrant agreement.

b. Subrecipient will submit requests for cash to coincide with immediate cash needs and
assure that no excess cash is on deposit in their accounts or the accounts of any
sub-contracting service provider in accordance with procedures established by the
Pass-through Entity. Failure to adhere to these provisions may result in suspending
cash draw down privileges and providing funds through a reimbursement process.

c. The Pass-through Entity retains the authority to adjust specific amounts of cash
requested if the Pass-through Entity's records and subsequent verification with the
Subrecipient indicate that the Subrecipient has an excessive amount of cash in its
account.

d. Income (including interest income) generated as a result of the receipt of WIOA
activities, will be utilized in accordance with policy and procedures established by
the Pass-through Entity. Subrecipient will account for any such generated income
separately.

e. Subrecipient shall not be required to maintain a separate bank account but shall
separately account for WIOA funds on deposit. All funding under this subgrant
agreement, will be made by check or wire transfer payable to the Subrecipient for
deposit in Subrecipient's bank account or city and county governmental bank
accounts.

To provide for the necessary and proper internal controls, funds should be withdrawn
and disbursed by no less than two representatives of the Subrecipient. The Pass-
through Entity will have a lien upon any balance of WIOA funds in these accounts,
which will take priority over all other liens or claims.

16. Amendments

This subgrant agreement may be unilaterally modified by the Pass-through Entity under
the following circumstances:

a. There is an increase or decrease in federal or state funding levels.

b. A modification to the Subgrant is required in order to implement an adjustment to a
Subrecipient's plan.

c. Funds awarded to the Subrecipient have not been expended in accordance with the
schedule included in the approved Subrecipient's plan. After consultation with the
Subrecipient, the Pass-through Entity has determined that funds will not be spent in
a timely manner, and such funds are for that reason to the extent permitted by and in
a manner consistent with state and federal law, regulations and policies, reverting
to the Pass-through Entity.

d. There is a change in state and federal law or regulation requiring a change in the
provisions of this subgrant agreement.

e. An amendment is required to change the Subrecipient's name as listed on this
subgrant agreement. Upon receipt of legal documentation of the name change, the state
will process the amendment. Payment of invoices presented with a new name cannot be
paid prior to approval of said amendment.

Except as provided above, this subgrant agreement may be amended only in writing by the
mutual agreement of both parties.

17. Reporting

Subrecipient will compile and submit reports of activities, expenditures, status of
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cash, and closeout information by the specified dates as prescribed by the Pass-through
Entity. All expenditure reports must be submitted upon the accrual basis of accounting.
Failure to adhere to the reporting requirements of this agreement will result in funds

not being released.

18. Records

a. If participants are served under this subgrant agreement, the Subrecipient will
establish a participant data system as prescribed by the Pass-through Entity.

b. Subrecipient will retain all records pertinent to this subgrant agreement for a
period of three years from the date of final payment of this subgrant agreement. If,
at the end of three years, there is litigation or an audit involving those records,
the Subrecipient will retain the records until the resolution of such litigation or
audit. Refer to OMB Guidance, Subpart D, Part 200.333-200.337.

c. The Pass-through Entity and/or the DOL, or their designee (refer to OMB Guidance,
section 200.336) will have access to and right to examine, monitor and audit all
records, documents, conditions and activities related to programs funded by this
subgrant agreement. For purposes of this section, "access to" means that the
Subrecipient shall at all times maintain within the State of California a complete
set of records and documents related to programs funded by this agreement. The
Subrecipient shall comply with this requirement regardless of whether it ceases to
operate or maintain a presence within the State of California before the expiration
of the subgrant. Subrecipient's performance under the terms and conditions herein
specified will be subject to an evaluation by the Pass-through Entity of the adequacy
of the services performed, timeliness of response and a general impression of the
competency of the firm and its staff.

19. Subcontracting

a. Any of the work or services specified in this subgrant agreement which will be
performed by other than by the Subrecipient will be evidenced by a written agreement
specifying the terms and conditions of such performance.

b. The Subrecipient will maintain and adhere to an appropriate system, consistent with
federal, state and local law, for the award and monitoring of contracts which contain
acceptable standards for ensuring accountability.

c. The system for awarding contracts will contain safeguards to ensure that the
Subrecipient does not contract with any entity whose officers have been convicted of
fraud or misappropriation of funds within the last two years.

20. Consultants

Fees paid to a consultant, who provides services under a program, shall be limited to
$750 per day (representing an 8 hour work day). Any fees paid in excess of this amount
cannot be paid without prior approval from the Grant Officer.

21. Conflicts

a. Subrecipient will cooperate in the resolution of any conflict with the DOL that may
occur from the activities funded under this agreement.

b. In the event of a dispute between the Pass-through Entity and the Subrecipient over
any part of this subgrant agreement, the dispute may be submitted to non-binding
arbitration upon the consent of both the Pass-through Entity and the Subrecipient. An
election for arbitration pursuant to this provision will not preclude either party
from pursuing any remedy for relief otherwise available.

22. Indemnification
a. The following provision applies only if the Subrecipient is a governmental entity:
Pursuant to California Government Code § 895.4, each party agrees to indemnify and

hold the other party harmless from all liability for damage to persons or property
arising out of or resulting from acts or omissions of the indemnifying party.
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b. The following provision applies only if the Subrecipient is a non-governmental
entity:

The Subrecipient agrees to the extent permitted by law, to indemnify, defend and hold
harmless the Pass-through Entity, its officers, agents and employees from any and all
claims and losses accruing or resulting to any and all contractors, subcontractors,
materials persons, laborers and any other persons, firms or corporations, furnishing
or supplying work, services, materials, or supplies in connection with the

performance of this agreement, and from any and all claims and losses accruing or
resulting to any persons, firms or corporations which may be injured or damaged by
the Subrecipient in the performance of this subgrant agreement.

