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PURCHASE OF RACKA RGC1 GOLF/UTILITY CART FOR COUNTY MAIL DELIVERY
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The Purchasing Division has relocated to Building 24, across Forum and East Drives in the Records office and
warehouse. The geography has drastically changed the current delivery model. The new mode of delivery calls
for the mail to be transported from Building 24 to the County campus. Since there will be much exposure to the
weather elements and the parking lots and surrounding grounds are uneven in places, as opposed to smooth
concrete walkways on the County campus corridors, it is believed that the current mode of transportation, a
pushcart, is highly inadequate. It is important to keep the mail delivery out of the weather elements as much as
possible and to reduce the risk to County personnel to exposure to the elements and the uneven ground in
delivery.

The 2024 Racka RGC1 golf/utility cart will satisfy both the roles of transportation of mail and also the delivery
of it to each department.

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consultants to social workers and probation officers for the medical needs of the child. Duties include monitoring
and oversight of psychotropic medication for foster care children and children in group homes. There is additional
funding this year for the administration of HCPCFC as a standalone program.

The department was provided with the annual funding allocation notice by the Department of Health Care
Services (DHCS) on July 15, 2024, which was later revised and resubmitted to KCDPH on August 20, 2024. This
caused delays in preparing the Plan and Budget for review and approval. The Chair of the Board of Supervisors

On July 16, 2024, the Board approved an agreement with Granite Construction Company for the
construction of the Avenal Cutoff Phase I project. The project consisted of the full road reconstruction
of approximately 4.5 miles along the Avenal Cutoff Road from State Route (SR) 198 to approximately
26" Avenue alignment. Pursuant to the agreement with Granite Construction Company, a Notice of
Completion must be filed to provide notice to interested parties that the work has been completed.

Recommendation:
Approve the Notice of Completion for the Avenal Cutoff Roadway Improvements Phase 1 to
provide notice to interested parties that the work has been completed.

Fiscal Impact:

The project will not impact the General Fund. Funds for the project were provided through Senate Bill
(SB)-1 and the County’s Road Fund. The total for the project was $5,176,437 including change orders.
Funds for the project are shown in the Fiscal Year 2024-25 Adopted Budget in Budget Unit 311000.

BACKGROUND:

SB-1 was a transportation investment to rebuild California by providing funding to repair streets, highways, and
bridges in communities across the State. Kings County has received a significant influx of new revenue to
invest in the local road system from SB-1, which was enacted on April 28, 2017. This measure was in response
to California’s significant funding shortfall to maintain the State’s multimodal transportation network. SB-1
provides for inflationary adjustments so that the purchasing power of the revenue does not diminish as it has in

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the past. The bill prioritizes funding towards maintenance, rehabilitation, and safety improvements on State
highways, local streets and roads, and bridges to improve trade corridors, transit, and active transportation
facilities. Other eligible uses include traffic signals and drainage improvements. County roads will also be
eligible to compete for additional funding for active transportation and congested corridor projects.

This project consisted of the phase I reconstruction of the Avenal Cutoff Road using Full-Depth Reclamation
with Cement (FDR-C) and new asphaltic surface. The project reconstructed approximately 4.5 miles from the
north side of SR 198 south to approximately 26 Avenue alignment. During the project, changes in scope and
project conditions resulted in change order no. 1. These changes were additional cement quantities due to higher
unit weight of the onsite soils and the asphalt replacement of the Avenal Cutoff and SR 198 interchange. The
department allocated a total of $490,855 to change order no. 1. However, allowing the full closure of the
interchange by the department and Caltrans, the County saved a total of $38,000 in change order no. 1.

During construction the department allowed a full road closure which commenced on August 19, 2024, and
continued until October 18, 2024, for a total road closure of two months. It should be noted that originally the
project was scheduled to be completed by November 8, 2024. Furthermore, actual asphalt quantities used for
the project were lower than originally estimated and thus, resulted in additional project savings.

The department intends to advertise and commence construction of the Avenal Cutoff Phase II project in the
middle of 2025.

Overview:

The California Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) is requesting that the County of Kings approve
a Temporary Entry Permit (TEP) to conduct nutria control on County lands. Nutria is an invasive animal
species that poses a threat to California lands and environment. Nutria are found near permanent water
sources, such as rivers and wetlands, and can cause extensive damage to levees, local vegetation, and
agricultural crops. Nutria control includes surveying, data collection, trapping, and removal of nutria
animals from the properties. This includes the use of game cameras, detection platforms, detection dogs,
and legal trapping and removal methods.

Recommendation:
Approve the Temporary Entry Permit with the California Department of Fish and Wildlife to
provide nutria control on County lands effective December 3, 2024 through December 31, 2029.

