Kings County
Grievance Procedure under ADA or

This grievance procedure is established to meet the requirements of the Americans with
Disabilities Act of 1990 ("ADA"), the Americans with Disabilities Amendments Act (ADAAA)
and California State law. Except as otherwise indicated, it may be used by anyone wishing to
file a complaint alleging discrimination on the basis of disability in the provision of services,
activities, programs or benefits by Kings County. The procedure should also be used to address
all complaints regarding barriers to physical access to any County ,facility.
NOTE: Discrimination complaints by applicants for, and recipients of, public benefits
administered by the County are handled by the Human Services Agency, pursuant to state law
and the Human Services Agency's Administrative Policy and Procedure No. 23. Notice of this
fact is provided to all applicants and recipients. For more information, please contact the
Program Manager/Civil Rights Coordinator for the Human Services Agency at (559) 852-2201.
If you submit a complaint to the ADA Coordinator that should be directed to the Human
Services Agency, your complaint will be forwarded to the Human Services Agency, and will be
deemed received by the Human Services Agency upon actual receipt by it for purposes of the
filing and response deadlines stated in Policy and Procedure No. 23. Please also note that the
County's Personnel Rules govern employment related complaints of disability discrimination.
Please refer to sections 10200 to 10250 of the Personnel Rules regarding the County's
grievance procedure, as well as Chapter 14 of the Personnel Rules regarding discrimination
complaints. The process described in either part may be relied upon to make a complaint of
disability discrimination.
A complaint using this procedure should be in writing and should contain information about
the alleged discrimination such as name, address, and phone number of the complainant and
location, date and a description of the problem(s). If you are viewing these instructions online
at the County's website, please find the form for making a complaint below. Copies of the
complaint form are also available from the Public Works Department or County Administration
Office, County Government Center, 1400 West Lacey, Hanford, CA 93230.

The budget for this agreement includes front-loaded expenses, such as software purchases, to ensure services are
effectively launched with the necessary infrastructure in place. This proactive financial planning establishes a
strong foundation to support the agreement's long-term success. Additionally, it minimizes potential delays or
disruptions, enabling a seamless and efficient program rollout aligned with the department's strategic objectives.

This agreement has been reviewed and approved by County Counsel as to form and by Risk for compliance with
safety and liability standards.

BACKGROUND:

On June 21, 2022, the Board of Supervisors adopted Ordinance No. 702 approving a Military Equipment Use
Policy pursuant to Assembly Bill 481 (AB 481). In accordance with AB 481 and the Policy, a military
equipment report must be submitted to the Board of Supervisors annually for each type of military equipment
approved within one year of approval and annually thereafter for as long as the military equipment is available
for use. AB 481 also requires law enforcement agencies to submit to the Board of Supervisors an annual
military equipment report on the use of the equipment, any complaint(s), or concern(s) regarding the use of the
equipment, results of any internal audits on the use of the equipment, the annual costs for the equipment, the
quantity possessed by the agency and the intention to purchase additional equipment in the following year.

ANNUAL MILITARY EQUIPMENT REPORT
DATED DECEMBER 17, 2024

. MILITARY EQUIPMENT INVENTORY

The Kings County Sheriff's Office (the “Department”) utilizes the equipment listed below for law enforcement
purposes only, in a manner that is consistent with the equipment’s description and purpose. The Department’s
use complies with state and federal law, including any licensing or certification requirements, and County and
Department policies and procedures. All equipment is used in a manner that protects public and officer safety and
the community’s civil rights and civil liberties, with the goal of minimizing injury to persons and property, including
when exigent circumstances arise that may require a related use not explicitly described below. Deployments are
relegated to those who have completed requisite training or qualification, including that from the Department and
the Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training (POST).

