SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
Under the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA),  a local area strategic plan is required to 
outline how individuals will access services through the America’s Job Center of California (AJCC) 
system. This plan is presented for approval to the Kings County Board of Supervisors as the Chief Local 
Elected Officials.  
 
Recommendation: 
Approve the Workforce Development Local Plan Year 2025-28 effective July 1, 2025 through June 
30, 2029. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no cost associated with the Local Plan. A local plan is a state required document to outline action 
items for workforce partners in the region and how constituents will access services.   
 
Advisory Board Statement: 
On April 17, 2025, the Kings County Workforce Development Board authorize the Chairperson to sign 
the Kings County Workforce Development Plan for 2025-28. It is the recommendation of the Kings 
County Workforce Development Board that the Plan be accepted and approved by the Kings County 
Board of Supervisors. 

 
BACKGROUND: 
WIOA requires that each local and regional workforce area create a strategic plan to serve in-demand industries, 
and participants with barriers to employment. In 2025, the Kings County Workforce Development Local Plan, as  
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well as the San Joaquin Valley and Associated Counties Regional Plan were drafted and put out for a 30-day 
public comment period. Kings County Job Training Office staff conducted a community engagement process 
consisting of public meetings, surveys, posting of the draft plans online, and reaching out to partners directly for 
updates on program services. Based upon input from the public, partners, and workforce data generated at the 
state and local level, the draft local plan was finalized in February of 2025.  
 
Pursuant to Workforce Services Directive 18-01, the Local Plan requires approval and signature from the Kings 
County Workforce Development Board Chair, and the Chair of the Kings County Board of Supervisors. As stated 
in the preceding section, the Kings County Workforce Development Board has approved the Local Plan and has 
made a recommendation for approval by the Kings County Board of Supervisors. The last Local Plan was 
approved by the Kings County Board of Supervisors on April 18, 2021.

SUBJECT:  DONATION AND DESIGN APPROVAL FOR ARTWORK INSTALLATION AT 

THE BEHAVIORAL REHABILITATION ACADEMY  
 
SUMMARY: 

 
Overview:  
The Kings County Probation Department is requesting approval to accept the donation of and the design 
of two large art pieces to be installed at the Behavioral Rehabilitation Academy – New Chance Hub 
(BRANCH) Juvenile Facility. The artwork will be commissioned off-site by the Urbanists Collective.  
Upon delivery, Kings County Public Works will unload and install the artwork. Both pieces will be 
made of wood, making it lightweight and easy to install. The first piece will consist of two 4 feet by 8 
feet panels, framed with 1.5 inch by 1.5 inch backing with the, “Embrace the rain, use it to Grow” 
design. This piece will be installed on the west wall of the Olive Dining Hall. The second piece will 
consist of two 3 feet by 8 feet panels, framed with 1.5 inch by 1.5 inch backing with the, “Create your 
future you” design.

The CalHOPE grant 
provides opportunities for building community resiliency in post-pandemic life, including providing safe spaces 
for students to thrive. CalHOPE partners with many universities and health care agencies throughout the state to 
deliver this mission. Fostering environments, such as a self-regulation room, and artwork promoting positive 
growth, allows youth to work through their challenges and navigate their unique circumstances. Kings County 
Office of Education and CalHOPE are thrilled to be able to offer these spaces to the Kings County Probation 
Department BRANCH Juvenile Facility in alignment with the larger mission of helping these young people to 
make positive changes and thrive.  

Pursuant to California Government Code 25355, the Board may accept or reject any gift in favor of the county. 
The artwork donation is subject to this section of state law, and thus requires explicit Board acceptance and 
approval before it can be received.

SUBJECT: PURCHASE OF ONE PORTABLE AIR CONDITIONER 
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
The Kings County Department of Public Health (KCDPH) Public Health Emergency Preparedness 
(PHEP) unit is requesting approval to purchase one portable air conditioner. This unit will provide critical 
cooling support for healthcare workers and community members during emergency response operations, 
particularly during periods of extreme heat. 

