SUBJECT: PUBLIC HEARING – COUNTY ROAD COMMISSIONER  
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
As required by the California Streets and Highways Code, the Board must conduct a public hearing on the 
qualifications of the candidate prior to the Road Commissioner’s appointment. Notice for this public 
hearing was published on July 1, 2025.  

 
Recommendation: 

a. Conduct a public hearing to consider the qualifications of Chief Engineer, Mitchel Cabrera, 
to serve as the County Road Commissioner;  

b. Appoint Chief Engineer, Mitchel Cabrera, as the County Road Commissioner. 
 

Fiscal Impact: 
No fiscal impact. 
  

BACKGROUND: 
As required under the California Streets and Highways Code, Section 2006(a), the Board of Supervisors of each 
County shall appoint a single Road Commissioner for all road districts in the County. Every person who is 
appointed Road Commissioner after December 31, 1965, shall be a registered civil engineer. Public Works Chief 
Engineer Mitchel Cabrera is a registered civil engineer. After October 1, 1952, no person shall be appointed Road 
Commissioner until the Board of Supervisors holds a public hearing on the qualifications of the candidate or 
candidates for the position of Road Commissioner. At least 14 days but not more than 30 days prior to the hearing, 
notice of the hearing shall be posted at the County courthouse and published at least once in a newspaper of 
general circulation in the County.  
 

(Cont’d) 
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Nothing in this section precludes one person from serving two or more counties. An elected County official shall 
not be appointed Road Commissioner after October 1, 1952, unless the official is holding the position of Road 
Commissioner on that date. The Road Commissioner is, at all times, under the direction and supervision of the 
Board of Supervisors, but may be dismissed, after a hearing, only upon a majority vote of the Board. Each county 
shall furnish evidence to the California State Controller that it has complied with this section. Neither the 
California State Controller nor any other State Officer shall make any allocations or payments to any County from 
the Highway Users Tax Account in the Transportation Tax Fund until the county has complied with the 
requirements of this section; except that, if a vacancy occurs in the office of Road Commissioner of a county. The 
allocations or payments to the county shall not be suspended pursuant to Section 2006. (c) of California Code 
Streets and Highways Code, unless the county has not appointed a new Road Commissioner in accordance with 
this section within 180-days from the date the vacancy first occurred. On June 3, 2025, Public Works Chief 
Engineer, Mitchel Cabrera, was appointed Acting County Road Commissioner as required by the California 
Streets and Highways Code to maintain state funding paid from the Highway Users Tax Account in the 
Transportation Tax Fund. 
 
It is the recommendation from staff to appoint Public Works Chief Engineer, Mitchel Cabrera, as the County’s 
Road Commissioner.

SUBJECT: JOB SPECIFICATION UPDATE AND SALARY RANGE ADJUSTMENT FOR 

CHIEF ENGINEER  
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
The Chief Engineer job specification was revised to include the Road Commissioner duties and to 
include the position will assist the Director of Public Works with the personnel and oversight of the 
department. With these additional duties, it is recommended that the position receive a 10% salary 
adjustment.  
 
Recommendation:  
Approve the revised job specification for Chief Engineer which includes the salary adjustment to 
Range 299.5 ($11,840-$14,447 monthly) effective July 21, 2025 (Pay Period 16-2025). 
 
Fiscal Impact: 
The fiscal impact for the salary adjustment of the Chief Engineer is approximately $21,584 annually and 
approximately $20,754 for the remainder of the current Fiscal Year 2025-2026. The current salary range 
for Chief Engineer is 290.5 ($10,826–$13,210 monthly). The proposed new salary range of 299.5 
($11,840-$14,447 monthly) would increase the Chief Engineer salary by $1,014 minimum to $1,237 
maximum per month for an approximate increase of 9.36%. 
  

BACKGROUND: 
The County must have a Road Commissioner per the Streets and Highways Code, specifically Division 3, 
Chapter 1, Section 2006. The Board of Supervisors of each county shall appoint a single road commissioner for 
all road districts for the county. The Road Commissioner must be a registered civil engineer. The duties were  

 
(Cont’d) 
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previously incorporated in the Director of Public Works position; however, the current incumbent is not a 
registered civil engineer and therefore does not meet the qualifications for a Road Commissioner. 
 
