developing and choosing a plan that works for the community; build community support by serving as
ambassadors to the greater community; encourage public participation in public workshops, events, and
meetings; and work toward a countywide consensus and a common vision for the future of Kings County.

The GPAC will consist of at least 13 but not more than 21 members appointed by the Board. Members carry
full voting rights on GPAC decisions and recommendations. The GPAC will serve in an advisory capacity to
the Planning Commission and Board, but the GPAC shall have no authority to take actions that bind the
Planning Commission or Board.

A press release was sent out on August 11, 2025, inviting residents of Kings County to apply to serve on the
GPAC. The deadline to submit all applications was originally on September 4, 2025, however, due to a shortage
in application submissions, the deadline was extended. A Board meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, September
30, 2025, at which time Supervisors will have the opportunity to appoint GRAC members. The Community
Development Agency encourages each Supervisor to select three applicants, for a total of fifteen GPAC
members. This ensures each Supervisor has the same number of members, and with an odd number, there will
always be a clear majority during the voting process.
