These two instruments are required to be in the aircraft during instrument flying procedures (low visibility with
little outside reference).

SUBJECT: PURCHASE OF TWO CONNEX INTEGRATED WALL SYSTEMS FOR JAIL
MEDICAL SERVICES
SUMMARY:
Overview:

The Kings County Sheriff's Office is seeking authorization to purchase two Connex Integrated Wall
Systems for Jail Medical Services.

Recommendation:
a. Authorize the purchase of two Connex Integrated Wall Systems for Medical Services in the
Kings County Jail;
b. Adopt the budget change. (4/5 vote required)

Fiscal Impact:

There is no impact to the General Fund. The purchase of the integrated wall medical systems will be
made from the Detentions Budget Unit 223000. Actual costs of the purchase is not to exceed $14,000
and will be reimbursed from the California Advancing and Innovating Medi-Cal (CalAIM) program
funds that have been disbursed to the Sheriff’s Office.

BACKGROUND:

The Connex Integrated Wall System is a medical diagnostics and vitals-management platform that consolidates
multiple tools into a single, wall-mounted unit. Its purpose is to streamline patient examinations by integrating
devices such as NIBP (non-invasive blood pressure), pulse oximetry, thermometry, otoscopes/ophthalmoscopes,
and vital signs recording into one system. The two wall systems will be put in two of the medical treatment
rooms.

Currently, Jail Medical staff have one cart that gets moved around to different locations in the jail. The process
is time-consuming and puts extra wear and tear on the equipment. This system reduces clutter, saves time, and
improves workflow in a clinical setting. Instead of staff hunting for individual instruments across the room,
everything is within reach in one standardized unit. The system also helps standardize patient data capture,
supports faster documentation, reduces the chance of using mismatched or faulty devices, and enhances
infection control (by limiting contact surfaces and simplifying cleaning). In short: it makes physical assessment
and vital signs monitoring safer, faster, and more efficient.

SUBJECT: SENATE BILL 81 ROUND TWO JUVENILE CENTER REMODEL PROJECT -
STATE STANDARD AGREEMENT STD 213 AMENDMENT NO. 2

SUMMARY:

Overview:

On October 5, 2021, as an additional step to receive reimbursement for the Senate Bill (SB) 81 project,
the Board entered into a standard agreement (STD 213) with the California Department of Corrections
and Rehabilitation (CDCR) for processing of the actual payments to the County, which was due to
expire April 30, 2024. Then on January 23, 2024, staff requested to amend the initial standard
agreement which was due to expire on December 31, 2025. And most recently, on July 30, 2025 staff
received a request from CDCR to extend the invoicing contract to December 31, 2026 to allow time for
final audit acceptance by the Board of State and Community Corrections (BSCC).

Recommendation:

Approve the Second Standard Agreement Amendment with the California Department of
Corrections and Rehabilitation for the County’s Senate Bill 81 Round Two Juvenile Center
Remodel Project effective January 1, 2026 through December 31, 2026.

Fiscal Impact:
There are no financial changes from CDCR in this amendment. The State is providing $9,600,000 for
the project. A total of $3,936,000 dollars remains to be invoiced from the County to CDCR.

BACKGROUND:

On July 20, 2021, the Board entered into a construction agreement with BSCC to receive reimbursement of
authorized SB 81 project expenses from the State once construction on the juvenile center remodel started. As
an additional step to receiving reimbursement, the Board entered into a standard agreement (STD 213) on
October 5, 2021, with CDCR for processing of the actual payments to the County.

The SB 81 project consisted of remodeling and expanding the existing County Branch Jail facility, which built a
new Juvenile Center and Juvenile Day Reporting Center. The remodel and new construction included housing
(32-beds), classrooms, medical and programming space, office space, a booking an intake room, outdoor
recreation area, warming kitchen, yard areas, and a day reporting center.

The project also includes, but is not limited to, electrical; plumbing; mechanical; heating, ventilation, and air
conditioning; security; and fire protection systems, and all other necessary components. This will enable the
facility to be better equipped to provide services to the entire juvenile population. Construction was ongoing
during Fiscal Year 2024-25 with a completion date of October 1, 2024.

Staff requests that the Board approve the second standard agreement amendment (STD 213) with CDCR to
continue receiving reimbursement of authorized project expenses from the State, and for processing of the

actual payments to the County through December 31, 2026.

The agreement has been reviewed and approved by County Counsel as to legal form.

SUBJECT: DISPOSITION OF CONTRACT BETWEEN THE COUNTY OF KINGS AND
THE CITY OF AVENAL FOR FIRE SERVICES

SUMMARY:

Overview:
On September 30, 2025, the Board approved the withdraw of County fire services from the City of
Avenal effective October 31, 2025.

On the same evening after the Board’s action on September 30, 2025, the City of Avenal signed the
previous offer from the Board dated August 12, 2025, which was a 4-year agreement retroactive to July
1, 2024, with an 18-month termination clause.

As the Board’s actions on September 30, 2025 took place before the City’s action later that evening,
effectively serving a termination notice and rescinding the offer for fire services originally approved on
August 12, 2025, the current direction of termination of fire services provided by the Kings County Fire
Department remains in effect as of October 31, 2025.

Recommendation:
Select one of the following options in relation to fire services in the City of Avenal:

1. Rescind the Board’s September 30, 2025 action to withdraw County fire services from the
City of Avenal effective October 31, 2025 and approve the fully-executed fire services
agreement with the City of Avenal with an 18-month termination clause retroactively
effective from July 1, 2024 through July 1, 2028.

2. Direct the County Fire Chief to enter into contract negotiations with the City of Avenal for
an “Assistance by Hire” month-to-month agreement retroactively effective from July 1,
2025 and provide continuous coverage beginning October 31, 2025.

