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Goals and Accomplishments 

1.Restart annual BHAB retreat
On March 6, 2024, the Kings County Behavioral Health Advisory Board
(BHAB) held its annual retreat. The focus of this retreat was to review the
Brown Act and Robert’s Rules of Order, discuss the statutory requirements of
the BHAB, and examine the programs, services, and funding of Kings County
Behavioral Health (KCBH). Additionally, participants reviewed data from the
KCBH Mental Health Plan and discussed revisions to the bylaws.

2. Revise BHAB Bylaws
During the BHAB retreat, members suggested several changes to the Bylaws.
These changes included reducing the number of board member seats from 13
to 10, establishing requirements for leaves of absence, allowing remote
participation in cases of emergency circumstances, and creating a standing
executive board to facilitate faster membership changes or the formation of ad
hoc committees. The BHAB adopted these changes, which were subsequently
approved by the Board of Supervisors in December 2024.

3. Recruit and receive new member applications
Between 2024 and 2025, the Kings County Behavioral Health Advisory Board
sought additional board members. During this time, the advisory board received
five new applications. In April 2025, the application review committee evaluated
these applications and recommended that two of them move forward. One of
the recommended applicants will fill a vacant seat representing a local
education agency. The suggested new members were presented to the
Behavioral Health Advisory Board during the April meeting, and it was agreed
to move forward with recommendations for appointment to the Board of
Supervisors.



4. Review Systems of Care
The advisory board reviewed the systems of care and services offered by Kings
County Behavioral Health (KCBH). The board received presentations on
several key topics, including the Electronic Health Record system, the MOST
Innovation Project, information about the KIND Center, the Mental Health
Services Act (MHSA) Plan and services, Drug Medi-Cal (DMC) Services,
Housing Support, and Payment Reform. 

These presentations provided an overview of the systems of care for adults,
children, and substance use disorders, highlighting how all the services offered
by KCBH support these frameworks. The advisory board gained valuable
knowledge about the intricacies of these systems and their operations.
Additionally, board members had the opportunity to ask questions and provide
feedback on the services and programs offered by KCBH.

SUBJECT: INTRODUCE AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND THE COUNTY OF KINGS CODE 

ORDINANCES TO ADD SECTION 2-9 RELATED TO ELECTRONIC FILING 
CAMPAIGN AND OTHER DISCLOSURES STATEMENTS 
 

SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
The proposed ordinance is to require online electronic filing of campaign statements and require online 
reporting of contributions and independent expenditures regarding elections of Candidates to any elected 
position within the County of Kings. The proposed ordinance would require Candidates and Committees 
to file their respective Fair Political Practice Commission (FPPC) documents electronically via an online 
portal. 
  
Recommendation: 
Introduce an Ordinance requiring specified candidates, committees, slate mailer organizations 
and lobbyists, lobbyists firms and lobbyist employers to file their Campaign Disclosures 
Statements and their respective FPPC documents electronically 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
The $7,500 annual cost for the NetFile agreement has been incorporated into the Fiscal Year (FY) 2025-
26 budget for the Elections Department, budget unit 155000. 
 

BACKGROUND: 
The Political Reform Act of 1974 requires specified candidates, committees, slate mailer organizations and 
lobbyists, lobbyists firms and lobbyist employers to file campaign statements and reports online or 
electronically with the Secretary of State, and as specified certain of these entities are required to file campaign 
statements and reports with the local filing officers. 

 
(Cont’d) 
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In July 2012, the California Legislature approved Assembly Bill 2452, which authorizes local jurisdictions, with 
certain exceptions to require an elected officer, candidate, committee, or other person required to file specified 
statements, reports, or other FPPC documents online or electronically with a local officer. Assembly Bill 2452 
went into effect on January 1, 2013, and also prescribes criteria that must be satisfied by a local government 
agency that requires online or electronic filing of statements, reports, or other documents, as specified, 
including among others, that the system be available free of charge to filers and to the public for viewing of 
filings, and that the system include a procedure for filers to comply with the requirement that they sign 
statements and reports under penalty of perjury. 
 