23. Signatures

This subgrant agreement is of no force and effect until signed by both of the parties
hereto. Subrecipient will not commence performance prior to the beginning of this
subgrant agreement.

Confidentiality Requirements

The State of California and the Subrecipient will exchange various kinds of information
pursuant to this subgrant agreement. That information will include data, applications,
program files, and databases. These data and information are confidential when they define
an individual or an employing unit or when the disclosure is restricted or prohibited by any
provision of law. Confidential information requires special precautions to protect it from
unauthorized use, access, disclosure, modification, and destruction. The sources of
information may include, but are not limited to, the EDD, the California Department of

Social Services, the California Department of Education, the California Department of
Corrections and Rehabilitation, the County Welfare Department(s), the County 1V-D Directors
Office of Child Support, the Office of the District Attorney, the California Department of
Mental Health, the California Office of Community Colleges and the Department of Alcohol and
Drug Programs.

The Pass-through Entity and Subrecipient agree that:

a. Each party shall keep all information that is exchanged between them in the strictest
confidence and make such information available to their own employees only on a
"need-to-know" basis.

b. Each party shall provide security sufficient to ensure protection of confidential
information from improper use and disclosures, including sufficient administrative,
physical, and technical safeguards to protect this information from reasonable
unanticipated threats to the security or confidentiality of the information.

c. The Subrecipient agrees that information obtained under this subgrant agreement will
not be reproduced, published, sold or released in original or in any other form for
any purpose other than those specifically identified in this agreement.

1. Aggregate Summaries: All reports and/or publications developed by the
Subrecipient based on data obtained under this agreement shall contain
confidential data in aggregated or statistical summary form only. "Aggregated"
refers to a data output that does not allow identification of an individual or
employer unit.

2. Publication: Prior to publication, Subrecipient shall carefully analyze
aggregated data outputs to ensure the identity of individuals and/or employer
units cannot be inferred pursuant to California Unemployment Insurance Code
Section 1094(c). Personal identifiers must be removed. Geographic identifiers
should be specified only in large areas and as needed, and variables should be
recorded in order to protect confidentiality.

3. Minimum Data Cell Size: The minimum data cell size or derivation thereof shall
be three participants for any data table released to outside parties or to the
public.
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d. Each party agrees that no disaggregate data, identifying individuals or employers,
shall be released to outside parties or the public.

e. The Subrecipient shall notify Pass-through Entity's Information Security Office of
any actual or attempted information security incidents, within 24 hours of initial
detection, by telephone at (916) 654-6231. Information security incidents include,
but are not limited to, any event (intentional or unintentional), that causes the
loss, damage, or destruction, or unauthorized access, use, modification, or
disclosure of information assets.

The Subrecipient shall cooperate with the Pass-through Entity in any investigation

of security incidents. The system or device affected by an information security

incident and containing confidential data obtained in the administration of this

program shall be immediately removed from operation upon confidential data exposure
or a known security breach. It shall remain removed from operation until correction

and mitigation measures are applied. If the Subrecipient learns of a breach in the
security of the system which contains confidential data obtained under this

Subgrant, then the Subrecipient must provide natification to individuals pursuant

to California Civil Code Section 1798.82.

The Subrecipient shall be responsible for all costs incurred by the Pass-through
Entity due to a security incident resulting from the Subrecipient's failure to
perform or negligent acts of its personnel, and resulting in an unauthorized
disclosure, release, access, review, or destruction; or loss, theft or misuse of

an information asset. If the Subrecipient experiences a loss or breach of data,
the Subrecipient shall immediately report report the loss or breach to the Pass-
through Entity. If the Pass-through Entity determines that notice to the
individuals whose data has been lost or breached is appropriate, the Subrecipient
will bear any and all costs associated with the notice or any mitigation selected
by the Pass-through Entity. These costs include, but are not limited to, staff

time, material costs, postage, media announcements, and other identifiable costs
associated with the breach or loss of data.

f. The Subrecipient shall provide for the management and control of physical access to
information assets (including personal computer systems, computer terminals, mobile
computing devices, and various electronic storage media) used in performance of this
Subgrant. This shall include, but is not limited to, security measures to physically
protect data, systems, and workstations from unauthorized access and malicious
activity; the prevention, detection, and suppression of fires; and the prevention,
detection, and minimization of water damage.

g. At no time will confidential data obtained pursuant to this agreement be placed on a
mobile computing device, or on any form of removable electronic storage media of any
kind unless the data are fully encrypted.

h. Each party shall provide its employees with access to confidential information with

written instructions fully disclosing and explaining the penalties for unauthorized

use or disclosure of confidential information found in Section 1798.55 of the

California Civil Code, Section 502 of the California Penal Code, Section 2111 of the
California Unemployment Insurance Code, Section 10850 of the California Welfare and
Institutions Code and other applicable local, state and federal laws.

. Each party shall (where it is appropriate) store and process information in
electronic format, in such a way that unauthorized persons cannot reasonably retrieve

the information by means of a computer.

j- All Subrecipient staff and subcontractors that are provided access to any data
systems of the Pass-through Entity, excluding CalJOBS, are required to complete
and sign an Employee Confidentiality Statement (DE 7410).

k. Each party shall promptly return to the other party confidential information when
its use ends, or destroy the confidential information utilizing an approved method of
destroying confidential information: shredding, burning, or certified or withessed
destruction. Magnetic media are to be degaussed or returned to the other party.