Fiscal Impact:

There is no cost known at this time. CDFW is fully responsible for the costs associated with nutria
control. Potential incidental costs may result from the County needing to support CDWF in accessing
County lands identified in the permit. CDFW shall repair or pay for reasonable damages proximately
caused by its actions.

BACKGROUND:

In 1899 nutria (Myocastor coypus), also know as coypu, were introduced into the United States from South
America for their mink-like fur. When the fur market collapsed in the 1940’s, many nutrias were released from
captivity. Many more were released through projects to control aquatic vegetation. Nutria are found in rivers,
streams, lakes, ponds, and wetlands — and in both freshwater and brackish coastal water areas. They can cause
damage by burrowing into levee banks and other water retention structures.

Nutria can consume up to 25% of their body weight in above-ground and below-ground vegetation, but waste
and destroy up to 10 times that much, wrecking havoc on native vegetation and soil structure. Besides causing
damage to nearby agricultural crops, nutria also are hosts for various diseases that can threaten humans,
livestock, and pets. Additionally, they also carry tapeworms, a nematode that causes a rash known as “nutria
itch”, and blood and liver flukes that can contaminate water supplies.

The subsequent environmental and economical impacts from this species led to an eradication effort in
California, which was achieved by 1978. In March 2017, a female nutria pregnant with seven young was
captured in a wetland in Merced County. Nutria can produce their first litter by 8 months of age and can
produce 2-3 litters annually, with as many as 9 per litter. To date, CDFW surveys have discovered nutria in over
1,000 sites, including within the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta and in ponds and sloughs along the Merced and
San Joaquin Rivers. Over 4,800 nutrias have been taken, with additional animals confirmed, in Solano, Contra
Costa, Sacramento, San Joaquin, Stanislaus, Merced, Mariposa, Fresno, and Madera counties. For a map of
locations, visit: wildlife.ca.gov/nutria.

The Kings County Ag Commissioner Office has confirmed that as of November 15, 2024, there have been no
positive sightings of nutria in Kings County. Possible sightings have been reported, which were later confirmed
to be other rodents, such as muskrats.

Nutria is often confused with beavers, muskrats, otters, and other rodents, but can be distinguished by the shape
and size of their tails. Additionally, nutria have:
e White whiskers
e Round, rat-like tails
e Dark black ears with lighter-colored fur below
e Large blocky head, often with orange teeth
Body length up to 24 inches
Weighs up to 22 pounds
e Partially webbed hind feet

The full geographic extent of this infestation must be determined in order to eradicate the population. Nutria,
which disperse up to 50 miles from their colonies, have been detected in the major watershed(s) near County
property, which has been identified as containing or being adjacent to suitable habitat.

Permission is hereby given to the California Department of Fish and Wildlife (hereinafter
‘the Department”), including its employees and volunteers, to enter, with all equipment
deemed necessary by, upon that real property described above (hereinafter “Property”),
owned or leased by the undersigned (hereinafter “Owner”), subject to the following

provisions:

1. This TEP shall limit the Department to reasonable access to the Property for the
purpose of accessing aquatic, wetland, or riparian habitats within or adjacent to
the Property, to conduct the following activities:

KEEP FOR YOUR RECORDS




a. Surveying for the presence of invasive nutria (Myocastor coypus) and where
detected, trapping, removing, and/or dispatching nutria to the point of
eradication through all legal means of take agreed to by the Owner, as
described in Paragraphs 1(b) and 8 below. ‘

b. Unless otherwise indicated by the Owner, the following methods will be used
to trap nutria, remove nutria from the property, and/or dispatch nutria:
e Body-gripping traps (aquatic set)
o Nutria scat detection dogs
e Cage and suitcase traps
e Shooting
e Snares
e Detection platforms
e Game cameras

Note: The nutria eradication project does NOT use poisons or pesticides to
control nutria populations.

c. Surveying and trapping will be performed by one to six person crews walking,
wading, and/or boating, and may include the use of nutria-scat-detection
dogs.

d. Data collected during these surveys is restricted to that which is necessary for
detecting the presence of nutria and determining the population status of
nutria.

2. The Department shall act reasonably to avoid damage to persons or property, and
shall repair or pay for reasonable damages proximately caused by its actions.

3. To the extent provided by law, including but not limited to the California Tort Claims
Act (Government Code §810 ef seq.), the Department shall be liable for any injury
to persons or property arising from any negligent acts or omissions of its
employees, agents or representatives. This provision does not affect any potential
Department liability based on contract or the right of the Owner to obtain relief
other than money or damages.

4. To the extent provided by law, including but not limited to Government Code
§14662.5, the Department agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the Owner and
agrees to repair or pay for any damage proximately caused by reason of the uses
authorized by this right of entry agreement.