1. Unmanned Aircraft System (UAS): An unmanned aircraft along with the associated equipment
necessary to control it remotely.

a. Description, guantity, capabilities, and purchase cost of current UAS:

i. DJI Phantom 4 Pro Drone/UAS, cost $1499 each, quantity: 1. Weighing approximately
1375 grams and is capable of recording audio and video, with approximately 30
minutes of flight time.

ii. DJI Spark Fly More Drone/UAS, cost $569 each, quantity 1. Weighing 95 g and is
capable of recording audio and video, with approximately 30 minutes of flight time.

ii. DJI MAVIC ENTERPRISE DUALS, cost: $5,500 each, quantity: 2. UAS that has a
color and inferred camera as well as audible speaker and light. Capable of video
recording and weighs 899 grams, approx. 30 minutes of flighttime.

iv. DJI T Mavic 2 ZoomDrone/UAS, cost: $1,829 each, quantity: 2. Weight 905 grams
and is capable of recording audio and video, with approximately 30 minutes of
flight time.

v. DJI MAVIC PRO, cost: $1500, quantity: 1. UAS that weighs approx. 1.5 pounds, 25
min flight time and a single-color camera with recording capabilities.

vi. DJI Air2 Drone/UAS, Cost $799 with smart controller $749.00 Quantity 1. Weighing
approximately 570 grams is capable of recording audio and video, with
approximately 30 minutes of flight time. This drone is also outfitted with propeller
guards and is capable of flight indoors.

b. Purpose
To be deployed when its view would assist officers or incident commanders with the

following situations, which include but are not limited to:
I. major collision investigations.
ii. search for missing persons.
iii. natural disaster management.
iv. crime scene photography.
v. SWAT, tactical or other public safety and life preservation missions.
vi. Inresponse to specific requests from local, state, or federal fire authorities for fire
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response and/or prevention.

c. Authorized Use

Only assigned operators who have completed the required training shall be permitted to
operate the DJI Mavic Mini during approved missions.

d. Expected Life Span
All UAS equipment, 3-5 years.

e. Fiscal Impact
Annual maintenance and battery replacement cost is approximately $4,000.

f. Training
All Department UAS operators are licensed by the Federal Aviation Administration for UAS
operation. In addition, each operator must attend a 40-hour department training and ongoing
quarterly training.

g. Legal and Procedural Rules
Use is established under General Order 525.09, FAA Regulation 14 CFR Part 107, and the
Kings County Sheriff's Office UAS policy. It is the policy of the KCSO to utilize UAS only for
official law enforcement purposes, and in a manner that respects the privacy of our community,
pursuant to State and Federal law.

2. Robots: Unmanned machine operating on the ground utilized to enhance the safety to the
community and officers.

a. Description, quantity, capabilities, and purchase cost
i. Avatar Micro 2010 Robot, cost: $15,525 each, quantity: 1. The AVATAR Micro is a
rugged, easy-to-use tactical robot that enhances the capabilities of law enforcement
and first-responders by allowing them to safely and quickly inspect dangerous
situations. The AVATAR Micro also offers multiple communications options.

b. Purpose
To be used to remotely gain visual/audio data, deliver HNT phone, open doors, disrupt

packages, and clear buildings.

c. Authorized Use
Only assigned operators who have completed the required training shall be permitted to
operate the robots identified at sections 2(a)(i). Use is established by the Tactical
Commander and or Incident Commander.

d. Expected Life Span
All robots, 8-10 years.

e. Fiscal Impact
Annual maintenance and battery replacement cost is approximately $2,000.
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f.  Training
All robot operators must complete a basic operator class to operate the robot(s)
identified at sections 2(a)(i).

g. Legal and Procedural Rules
It is the policy of the KCSO to utilize a robot only for official law enforcement purposes, and
in a manner that respects the privacy of our community, pursuant to State and Federal law.