 
Recommendation: 

a. Approve the purchase of one portable air conditioner from Global Industrial; 
b. Adopt the budget change. (4/5 vote required) 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no fiscal impact to the County General Fund. The recommended action will reallocate existing 
unused appropriations of $11,025 in Budget Unit 416000 – Public Health Services for this purchase.  
  

BACKGROUND: 
This purchase will be funded by the Hospital Preparedness Program (HPP), a federal initiative designated to 
enhance healthcare preparedness and response activities for hospitals, health systems, and healthcare workers. 
HPP funding is governed by specific parameters, primarily supporting projects that strengthen community 
coordination and emergency response operations.  
 
In alignment with these objectives, the PHEP division identified the need for one portable air conditioner. This 
durable and mobile cooling unit is specifically designed for rapid deployment, providing effective spot cooling  
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in temporary shelters, mobile medical stations, or other emergency response settings. Currently, the PHEP unit 
does not possess any portable air conditioner equipment; therefore, the addition of this unit will significantly 
enhance the department’s capacity to provide cooling relief during the extreme summer temperatures frequently 
experienced in Kings County.  
 
The portable air conditioner will be retained as an asset of KCDPH and included in the department’s annual 
inventory. This unit is intended to protect vulnerable community members from heat-related illness during public 
health emergencies by providing essential cooling. It can be quickly deployed to emergency shelters, cooling 
centers, and other community response sites, ensuring a safe environment for individuals with functional needs 
and other at-risk populations. The unit also provides critical flexibility for temporary climate control in situations 
where standard heating, ventilation, and air conditioning systems are unavailable, particularly during extreme 
heat events and emergency shelter activations. 
 
The purchase has been reviewed and approved as an allowable purchase by the funder, the Federal Office of the 
Assistant Secretary for Preparedness and Response. 
 
Approval of this request will enhance the operational capacity of KCDPH during emergency response activities, 
particularly those involving extreme heat, and will ensure compliance with the objectives of the HPP grant 
funding.

BACKGROUND: 
PHEP funds are designated to strengthen public health system ability to prepare for, respond to, and recover from 
public health threats and emergencies including infectious diseases and other events. 
 
In alignment with these objectives, the PHEP unit identified the need for two Power Breezer misting fans. These 
durable and mobile cooling units are specifically designed to support field-based healthcare operations. Currently, 
the PHEP unit uses canopies to provide shade at community events, and the addition of misting fans will 
significantly enhance cooling relief during the hot summer months commonly experienced in Kings County.

Overview: 
The Kings County Sheriff's Office is seeking authorization to purchase a garbage disposal for the Kings 
County Jail. Existing unused appropriations are needing to be allocated by the Board as a capital asset in 
order to facilitate this purchase.  
 
Recommendation: 

a. Authorize the purchase of a new garbage disposal for the Kings County Jail; 
b. Adopt the budget change. (4/5 vote required) 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
The full cost, not to exceed $8,500, will be paid from the Sheriff’s Office Jail budget in Budget Unit 
223040 using existing unused appropriations in the Fiscal Year 2024-25 Adopted Budget. 
 

BACKGROUND: 
The Food Services Division of the Sheriff’s Office runs a commercial kitchen and prepares over 600,000 meals 
annually for both adult and juvenile incarcerated people. Recently, one of the garbage disposals stopped 
working and is not able to be repaired.  The commercial grade disposal allows for large quantities and pieces of 
food that are not easily removed from reusable food service trays and cookware during the sanitation and 
cleaning process. Without the commercial grade garbage disposal, service of meals would need to be made on 
Styrofoam trays to the entire incarcerated population.  The use of Styrofoam trays is not cost effective, causes 
an increase in large quantities of trash, and other security concerns in a jail facility. The Sheriff’s Office is 
requesting approval for the replacement of the commercial grade garbage disposal.

SUBJECT: ASSEMBLY BILL 942 OPPOSITION LETTER 
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
Existing law vests the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) with regulatory authority over 
public utilities, including electrical corporations, while local publicly owned electric utilities are generally 
under the direction of their governing boards. Existing law requires each electrical utility to develop a 
standard contract, known as a tariff, that provides for net energy metering (NEM), which, among other 
things, compensates each eligible customer-generator for the electricity it generated that exceeds the 
electricity supplied by the electrical utility. Existing law further requires each electrical utility to make the 
contract or tariff available to eligible customer-generators, upon request, on a first-come-first-served basis 
until the time that the total rated generating capacity used by those eligible customer-generators exceeds 
5% of the electrical utility’s aggregate customer peak demand. Assembly Bill (AB 942) modifies the terms 
applicable to customer-generators participating in the NEM program. 