In accordance with Ordinance Number 715 if the Director of Public Works does not hold the licenses or 
qualifications required to perform the duties of Road Commissioner, the County may designate an existing 
employee or employ a contractor on a less than full-time basis, to perform those duties of the road 
commissioner for which an appropriate license is required. Ordinance Number 715 was approved by the Board 
of Supervisors on May 20, 2025, and it went into effect on June 18, 2025. A Public Hearing was held on July 
22, 2025, to review the qualifications of the Road Commissioner.  
 
The Chief Engineer job specification was updated in anticipation of Board approval and appointment of the 
incumbent to serve as the Road Commissioner. Additionally, the job specification was updated to include that 
the position will assist the Director of Public Works with personnel and oversight of the department, not just the 
Engineering Division.  
 
With these additional duties and responsibilities, it is recommended to adjust the salary range of the Chief 
Engineer approximately 9.36% from Range 290.5 ($10,826 to $13,210 monthly) to Range 299.5 ($11,840 to 
$14,447 monthly) effective Monday, July 21, 2025 (Pay Period 16-2025). The revised job specification is 
attached.

CHIEF ENGINEER 

DEFINITION 

Under general direction, to assist the Director of Public Works in planning, organizing, overseeing, 
coordinating, and managing the staff and operations of the Public Works Department, including design and 
construction inspection, community development support, budgeting and project management; participates 
in the development of policies and strategies; manages the effective use of division resources to improve 
organizational productivity and customer service; provides complex and responsible support to the Director 
of Public Works in areas of expertise; may serve as County Surveyor and/or Road Commissioner; and 
performs related duties as assigned. 

SUPERVISION RECEIVED AND EXERCISED 

Receives general direction from the Director of Public Works. Exercises supervision over professional and 
technical staff. 

CLASS CHARACTERISTICS 

This is a management classification responsible for managing the Engineering division in the Public Works 
department and assisting the Director with personnel matters in all divisions within Public Works. The 
incumbent is responsible for developing and implementing policies and procedures, including short- and 
long-term planning, budget administration and reporting, and coordination of key programs/projects with 
other County divisions and departments and external agencies. Positions apply advanced management 
principles and strategic thinking to decisions that impact the organization as a whole and the public being 
served. Positions generally serve as advisors and contributors to executive management on policies, 
procedures, and major County initiatives.

SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
The Community Development Agency received an application for an In Lieu Parcel Map (IPM) that will 
adjust the boundaries between four existing parcels and then divide one of the adjusted parcels into two 
parcels. Two of the existing parcels are currently under Williamson Act Land Conservation contracts 
while the other two parcels are not, prompting a partial rescission of the existing Williamson Act 
contracts and simultaneously entering into a new Williamson Act contract to reflect the adjusted 
boundaries.  

 
Recommendation: 

a. Conduct a public hearing on the partial rescission of two Williamson Act Land 
Conservation contracts and simultaneously entering into a new Williamson Act Land 
Conservation contract in relation to In Lieu Parcel Map Number 25-03; 

b. Find that the partial rescission of two Williamson Act Land Conservation contracts and 
simultaneously entering into a new Williamson Act Land Conservation contract is 
categorically exempt from environmental review pursuant to the California Environmental 
Quality Act Guidelines Section 15317, and none of the circumstances in Section 15300.2 
apply; 

c. Adopt a resolution to partially rescind Williamson Act Land Conservation Contract 
Number 117 and Number 1295 and simultaneously enter into a new Land Conservation 
Williamson Act Contract Number 2102.

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Fiscal Impact: 
No impact on the General Fund is expected. The net acreage of the existing contract will remain the 
same as the new contract. The agricultural acreage and production are to remain as is, so there is no 
significant change under the revised contract.  
 