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3. Reaffirm the Board’s position from September 30, 2025 withdrawing County fire services
from the City of Avenal effective October 31, 2025.

Fiscal Impact:

Recommendation 1: The County will receive payments from the City of Avenal across four fiscal years
(FY) for the term of the agreement, which includes two full-time fire staff, composed of a Fire Captain
and Fire Apparatus Engineer, commonly referred to as 2-0 staffing, in addition to operational expenses
for the fire station, and administrative and operational support staff. FY 2024-25 is $450,000 annually,
FY 2025-26 is $1,096,310 annually ($91,359 per month), FY 2026-27 is 1,125,882 annually ($93,823
per month), and FY 2027-28 is $1,156,236 annually ($96,353 per month), for a grand total of
$3,828,428. Recommendation 2: Results in a potential collection of fully reimbursed actual costs, plus
administrative fees and a proportionate split of overhead staff and services, contingent upon negotiations
with the County and the City. Recommendation 3: Results in no new expenditure on behalf of Kings
County, but actually will result in a reduction of certain operating costs from no longer providing
services to the City.

BACKGROUND:

The Kings County Fire Department has provided fire and emergency services to the City of Avenal for many
years, dating back to FY 2017-18. On June 27, 2023, the County and the City of Avenal entered into its most
recent agreement that formalized each agency’s responsibility, which expired on June 30, 2024. Since the
agreement expired, the County provided the City of Avenal with continued fire service while negotiations were
underway for the new agreement.

On August 4, 2025, the Avenal City Counsel approved a draft services agreement with a 6-month termination
clause. On Tuesday, August 12, 2025, staff presented the draft agreement to the Board for consideration, which
included the 6-month termination clause as approved by the Avenal City Counsel. The Board did not approve
the agreement with the 6-month termination clause and instead provided direction to staff to revise the
termination clause to be 18-months. Staff informed the City of Avenal of the Board’s direction on August 12,
2025.

Since the County did not receive any response on the contract sent to the City on August 12, 2025, County staff
presented the Board with options on September 30, 2025, including approval of the 4-year fire services
agreement with a 60-day, 6-month, and 18-month termination clause, and an option to withdrawal County fire
services from the City of Avenal effective October 31, 2025. On September 30, 2025, the Board took action to
withdrawal County fire services from the City of Avenal effective October 31, 2025.

Upon receiving notification of the decision to withdrawal County fire services from the City of Avenal, the City
of Avenal took the matter to the City Council on the evening of September 30, 2025. The City Council
approved the motion, on a 5-0 vote, to accept the terms of the August 12, 2025, fire services agreement that was
approved by the Board, with a 4-year term, and a 12-month termination, including a 6-9-month pre-notification
clause.
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Prior to the September 30, 2025 vote from the City Council to approve the 4-year fire services agreement with
the County through June 30, 2028, on September 25, 2025, the Avenal City Council voted to: “waive Second
Reading and Adopt Ordinance 2025-03 Adding Chapter 12 to Title 4 of the Avenal Municipal Code —
Establishing the Avenal Fire Department and Fire Protection Regulations. Resolution 2025-50.”

On October 9, 2025, the Avenal City Council heard a staff report from their contracted fire consultant who
indicated that they had procured approximately $413,000 worth of fire equipment, in the form of apparatus and
were intent on displaying the apparatus at the annual Pistachio Festival.

From FY 2020-21 through FY 2023-24, the County’s Fire Fund has picked up approximately $1.6 million in
unreimbursed expenses from services provided to the City of Avenal. The proposed $450,000 annual payment
for services in FY 2024-25 would leave approximately $774 thousand in unreimbursed costs for services
provided to the City during that time. From FY 2020-21 through FY 2023-24, the County has provided the City
with concessions in the form of giving the City credit for property tax revenue obligated to the County’s
General Fund by law that were generated from properties within the city limits of Avenal, estimated at $1.4
million for services rendered through FY 2023-24. This property tax revenue is still obligated and owed to the
County regardless of services provided. This property tax credit concession provided by the County continues in
the proposed 4-year agreement, totaling an estimated $1.7 million from FY 2024-25 through FY 2027-28.
Another concession the County agreed to in the proposed 4-year agreement is to not charge the City of Avenal
for the administrative portion of Fire Department personnel supporting services. This concession of Fire
Department administrative personnel from FY 2024-25 through FY 2027-28 is estimated at $566 thousand,
bringing total County concessions (a credit on money owed by the City) in the proposed 4-year agreement from
FY 2024-25 through FY 2027-28 to approximately $2.3 million.

The agreement for Option 1 has been reviewed and approved by County Counsel as to form.



AGREEMENT FOR
COUNTY FIRE SERVICES
WITHIN THE CITY OF AVENAL

THIS AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered info and effective this

August 12, 2025, by and between the County of Kings, a political subdivision of

the State of California (“County”) and the City of Avenal, a California municipal
corporation {“City™), upon the following terms and conditions.

RECITALS

A. The County and the City have for many years enjoyed a relationship whereby
the County provides fire services within the incorporated areas of the City of Avenal.

B. This Agreement supersedes any prior agreement relating to fire services
provided by the County to the City and establishes a comprehensive four-year service
arrangement with defined compensation, responsibilities, and performance standards.

C. The City recognizes that providing fire services within City boundaries
requires significant County resources, including personnel, equipment, facilities,
administrative support, and assumption of service-related liabilities, the City therefore
agrees to provide additional compensation to the County as set forth in this Agreement.

D. Under this Agreement, the County will provide fire services including two
full-time fire staff positions (Fire Captain, Fire Apparatus Engineer), operational expenses
for the fire station, and administrative and operational support staff, with compensation
increasing over successive years.