In September 2020, the California Legislature approved Assembly Bill 2151, which added Section 84616 to the 
California Government Code. The adoption of SB 2151 requires that local government agency post within 72 
hours of the applicable filing deadline, a copy of the specified statement, report, or other FPPC documents filed 
with the agency in paper format. SB 2151 also requires that the statements, reports, or other FPPC documents 
filed be made available for four years from the date of the election associated with the filing. Assembly Bill 
2151 became effective January 1, 2021. 
 
The ordinance will require an elected officer, candidate, committee, or other person required to file specified 
statements, reports, or other FPPC documents pursuant to the Political Reform Act to file the said documents 
online or in an electronic format. Only those parties listed above which have received a total contribution of 
$2000 or more or made contributions of $1000 or more in independent expenditures shall be required to file 
electronically. 
 
The ordinance will also require a twenty-four (24) hour electronically filed disclosure of a contribution received 
by or made to a candidate of $1000 or more, and a ten (10) business day period for contributions received or 
made to a candidate exceeded $5000. 
 
Adoption of the proposed ordinance will eliminate manual processing and posting of specified statements, 
reports, or other FPPC documents as required, thereby releasing departmental resources to other task or duties. 
The proposed ordinance would also allow the public to view any available specified statements, reports, or other 
FPPC documents as filed by an elected officer, candidate, committee, or other person required to file, 
electronically without having to visit the Elections Department. 
 
Upon Board adoption, a summary of the ordinance and the Supervisors’ votes will be published in the local 
newspaper and posted on the Clerk of the Board’s website. The ordinance will take effect 30 days after Board 
approval.

ORDINANCE NO.  719  
 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE COUNTY OF KINGS BOARD OF SUPERVISORS TO ADD 
SECTION 2-9 KINGS COUNTY CODE RELATING TO ELECTRONIC FILING OF 

CAMPAIGN AND OTHER DISCLOSURE STATEMENTS 
 

The Board of Supervisors of the County of Kings, State of California, ordains as follows: 
 

WHEREAS, Government Code sections 84615 and 87500.2 permit local government agencies to 

require online filing of specified statements, reports, or other documents; and 

WHEREAS, the County Registrar of Voters has proposed adoption of an online filing system for 
 
specified campaign disclosure documents; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Board finds that the proposed online filing system will operate securely and 

effectively and will not unduly burden filers. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of Supervisors of the County of Kings ordains as follows: 
 
SECTION 1 
 

Chapter 2 of the Kings County Code of Ordinances is hereby amended by adding Section 
 
2-9 as follows:  
 

Electronic Filing of Campaign and Other Disclosure Statements. 
 

A. Any elected officer, candidate, committee, or other person required by Chapters 4 

or 7 of the Political Reform Act (California Government Code sections 84100, et seq.) to file statements, 

reports or other documents with the County Registrar of Voters may file such statements, reports, or 

documents using the County Registrar of Voters online system according to procedures established by the 

County Registrar of Voters. The requirement for online filing shall be subject to the exemptions, 

limitations, and requirements set by California Government Code sections 84615 and 87500.2 and 

applicable regulations adopted by the California Fair Political Practices Commission.

B. All material filed electronically pursuant to this section shall be made available to 

the public free of charge. However, the data made available on the internet shall not contain the street 

name and building number of the persons or entity representatives listed on the electronically file forms, 

nor any bank account number required to be disclosed by the filer. The County Registrar of Voters shall 

make a complete, unredacted copy of such filed materials, including any street names, building numbers, 

and bank account numbers disclosed by the filer, available to any person upon request.” 

SECTION 2 
 

This Ordinance shall take effect and be in force thirty (30) days from and after its passage.