. If the Pass-through Entity or Subrecipient enters into an agreement with a third
party to provide WIOA services, the Pass-through Entity or Subrecipient agrees to
include these data and security and confidentiality requirements in the agreement

with that third party. In no event shall said information be disclosed to any
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individual outside of that third party’s authorized staff, subcontractor(s), service
providers, or employees.

m. The Subrecipient may, in its operation of the America's Job Center of California
(AJCC), permit an AJCC Operator to enter into a subcontract to manage confidential
information. This subcontract may allow an individual to register for resume
distribution services at the same time the individual enrolls in CalJOBS.

Subrecipient shall ensure that all such subcontracts comply with the intellectual
property requirements of this subgrant agreement, the confidentiality requirements of
this subgrant agreement and any other terms of this subgrant agreement that may be
applicable. In addition, the following requirements must be included in the
subcontracts:

1. All client information submitted over the internet to the subcontractor's
databases must be protected, at a minimum, by 128-bit Secure Socket Layer (SSL)
encryption. Clients' social security numbers must be stored in a separate
database within the subcontractor's network of servers, and protected by a
firewall and a secondary database server firewall or AES data encryption. If a
subcontractor receives client social security numbers or other confidential
information in the course of business, for example a resume-distribution service
that provides enrollment in CalJOBS, social security numbers must be destroyed
within two days after the client registers for CalJOBS. If a subcontractor
obtains confidential information as an agent of the Subrecipient, the subcontract
must specifically state the purpose for the data collection and the term of
records retention must be stated, and directly related, to the purpose and use of
the information. Social security numbers and other client specific information
shall not be retained for more than three years after a client completes
services.

2. Client information (personal information that identifies a client such as name
and social security number) and/or demographic information of a client (such as
wage history, address, and previous employment) shall not be used as a basis for
commercial solicitation during the time the client or agency is using the
subcontractor's services. Client information and/or demographic information
shall not be used for any purposes other than those specific program purposes set
forth in the subcontract.

3. An AJCC client must still be given the option to use the AJCC's services,
including CalJOBS, even if he or she chooses not to use any services of the
subcontractor. This option shall be prominently, clearly and immediately
communicated to the client upon registration within the AJCC or for CalJOBS, the
subcontractor's resume-distribution services, or any other services
subcontractor offers to the client or the AJCC Operator.

4. The subcontractor must clearly disclose all of its potential and intended uses of
the client's personal and/or demographic information for the services the client
seeks and for any other services the subcontractor offers.

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for this project. The project scope is to construct a six (6) foot wide asphalt concrete (AC) pedestrian pathway
on the west side of State Route 41 (SR41) from Edwards Street to General Petroleum Avenue. Additionally, a
pedestrian activated warning system will be installed at the existing crosswalk which traverses SR41 at General
Petroleum Avenue.

On November 26, 2019 the Board approved the award of a Consultant Services Agreement (CSA) with Provost
and Pritchard Consulting Group in the amount of $48,093. Provost and Pritchard was selected to prepare a
Plans, Specifications and Estimate (PS&E) package through the Request for Proposal (RFP) process.

During the course of the project, changes in scope and additional studies were necessary to address Caltrans
comments and concerns regarding runoff water encroaching into the traveled way of SR41. These atudies were
performed within the limits of the project area which after analysis showed a potential for runoff to encroach
into the travel way of SR41. The initial studies and changes resulted in the first change order to the consultant
services agreement approved on April 12, 2022 in the amount of $16,820.

The initial drainage study showed that runoff water would encroach into the SR41 travel way. Thus, additional
surveying data was gathered for the area adjacent to the proposed AC pathway to obtain a more representive
model of the runoff conditions. The additional survey data was obtained by Caltrans and provided to the
County’s Consultant (Provost and Pritchard) for evaluation. A 2" Amendment to the agreement is necessary to
update the drainage study to incorporate the additional survey data provided by Caltrans. The 2" Amendment to
the consulstant services agreement is in the amount of $9,235.

It should be noted that the 2"¢ Amendment as provided by Provost and Pritchart is considering the remaining
budget amount of $225 from the 1% Amendment which reduces the total contract amount, including
amendments, to $73,924.

The 2" Amendment to the Agreement has been reviewed and approved by County Counsel as to form.

In response to additional hydraulics comments Caltrans provided on 12/16/2022, the County and P&P met with
Caltrans to explain that there was not enough existing topography information available to fully model the existing
conditions of the drainage swale along SR41. In support of this effort, Caltrans collected additional survey and
provided the County with additional survey data points on 5/23/2023. With this additional data provided, the
following scope and budget amendment is hereby submitted for Provost & Pritchard Consulting Group to
incorporate the following changes:

the west side of SR41. Additionally, the following HEC-RAS analysis comments from Caltrans will be
addressed:
0 The updated model will use a flow of 67 cfs on the south end (SR41 & General Petroleum) which
will increase to 110 cfs by the north end of the model (SR41 & Edward St).
0 The exhibits for the cross sections for pre & post construction will be shown at the same locations.
o0 Cross sections will be added at intersections.

Plan Sheet Revision comments
e The hydraulics review comments also included additional plan review comments. All the comments will be
addressed, and plans will be revised to reflect the comments. This includes the following changes:
o Clarify how the existing drainage inlets are protected in place by limiting grading around the inlets
0 Add adrainage swale grading from the existing valley gutter across Standard Avenue to the
drainage inlet just north of Standard Oil Avenue.