3. Armored Vehicles: Commercially produced wheeled armored personnel vehicle utilized for law
enforcement purposes.

a. Description, quantity, capabilities, and purchase cost
i. LENCO BEARCAT, G2, cost: $303,832.00, quantity: 1. (desired quantity 2). The Lenco
Bearcat, G2, is an armored vehicle that seats 10-12 personnel with open floor plan that
allows for rescue of down personnel. It can stop various projectiles, which provides
greater safety to citizens and officers beyond the protection level of shield and personal
bodyarmor.

b. Purpose
To be used in response to critical incidents to enhance officer and community safety,
improve scene containment and stabilization, and assist in resolving critical incidents.

c. Authorized Use
The use of armored vehicles shall only be authorized by a watch commander or SWAT
commander, based on the specific circumstances of a given critical incident. Armored vehicles
shall be used only by officers trained in their deployment and in a manner consistent with
Department policy and training.

d. Lifespan
Lenco Bearcat models G2, 25 years.

e. Fiscal Impact
Annual maintenance cost of approximately $10,000.

f. Training
All driver/operators shall attend formalized instruction and be trained in vehicle operations
and practical driving instruction.

g. Legal and Procedural Rules
Use is established under General Order 580.18. It is the policy of the Department to utilize
armored vehicles only for official law enforcement purposes, and pursuant to State and
Federal law.

4. Mobile Incident Command Vehicle (Mobile Command Center - MCC): A mobile office that
provides shelter, access to Sheriff’'s Office computer systems, incident interview room, and restroom
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facilities on extended events.

a. Description, guantity, capabilities, and purchase cost
22’ walk-in Van (F59 chassis) (custom built) Ford vehicle, cost: $265,000.00 quantity: 1.
The MCC can also be utilized for SWAT/CRT and other critical incidents, preplanned large
events, searching for missing persons, natural disasters, and community events.

b. Purpose
To be used based on the specific circumstances of a given critical incident, large event,
natural disaster or community event that is taking place.

c. Authorized Use
The MCC shall be used by Deputies/Officers trained in their deployment and in a manner
consistent with Department policy and training. Furthermore, only Deputies/Officers who
are properly licensed and have completed a driver’s training program will be allowed to
drive the MCC.

d. Lifespan
The MCC, 20-year lifespan on chassis and vehicle structure. Upgrades needed in 7 years
to maintain IT systems.

e. Fiscal Impact
Annual maintenance cost is approximately $2,000.

f. Training
The driver/operator shall receive training in the safe handling of the vehicle on a closed
training course. Once the operator has shown competence in vehicle handling, the
driver/operator will drive the vehicle throughout the city with an experienced driver.

g. Legal and Procedural Rules

It is the policy of the Department to use the MCC only for official law enforcement purposes,
and in accordance with California State law regarding the operation of motor vehicles.

h. Training
Once completing a closed training course, the operator will drive the vehicle with an
experienced driver.

i. Leqgal Procedural Rules

Use shall be in accordance with California State law regarding the operation of motor
vehicles.
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5. 40 MM and 37 MM Launchers and Rounds: 40MM and 37MM Launchers are utilized by
department personnel as a less lethal tool to launch impact rounds.

a. Description, quantity, capabilities, and purchase cost:

i. DEFENSE TECHNOLOGY, 40MM SINGLE SHOT LAUNCHER, cost: $1000, quantity:
2. (desired quantity 4). The 40MM Single Launcher is a tactical single shot launcher
that features an expandable ROGERS Super Stoc and an adjustable Integrated Front
Grip (IFG) with light rail. It will fire standard 40mm less lethal ammunition, up to 4.8
inches in cartridge length. It will launch a 40MM less lethal round up to 131 feet and is
only authorized to be used by SWAT personnel.

Thus, the Department seeks the Board of Supervisors’
acquisition approval to make further purchases or in-kind replacements when stock of approved military
equipment has reached significantly low levels, has been exhausted, has completed the viable life cycle,
or has been rendered unusable. The Department also seeks the Board of Supervisors’ approval to
receive equipment having no initial cost to the Department, such as that which is acquired as a result of a
court order or is gifted.

The Kings County Sheriff's Office has no reportable instances of confirmed non-compliance with its
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Military Equipment Use Policy to report to the Board of Supervisors.

IV.  JUSTIFICATION

Overview:
The Kings County Sheriff's Office requests approval of an agreement with Motorola Solutions, Inc. for
geographic information system services.