 
Recommendation: 
Authorize the Chairman to sign a letter of opposition against Assembly Bill 942 related to net energy 
metering. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There are sufficient budgeted funds to distribute this document.  
 

BACKGROUND: 
AB 942 modifies the terms applicable to customer-generators participating in the NEM program in two ways. 
First, effective January 1, 2026, a new property owner inheriting a solar system on the purchased property to take 
NEM service on whichever tariff is current after December 1, 2022, and requires these customer-generators pay 
all non-by-passable charges, as well as not be eligible for a transitional period when compensation rates for the  
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exported solar are gradually adjusted. Non-by-passable charges are fees part of an electricity bill and cannot be 
offset by NEM credits, regardless if customers produce their own electricity.  
 
These charges help fund public programs, such as energy efficiency initiatives and low-income assistance 
programs. Furthermore, the bill authorizes the CPUC to adopt a new tariff for the customer-generator property 
owner if the tariff results in lower costs to ratepayers not participating in NEM as a customer-generator.  
 
Second, effective January 1, 2026, the bill prohibits NEM customers from receiving the Climate Credit. The 
Climate Credit is California’s climate credit applied to electricity and natural gas bills as part of the 
California’s Cap-and-Trade Program, designed to offset the costs of transitioning to a low-carbon technologies 
and benefit ratepayers.  

 
The NEM tariff has undergone several iterations. The original NEM tariff (NEM 1.0) allowed a participating 
customer to receive credit on their monthly utility bill, specifically for electric generation not consumed onsite. 
This credit was equal to the retail electricity rate in effect at the time of generation. As such, the participating 
customers were permitted to apply these credits to offset their electric bill, including fixed charges, transmission 
charges, and generation charges. 
 
When AB 327 (Perea) passed in 2013, the CPUC made several reforms to the NEM tariff, most notably a 
requirement the CPUC base the NEM tariff on electrical system costs and benefits to nonparticipating ratepayers. 
In 2016, the CPUC issued a revised NEM tariff (NEM 2.0), which decreased the value of the NEM tariff 
substantially. In 2022, the CPUC revised the NEM tariff again (NEM 3.0), which further reduced the value of the 
NEM tariff, and specifically incentivized the installation of rooftop solar, paired with on-site energy storage. 
 
The existing NEM policy has been instrumental in incentivizing homeowners, schools, agricultural operations, 
and small businesses within the region to invest in clean, on-site solar generation. This provided significant cost 
savings for many and supported valuable jobs in the renewable energy sector. AB 942, as amended May 5, 2025, 
poses a threat to the growth of distributed solar energy within the County, the Central Valley region, and 
throughout California, with potentially detrimental consequences for residents, industry sectors, and the region’s 
overall economic well-being.  

 
California electricity rates are some of the highest in the United States. The Public Policy Institute of California 
noted in April 2025 that rates have surged about a third higher than the national average in 2015 to over 80% 
higher last year. The potential implementation of new, less favorable tariffs for solar customers will likely 
discourage future investments in this crucial clean energy technology and in the region, which has a high potential 
for solar investment. This would be detrimental to local industry and residents seeking to manage energy expenses 
and enhance energy independence. 
 
Before the Board is a letter that opposes AB 942. The County’s state lobbyists, Shaw Yoder Antwih Schmelzer 
and Lange, will support the County in sharing this letter.

Dear Assemblymember Calderon, 

On behalf of the Kings County Board of Supervisors, I write in respectful opposition to your bill, 
AB 942, relating to net energy metering (NEM) tariffs for eligible customer-generators. Kings 
County views that the proposed changes in AB 942 poses a threat to the growth of distributed 
solar energy within the County, the Central Valley region, and throughout California, with 
potentially detrimental consequences for our residents, agricultural sector, and overall economic 
well-being.  