BACKGROUND: 
The Community Development Agency received application IPM No. 25-03 (B & L Farms) to adjust the 
boundary lines between four existing parcels and then divide one of the resulting parcels into two parcels. Both 
actions will be accomplished by recording a parcel map. The proposed project is located at 7500 14th Ave., 
Hanford, Assessor’s Parcel Numbers (APNs) 005-020-003, -004, -005, and -014. The boundary adjustment is 
between two parcels that are under separate Williamson Act Land Conservation contracts (APNs 005-020-004 
and -005) and two parcels that are not under contract (APNs 005-020-003 and -014). The adjustment of 
boundaries between contracted land and non-contracted land requires a revision of the Williamson Act Land 
Conservation contracts. Division One of the Kings County Advisory Agency approved IPM No. 25-03 (B & L 
Farms) on April 14, 2025, with a condition of approval to modify Williamson Act Contract No. 117 and No. 
1295 by partially rescinding both contracts and simultaneously entering into a new Williamson Act Land 
Conservation Contract with Board approval. The new Williamson Act Land Conservation Contract No. 2102 is 
attached as Exhibit A. The proposed Parcel Map for IPM No. 25-03 is attached as Exhibit B.  
 
The following Government Code Section 51257 (Exhibit C) applies to Williamson Act contracted land when 
parcel boundaries are adjusted:  
 
Pursuant to Section 51257 of the Government Code, to facilitate a lot line adjustment the parties may mutually 
agree to partially rescind the contract and simultaneously enter into a new contract, provided that the Board 
finds all of the following: 

1. The new contract or contracts would enforceably restrict the adjusted boundaries of the parcel for an 
initial term for at least as long as the unexpired term of the rescinded contract or contracts, but for 
not less than 10 years. 

2. There is no net decrease in the amount of acreage restricted.  In cases where two parcels involved in a 
lot line adjustment are both subject to contracts rescinded pursuant to this section, this finding will 
be satisfied if the aggregate acreage of the land restricted by the new contracts is at least as great as 
the aggregate acreage restricted by the rescinded contracts. 

3. At least 90 percent of the land under the former contract or contracts remains under the new contract 
or contracts. 

4. After the lot line adjustment, the parcels of land subject to contract will be large enough to sustain 
their agricultural use, as defined in Section 51222.  

5. The lot line adjustment would not compromise the long-term agricultural productivity of the parcel or 
other agricultural lands subject to a contract or contracts. 

6. The lot line adjustment is not likely to result in the removal of adjacent land from agricultural use. 
7. The lot line adjustment does not result in a greater number of developable parcels than existed prior to 

the adjustment, or an adjusted lot that is inconsistent with the General Plan. 
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The attached resolution would serve to partially rescind Williamson Act Land Conservation Contract No. 117 
and Contract No. 1295 and simultaneously enter into new Williamson Act Land Conservation Contract No. 
2102.  
 
The following findings can be made by the Board and are found in the attached resolution: 

1. All land to be included within the new Williamson Act Land Conservation contract is used for the 
purpose of producing agricultural commodities for commercial purposes and compatible uses. 

2. The rescission and creation of a Williamson Act Land Conservation contract is categorically exempt 
from environmental review under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA Guidelines 
Section 15317), and none of the circumstances in CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2 apply. 

3. The adjustment of Agricultural Preserve No. 41 is consistent with Land Use Policy B1.1.2 of the Land 
Use Element of the 2035 Kings County General Plan. 

4. The subject property is not within the sphere of influence of any city. 
5. Williamson Act Land Conservation Contract No. 117 and Contract No. 1295 are designated as Prime 

Farmland on the State’s Important Farmland Map for 2022. 
 
ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW: 
Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), Categorical Exemption Class 17 for Open Space 
Contracts or Easements in Section 15317 (Exhibit D) of the California Environmental Quality Act & CEQA 
Guidelines states, “Class 17 consists of the establishment of agricultural preserves, the making and renewing of 
open space contracts under the Williamson Act, or the acceptance of easements or fee interests in order to 
maintain the open space character of the area. The cancellation of such preserves, contracts, interests, or 
easements is not included and will normally be an action subject to the CEQA process.” The modification of 
these contracts is in a previously established agricultural preserve and maintains the open space character of the 
area and therefore qualifies for the CEQA Class 17 Categorical Exemption from environmental review. None of 
the exceptions to Categorical Exemptions listed in Section 15300.2 (Exhibit D) apply to this project.  
 
The resolution and Williamson Act Land Conservation Contract No. 2102 have been reviewed and approved by 
County Counsel as to form.