E. The County will maintain operational control over all aspects of fire service
delivery by its personnel, including personnel management, discipline, service standards,
and operational procedures, while ensuring that services levels do not fall below those
provided during the 2023-2024 fiscal year.

F. In order to confirm the details of this contractual relationship and establish
clear rights, responsibilities, and compensation arrangements for the provision of fire
services by the County within the incorporated areas of the City, the County and City enter
into this Agreement as set forth, below.

1. POWERS AND DUTIES OF COUNTY.

A.  Enforcement Responsibilities. The Fire Chief of the County of Kings shall
enforce State and City statutes and ordinances relating to fire prevention and protection,
including enforcement of laws pertaining to illegal fireworks, and shall provide services
for emergency medical response, rescues, hazardous materials responses, and fire

investigation functions within the City’s boundaries, but only to the extent that the Fire
Chief performs the same or substantially similar services in the County. The Fire Chief
shall not be required to assume any other enforcement duty or function not consistent with
those customarily performed by the Fire Chief under County customs, ordinances, and
statutes of the State of California.

B. Resources. Except in regards to stationery supplies and forms which must be
issued in the name of the City, the County shall furnish all labor, supervision, equipment,
facilities, and supplies necessary to maintain a level of services meeting the minimum
requirements agreed to between City and County. The County shall not reduce said level
of resources and services below that which was provided during the 2023-2024 fiscal year.
In all instances where special supplies, stationery, notices, forms, and the like must be
issued in the name of the City, the same shall be supplied by the City at its own cost and
expense.

The County and the City shall retain exclusive ownership of all equipment, vehicles,
supplies, and other tangible property that such party purchases or otherwise acquires using
its own funds for the purpose of performing its respective obligations under this
Agreement. Upon termination or expiration of this Agreement, each party may dispose of
its owned property through sale, transfer, or other disposition without restriction. Neither
party shall acquire any ownership interest in property purchased or owned by the other
party, regardless of whether such property is used in the performance of services under this
Agreement.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the County provides notice of cost overruns pursuant to
Section 2.C and the parties are unable to reach agreement on appropriate compensation
adjustments within the timeframes specified in Section 2.C, the County’s obligation to
maintain the specified level of resources and services shall be suspended until such time as
adequate compensation arrangements are established or this Agreement is terminated in
accordance with Section 3.

C. Municipal Agency. For the sole purpose of performing services and functions
pursuant to this Agreement, and only for the purpose of giving official status to the
performance thereof, the Fire Chief of the Kings County Fire Department, and the officials,
officers, employees, and volunteers of the County Fire Department, shall exercise within
the City all of the powers and duties conferred upon a city fire chief and city fire department
personnel, and, subject to the limitations set forth in paragraph 1.E below, every County
officer, employee, and volunteer engaged in performing any such service and function shall
be deemed to be an officer, employee, or volunteer of the City while performing services
and functions for the City to the extent such services and functions are within the scope of
this Agreement and are municipal functions.

D. Control of Services. The rendition of such services, the standards of
performance, the discipline of officers, employees, and volunteers, and other matters
incident to the performance of such services, and the control of personnel so employed,
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shall remain with the County; provided, however, that, if in the judgment of the City
Manager or City Council, any Fire Department officer, employee, or volunteer assigned to
duty under this Agreement is not satisfactory to the City, the City Manager may so notify
the Fire Chief in writing and within thirty (30} days of receipt of such a written notification,
the Fire Chief shall respond in writing thereto.

E. Personnel. All persons employed in the performance of such services and
functions as contemplated by this Agreement shall be County employees or volunteers, and
no person employed hereunder shall have any rights to any City benefit, pension, civil
service, status, or right of employment.

(1)  City shall not be called upon to assume any liability for the direct
payment of any salaries, wages, or other compensation to any County personnel
performing services hereunder for the City.

(2)  County shall be solely responsible for the payment of any salaries,
wages, and compensation of, or indemnity for, injury or sickness arising out of said
employment or volunteer relationship.

(2)  City shall not be liable for compensation of or indemnity to any
County officer, employee, or volunteer for injury or sickness arising out of such
employment.

F. Citizen Complaints. All citizen complaints from City residents regarding
services provided pursuant to this Agreement shall be investigated and resolved by the
County through its normal review procedures. City acknowledges that any complaint
review and investigation is a confidential personnel matter the results of which shall only
be disclosed according to County policy and applicable law.

G. Service Reports. The City Manager, upon request, shall have access to
reports and applicable County records, or unrestricted portions thereof, pertaining
specifically to fire suppression and prevention services provided under this Agreement
within the City, subject to all applicable local, state and federal laws. Such access shall
explicitly exclude any medical records, patient information, or other data protected under
the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HHIPAA) and related privacy
regulations. Access shall be limited to operation, administrative, and incident reports
related to fire suppression and prevention activities that are not otherwise restricted by law.
Further, the Fire Chief or the Fire Chief’s designated representative upon request shall
attend regular City Council meetings and shall be prepared to respond to questions by the
City Council regarding the services provided pursuant to this Agreement. Reports to be
automatically provided to the Office of the City Manager under this Agreement, without
the need for any City request, shall include the following which must be provided within
ten (10) business days after the end of each calendar month, in a manner that complies with
all applicable local, state, and federal laws. In the event that circumstances beyond the
County’s reasonable control prevent timely delivery within the specified timeframe, the
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County may request additional time as necessary, provided that written notice (including
email) of such delay and the anticipated delivery date is provided to the City Manager
within the original ten (10) business day period.

Incident Tracking: A report disclosing instances when County personnel assigned
to Avenal responded to incidents outside the city limits of Avenal, including the
general location and nature of such responses. The report shall identify when move-
up personnel or alternative coverage arrangements were implemented to maintain
fire protection services within Avenal during such deployments. The County
acknowledges that Avenal is designated as a core station and commits to making
every reasonable effort to provide immediate coverage when assigned crews
become committed to incidents outside the city boundaries.