SUBJECT: PERSONAL COMPUTING REFRESH PURCHASE WITH DELL 

COMPUTERS 
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
January 30, 2024, the Board approved a reallocation of $900,000 from the General Fund reserves entrusted 
for technology sustainability to fund the Computer Hardware Refresh Program. This allows a portion of 
the County’s personal computing (PC) equipment inventory to be replaced each year. Keeping equipment 
up to date is important to meet increasing security requirements without affecting employee productivity. 
Each year the Information Technology Department (ITD) replaces a portion of the County’s PC inventory 
to retire older computers that are at or near the end of useful life. 

  
Recommendation: 
Authorize the Purchasing Manager to sign a purchase order for the purchase of personal computing 
equipment. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
The cost to purchase equipment quoted at $157,258 will be funded through PC Replacement Budget Unit 
195100. The appropriation is from the Information Technology Internal Service Fund Assigned Fund 
Balance. Participating departments will reimburse this purchase over the next five years, including a 5% 
increase for future sustainability. The annualized cost of $33,025 per fiscal year is included in their 
requested budgets (Fiscal Year 2025-26 through Fiscal Year 2031-32). 
 

BACKGROUND: 
ITD supports and maintains all County computer equipment. This includes the development of recommended  
specifications for functional usage, the duration of use, and the timing of replacement. 
 

(Cont’d) 
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Working with Administration, ITD put in place a plan to extend and smooth out the cost of replacing General 
Fund computers. The plan is designed to better control computer inventory, extend the duration of replacement, 
even out the ITD workload of installing new PCs, and save money. 
 
To accomplish these goals, ITD recommends replacement of the user’s primary device in the replacement 
program and spreads those units evenly over the replacement cycle. Each user receives either a desktop or a laptop 
as a primary device through the ITD replacement program. The program will only provide replacement for the 
primary device. Replacing more units than this is cost prohibitive. Each year, ITD will recommend a list of 
computers that will be slated for replacement in the following fiscal year as part of the budget process. Once the 
list is agreed upon by Administration and the affected departments, ITD will present a purchase agreement for 
the Board’s consideration. In total there will be 66 computers that will be replaced under this program this year. 
This year’s total includes 21 desktops, 45 laptops, 39 regular monitors, and 43 video conference monitors.

SUBJECT: IMPLEMENTATION OF GOVERNMENT CODE SECTION 51244(B) TO 

MODIFY THE WILLIAMSON ACT PROGRAM 
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
In July 2011, the California Legislature enacted Assembly Bill 1265 which amended Section 51244 of 
the California Government Code. The change authorized counties to reduce the terms of Williamson Act 
Land Conservation and Farmland Security Zone contracts to 9 and 18 years respectively, resulting in a 
10% reduction in the landowners’ property tax relief. The legislation was to expire on January 1, 2016; 
however, in September 2014, the State Legislature amended Section 51244 to eliminate the expiration 
date and allow a jurisdiction to implement the contract reductions in any year that subvention funds are 
not received. 

 
Recommendation: 

a.  Conduct a public hearing to implement modifications to the California Land Conservation 
Williamson Act Program; 

b. Find that reducing Williamson Act and Farmland Security Zone contract terms by ten 
percent is exempt from environmental review pursuant to the California Environmental 
Quality Act Guidelines Section 15317, and none of the circumstances in Section 15300.2 
apply; 

c. Adopt a Resolution to implement Government Code Section 51244(b) to reduce Williamson 
Act and Farmland Security Zone contract terms by ten percent. 

   
Fiscal Impact: 
Implementing Section 51244(b) will allow the County to recapture a portion of foregone property tax 
revenue by decreasing Williamson Act contract terms by 10% while allowing landowners to retain 90%  

 
(Cont’d) 
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of reduced tax benefits. In addition to staff time, the cost of implementing Section 51244(b) would 
include approximately $2,000 for the required public hearing noticing.  

 
BACKGROUND: 
In 1965, the California State Legislature adopted the California Land Conservation Act of 1965, commonly referred 
to as the “Williamson Act” Program. This act provided property tax relief to agricultural landowners who 
voluntarily agreed to devote their land to long-term commercial agricultural use through a 10-year Williamson Act 
Land Conservation contract or 20-year Farmland Security Zone Contract. The County of Kings implemented this 
program in late 1969, only after the State Legislature began developing legislation to reimburse counties for the tax 
revenue loss that resulted from implementing the Williamson Act Program.   
 