Once the revisions have been made, we will prepare a Caltrans comment response letter explaining how the
comments were addressed. The revised drainage study, plans, and response letter will be submitted in PDF format
to Kings County and Caltrans for review and approval.

The additional scope above will result in an additional fee of $6,800.
Additionally, we propose that a budget of $2,435 be reserved for construction assistance, which is the same amount
proposed in the original contract.

Overview:

On June 20, 2023, the Board approved the bids request package and authorized advertisement of the 16™
Avenue at Tulare Lake Canal Bridge Replacement project. Due to the flood conditions and concerns
from bidders regarding potential changes on material costs due to project delays, the Department of
Public Works recommends that the bid procurement for this project be cancelled and that the project be
re-advertised in the future when conditions at the project site improve.

Recommendation:
Cancel Bid # 2023-56 for the 16" Avenue at Tulare Lake Canal Bridge Replacement project.

Fiscal Impact:

This project will not impact the General Fund. The project is reimbursed through the Federal Highway
Administration (FHWA) Highway Bridge Program (HBP). The federal reimbursement rate for this
project is 80% with the remaining 20% local match being paid by State Toll Credits. The project
construction allocated funds are $2,843,000. The project is currently shown in Budget Unit 311000,
Account Number 92001 and Project Number 122155A.

BACKGROUND:

County bridge number 45C-0118 is a timber structure constructed in 1950 and primarily provides the local
farming community access north and south of the Tulare Lake Canal. In 2011, the State of California completed
a Bridge Inspection Report for the 16th Avenue Bridge at which time it was given a Sufficiency Rating of 42.6
and classified as “Structurally Deficient.” The purpose of this project is to replace the existing bridge while
matching or exceeding the current maximum flow capacity of the canal at the 16th Avenue crossing. The
replacement structure shall also meet current geometric, construction, and structural standards required for the
types and volume of projected traffic on the facility over its design life.

At that time the County entered into three agreements with the City of
Corcoran, Lemoore and Hanford for collection of impact fee however, the City of Avenal was not part
of the agreement with the cities. After discussions with the City Manager the County is proposing to
enter into a collection agreement with the City of Avenal. The proposed Agreement for the collection of
the Public Facilities Fees (PFF)between the City of Avenal and the County was approved by the City
Council of Avenal at their regular meeting on June 22, 2023. The Board is requested to execute the
Agreement allowing staff at the City to proceed with fee collection activities at the time building permits
are issued.

Recommendation:
Approve the agreement for the collection of Impact Fees by the City of Avenal.

Fiscal Impact:

Funds will be collected, according to the rates that were reestablished by the Board on January 5, 2016
together with subsequent raises since that time.

Ordinance No. 633, pertaining to Development Impact Fees, was introduced immediately following a
public hearing on June 14, 2005. This Ordinance allows the County to collect fees for the facilities of
Countywide Public Protection, Fire, Library, Animal Control, and Sheriff’s Patrol and Investigation.

The Board adopted the Ordinance on June 21, 2005, and the Development Impact Fees became effective on
August 22, 2005. In 2015, a new fee study took place, and the Board reestablished the impact fees based
on that study on January 5, 2016.

The first city to finalize and execute the Agreement was the City of Lemoore; that agreement was executed by
the Board on September 20, 2005. The City of Corcoran voted to approve the collection of the fees at their
regular meeting on August 24, 2005; that agreement was executed by the Board on September 27, 2005. The
City Council of Hanford reviewed and approved the agreements for impact fee collection at their regular
meeting on February 7, 2006; those agreements were executed by the Board on February 14, 2006 and returned
to the Hanford City Council during their regularly scheduled meeting on February 21, 2006 for final approval.

The City of Avenal voted to approve the collection of the fees at their regular meeting on June 22, 2023.

AGREEMENT FOR THE COLLECTION OF
COUNTY OF KINGS IMPACT FEES BY THE
CITY OF AVENAL

This Agreement is made and entered into this _ day of , 2023, by and between
the County of Kings (hereinafter “COUNTY”), a political subdivision of the State of California,
and the City of Avenal (hereinafter “CITY”), a municipal corporation.

This Agreement is made with reference to the following recitals:

WHEREAS, COUNTY and CITY wish to maintain effective community planning and to
address the need to ease some of the uncompensated financial burdens which can be attributed to
the impact that growth has on COUNTY public facilities on a long term basis; and

WHEREAS, reaching a consensus on how to balance land use and fiscal policies is in the
best interest of each entity and they may mutually agree to the exercise of their powers by
agreements to further the effective provision of governmental services; and

WHEREAS, COUNTY has adopted development impact fees pursuant to Kings County
Ordinance No. 633 (hereinafter referred to as the “Impact Fees” and the “Ordinance”
respectively), for the purpose of funding all or a portion of the cost of public facilities which are
required to be developed and constructed due to new development projects in both the
incorporated and unincorporated territories located within Kings County; and

WHEREAS, COUNTY has determined, in connection with the adoption of the Ordinance
that there is a nexus and reasonable relationship between growth due to development projects and
the impacts of such growth on the need for additional COUNTY public facilities and
improvements for countywide public protection such as adult and juvenile detention, and
prosecution and defense related facilities, fire, library, animal control, and Sheriff’s patrol and
investigation within the COUNTY; and