Recommendation:

Fiscal Impact:

The cost for this agreement is $115,391 paid over the five-year term, with an annual payment made for
each year in the amount of $23,078. The first year of the agreement was included in the Fiscal Year
2024-25 Adopted Budget in Radio Communications’ Budget Unit 220600, and subsequent years will be
included in the annual requested budget. There is no increase in the current year budget for this project.

BACKGROUND:

The Kings County Sheriff’s Office uses Spillman for law enforcement services software. November 1, 2023,
the Kings County Sheriff’s Office submitted a purchase order for quarterly services with Motorola for
Geographic Information System (GIS) technology. The GIS technology works with the Spillman public safety
system. It allows public safety agencies to conveniently capture addresses and plot jurisdictional data. With the
GIS offerings, agency personnel can quickly and accurately identify correct addresses, detect duplicate calls,
map address points, and conduct location-based searches. The current quarterly services will end December 31,
2024. The Kings County Sheriff’s Office would now like to enter into a 5-year agreement for the GIS service.

Fiscal Impact:

The estimated cost of the helicopter helmets, helmet night vision goggle mounts, aviation radio, aircraft
headsets, and the night vision goggle training required by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) is
$23,500. These purchases would be made from the Kings County Sheriff’s Office Operations Budget
Unit 222000 and will be funded via General Fund Contingencies.

BACKGROUND:

The Kings County Sheriff's Office Air Support Unit utilizes helmets and night vision goggles (NVG's) when
operating the helicopter for crew safety. The NVG mounts allow the helicopter crew to attach the NVG to the
helmet (each are a separate item and made by a different manufacturer). The (2) helmets and (2) NVG mounts
are sole source items and specifically manufactured by one company. The FAA NVG training course is

required by law. The (4) Bose A30 headsets are used by the airplane crew which allows the crew to
communicate with the air traffic controller. The Bendix King KX200 is an aviation radio installed in the
helicopter to allow the crew to communicate with air traffic controllers and other aircraft during flight. The
Kings County Sheriff’s Office received three quotes for the Bendix King KX200 radio and the Bose A30
headsets.

On October 29, 2024, at the regularly scheduled Board of Supervisors meeting, the Board members directed
Sheriff staff to complete the purchase of helicopter safety equipment at the request of Sheriff Robinson. Three
of five items being requested do meet the capital asset threshold of $5,000 which requires Board of Supervisors
approval to purchase. This agenda item is a follow-up to the original agenda item presented by Administration
to adopt the budget changes and request the permission to purchase all requested equipment and training.

The capital assets are the (2) helicopter helmets outfitted with night vision goggle mounts, estimated at $5,500
each and the aviation radio estimated at $6,500, for a total of $17,500 in capital asset purchases. The (2) aircraft
headsets are estimated at $1,500 each for a total of $3,000. Lastly, the night vision goggle training that is
required by the FAA and would be given to the Sheriff’s Office Air Support Unit members is estimated to cost
$3,000.

CalPFA was created by Kings County and the Housing
Authority of Kings County, California. CalPFA is empowered to promote economic, cultural, and community
development opportunities that create temporary and permanent jobs, affordable housing, community
infrastructure, and improve the overall quality of life in local communities.

The Kings County Deferred Compensation Oversight Committee administers the Kings County
Deferred Compensation Plan and contracts through the Board with consultants to assist with
administration of the Plan.

Recommendation:

Approve the first Amendment for a three-year contract extension with NFP Retirement, Inc. for
administrative services for the County’s Deferred Compensation Plan effective January 1, 2025
through December 31, 2027.

Fiscal Impact:

The County is authorized to implement a Deferred Compensation Plan pursuant to the Internal Revenue Code
and has instituted a 457 Plan for its employees. The County has contracted with NFP Retirement, Inc. (NFP),
formerly known as SST Benefits Consulting since October 2001 for the purpose of providing consulting
services to the Committee. NFP assists with the administration of the Plan, including, but not limited to,
investment options, investment performance evaluation, request for proposals from third-party plan providers,
and other matters related to the Plan.