The existing NEM policy has been instrumental in incentivizing homeowners, schools, 
agricultural operations, and small businesses within our region to invest in clean, on-site solar 
generation. This has provided significant cost savings for many in our region and supported 
valuable jobs in the renewable energy sector. The County is concerned that AB 942, while 
purportedly addressing cost allocation issues, will ultimately undermine the fundamental 
economic benefits that drive solar adoption, and negatively impact economic development in the 
County. The potential implementation of new, less favorable tariffs for solar customers will very 
likely discourage future investments in this technology and in the region, which has a high 
potential for solar investment. This would be detrimental to local industry and for our residents 
seeking to manage energy expenses and enhance energy independence. The County maintains 
reservations regarding the potential for AB 942 to negatively affect existing solar customers who 
made their investment decisions based on the established NEM framework. Altering the existing 
terms would create instability and uncertainty within the renewable energy market, potentially 
eroding public trust in California's energy policies. 

For these reasons, Kings County respectfully opposes AB 942.

February 19, 2025

An act to add Section 2827.2 to the Public Utilities Code, relating to electricity.

LEGISLATIVE COUNSEL'S DIGEST

AB 942, as amended, Calderon. Net energy metering: eligible customer-generators: tariffs.

Existing law vests the Public Utilities Commission with regulatory authority over public utilities, including
electrical corporations, while local publicly owned electric utilities are generally under the direction of their
governing boards. Existing law requires each electrical utility, including each electrical corporation, local publicly
owned electric utility, electrical cooperative, or other entity that offers electrical service, except as specified, to
develop a standard contract or tariff that provides for net energy metering (NEM), which, among other things,
compensates each eligible customer-generator, as defined, for the electricity it generated during a preceding 12-
month period that exceeds the electricity supplied by the electrical utility through the electrical grid to the
eligible customer-generator during that same period, as provided. Existing law requires each electrical utility to
make the contract or tariff available to eligible customer-generators, upon request, on a first-come-first-served
basis until the time that the total rated generating capacity used by those eligible customer-generators exceeds
5% of the electrical utility’s aggregate customer peak demand, except as specified. This contract or tariff is
commonly known as NEM 1.0.

Existing law requires the commission to develop an additional standard contract or tariff, which may include
NEM, for eligible customer-generators that are customers of large electrical corporations, as defined. Existing law
requires each large electrical corporation to offer this standard contract or tariff to its eligible customer-
generators beginning July 1, 2017, or before that date if ordered to do so by the commission because it has
reached the above-mentioned 5% NEM 1.0 program limit, and prohibits limiting the amount of generating
capacity or the number of new eligible customer-generators entitled to receive service pursuant to this standard
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contract or tariff, as specified. This contract or tariff is commonly known as NEM 2.0. Existing law authorizes the
commission to revise the standard contract or tariff as appropriate to achieve specified objectives.

Pursuant to its authority, the commission adopted Decision 22-12-056 (December 19, 2022), commonly known
as the net billing tariff, that creates a successor tariff to the NEM 1.0 and 2.0 tariffs and includes specified
elements, including, among other things, retail export compensation rates based on hourly avoided cost
calculator values averaged across days in a month, as specified, and an avoided cost calculator plus adder, based
on cents per kilowatt-hour exported, available during the first 5 years of the successor tariff, as specified, known
as the avoided cost calculator plus glide path.
This bill would provide that, on and after July 1, 2026, an eligible customer-generator that has taken service
pursuant to NEM 1.0 or 2.0 for 10 or more years is no longer entitled to take service under that contract or tariff.
The bill would require that eligible customer-generator to take service under the then-current applicable tariff
adopted by the commission after December 1, 2022, disqualify that eligible customer-generator from eligibility
for the avoided cost calculator plus glide path, as specified, and would require the eligible customer-generator to
pay all nonbypassable charges that are applicable to customers that are not eligible customer-generators.

This bill would, on and after January 1, 2026, for a customer that becomes a new eligible customer-generator by
purchasing real property that contains a renewable electrical generation facility upon which a prior eligible
customer-generator took service, require the new eligible customer-generator to take service under the then-
current applicable tariff adopted by the commission after December 1, 2022, would disqualify the new eligible
customer-generator from eligibility for the avoided cost calculator plus glide path, as specified, and would require
the new eligible customer-generator to pay all nonbypassable charges that are applicable to customers that are
not eligible customer-generators.