 WHEREAS, on December 17, 1969, Williamson Act Contract No. 117 was recorded in Book 949 at 
Page 410 of Kings County Records and was later amended on July 9, 1970 when a Contract Amendment was 
recorded in Book 956 at Page 18 of Kings County Records, pursuant to Government Code Section 51296 
restricting to agricultural uses that 85.62 net acres of property identified as a portion of Assessor’s Parcel 
Number 005-020-004;  
 
 WHEREAS, on December 6, 1971, Williamson Act Contract No. 1295 was recorded in Book 981 at 
Page 32 of Kings County Records, pursuant to Government Code Section 51296 restricting to agricultural uses 
that 19.90 net acres of property identified as Assessor’s Parcel Number 005-020-005 (“Subject Property”);  
 
 WHEREAS the owners of the Subject Property (“Owners”) desire to change the boundaries of the 
Subject Property by adjusting the lot lines of the Subject Property and another property adjacent to the Subject 
Property and have petitioned the Board to partially rescind Williamson Act Contract No. 117 and Contract No. 
1295 on the Subject Property and simultaneously place the Subject Property under new a Williamson Act 
contract, pursuant to Section 51257 of the California Land Conservation Act of 1965;  
 
 WHEREAS, the Subject Property has been and will continue to be devoted to agricultural uses and 
uses compatible therewith;  
 
 WHEREAS, the Owners have complied with the procedural requirements to partially rescind 
Williamson Act Contract No. 117 and Contract No. 1295 and simultaneously place the Subject Property under 
a new Williamson Act contract;  
 
 WHEREAS, all land to be included within the new Williamson Act contract is used for the purpose of 
producing agricultural commodities for commercial purposes and compatible uses;  
 
 WHEREAS, the Board has determined that the proposed Williamson Act contract recommended by 
staff is consistent with the 2035 Kings County General Plan and that it is in the best interest of the County to 
enter into such Contract; 
 
 WHEREAS, the making and renewing of an open space contract under the Williamson Act is 
categorically exempt from environmental review pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act & 
CEQA Guidelines Section 15317, and the circumstances in CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2 do not apply.  
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 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Board finds that: 
 
1. All land to be included within the new Williamson Act contract is to be used for the purpose of 

producing agricultural commodities for commercial purposes and compatible uses. 
 
2. The making and renewing of an open space contract under the Williamson Act is categorically exempt 

from environmental review pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act & CEQA Guidelines 
Section 15317, and the circumstances in CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2 do not apply. 

 
3. The adjustments of Agricultural Preserve No. 41 are consistent with LU Policy B1.1.2 of the Land Use 

Element of the 2035 Kings County General Plan. 
 
4. The subject property is not within the sphere of influence of any city. 
 
5. Land Conservation Williamson Act Contract No. 2102 will be and is designated as Prime Farmland on 

the State’s Important Farmland Map of 2022. 
 
 BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED the Board finds that: 
 
1. Section 51257 of the California Government Code states that to facilitate a lot line adjustment pursuant 

to subdivision (d) of Section 66412, the Parties may mutually agree to rescind the contract or contracts 
and simultaneously enter into a new contract or contracts pursuant to this chapter, provided that the 
Board finds all of the following: 

 
A. The new contract or contracts would enforceably restrict the adjusted boundaries of the parcel 

for an initial term for at least as long as the unexpired term of the rescinded contract or 
contracts, but for not less than 10 years. 

 
(1) Finding: The partially rescinded contract has an unexpired term of nine (9) years.  The 

new contract has an initial term of ten (10) years which will enforceably restrict the 
adjusted boundaries of the parcel for at least as along as the unexpired term of the 
partially rescinded contract and for an initial term not less than ten (10) years.   

B. There is no net decrease in the amount of acreage restricted.  In cases where two parcels 
involved in a lot line adjustment are both subject to contracts rescinded pursuant to this section, 
this finding will be satisfied if the aggregate acreage of the land restricted by the new contracts 
is at least as great as the aggregate acreage restricted by the rescinded contracts. 

 
(1) Finding: The partially rescinded contracts restrict 105.52 net acres of land.  The new 

contract restricts 105.52 net acres of land which is as great or greater than the 
aggregated acreage restricted by the partially rescinded contract.  As a result, there is no 
net decrease in the amount of acreage restricted. 