Service Report: County must submit copies of incident and service reports for
Avenal-related responses to the Office of the City Manager, limited to those reports
or portions thereof that are allowable under applicable local, state, and federal law
and that are not subject to confidentiality restrictions. Such submission shall
exclude any reports, records, or portions thereof that contain medical information,
patient data, or other materials subject to non-disclosure requirements under the
Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act (HIPAA) or other applicable
privacy regulations. Only unrestricted reports and unrestricted portions of reports
that do not violate confidentiality or privacy laws shall be provided under this
requirement.

Monthly Incident Reports: County must provide a monthly general call log report
for all incidents within Avenal city limits wherein County provided services under
this Agreement. The call log shall include the date, time, incident type or category,
and location of each response or service call, along with corresponding response
times. The report shall also include documentation of any canceled calls within the
city limits during the reporting period.

Structure Fire Detail Reports:
For cach structure fire within Avenal city limits, a report which includes each and
all of the following:

a. Type of structure involved;

b. Time the service call was received by the dispatcher and also the relevant
fire personnel within Avenal;

¢. Time when County accomplished control over the fire;

d. Number of fire engines and personnel dispatched to the fire; and

e. Initial response time and total duration at the incident scene.

H ISO Compliance Review: County shall provide the current Insurance

Services Office (ISO) rating for the City of Avenal and shall furnish any updated ISO
reports or rating changes to the City Manager as they become available. The County
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acknowledges that ISO conducts community reviews on a five to seven-year cycle for
insurance rate assessment purposes, and annual reviews are not available through the ISO
system. All ISO ratings and reports provided under this provision shall be made available
to the public for transparency with Avenal residents.

2. CONSIDERATION — CITY’S ANNUAL OBLIGATION.

A.  The City shall pay to the County the following amounts for the term of the
agreement which includes two full-time fire staff (Fire Captain, Fire Apparatus Engineer)
(commonly referred to as 2-0 staffing), operational expenses for the fire station, and
administrative and operational support staff:

FY24/25: $450,000.00

o FY25/26: $1,096,310.28
o FY26/27;$1,125,882.00
e FY27/28:$1,156,236.36
B. The City shall pay the above annual sum in equal quarterly installment

payments, which shall be due on September 30th, December 3 Ist, March 31st, and June
30th of the Fiscal Year. In the event that compensation is adjusted pursuant to Section 2.C
during a fiscal year, the adjusted quarterly payments shall take effect beginning with the
next quarterly payment due date following execution of the written amendment, with any
retroactive adjustments to be paid within thirty (30) days of such amendment.

C. In the event that the County’s Actual costs for providing fire services to the
City in any fiscal year exceed the annual compensation amount specified in Section 2.A by
more than ten percent (10%), the County may provide written notice to the City
documenting such cost overrun within sixty (60) days after the end of the applicable fiscal
year. Upon reccipt of such notice, the City Manager and the County Administrative Officer
shall meet within thirty (30} days to review in good faith the documented cost increases
and their underlying causes. The parties shall work collaboratively to identify whether
such cost increases result from factors including but not limited to inflation exceeding
anticipated levels, changes in labor costs, increased insurance or workers’ compensation
expenses, regulatory compliance requirements, or enhanced service demands. Ifthe parties
determine that the cost increases are reasonable and necessary for maintaining the agreed-
upon level of services, thy shall negotiate in good faith regarding an appropriate adjustment
to the compensation amount for the remainder of the Agreement term. Any compensation
adjustment agreed upon by the parties shall be memorialized through a written amendment
to this Agreement executed in accordance with Section 5.I. The County’s obligation to
continue providing services during the negotiation period shall not be affected, provided
that such negotiations are concluded within ninety (90) days after the initial meeting.

3. TERM OF THE AGREEMENT.

The County will provide fire services to the City under this Agreement for a period
of four (4) years, which shall commence on July 1, 2024, unless terminated by either party.
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Either party may terminate this Agreement without cause upon service of a Notice
of Intent followed by a Termination Notice; provided the Notice of Intent shall be in writin g
and provided to the other party as provided herein. No less than six (6) months and no
longer than nine (9) months following service of the Notice of Intent, a party wishing to
proceed with termination may issue a written Termination Notice to be effective no earlier
than one (1) year from service of such Termination Notice. A party may terminate this
Agreement for cause, effective immediately, upon written notice. Written notice of
termination (Notice of Intent and Termination Notice) of this Agreement must be given to
the other party by personal delivery or registered mail as set forth below.

Upon termination, the City shall be responsible for any and all unpaid amounts owed
to the County for fire services performed up to and including the date of termination. Such
payments shall be due to the County no later than thirty (30) days after the date of
termination.

Either party’s inability or unwillingness to negotiate in good faith regarding cost
adjustments under Section 2.C may constitute grounds for termination for cause under this
section.

4. INDEMNIFICATION.

The County shall indemnify, defend, and hold the City, its officers, agents, and
employees, harmless from loss, damage, or injury to any petson or property, or for reason
of anything done, permitted to be done, or omitted to be done by Fire Department personnel
in providing or failing to provide fire suppression and prevention services to the City or
caused by the gross negligence or intentional misconduct of Fire Department personnel in
providing or failing to provide fire suppression and prevention services to the City.

5. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS.

A.  Interpretation. This Agreement shall be interpreted in accordance with the
laws of the State of California. It is expressly agreed and understood that the rule stated in
Civil Code Section 1654, that ambiguities in a contract should be construed against the
drafter, shall have no application to the interpretation of this Agreement.

B. Severability. If any provision of this Agreement is found to be unenforceable,
the remainder shall be enforced as fully as possible, and the unenforceable provision shall
be deemed modified to the limited extent required to permit enforcement of the Agreement
as a whole.