Historically, the State budget included over $37 million in Williamson Act subvention funding, but in the 2009-
2010 State budget, the Governor provided for only $1,000 in subvention funding. This represented a $2.5 million 
revenue loss for Kings County. A similar cut was proposed for the fiscal year 2010-2011, until the California Farm 
Bureau Federation sponsored Assembly Bill 2530 (AB 2530), which was later replaced by Senate Bill 863 (SB 
863), which provided a temporary solution to this dire situation.  
 
Senate Bill 863 was a budget trailer bill that offered $10 million in subventions to be allocated to counties that 
implemented a program to re-capture a portion of foregone tax revenue by decreasing Williamson Act and 
Farmland Security Zone contract terms by 10% and allowing landowners to retain 90% of their reduced tax 
benefits. It was designed as a temporary funding strategy to encourage counties to maintain a program that benefits 
family farmers and ranchers. It became effective on October 19, 2010. In March of 2011, SB 863 was repealed by 
Senate Bill 80 (SB 80), thus removing the $10 million allocated for fiscal year 2010-2011 subventions and 
repealing the reduced contract terms. Assembly Bill 1265 (AB 1265), enacted in July 2011, re-established the 
reduced 9- and 18-year term contracts and was specifically declared retroactive, applying from January 1, 2011, to 
January 1, 2016.  In September 2014, the Legislature amended Section 51244 (Exhibit “B”) to remove the 
expiration date and allow jurisdictions to annually implement the reduced contract terms, as necessary.   
 
The Board has implemented contract reductions from 2012 through 2024, which included a reduction of property 
tax relief benefits and related reduction of the term of the contracts to 9 years for Williamson Act contracts or 18 
years for Farmland Security Zone contracts to be effective calendar years 2013-2025.  
 
The County did not receive subvention funding in fiscal year 2024/2025 and qualifies for the Section 51244(b) 
implementation. A notice regarding this public hearing was posted in the Hanford Sentinel and mailed to the 
approximately 2,000 landowners currently under a Williamson Act or Farmland Security Zone Contract on October 
17, 2025. 
 
Should the Board elect to continue the implementation of Section 51244(b), the County shall record a Notice of 
Implementation of Section 51244(b) for Fiscal Year 2026/2027 and include the affected parcel number(s) and 
current owner’s names. The County shall notify all contracted landowners of the final decision of the Board to 
implement or not implement Section 51244(b) combined with a statement that the landowner may prevent 
reduction of his/her contract term by serving a Notice of Non-Renewal to the County by February 1, 2026. In 
addition, the Assessor’s Office will be required to make the appropriate modifications to the assessed values as 
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of January 1, 2026, and the Assessor and the Department of Finance will be required to modify the fiscal year 
2026/2027 tax bills to reflect the assessment changes. The Community Development Agency, the Assessor’s 
Office, and the Clerk-Recorder will process all Notices of Non-Renewals received.  
 
ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW:   
Pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA), Categorical Exemption Class 17 for Open Space 
Contracts or Easements in Section 15317 (Exhibit “C”) of the California Environmental Quality Act & CEQA 
Guidelines states, “Class 17 consists of the establishment of agricultural preserves, the making and renewing of 
open space contracts under the Williamson Act, or the acceptance of easements or fee interests in order to 
maintain the open space character of the area. The cancellation of such preserves, contracts, interests, or 
easements is not included and will normally be an action subject to the CEQA process.” The approval to 
implement Government Code Section 51244(b) affects contracts in agricultural preserves that are already 
established, maintains the open space character of the area, and is not a contract cancellation and therefore 
qualifies for the CEQA Class 17 Categorical Exemption from environmental review, and none of the findings 
stated in CEQA Guidelines Section 15300.2 (Exhibit “C”) can be made.