WHEREAS, COUNTY reviewed and considered and, by adopting the Ordinance,
approved the “Kings County Public Facilities Impact Fees Final Report” prepared by
MuniFinancial and dated June 1, 2005 (hereinafter referred to as the “Impact Fees Report”),
approving the continuing need for and the amount of development impact fees for additional
COUNTY public facilities and improvements for countywide public protection, fire, library,
animal control, and Sheriff’s patrol and investigation; and

WHEREAS, COUNTY has provided, pursuant to the Ordinance, that CITY, upon
agreement with the COUNTY, shall collect Impact Fees for the COUNTY, and CITY is willing to
collect COUNTY’S Impact Fees based upon the understandings set forth herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, COUNTY and CITY, for the consideration hereinafter stated,
jointly agree as follows:
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1. Definitions:

a. The terms “development project”, “fee”, and “public facilities” as used in
this Agreement shall be defined consistent with the definitions now set forth in Chapter 5 of
Division 1 of Title 7 of the California Government Code, commencing with Section 66000.

b. The terms “construction”, “exempt construction”, and “city” or “cities” as
used in this Agreement shall be defined consistent with the definitions now set forth in Section 2
of Kings County Ordinance No. 633, enacted on June 21, 2005.

c. The term “incorporated territory” means all territory located within city
boundaries.

d. The term “Fringe Area” means all parcels which overlap both
unincorporated territory and incorporated territory within the jurisdiction of the CITY.

2. Obligation of the CITY:

a. CITY Duty to Collect Fees. So long as the conditions set forth in Section
3b of the Obligations of the COUNTY are met, CITY shall collect the Impact Fees for all non-
exempt property in the incorporated areas and in the Fringe Areas under the terms and conditions
of this Agreement. The amount of such Impact Fees is set forth in Exhibit A attached hereto. As
and when such Impact Fees are modified by COUNTY, COUNTY shall provide written notice of
the modification to CITY together with copies of the COUNTY documents showing valid
approval of the modified fees. Upon such notice, the CITY shall collect thc mod1f1cd fees. AJe

weiﬂd—attaeh—aﬂ—ameﬂéed—%dﬂb&t—A— The CITY shall not be obl1gated to collect any Impact Fees
which are out-of-date or otherwise not in compliance with all applicable laws and related
requirements. If the CITY declines to collect a fee it deems invalid, it shall provide a written
statement of reasons to the COUNTY and meet and confer in good faith with the COUNTY in an
attempt to resolve disagreements or find solutions, as appropriate. When the CITY collects the
Impact Fee for each non-exempt property, it shall provide a receipt of payment of the Impact Fee
(the “Fee Receipt”). The Fee Receipt shall contain the Assessor’s Parcel Number or other
description sufficient to specifically identify the location of the property, the type of development
and the amount of the Impact Fees collected for each structure.

b. Time of Collection of Fees. If COUNTY instructs CITY to do so, CITY
agrees to collect COUNTY’s Impact Fees for retail, commercial, and industrial development on
the date of final inspection or the date the certificate of occupancy is issued, whichever first
occurs. Otherwise, fees for such developments shall be collected at building permit issuance.
With respect to housing development projects, at the time of execution of this Agreement, .
COUNTY has advised CITY that COUNTY has satisfied the requirements of subdivision (b) of
Section 66007, and therefore CITY agrees with COUNTY to collect COUNTY’S Impact Fees at
the time of the issuance of each building permit for each development project within the Fringe
Area which is subject to the Impact Fees. CITY shall continue during the term of this Agreement
to collect the Impact Fees at the time of issuance of the building permit until COUNTY provides
CITY with written notice that it has elected to no longer comply with the provisions of
subdivision (b) of Section 66007 (“Section 66007(b) Notice”). Upon CITY’s receipt of a Section
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66007(b) Notice, CITY shall collect the Impact Fees only on the date of final inspection, or on the
date the certificate of occupancy is issued, whichever occurs first, as required by subdivision (a)
of Section 66007. For affordable housing developments, which are defined as housing
development projects in which at least 49% of units are reserved for households with incomes not
more than 80% of area median income, the property owner may elect to pay Impact Fees upon the
earlier of final inspection or issuance of the certificate of occupancy; provided, however, that in
such circumstances, before issuing building permits the CITY shall provide the COUNTY with
notice and an opportunity to secure payment pursuant to Section 66007(b)(2) and (c).

c. Accounting and Payment. As and when Impact Fees are collected by CITY
as hereinabove provided, CITY shall deliver the full amount of the Impact Fees to the CITY
Finance Department, where the Impact Fees will be deposited in a separate account designated as
the “County of Kings Impact Fee Account” (the “Impact Fee Account™). At least once a month,
CITY shall issue a warrant to COUNTY equal to the balance in the Impact Fee Account. In
addition, CITY shall monthly prepare and submit to COUNTY with the warrant a list of all
building permits issued by the CITY for the period covered by the warrant, and the list shall
include the following information: 1) type of development project; 2) address of developed
parcel; 3) name of permittee; and 4) square footage of each structure. CITY shall also provide
with the list a copy of each Fee Receipt issued by the CITY for each Impact Fee represented by
the warrant.