On January 1, 2019, the Board approved a contract between the County and NFP. The Committee was informed
during a meeting held on March 11, 2024, that the County’s agreement with NFP is set to expire on December
31, 2024. The agreement may be extended for an additional three-year term upon recommendation of the
Committee to the Board. The Committee recommended that Human Resources bring this agreement to the
Board to extend the contract for an additional three-year term, which would end on December 31, 2027.

Overview:

The Salary Resolution is updated periodically to reflect the negotiated Memorandum of Understanding
(MOU) agreements with bargaining units, classification and compensation changes, and the addition and
deletion of positions. This update will include recommendations related to Senate Bill 525 (SB525) and
the California minimum wage increase, which go into effect January 1, 2025.

Recommendation:

a. Approve the salary recommendations for Account Clerk I, Animal Shelter Technician
Trainee, Central Services Operator I, Community Health Assistant I, Legal Clerk I,
Library Assistant I, Nutrition Assistant I, and Office Assistant I to increase the salary
range to Range 157.0 effective December 23, 2024 (Pay Period 01-2025) in accordance with
the California minimum wage increase;

b. Approve the salary adjustment for Peer Support Specialist and set the salary at Range
165.5 ($3,120-$3,806 monthly) effective December 23, 2024 (Pay Period 01-2025) in
accordance with Senate Bill 525;

c. Approve the job specification of Medical Office Receptionist and set the salary at Range
165.5 ($3,120-$3,806 monthly) effective December 23, 2024 (Pay Period 01-2025) in
accordance with Senate Bill 525;

d. Approve the revised and consolidated job specification of Medical Assistant and set the
salary at Range 175.5 ($3,446-$4,205 monthly) effective December 23, 2024 (Pay Period 01-
2025) in accordance with Senate Bill 525;

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Fiscal Impact:
The cost to implement the salary resolution changes is approximately $44,171 for minimum wage
impacts and $11,076 for SB 525 impacts for the remainder of the fiscal year.

BACKGROUND:

The Salary Resolution was recently approved by the Board on December 3, 2024, to reflect negotiated MOU
agreements with various bargaining units, classification and compensation changes, the addition and deletion of
positions, and the cost-of-living increase and benefit changes for all unrepresented management. The purpose of
this Salary Resolution update is to address the legislative impacts of both the California minimum wage
increases and SB 525.

Effective January 1, 2025, California minimum wage is increasing from $16.00 to $16.50 per hour
(approximately 3% increase). The following classifications are currently below the minimum wage requirement
and are recommended to be modified to be compliant.

Also, effective January 1, 2025, SB 525 establishes a new minimum wage for “covered health care employees”
working for the County. This legislation impacts the Public Health and Behavioral Health Departments,
specifically applying to employees who provide patient care, health care services, or support services related to
health care delivery.

In response to this new law, and in collaboration with County Counsel and the affected departments, a new job
specification for the Medical Office Receptionist position was created. This role is for employees working in
the front office of the clinics, performing a range of general and medical clerical and administrative tasks to
support clinic operations. Additionally, the Medical Assistant I/Il position was consolidated into a single
classification of Medical Assistant for employees who are performing routine health service procedures and
medical tasks in support of the clinics. To qualify, candidates must hold a valid Medical Assistant certificate
from a California-approved training program, along with current First Aid training and Cardiopulmonary
Resuscitation (CPR) certifications for adult, children, and infants, which must be maintained throughout
employment. The job specifications are attached and have been shared with the Union.

SUMMARY:
Overview:

In 2022 Governor Newsom signed Senate Bill 1338 into law, creating the Community Assistance,
Recovery, and Empowerment (CARE) Court Program. Kings County’s CARE Court Program was fully
implemented on December 1, 2024, through the primary support of the Kings County Superior Court
and Behavioral Health Department, with additional support from Administration. On November 26,
2024, the Board of Supervisors approved a $60,000 funding agreement with the State Bar of California
(State Bar) for the County to provide legal counsel for representation in CARE Act proceedings, matters
related to CARE agreements, and CARE plans.