This bill would authorize the commission to adopt a new tariff for an above-described eligible customer-generator
that has taken service pursuant to NEM 1.0 or 2.0 for 10 or more years, or a new eligible customer-generator
that purchased real property that contains a renewable electrical generation facility, and to require those eligible
customer-generators to use that new tariff if it results in a lower cost impact on customers who are not eligible
customer-generators than the prior tariff that was applicable to those eligible customer-generators, as provided.

Existing law, the California Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006, designates the State Air Resources Board as
the state agency charged with monitoring and regulating sources of emissions of greenhouse gases and requires
the state board to ensure that statewide greenhouse gas emissions are reduced to at least 40% below the 1990
level by 2030. The act, until January 1, 2031, authorizes the state board to adopt a regulation establishing a
market-based compliance mechanism that meets certain requirements. Pursuant to this authority, the state
board adopted the Cap-and-Trade Program that, among other things, makes certain electrical distribution utilities
eligible for direct allocation of greenhouse gas allowances, as specified.

Existing law requires the commission to require revenues, including any accrued interest, received by an
electrical corporation as a result of the direct allocation of greenhouse gas allowances to electric utilities pursuant
to the program, as provided, to be credited directly to the residential, small business, and emissions-intensive
trade-exposed retail customers of the electrical corporation.

This bill would, beginning January 1, 2026, disqualify eligible customer-generators from receiving this credit.

Under existing law, a violation of any order, decision, rule, direction, demand, or requirement of the commission
is a crime.

Because a violation of a commission action implementing this bill’s requirements would be a crime, the bill would
impose a state-mandated local program.

The California Constitution requires the state to reimburse local agencies and school districts for certain costs
mandated by the state. Statutory provisions establish procedures for making that reimbursement.

This bill would provide that no reimbursement is required by this act for a specified reason.

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF CALIFORNIA DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. The Legislature finds and declares all of the following:

(a) Senate Bill 100 of the 2017–18 Regular Session (Chapter 312 of the Statutes of 2018) established the state
policy that eligible renewable energy resources and zero-carbon resources supply 100 percent of all retail sales

of electricity to California end-use customers by 2045. Senate Bill 1020 of the 2021–22 Regular Session (Chapter
361 of the Statutes of 2022) established the same 100 percent renewable energy procurement standard for
electricity serving all state agencies by 2035.

(b)  Senate Bill 1078 of the 2001–02 Regular Session (Chapter 516 of the Statutes of 2002) established the
California Renewables Portfolio Standard Program, which has been subsequently amended to require all load-
serving entities to procure 60 percent of their electricity portfolios from eligible renewable energy resources by
2030.

(c) Rooftop solar has been integral towards meeting the state’s clean energy goals, with over 2,000,000 solar
installations in California as of 2024.

(d) Subsidies for residential rooftop solar have been provided to spur installation since the enactment of Senate
Bill 656 of the 1995–96 Regular Session (Chapter 369 of the Statutes of 1995). These subsidies offer solar
customers credits on their electricity bills for the self-generated electricity they send back to the electrical grid.

(e) The current rates of these subsidies create a significant shortfall for covering the fixed costs of the electrical
grid, and nonsolar ratepayers make up the difference, often referred to as a cost shift.

(f) According to the Public Advocate’s Office of the Public Utilities Commission, this cost shift on nonrooftop solar
customers of Pacific Gas and Electric Company, Southern California Edison Company, and San Diego Gas &
Electric Company has grown from $3.4 billion annually in 2021 to $8.5 billion annually by the end of 2024. These
trends suggest that the cost shift will continue to grow.

(g) For the average nonsolar ratepayer, this cost shift accounts for 21 to 27 percent, inclusive, of their electricity
bill.

(h)  In 2023, the average annual household income of residential rooftop solar customers was an estimated
$115,000.

(i) Conversely, in 2021, low-income customers that were enrolled in the California Alternate Rates for Energy
program represented 28 percent of total residential customers, but only 13.1 percent of these customers
benefited from rooftop solar subsidy programs.