 
C. At least ninety (90) percent of the land under the former contract or contracts remains under the 

new contract or contracts. 
 

(1) Finding: The former contract restricts 105.52 net acres of land. After the lot line 
adjustment, 104.42 net acres of land under the former contract will remain under the 
new contract for a total of 99 percent of the land under the former contract remaining 
under the new contract. As a result, at least ninety (90) percent of the land under the 
former contract remains under the new contract.

D. After the lot line adjustment, the parcel of land subject to contract will be large enough to 

sustain their agricultural use, as defined in Government Code Section 51222.   
 

(1) Finding: Pursuant to Government Code Section 51222, agricultural land shall be 
presumed to be in parcels large enough to sustain their agricultural use if the land is 1) 
at least 10 acres in size in the case of prime agricultural land, or 2) at least 40 acres in 
size in the case of land which is not prime agricultural land. The parcels subject to the 
new contract after the lot line adjustment are 105.52 net acres (86.52 net acres and 
20.00 net acres) of prime agricultural land and are presumed to be large enough to 
sustain its agricultural use. 

E. The lot line adjustment would not compromise the long-term agricultural productivity of the 
parcel or other agricultural lands subject to a contract or contracts. 

 
(1) Finding: The proposed lot line adjustment will adjust the boundaries between four (4) 

existing parcels, which will be accomplished when the Parcel Map records. One of the 
resulting parcels (20.00 net acres) will then be divided into two (2) parcels (10.00 acres 
and 10.00 acres). The smallest parcel (1.00 acres) and the designated remainder (26.30 
acres) are not under a Williamson Act contract. The adjustment of the boundaries 
between the four (4) existing parcels makes it necessary to alter the boundaries of the 
land under contract, though the total acreage of land under contract will not decrease. 
The new contract will enforceably restrict the adjusted boundaries of Parcels 2, 3, and 4 
(105.52 net acres) for an initial term of ten (10) years, and the parcels will continue to 
be used for agricultural purposes. The proposed adjustment will not significantly 
displace or impair current or reasonably foreseeable agricultural operations on the 
subject contracted parcels or on other contracted lands in agricultural preserves. 

F. The lot line adjustment is not likely to result in the removal of adjacent land from agricultural 
use. 

 
(1) Finding: The existing agricultural acreage will continue to be used for agricultural 

purposes with no new uses being introduced. Accordingly, the proposed lot line 
adjustment is not likely to result in the removal of adjacent contracted land from 
agricultural or open-space use. 

 
G. The lot line adjustment does not result in a greater number of developable parcels than existed 

prior to the adjustment, or an adjusted lot that is inconsistent with the general plan. 
 

(1) Finding: Prior to the lot line adjustment there were four (4) developable parcels.  After 
the lot line adjustment, a Parcel Map will record to divide one of the resulting parcels 
into two (2) parcels. Accordingly, the lot line adjustment will create no new parcels and 
all adjusted lots are consistent with the general plan. 

 BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED THAT: 
 
1. This Board partially rescinds Williamson Act Contract No. 117 and Contract No. 1295 and 

simultaneously enters into Williamson Act Contract No. 2102 which is attached hereto as Exhibit A and 
incorporated herein by reference. 
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2. The Chairperson of the Board is hereby authorized to execute the contract for all land within said 
Williamson Act Contract No. 2102. 

 
3. The Kings County Community Development Agency shall be responsible for the enforcement of the 

contract entered into under the provisions of this Resolution.

GOVERNMENT CODE 

Section 51257 

51257. (a) To facilitate a lot line adjustment, pursuant to subdivision (d) of Section 
66412, and notwithstanding any other provision of this chapter, the parties may 

mutually agree to rescind the contract or contracts and simultaneously enter into a 

new contract or contracts pursuant to this chapter, provided that the board or council 
finds all of the following: 

(I) The new contract or contracts would cnforceably restrict the adjusted boundaries

of the parcel for an initial term for at least as long as the unexpired term of the 

rescinded contract or contracts, but for not less than 10 years. 