C. Entire Agreement. This Agreement, including its Recitals and any exhibits,
which are fully incorporated into and are integral parts of this Agreement, constitutes the
entire agreement between the parties and there are no inducements, promises, terms,




conditions, or obligations made or entered into by the County or City other than those
contained herein.

D.  Good Faith Negotiation. The parties will use their best efforts in good faith
to cooperate in fulfilling the terms of this Agreement. Should a dispute arise between the
parties regarding administration of this Agreement or the services to be provided
hereunder, the Administrative Officer of the County and City Manager of City, shall meet
in an attempt to resolve the issue. Cost overrun disputes shall be addressed exclusively
through the procedures established in Section 2.C.

E. Waiver. The waiver by any party of a breach of any provision of this contract
shall not be deemed a continuing waiver or a waiver of any subsequent breach of that or
any other provision of this Agreement. Further, no waiver of any term, condition, or
covenant of this Agreement by either party shall be deemed as a waiver of any other term,
condition, or covenant herein contained to the strict and proper performance thereof.

F. No Third-Party Beneficiary. No person or organization shall be a third-party
beneficiary of this Agreement.

G.  No Assignment. Neither party to this Agreement may assign its rights,
privileges, benefits, or responsibilities hereunder to any other party without the express
prior written authorization of the other party to this Agreement.

H.  Notice. Any and all inquiries and notices with respect to this Agreement may
be given personally or by registered mail addressed to County or City at the following
address:

Either party may change the address to which the notices shall be sent by advising the other
party in writing of the change. Nothing herein shall preclude the giving of any notice by
personal service to the other party.

I. Alterations and Modifications of Agreement. No alteration or variation of the
terms of this Agreement shall be valid unless made in writing and signed by the parties
hereto, and no oral understanding or agreement not incorporated herein shall be binding on
any of the parties hereto. Notwithstanding, this Agreement may be modified by a written
amendment signed by the authorized representatives of the City and the County.

J. Captions and Headings. The caption or heading of each article of this
Agreement is inserted as a matter of convenience and reference only and in no way defines,
limits, or describes the scope of the Agreement or in any way affects it.
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K. Copies of Agreement. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts, each
of which shall be deemed a duplicate original.

6. AUTHORITY.

A. Legal Authority. Government Code Section 36501 provides that the
government of a general law city shall be vested in the officers therein named and includes
the designation of fire chief. Government Code Section 38611 provides that the Iegislative
body of a general law city shall establish a firc department for the city, and that said fire
department shall be under the charge of a chief who shall have had previous training and
experience as a {irefighter, and that the other members of said fire department shall consist
of paid firefighters or such companies of call firefighters (hereinafter “volunteers™) as the
legislative body may determine. Government Code Section 51301 authorizes the Board of
Supervisors to contract with a city within the county and authorizes the city legislative
body to contract with the county for the performance of city functions by appropriate
county officers and employees. Government Code Section 51303 provides in part that:
“The county officers and employees named in the contract shall exercise within the city all
of the powers and duties conferred upon the city officers or employees named in the
contract.”

B. Fire Chief. The City and County desire that the functions of the Chief of the
Fire Department of City shall be performed by the Chief of the Fire Department of County
acting as the Fire Chief of City.

SUMMARY:

Overview:
The Fire Department is requesting to continue participation in the regional Hazardous Materials
Response Team.

Recommendation:

Approve the first amendment with Tulare County fire agencies to continue participation in the
Tulare-Kings County Interagency Hazardous Materials Team retroactively effective from July 1,
2025 through June 30, 2030.

Fiscal Impact:

The annual cost of this agreement is $15,554, for an amendment total of $77,770. This agreement will
be paid from the Fire Fund in Budget Unit 241000 via savings of unused allocations and the
restructuring of other programs.

BACKGROUND:

In 2019, the Kings County Fire Department, in an effort to mitigate the possibility of significant events
involving hazardous materials, entered into a partnership with regional agencies to bolster capability and
readiness as well as share costs. The Hazardous Materials Team is a multi-agency collaboration that each
agency agrees to share costs, expertise, staffing, training, and equipment. The purpose of the partnership is to
provide a level of response to real threats in each of the communities, that singularly, each member would
struggle to maintain.

The Visalia Fire Department houses and maintains, with contributions from the partnership, a hazardous

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materials emergency unit equipped to mitigate large scale hazardous materials emergencies. When such an
emergency presents itself, specialized technicians, specific equipment, high level personal protective gear,
industry regulated monitoring devices, and expert staffing are required to safely mitigate the incident with the
least amount of impact on life, property, and the environment.

The partnership maintains a level of response necessary for the type of emergencies that Kings County is
exposed to every day when considering the diversity and quantities of hazardous materials traveling on the
roads and rail. The access to resources bolsters the department’s emergency capabilities and strengthens the
protections the department has in place to safeguard the communities within the County.

Due to the multi-agency involvement and the assurance of County’s safeguards, the agreement’s approval was
delayed.

This letter is to explain the modifications to the Tulare-Kings County Interagency Regional
Hazmat Team Amendment and Extension of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU
Amendment). As detailed below some of your agencies have already signed a version of the
MOU Amendment, but additional comments were received. In order to be clear that all parties to
the MOU are operating under the same terms, attached with this letter is a revised and final
version of the MOU Amendment that we are requesting each agency to sign and return. This
final version of the MOU Amendment includes a change to the effective date of the MOU
Amendment to clarify the date that the revised terms and cost share will begin.