CITY Administrative Fee. For each development project for which CITY collects

Impact Fees in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, COUNTY shall

pay to CITY an administrative fee in the amount of $15.00 for each building

permit. Bach Contract Quarter (three-month period that commences on July 1,

October 1, January 1, and April 1) while this Agreement is in effect, CITY shall

send an Administrative Fee invoice to COUNTY identifying the development

projects which paid Impact Fees collected by the CITY and the amount of

Administrative Fees due to the CITY for that month. Unless the COUNTY objects

in writing to any portion of the information set forth on the Administrative Fee

invoice, COUNTY shall pay the amount of Administrative Fee identified on the

Administrative Fee invoice within thirty (30) days after COUNTY s receipt of the

same.

e. CITY Good Faith Reliance. CITY and its officials, officers, agents, and
employees shall be held harmless by COUNTY and shall incur no liability in acting or proceeding
in good faith upon any ordinance, resolution, notice, request, consent, waiver, certificate,
statement or other paper or document which it shall in good faith believe to be genuine and to
have been passed or signed by COUNTY or any official, officer, agent, or employee of COUNTY
relating to the Impact Fees. Neither CITY nor any of their officials, officers, agents or employees
shall be under any duty to make any investigation or inquiry as to any statements contained or
matters referred to in any such instrument, but may accept and rely upon the same as conclusive
evidence of the truth and accuracy of such statements.

3. Obligations of the COUNTY:
a. Indemnity. If any claim, demand, protest, or cause of action is made or

filed with respect to CITY s authority to require payment of COUNTY’s Impact Fees, COUNTY
shall be solely responsible for justifying and defending such Impact Fees and the collection
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thereof. COUNTY shall be responsible for expending and accounting for COUNTY’s Impact
Fees as required by Section 66000, et seq., of the Government Code, as the same now exists or
may hereafter be amended, including the completion of periodic updates as required by law. The
COUNTY shall defend (with counsel reasonably acceptable to the CITY), indemnify and hold
harmless CITY for any losses incurred as a result of, or in any way arising from, imposition or
collection of the Impact Fees, including legal actions, claims, demands, protest, or causes of
action and/or judgments, including attorneys’ and expert fees and costs. This obligation includes
the duty of COUNTY to fully defend CITY in any claim, demand, protest, or cause of action
relating to the Impact Fees. Except that the provisions of this paragraph 3a shall not apply to any
losses that are a result of CITY’s, or its officers’, employees’ or agents’ willful misconduct or
gross negligence. CITY shall provide COUNTY with reasonable notice of the claim or challenge.
The COUNTY s obligations under 3a shall survive termination, cancellation and/or expiration of
this Agreement and COUNTY waives each and any requirement that the CITY exhaust any claim
requirements in Government Code §§ 900 et seq.

b. Impact Fee Ordinance. COUNTY shall at all times during the term of this
Agreement have in place and in effect Impact Fees adopted by ordinance. CITY shall have no
obligation to collect the Impact Fees hereunder unless the COUNTY has adopted, imposed and
levied such Impact Fees in accordance with the provisions of Government Code section 66000 et
seq.

c. Kings County Capital Facilities Plan: COUNTY shall maintain a duly
adopted capital facilities plan or proposed construction schedule in support of said Impact Fees,
and such plan shall be annually updated. A noticed meeting between representatives of the CITY
and the COUNTY shall also be held so that close cooperation can be maintained between the
CITY and the COUNTY with respect to the adoption of the schedule or plan.

d. Appeal. In the event any person, corporation or entity disputes
COUNTY’S Impact Fees, COUNTY shall be solely responsible for implementing the appeal
process as provided by Section 4(c) of the Ordinance and complying with all applicable laws
regarding such appeal.

e. Enforcement. In the event any person, corporation or entity refuses to pay
COUNTY’s Impact Fees, COUNTY shall be solely responsible for implementing enforcement
proceedings as outlined in Section 8 of the Ordinance and complying with all applicable laws
regarding such enforcement.

4. CITY’S Failure to Collect. Should the CITY fail to collect any Impact Fee in
accordance with the provisions of this Agreement, the COUNTY may collect the Impact Fee
and/or the COUNTY may immediately terminate this Agreement by providing written notice
thereof. Except as provided in paragraph 3b of this Agreement, should the CITY fail to collect
any Impact Fee at the time of issuance of each building permit for the project, it shall not issue a
certificate of occupancy for the project for which the Impact Fees are due until the total Impact
Fees are collected by the CITY.

5. Termination of Agreement. Either party may terminate this Agreement without
cause upon providing to the other party hereto a notice of the intent to cancel the agreement at
least one year in advance of the effective date of the cancellation. CITY may immediately
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terminate this Agreement in writing if COUNTY should be in breach, including (without
limitation) failure to pay any sum owed to CITY and failure to keep Impact Fees up-to-date.
Independent of any right to terminate this Agreement, the authorized representative of the CITY
may immediately suspend CITY’s performance, in whole or in part, in response a failure or
refusal by the COUNTY to comply with any provision within this Agreement, until such time as
the cause for suspension is resolved, or a notice of termination becomes effective.

6. COUNTY Authority to Collect Impact Fees. If the Agreement is terminated by the
CITY or if the CITY discontinues issuing building permits for the COUNTY in the fringe area,
the CITY agrees that the COUNTY has the legal authority to collect the Impact Fees through the
COUNTY’S own mechanisms, without the help of, or interference by, the CITY.

7. Notices. Any notices or communication required or permitted hereunder shall be
in writing and sufficiently given if delivered in person or sent by certified or registered mail,
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return receipt requested, postage prepaid, as follows:

by the other party shall not operate or be construed to operate as a waiver of any subsequent
breach. The making or the acceptance of a payment by either party with knowledge of the
existence of a breach shall not operate or be construed to operate as a waiver of any subsequent
breach.