Recommendation:
Adopt a Resolution to create a Community Assistance, Recovery, and Empowerment Court
defense fee schedule.

Fiscal Impact:

As part of a funding agreement with the State Bar, the County will receive $60,000, expected to be
received by the end of the calendar year. As a recipient of these funds, the County must be available to
be appointed to represent respondents in CARE Act proceedings in the County of Kings for the period
of October 1, 2024, to January 1, 2026. The County does not have a public defender’s office, rather, the
Administration Department serves as the equivalent entity, funding public defender services on behalf of
the County by contracting with licensed, qualified attorneys. The County will use the funds to provide
legal services to CARE respondents in accordance with state law and the terms of the agreement.

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With the implementation of CARE Court, and once these funds extinguish, the County would likely
incur expenses based on the number of residents appointed a public defender for the CARE Court
Program.

BACKGROUND:

Pursuant to the Trail Court Funding Act, indigent defense services were designated as a county function in the
state of California. Of the fifty-eight (58) counties in California, thirty-three (33) maintain public defender’s
offices. Kings County is one of the twenty-five (25) that uses other methods to fulfill the requirement. The
County contracts with a panel of independent attorneys to provide indigent defense services.

Contracted attorneys have historically been paid a base amount for a specific contract type: Misdemeanor,
Juvenile Dependency/Delinquency/Lanterman-Petris-Short Act (LPS) Conservatorship, Felony, Conflict
Defender, and Prison. If an attorney was unable to provide defense services due to a conflict, another attorney
would need to be brought in for appointment on the case. CARE Act proceedings are non-criminal and a civil
process.

Considering the nature of CARE Act proceedings and responsibilities attorneys have for CARE clients,
Administration is recommending that the CARE Court Fee Schedule reflect a rate of $75 per hour, which is the

same rate for other case types listed above, with caps of $150 per hearing type.

A. Preparation and Initial Hearing: $75.00 per hour, not to exceed $150.00.

B. Preparation and Hearing on the Merits: $75.00 per hour, not to exceed
$150.00.

C. Preparation and Case Management Hearing: $75.00 each per hour, not to
exceed $150.00.

D. Preparation and Clinical Evaluation Hearing: $75.00 per hour, not to
exceed $150.00.

E. Preparation and Care Plan Review Hearing: $75.00 per hour, not to
exceed $150.00.

F. Preparation and Progress Review Hearing: $75.00 per hour, not to exceed
$150.00.

G. Preparation and Status Review Hearing: $75.00 per hour, not to exceed
$150.00.

H. Preparation and 1-Year Status Review Hearing: $75.00 per hour, not to
exceed $150.00.
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L. Preparation and Graduation Hearing: $75.00 per hour, not to exceed
$150.00.

CARE Act cases are unique to the individual, and depending on the progress of a participant in CARE
proceedings, they may or may not be participating in all the hearings listed above. Claims are to be submitted
within 30 days of specific milestones, as is done with criminal case claims, under Resolution No. 24-039.

This proposed resolution is retroactive because CARE Courts were launched on December 1, 2024. The County
has a retroactive agreement with the State Bar effective from July 1, 2024, through January 1, 2026, so that the
County could recuperate costs incurred during this period of time. Per the agreement, the funding period will
commence on October 1, 2024, and end on January 1, 2026. The County as a recipient of these funds, must be
available to be appointed to represent respondents in CARE Act proceedings in the County of Kings for the
period of October 1, 2024, to January 1, 2026. However, CARE courts will continue to be an expense the
County incurs past the funding period, and short of state funding, will become an unfunded mandate.

If approved by the Board, this schedule of fees is to take effect December 1, 2024, and will apply to all
appointments made on or after that date.