(j)  As the overall cost of living increases in the state, the Legislature must mitigate cost shift inequities and
reduce utility bills by evaluating programs funded by utility ratepayers.
SEC. 2. Section 2827.2 is added to the Public Utilities Code, to read:

2827.2.(a)(1)Notwithstanding Section 2827, Section 2827.1, and any decision of the commission, on and after
July 1, 2026, an eligible customer-generator that has taken service for 10 or more years pursuant to a standard
contract or tariff developed pursuant to Section 2827 or 2827.1 shall no longer be entitled to take service under
that standard contract or tariff.

(2)On and after July 1, 2026, all of the following shall apply to the eligible customer-generator described in
paragraph (1):

(A)The eligible customer-generator shall take service under the then-current applicable tariff adopted by the
commission pursuant to Section 2827.1 after December 1, 2022.

(B)The eligible customer-generator shall not be eligible for the avoided cost calculator plus glide path
provided in commission Decision 22-12-056 (December 19, 2022), Order Instituting Rulemaking to Revisit
Net Energy Metering Tariffs Pursuant to Decision 16-01-044, and to Address Other Issues Related to Net
Energy Metering.

(C)The eligible customer-generator shall pay all nonbypassable charges that are applicable to customers
that are not eligible customer-generators.

(b)On

2827.2.  (a) On and after January 1, 2026, all of the following shall apply to a customer that becomes a new
eligible customer-generator by purchasing real property that contains a renewable electrical generation facility
upon which a prior eligible customer-generator took service:
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(1) The new eligible customer-generator shall take service under the then-current applicable tariff adopted by
the commission pursuant to Section 2827.1 after December 1, 2022.

(2)  The new eligible customer-generator shall not be eligible for the avoided cost calculator plus glide path
provided in commission Decision 22-12-056 (December 19, 2022), Order Instituting Rulemaking to Revisit Net
Energy Metering Tariffs Pursuant to Decision 16-01-044, and to Address Other Issues Related to Net Energy
Metering.

(3) The new eligible customer-generator shall pay all nonbypassable charges applicable to customers who are
not eligible customer-generators.

(c)

(b) The commission may adopt a new tariff for eligible customer-generators described in subdivision (a) or new
eligible customer generators customer-generators described in subdivision (b), (a), and may require those
eligible customer-generators to use that new tariff if it results in a lower cost impact on customers who are not
eligible customer-generators than the prior tariff that was applicable to those eligible customer-generators.

(d)

(c) On and after January 1, 2026, eligible customer-generators shall not receive the customer credit provided in
Section 748.5.

(e)

(d) For purposes of this section, both of the following definitions apply:

(1) “Eligible customer-generator” has the same meaning as defined in Section 2827.

(2) “Renewable electrical generation facility” has the same meaning as in Section 2827.
SEC. 3.  No reimbursement is required by this act pursuant to Section 6 of Article XIII B of the California
Constitution because the only costs that may be incurred by a local agency or school district will be incurred
because this act creates a new crime or infraction, eliminates a crime or infraction, or changes the penalty for a
crime or infraction, within the meaning of Section 17556 of the Government Code, or changes the definition of a
crime within the meaning of Section 6 of Article XIII B of the California Constitution.

Agreement 24G27116 provides Kings 
County with $15,789 in federal reimbursable funds to assist with the enhancement of election 
technology and election security improvements.

Approve the Agreement with the California Secretary of State for Help America Vote Act Federal 
funding retroactively effective from June 1, 2025 through June 30, 2026.