(2) There is no net decrease in the amount of the acreage restricted. In cases where
two parcels involved in a lot line adjustment are both subject to contracts rescinded 

pursuant to this section, this finding will be satisfied if the aggregate acreage of the 

land restricted by the new contracts is at least as great as the aggregate acreage 
restricted by the rescinded contracts. 

(3) At least 90 percent of the land under the former contract or contracts remains

under the new contract or contracts. 

( 4) After the lot line adjustment, the parcels of land subject to contract will be

large enough to sustain their agricultural use, as defined in Section 51222. 
(5) The lot line adjustment would not compromise the long-term agricultural

productivity of the parcel or other agricultural lands subject to a contract or contracts. 
(6) The lot line adjustment is not likely to result in the removal of adjacent land

from agricultural use. 

(7) The lot line adjustment does not result in a greater number of devclopable

parcels than existed prior to the adjustment, or an adjusted lot that is inconsistent with 
the general plan. 

(b) Nothing in this section shall limit the authority of the board or council to enact

additional conditions or restrictions on lot line adjustments. 

( c) Only one new contract may be entered into pursuant to this section with respect
to a given parcel, prior to January 1, 2004. 

(Amended by Stats. 2012, Ch. 128, Sec. I. (AB 2680) Effective January I, 2013.) 



California Environmental Quality Act & CEQA Guidelines 

 

Section 15300.2 Exceptions.  

(a) Location. Classes 3, 4, 5, 6, and 11 are qualified by consideration of where the project is to be located 
– a project that is ordinarily insignificant in its impact on the environment may in a particularly sensitive 
environment be significant. Therefore, these classes are considered to apply in all instances, except 
where the project may impact on an environmental resource of hazardous or critical concern where 
designated, precisely mapped, and officially adopted pursuant to law by federal, state, or local agencies.  

(b) Cumulative Impact. All exemptions for these classes are inapplicable when the cumulative impact of 
successive projects of the same type in the same place, over time is significant.  

(c) Significant Effect. A categorical exemption shall not be used for an activity where there is a 
reasonable possibility that the activity will have a significant effect on the environment due to unusual 
circumstances. 

(d) Scenic Highways. A categorical exemption shall not be used for a project which may result in damage 
to scenic resources, including but not limited to, trees, historic buildings, rock outcroppings, or similar 
resources, within a highway officially designated as a state scenic highway. This does not apply to 
improvements which are required as mitigation by an adopted negative declaration or certified EIR.  

(e) Hazardous Waste Sites. A categorical exemption shall not be used for a project located on a site 
which is included on any list compiled pursuant to Section 65962.5 of the Government Code.  

(f) Historical Resources. A categorical exemption shall not be used for a project which may cause a 
substantial adverse change in the significance of a historical resource.  

 

Section 15317.  Open Space Contracts or Easements.  

Class 17 consists of the establishment of agricultural preserves, the making and renewing of open space 
contracts under the Williamson Act, or the acceptance of easements or fee interests in order to 
maintain the open space character of the area. The cancellation of such preserves, contracts, interests, 
or easements is not included and will normally be an action subject to the CEQA process.

Overview: 
In October 2023, the County of Kings received a Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) award 
in the amount of $650,000 to be used for improvements to the curb, gutter, and sidewalk along General 
Petroleum Avenue in Kettleman City. 

  
Recommendation: 

a. Conduct a public hearing to present the final performance report for the 2022 CDBG (22-
CDBG-NH-00053) project for the curb, gutter and sidewalk improvements in Kettleman 
City; 

b. Authorize the Community Development Agency Director to sign and submit the documents 
required to close out the grant to the Department of Housing and Community Development. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no impact to the General Fund. Of the $650,000 received, $575,077 was spent on the project.  
The remaining $74,922 in unspent grant funds will be disencumbered by the State. 

 
BACKGROUND: 
The County of Kings was notified by letter, dated October 26, 2023, of a funding award from the 2022 CDBG in 
the amount of $650,000. The funds awarded were for improvements to the curb, gutter and sidewalk infrastructure 
in Kettleman City along General Petroleum Avenue from First Street to 50 feet west of Fifth Street. Upon 
completion of a CDBG contract, a public hearing is required to notify the public about accomplishments funded 
by the grant and allow for public comment.