In the spring of 2024, the process began to review and draft an amendment to the original MOU
for the Tulare-Kings County Interagency Regional Hazmat Team. Proposed amendments were
presented to the partnering agencies in October 2024. Partnering agencies began gaining
approval from their local authorities and submitting authorized signatures to the City of Visalia in
December 2024/January 2025. During this period, wording changes were requested by two
agencies.  Given the time it took to research and craft the amendments, gather authorized
signatures from partnering agencies, and craft and approve the proposed wording changes, we
feel that recirculating the modified MOU Amendment and changing the extension effective date
is prudent.

For your information and to assist in reviewing the changes from the original MOU Amendment,
included below is a description of the changes that were made to the MOU Amendment. The
attached final version for signature contains the revised text.

Original Text of Section 1. EXTENED TERM OF THE AGREEMENT

The Agencies agree that pursuant to Section 7 of the current MOU permitting the MOU to be
extended by a writing signed by all Agencies, the term of the MOU shall be extended for an
additional five-year term. The MOU, as modified by this Amendment, shall be extended until
June 30, 2029.

Amended Text of Section 1. EXTENDED TERM OF THE AGREEMENT

The Agencies agree that pursuant to Section 7 of the current MOU permitting the MOU to be
extended by a writing signed by all Agencies, the term of the MOU shall be extended or an
additional five-year term. The MOU, as modified by this Addendum, shall have an effective date
of July 1, 2025 through June 30, 2030.

Agencies with jurisdictional authority
do agree, if it is determined to be the most viable cost recovery option, to collect the funds in a
matter they deem appropriate and reimburse the Agencies of the Agreement within the next 12
months.

Agencies agree that VFD, as the lead agency (and primary location for Haz-Mat Team
equipment) shall establish an administrative per incident fee of $300.00 that will be applied to
reimburse VFD the administrative costs of assembling the specific personnel that will be
responding to each specific hazardous material incident. This per incident fee will only apply
when the VFD coordinates a response by the Haz-Mat Team to a request for assistance.

Cost Responsibility

The Agencies agree that each agency shall be responsible for its respective share of costs to
operate on an annual basis, the Haz-Mat Team.

The Agencies, by this Agreement have agreed that on an annual basis the Haz-Mat Team
should be funded $85,531.71, which amount shall increase annually based on the movement
of the unadjusted figures of the U.S. Department of Labor Consumer Price Index (“CPI”)
for all Urban Consumers. The amount listed above shall be changed in an amount equal to
the percentage of movement for the twelve-month period ending on June 30™ for each year
this Agreement is effect. In no instance shall the annual increase exceed 5%. Alternatively,
the Agencies may agree, in a writing signed by all Agencies, to a different annual increase
amount.

The Agencies agree that their share of the annual cost share shall be based on the respective
populations of each jurisdiction compared to the total overall population of all participating
jurisdictions. As census data is updated then the Agencies agree to update this section of
this Agreement based on the most recent census data.

In consideration of the City of Hanford transferring ownership of the 2007 Pierce Hazardous
Materials Unit to the City of Visalia for use by the Haz-Mat Team in 2019, the Agencies
agreed that Hanford shall be credited as contributing $100,240 or ten (10) years of payments,
whichever occurs first. The City of Hanford annual contribution shall be first subtracted
from this amount before any additional amounts are owed. As of the date of this Amendment,
signed in 2025, the City of Hanford contributions totaled $47,688.28, with $52,551.72
remaining as credits. VFD shall adopt an applicable cost recovery rate for this vehicle that
shall be applied to cost recovery charges for the VFD as it will have the responsibility to
maintain and operate the unit on behalf of the Haz-Mat Team. In case the City of Hanford
terminates this Agreement prior to this credit ending, then the City of Visalia shall either
return the 2007 Pierce Hazardous Materials Unit or pay the City of Hanford the outstanding
balance of the credit listed in this paragraph to retain the vehicle.

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INTRODUCTION

This First Amendment and Extension of the Memorandum of Understanding for the Tulare-
Kings County Interagency Hazardous Materials Team (“First Amendment”) is entered into
between the original parties to the MOU. The participating parties shall be referred to herein
collectively as "Agencies" or may be referred to individually as "Agency" in this First
Amendment.

The First Amendment is for the purpose of extending the current MOU for an additional five-
year term, while making amendments to strengthen the cost recovery provisions.

1. EXTENDED TERM OF THE AGREEMENT

The Agencies agree that pursuant to Section 7 of the current MOU permitting the MOU to be
extended by a writing signed by all Agencies, the term of the MOU shall be extended for an
additional five-year term. The MOU, as modified by this Amendment, shall have an effective
date of July 1, 2025, through June 30, 2030.

2. MODIFICATION TO COST RECOVERY AMONG AGENCIES

Section 6 of the MOU shall be replaced to read in its entirety as follows:
COST RECOVERY AMONG AGENCIES

The City of Visalia shall coordinate and monitor cost recovery efforts. Each Agency shall
provide Visalia with the applicable cost recovery rates for its personnel that serve on the Haz-
Mat Team. For purposes of cost recovery, the Agencies shall designate City of Visalia, acting
through the VFD, as their agent to seek cost recovery of personnel that responded as part of the
Haz-Mat Team.

Within thirty days of a hazardous materials incident each Agency shall provide VFD with a
record of all costs of resources, personnel, and equipment, deployed to the hazardous materials
incident.

The City of Visalia, as the designated agent under this Agreement, shall collect through cost
recovery efforts from the responsible party for the incident under applicable state or local laws
permitting cost recovery, all amounts expended by the Agencies under this Agreement. Each
Agency shall cooperate with VFD in collection efforts for incidents that occur within their
respective jurisdictional boundaries. All cost recovery revenue shall be reimbursed to the Agency
that incurred the expense. It is recommended Agencies account for Haz-Mat Team expenses
incurred by their respective agency in an account separate from other revenues and expenditures.