9. [Reserved]

10.  No Exclusive Remedy. No remedy conferred herein upon or reserved to the
parties hereto is intended to be exclusive, and every such remedy shall be cumulative and shall be
in addition to every other remedy given hereunder or now or hereafter existing at law or in equity.
No delay or omission to exercise any right or power accruing upon any failure to comply with any
term or condition of this Agreement shall impair any such right or power or shall be construed to
be a waiver thereof, but any such right or power may be exercised from time to time and as often
as may be deemed expedient.

11.  Entire Agreement. The provisions of this Agreement shall constitute the entire
agreement between the parties. This Agreement may be modified only by written agreement duly
executed by the parties hereto.

12.  Mutual Covenant to Cooperate. COUNTY and CITY agree to cooperate with one
another in all respects necessary to ensure the successful consummation of the actions
contemplated by the Agreement, and each will take all actions within its authority to ensure
cooperation of its officials, officers, agents and employees.

13.  No Third-Party Beneficiaries Intended: Unless specifically set forth, the parties to
this Agreement do not intend to provide any other person or entity other than a signatory hereto
with any enforceable legal or equitable benefit, right or remedy.
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14.  Headings: Section headings are provided for organizational purposes only and do
not in any manner affect the scope, meaning or intent of the provisions under the headings.

15.  Miscellaneous: This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each of which
shall be deemed an original. This Agreement may be executed electronically. Venue for any
action under this Agreement shall be proper in Kings County notwithstanding Code of Civil
Procedure Section 394. This Agreement contains the contributions of both parties, neither of
which shall be deemed to be the drafter hereof. If any provision of this Agreement is held by a
court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unenforceable, then the court is authorized and
instructed to modify the same to be effectuate the original intent of the parties as closely as

possible.

SUBJECT: STUDY SESSION-KINGS COUNTY MOBILE CRISIS SERVICES

SUMMARY':

Overview:

Kings County Behavioral Health (KCBH) would like to present to the Board the results of the mobile
crisis planning efforts conducted by the department including the new community-based mobile crisis
intervention services benefit requirement, concluding results of the Kings County Mobile Crisis Planning
Grant, and the next steps in mobilizing psychiatric crisis service throughout the County.

Recommendation:
Receive an overview of the new Community-based Mobile Crisis Intervention Services Medicaid
Benefit and Kings County Behavioral Health Mobile Crisis Planning Grant results.

Fiscal Impact:
None.

BACKGROUND:

On December 19, 2022, the Department of Health Care Services (DHCS) released Behavioral Health Information
Notice (BHIN) 22-064 to provide guidance to County Behavioral Health Agencies (BHAS) related to the new
community-based mobile crisis intervention services. The services were added to the array of covered Medicaid
benefits for a five-year period, beginning April 1, 2022, and ending March 31, 2027. This additional benefit is
through the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) of 2021, section 9813. Additionally, ARPA provides BHASs an
opportunity to receive an enhanced 85 percent federal medical assistance percentage (FMAP) for expenditures on
qualifying community-based mobile crisis intervention services for the first 12 fiscal quarters within the five-year
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period during which a state meets the conditions outlined in statue. A subsequent Behavioral Health Information
Notice was released June 19, 2023, BHIN 23-025, superseding BHIN 22-064, revising some of the guidance and
timelines.

The release of the BHINs was well timed, as during the period of release, Kings County Behavioral Health was
conducting a community-wide planning effort for the purposes of best understanding the need and ability to
mobilize psychiatric crisis services to the County of Kings. Community-wide planning efforts were being assessed
by the department utilizing awarded grant funding, and the timeline for obtaining and utilizing the grant funding
has been a multi-year endeavor. In fiscal year (FY) 2021/2022, Kings County Behavioral Health applied for and
was awarded the planning grant, planning efforts were conducted in FY 2022/2023, and in the upcoming FY
2023/2024 the department will draw down this funding to support some of the infrastructure costs for the
mobilization of psychiatric crisis services.

This study session presentation summarizes the mobile crisis planning effort results, the new community-based
mobile crisis intervention services benefit requirement, and the next steps in mobilizing psychiatric crisis service
throughout the County.

SUBJECT: STUDY SESSION ON KINGS COUNTY HOMEKEY PROJECTS
SUMMARY':

Overview:

This study session is to provide the Board of Supervisors updates on the two Homekey projects
administered through the Human Services Agency (HSA), in partnership with Cornerstone Community
Alcohol and Other Drug Recovery System Incorporated (Cornerstone) and Kings Tulare Homeless
Alliance (KTHA).

Recommendation:
Receive updates on Homekey Projects.

Fiscal Impact:
There is no direct fiscal impact associated with acceptance of the presentation.

BACKGROUND:

In August of 2020, HSA collaborated with two community-based organizations (KTHA and Cornerstone) and
applied for two Homekey projects that, when completed, will result in permanent housing units that will serve
individuals with income limits of up to 30% of the average median income (AMI) for Kings County. The two
projects will result in 46 permanent housing units (22 studio apartments and 24 two-bedroom manufactured
homes) accommodating approximately 70 individuals.

Project Homekey: Kings Triangle Courtyard

The first low-income permanent housing project is Triangle Courtyard. HSA submitted a joint application with
Cornerstone and was awarded Homekey grant #0047, authorized by Assembly Bill 83. The $4.3 million award
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allowed for site development of undeveloped land donated by Cornerstone on 11360 10th Avenue, acquisition
and installation of 24 two-bedroom factory built manufactured homes. The housing units are to be owned and
operated by Cornerstone as permanent affordable housing for Kings County. Future residents must have income
under 30% of the Area’s Median Income (1 person $17,350 annually).