This fee schedule is designed to maximize utilization of the initial $60,000 funds the County received for CARE
Act proceedings, compensate contracted attorneys appropriately, as well as operate once funds are expended,

where then, the County will utilize indigent adult defense funds for CARE proceedings.

What is the role of the respondent’s
counsel?

The respondent’s counsel should represent them
for all purposes related to the CARE process. The
following duties may be included in their role:

* Helping respondent work with the county
behavioral health agency and respondent’s
supporter (as applicable) to get behavioral
health treatment.

* Representing respondent in any court
proceedings, which may include responding to
reports and testimony, presenting evidence,
calling witnesses, and filing court documents.

+ Advising respondent on the CARE process, on
CARE agreements and CARE plans, including
working with respondent, supporter (as
applicable), and the county behavioral health
agency.

* Appearing on respondent’s behalf in court (if
respondent chooses to not appear).

¥ Judicial Officers

Judicial Officers—also known as judges—in
the CARE process are responsible for making
sure that court proceedings are conducted in
a collaborative way. The goal is to encourage
participation and engagement from all
parties.

Throughout the CARE process, the judge has
the following responsibilities:

 Explain to respondents their rights at each
hearing.

 Set hearings and oversee court processes.
+ Determine eligibility.

* Appoint counsel for the respondent, at no
cost.

* Review documents, including the petition,
reports, the clinical evaluation, CARE
plans/agreements, and the graduation
plan.

» Evaluate what services were or were not
provided, and issue orders to support
respondent’s access to services, as
needed.

» Determine whether respondent should
graduate from the CARE process.

“Petitioner” refers to the person who files a
petition asking the court to consider if

someone (the “respondent”) is eligible for
CARE services and start the CARE process.

The petitioner may be either the county
behavioral health agency or other individuals
who know the respondent, such as a family
member, a roommate, or someone who has had
frequent recent contact with the respondent
(e.g., an outreach worker or a first responder).

WHEREAS, Sections 2-5 through 2-7 of the Kings County Code establish that the
position of County Counsel is appointed by the Board of Supervisors and the County Counsel
shall serve for four years from the time of her appointment and until a successor is appointed,
pursuant to Section 27641 of the Government Code; and

WHEREAS, the current County Counsel has notifed the Board of her intent to retire
with her last day being Friday, January 3, 2025; and

WHEREAS, the legal services needed by the County of Kings are specialized and
require specialized knowledge in a range of regulatory and legal matters that are particular to
the County; and

WHEREAS, the law firm of Lozano Smith has served as outside counsel to the County
and in that capacity has demonstrated its expertise and specialized range and knowledge in all
areas of legal and regulatory matters and experience that are needed by the County, the Board
of Supervisors, other County elected officials, and County departments so that the County is
fully able to fulfill its mission and accomplish its statutory and regulatory obligations with all
appropriate legal guidance, advice, and specialized knowledge; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors is authorized by Government Code sections
27640 and 27641 to appoint a County Counsel for a four (4) year term, or until a successor is
appointed.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED the Kings County Board of Supervisors
hereby proclaims, finds, determines, resolves, and orders that Kings County Board of
Supervisors that:

1. The recitals of this Resolution are true and correct and are hereby adopted as
the findings of the Board.

2. In accordance with Government Code sections 27640 and 27641, Laurie
Avedisian-Favini, is hereby appointed as the Kings County Counsel effective January 4, 2025.

3. The appointment of Laurie Avedisian-Favini is subject to the terms set forth in
the agreement for legal services between the County and Lozano Smith, LLP. The County
Counsel shall coordinate with the County Administrative Officer regarding staffing and the
appointment, to the extent necessary, of assistant and/or deputy county counsel in order to
discharge her obligations as the County Counsel. Services by the County Counsel and Lozano
Smith, LLP, shall be the capacity of an independent contractor and the Chief Administrative
Officer is authorized to take such additional actions as may be required to implement the



provisions of this Resolution.

4. Any residency requirement in the County of Kings for the County Counsel is
hereby waived pursuant to Government Code section 27641.1.