Recommendation:

WHEREAS, it is necessary to provide for the defense of the indigent accused in 

accordance with Penal Code section 987.2 and for representation of indigent defendants at parole 
revocation hearings in accordance with Assembly Bill 109; and 

 
WHEREAS, it is also necessary to adopt guidelines for the cost of these defense 

services; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Kings County Board of Supervisors has entered into contracts with 

attorneys to provide indigent defense services (“Contracted Attorneys”); and 
 
WHEREAS, the Kings County Board of Supervisors has entered into contracts with 

conflict attorneys (“Conflict Attorneys”) to provide indigent defense services in the event that 
the contracted attorney(s) are unable to accept appointment; and  
 

WHEREAS, the cost and expenses of counsel in the representation of indigent 
defendants, hereinafter (“Clients”), is a proper and lawful charge upon the County; and 

 
WHEREAS, some indigent defense and parole revocation hearing services will be 

required for multiple defendant cases, or such matters may present a conflict of interest for 
Contracted Attorneys and Conflict Attorneys; and 

 
WHEREAS, it is the intent of the County to contract with a sufficient number of 

Contracted Attorneys and Conflict Attorneys to provide for all necessary indigent defense 
services within the County.  However, County acknowledges that, in rare instances, it may be 
necessary for the Courts to appoint counsel other than the Contracted or Conflict Attorneys 
(“Non-Contract Attorneys”) if indigent defense services are required and no Contracted Attorney 
or Conflict Attorney can accept representation. In such instances, the fees for Non-Contract 
Attorneys shall be as set forth herein.   

 
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, by the County of Kings Board of 

Supervisors as follows: 
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1. General Fee Schedule: The following schedule shall be used for determining
appropriate attorney’s fees for the Non-Contract Attorneys. The fees as set forth are cumulative 
as the case progresses: 

A. Misdemeanor - Case Preparation: $150.00 per hour, not to exceed
$750.00. 

B. Felony - Case Preparation through Preliminary Hearing: $150.00 per hour,
not to exceed $750.00. 

C. Felony and Misdemeanor - Motions: $150.00 each.
D. Felony - Post-Preliminary Hearing Case Work: $150.00 per hour, not to

exceed $1200.00. 
E. Felony and Misdemeanor - Trial: $820.00 for the first day of trial; $320.00

for each half-day thereafter. 

2. Specific Case Fee Schedule: The following schedule shall be used for determining
appropriate attorney’s fees for the Non-Contract Attorneys. These fees are not cumulative: 

A. Writs of Habeas Corpus: $150.00 per hour, not to exceed $1500.00.
B. Mentally Disordered or Mentally Disordered Sex Offender Appointments:

$150.00 per hour not to exceed $2,000.00 (includes trials and motions).
C. Prison Case Appointments: $150.00 per hour.
D. Death Penalty Case Appointments: $150.00 per hour.
E. Juvenile Delinquency or Dependency Appointments: $150.00 per hour.
F. Parole Revocation and Mandatory Supervision Appointments: $250 per

case. 

3. Extraordinary Fee Motions: This schedule is not intended to preclude the
approval of a greater or lesser fee for expenses in unusual or extraordinary cases where a 
deviation from the schedule is warranted in accordance with law. If such circumstances exist in 
an assigned case, it will be the responsibility of the Non-Contract Attorney to motion for 
extraordinary fees or expenses. The term “extraordinary fees” in a criminal case means the 
attorney will be compensated beyond the standard fee structure due to the complexity, severity, 
or special circumstances of the case. Generally, this does not include case review or other efforts 
that are typically part of representation for a criminal case.  

The Non-Contract Attorney shall provide advance notice to the County of any 
extraordinary fee motions to be filed with the Court.  

4. Budgeted Amount:  The Budgeted Amount for Non-Contract Attorneys for Fiscal 
Year 2025-2026 shall not exceed $431,000. 

5. Claim Process: The following process should be followed in submitting fee
claims: 

A. Claims for attorney’s fees must be submitted to the County within thirty
(30) days of:
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i. In all cases in which a trial has commenced, the date of dismissal 
terminating the case, or the date that the judgment of acquittal is 
rendered, or the date that an appeal may be filed, whichever 
applies. 

ii. In all cases resolved without trial being commenced, the last date 
that service is rendered. 
 

B. The County may, upon good cause shown, approve a late claim in 
unusual or extraordinary cases. 

 
6. Repeal of Prior Resolution: Resolution No. 24-039. 
 

7. Effective Date: This schedule of fees is to take effect _________, 2025, and will 
apply to all appointments made before and after that date.  This schedule of fees will take effect 
on the day that this resolution is signed. _________. 
 

8. Concurrence of Judges: This schedule of fees is made with notice to the Judges of 
the Superior Court.