If the responsible party has not reimbursed the expenses incurred under this Agreement within
twelve months, Agencies agree to meet at this juncture to review the circumstances of the
incident, the costs incurred, and the recovery efforts to date. Agencies are not obligated to
reimburse the other Agencies for any cost recovery fees unless a written agreement exists after
the agencies have met and all recovery options have been considered. Agencies with



jurisdictional authority agree, if it is determined to be the most viable cost recovery option, to
collect the funds in a matter they deem appropriate and reimburse the Agencies of this
Agreement within the twelve (12) months following successful collection of said funds.

Agencies agree that VFD, as the lead agency (and primary location for Haz-Mat Team
equipment) shall establish an administrative per incident fee of $300.00 that will be applied to
reimburse VFD the administrative costs of assembling the specific personnel that will be
responding to each specific hazardous material incident. This per incident fee will only apply
when the VFD coordinates a response by the Haz-Mat Team to a request for assistance.

3. REVISION TO DUTIES ON TERMINATION

Section 8 — Termination of the MOU shall be replaced to read in its entirety as follows:
TERMINATION

An Agency party to this Agreement may voluntarily terminate participation upon one hundred
eighty (180) calendar days written notice to all other Agencies.

An Agency(ies) that are in breach of the terms of this Agreement shall be notified in writing and
have ninety (90) calendar days from the date of such notice to comply with the terms of the
Agreement or its participation will be terminated.

Agencies agree that if notice of termination is provided prior to October 1, when annual
contributions of funds or materials are made, then any required contributions under this
Agreement may be prorated based on the applicable termination date. All previously contributed
fees, materials and any assets purchased in part from contributed fees shall remain with the
remaining agencies comprising the Haz-Mat Team. This provision does not include the credit
received by the City of Hanford for the contribution of the 2007 Pierce Hazardous Materials
Unit, which has specific terms applicable in Exhibit "A" should the City of Hanford terminate
participation under this MOU.

Notwithstanding an Agency's withdrawal or termination, that Agency may continue to receive
cost recovery reimbursements as provided under this Agreement for costs incurred while the
Agency operated under this Agreement and provided personnel or equipment to a hazardous
material incident prior to termination.

4. CONTINUATION OF TERMS

Except as expressly amended or modified by this First Amendment, all terms, conditions,
covenants, and provisions of the original MOU, dated June 1, 2019. (the “Original Agreement”),
shall remain in full force and effect and are hereby ratified and confirmed by the Agencies. This
First Amendment is limited solely to the amendments expressly set forth herein. No other
changes, modifications, or amendments to the Original Agreement are intended or implied by
this First Amendment. In the Event of any conflict or inconsistency between the terms of this
First Amendment and the terms of the Original Agreement, the terms of this First Amendment
shall govern and control solely with respect to the subject matter expressly amended herein.



S. COUNTERPARTS

This Amendment may be executed in counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, all
of which together shall constitute one and the same instrument.

SUMMARY:

Overview:

The State of California Department of Transportation has prepared plans and specifications for the Dana
Circle Extension Project. The intent of the project is to reconstruct approximately 260 feet of roadway
along Dana Circle between Bernard Drive and the northern circle in Kettleman City, California.

Recommendation:
a. Approve the Plans and Specifications for the Dana Circle Extension Project;
b. Authorize the Public Works Department to advertise the project.

Fiscal Impact:

Project cost is estimated to be $1.1 million and will not impact the General fund as it is programmed
through the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ)
program. CMAQ will provide 88.53 percent of the funding totaling $973,830 and the County Road Fund
will cover 11.47 percent of the cost totaling $126,170.

BACKGROUND:

The County of Kings (County) is the lead agency on a project to extend Dana Circle to State Route 41. Over the
past twenty years, demand for development within the Kettleman City commercial district has remained steady.
The restaurants, hotels, gas stations, and other businesses established over time not only service the residents of
Kettleman City, but they also offer a respite for travelers on I-5 and SR41. Over time, the development, along
with through traffic on SR41, has created a bottleneck at the intersection of Bernard Drive and SR41, which is
the heart of this district. In order to remedy the situation, a roundabout project at Bernard Avenue has been
designed to address the existing congestion. In efforts to provide traffic movement during construction of the
roundabout, the county and Caltrans have agreed to extend Dana drive from the existing cul-de-sac to SR41.

Caltrans has prepared the plans specifications and estimate package as well as the right of way phase for this

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project, and the county will now advertise and lead construction. If approved by the board the project will be
advertised beginning on October 21, 2025, for 30 days, and the bids will open the week of the 27" of
November. Once bids have opened and the lowest bid selected, the notice of award will be presented before the
board. From then on, assuming that county risk department and county counsel take 10 weeks to review the
construction agreement, the earliest the agreement would go before the board would be sometime in February
2026. The project is scheduled to have 50 working days duration. The project is estimated to be completed at
the end of April or early May.

SUMMARY:

Overview:

Pursuant to Section 890 and 890.1 of the California Penal Code, the fee for grand jurors is $15 a day for
each day’s attendance as a grand juror and mileage reimbursement, paid at the current reimbursement
rate used by the Internal Revenue Service (IRS), for each mile traveled in attending court as a grand
juror. By law, per diem and mileage of grand jurors shall be paid by the treasurer of the county out of
the general fund. Currently, the grand jurors are paid a meeting stipend of $25 for each day’s attendance
as a grand juror plus mileage at the IRS reimbursable rate, unless a higher amount is specified by statute
or county ordinance. Therefore, staff requests to formalize the higher rate of $25 for Fiscal Year (FY)
2024-25 and 2025-26.

Recommendation:
Introduce an Ordinance to add Article VII to Chapter 2 of the Kings County Code of Ordinances
relating to Grand Jury payments and fees.