Kings County selected Green Galaxy Builders (GGB) as the successful bidder and entered into an agreement for
complete design-build services on December 15, 2020, for a not-to-exceed price of $4,838,251. This project
required land development (bringing water, sewer and electricity to the site) as well as purchase and installation
on permanent foundations of 24 manufactured homes. The underground site development portion of this project
and the delivery of 20 of the 24 manufactured homes was completed by the original contractor.

However, GGB significantly delayed completion of the full project, refused to submit a performance bond, and
indicated that it would not complete the remaining work due to cost increases. Despite several concessions that
HSA was willing to make (which included, but were not limited to, time extensions, reduction of units from 24
to 20, and increasing the contract amount), ultimately GGB refused to sign a change order or complete its
contractual obligations.

Initially, Cornerstone was willing to fund an increase in the price of the contract with GGB. However, given
GGB?’s significant delays and refusal to agree to a change order, Cornerstone was no longer willing to contribute
additional funding to the GGB contract. Cornerstone was, however, willing to takeover responsibility from the
County to complete the remainder of the project as well as the financial responsibility to complete the remaining
work needed to obtain occupancy permits by March 31, 2023. As a result, on October 11, 2022, the agreement
with GGB was terminated and a takeover agreement with Cornerstone was approved by the Kings County Board
of Supervisors.

Cornerstone selected PreFab Innovations (PreFab) as the contractor for the remaining work on the 20 homes on
site, as well as the additional four Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) units that GGB had failed to provide.
As PreFab began the work in November 2022, they identified a number of problems with the work completed by
GGB. This required work to be redone, increased expenses, and created some delays. They were able to complete
most of the interior correction work, correct the improper installation of the foundational piers on all 20 units,
and dig the electrical trenches; however, the winter storms caused significant damage to the trench work and the
trenches required repair which was completed in April/May 2023.

Cornerstone is indicating that there is currently a budget shortfall of approximately $580,934 that is delaying
completion of the 20 units that are on site and an additional $580,000 for the completion of the four ADA units.
This is primarily due to three factors: 1) increased expenses due to repairing work improperly done by GGB, 2)
damage due to the winter storms and 3) the fact that GGB has refused to return approximately $521,772 in funds
advanced under their contract but not yet expended. Cornerstone intends to pursue recoupment of these funds
from GGB once the project is complete.

This project has not received any additional funds beyond the original investment of the Project Homekey Grant
and required match funds totaling approximately $4.8 million. HSA is working closely with Cornerstone on
strategies to obtain additional funding so the project can be completed prior to the end of the 2023 calendar year.
Once funding is obtained, PreFab estimates that they will need approximately seven to eight weeks to complete
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the remaining work on the project. Housing and Community Development (HCD) has worked with the County
to extend the deadline to December 31, 2023, for this project to remain in good standing despite the project
delivery delays.

Project Homekey: Sunrise Apartments Conversion

The second project is the conversion of the Stardust Motel to the Sunrise Apartments. HSA submitted a joint
application with KTHA and was awarded Homekey grant #0031, authorized by Assembly Bill 83. The $2.7
million award allowed for the purchase and acquisition of the Stardust Motel, 1,100 sq ft. management office,
and two vacant lots. The proposal included immediate use of the motel as a Project RoomKey (PRK) site to
provide shelter throughout the Coronavirus Disease 2019 (COVID) pandemic. This was followed by conversion
of each room into 23 studio apartments (including one manager’s unit) that will then operate as permanent
affordable housing. Future residents must have income under 30% of the Area’s Median Income (1 person
$17,350 annually).

The Homekey Standard Agreement allows for up to 10 years for this conversion to occur; however, in the
application, the Department’s expectation was that this conversion could be accomplished within five years. The
Standard Agreement was signed in December of 2020. The Department separated the conversion into two phases.
Phase | renovations included accessibility upgrades (ADA compliance), environmental abatement, remodeling
the property management office and manager’s unit, and began the conversion of six rooms, and some outdoor
repairs and renovations. Phase | was completed in 2021.

Phase Il includes the full electrical upgrade and the conversion of the balance of the rooms and kitchen installation.
Phase Il activities could not begin until the full funding for the remainder of the project was obtained. The
additional funds were provided from a variety of sources including KTHA, City of Hanford, Housing and
Community Development, Calviva, Anthem Blue Cross, and Kings County. Kings County dedicated Permanent
Local Housing Allocation (PLHA) funds in the amount of $717,853 and Homeless Housing, Assistance and
Prevention (HHAP) funds from round 1, 2 and 3 in the total amount of $746,786 to this project. Full funding was
obtained at the end of 2022. In December 2022/January 2023, the PRK residents were relocated off-site in
preparation for the start of Phase II.

Currently, all the units at Sunrise are entirely cleared out and abated. All of the rooms that were not previously
renovated are exposed, getting joists replaced as needed, and fire sprinkler systems are being installed. They are
also working on the plumbing in the floor of each unit and replacing many of the old and damaged pipes. This
project is in good standing and ahead of schedule with an anticipated completion date of April 2024.

* GGB refused to return advance funds of approximately
$520,000 for work not completed

* Per Cornerstone, there is approximately 7-8 weeks worth of work to
complete the project.

* Cornerstone and HSA continue to work closely to find additional
financial resources to close the funding shortfall.

* HCD has worked with the county to extend the deadline to December
31, 2023.