Fiscal Impact:

Prior to FY 2024-25 the stipend was $15 a day for each day’s attendance as a grand juror and in FY
2024-25 through FY 2025-26 the stipend was set at $25 for each day’s attendance as a grand juror. The
current stipend rate of $25 is included in the Grand Jury’s FY 2025-26 Adopted Budget.

BACKGROUND:

On October 4, 2016, Resolution No. 16-068 was approved by the Board. This approval set the meeting stipend
at $15 per day for attendance as a grand juror plus mileage. An analysis comparing the meeting stipend to other
comparable counties was conducted by staff in 2023, when the rate was then changed to $25 beginning FY
2024-25 based on the results of the study.

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Although the meeting stipend has not formally increased by county ordinance or resolution, an additional
comparable county analysis is underway to verify if the fee is justified. The intent of the analysis is to confirm
whether the $25 rate will be maintained or reduced moving forward. Regardless, prior to July 1, 2026, staff will
prepare an agenda item seeking to modify the rate effective July 1, 2026, via county ordinance and/or resolution
but because the Grand Jury has already been paid the $25 per day amount staff is recommending to continue
such amount for the current fiscal year only while staff conducts this through analysis, the grand jury will be
notified that there is a potential for rate change.

Upon Board adoption, a summary of the ordinance and the Supervisors’ votes will be published in the local
newspaper and posted on the Clerk of the Board’s website. The ordinance will take effect 30 days after Board

approval.

Pursuant to Government Code section 68091 and as allowed under Penal Code
Section 890, Grand Jurors shall receive compensation as specified in a resolution adopted
by the Board of Supervisors, provided it is not less than the amount required by Penal Code
section 890. No more than one per diem shall be paid to a Grand Juror for all services

rendered on any one day.
Section 2-123 — Payment of Mileage to Grand Jurors.

Persons serving as members of the grand jury of the county shall be reimbursed for
mileage traveled in the performance of their duties as grand jurors at the same rate as that

paid to county employees.
Section 2-124 — Severability.

If any portion of this Article is held to be invalid by any court of competent
jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity or effectiveness of the remaining

portions of this Article. The Board of Supervisors of the County of Kings hereby declares



it would have passed each remaining portion irrespective of the fact that any one or more

portions are declared invalid.
SECTION 2: EFFECTIVE DATE.

This Ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days after its adoption and before the expiration of fifteen
(15) days after its passage; it (or a summary) shall be published with the names of the members of the Board
of Supervisors voting for and against the same in the Hanford Sentinel newspaper published in the County

of Kings.

SUMMARY:

Overview:

The Master Fee Schedule is comprehensively reviewed every other year by each department to calculate
the fees charged to the community for various activities. Changes to the existing fee schedule are
presented to the Board to consider updating the fees charged for services. This biennial review helps
ensure the County is recovering as much of the cost of providing services to the community as fiscally
possible while keeping in mind the burden placed on constituents. The Master Fee Schedule will be
discussed in a study session with the Board to give an overview of the proposed changes. Staff will
return to the Board for the introduction and adoption of these fees via an ordinance following a public
hearing.

Recommendation:
Receive a presentation regarding the County’s Master Fee Schedule Biennial update.

Fiscal Impact:

There is no fiscal impact with the study session. The overall fiscal impact of adopting all proposed
changes is an estimated reduction in unreimbursed costs realized by the various departments providing
critical services to the community.

BACKGROUND:

State and local governments use charges and fees to help fund certain services. When these specific services
provide a benefit to a particular individual or group of individuals, then governments often create charges and
fees paid for by direct recipients of those that receive these specific benefits from such services, rather than
using general revenues. A fee amount cannot be in excess of the cost to provide the service. Instead, the amount
of a fee should be sufficient to recover the costs of a service and ensure its future sustainability. Fees are applied
on a user-pay basis, so only those who benefit from the service bear the fee. In order to maintain

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transparency and ease of access, the fees have been combined into a single master document, known as the
Master Fee Schedule.

The County’s Master Fee Schedule was established by Ordinance #510, which was adopted in April 1993 with
the stipulation that the adopted fees be reviewed periodically. In May of 1995, the Master Fee Ordinance, 520.1,
was merged with several separate ordinances to update the schedule of fees. The current version is Master Fee
Ordinance #520.24 and is presented with the most current fee adjustments proposed by the impacted County
departments.

Reviewing established fees is a critical task for departments to complete, and the County endeavors to review
these fees biennially. The revenue generated from established fees supports several public services provided
each fiscal year. Prior to the passage of Proposition 13 in 1978, the majority of governmental services were
supported by property taxes whether or not the property owner benefited directly from the service. The passage
of Proposition 13 introduced the concept that basic governmental services, such as public safety, should be
funded with general revenues. Specialized services delivered to selected persons/businesses or optional services,
in terms of the nature of the service provided, became fee-based to support those distinct public services. The
last comprehensive review of the Master Fee schedule was completed in May 2023. While the County strives to
review each fee every two years, there are fees that have not been adjusted in a number of years for various
reasons. Any fees that are not fully recovering the cost to provide the service are required to be subsidized from
the department’s other revenue sources — which can often times be General Fund.

There are two large categories of fees — those that are specifically listed in statute, and those that are considered
“annual cost” fees. Statutory fees are specifically set by State law. Annual cost fees are those in which the
County department must calculate the actual cost to provide the specific service. State law allows the county to
recover up to, but not more than, the actual cost to provide the service.

A summary of the fee changes proposed by departments is shown below, as a quick reference to the total
number and type of changes proposed by each department. Staff requests direction from the Board regarding the
fees as they are presented during the study session. Staff notified community organizations about the proposed
fee changes and potential to be adopted during the proposed public hearing on November 4, 2025. Also, a
notice of the proposed public hearing is scheduled to appear in the Hanford Sentinel on October 25, 2025 and is
scheduled to appear again on October 30, 2025.
