Overview: 
Kings County currently has an agreement with CDW Government for the technical support services of 
the VEEAM for Microsoft 365 and VEEAM Enterprise Backup systems. This agreement will expire on  
May 17, 2026. 
 
Recommendation: 

a. Approve the Agreement with CDW Government for the renewal of VEEAM for Microsoft 
Office 365 effective May 17, 2026 to May 16, 2027. 

b. Authorize the Purchasing Manager to sign the purchase order with CDW Government for 
VEEAM for Microsoft Office 365.   

 
Fiscal Impact: 
The cost of the one-year renewal is $64,984 which is included in the Information Technology 
Department’s Fiscal Year 2025-26 Adopted Budget in Budget Unit 195000. 
 

BACKGROUND: 
VEEAM is a critical component of the County’s data protection and disaster recovery infrastructure. 
Continuous technical support is essential to ensure reliable system performance, timely updates, and access to 
vendor expertise for troubleshooting and maintenance. Kings County currently maintains a technical support 
services agreement with CDW Government for these functions.

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered into on May 6th  
 by and between the County of Kings, a political subdivision of the State of California

WHEREAS, the County requires VEEAM backup platform and license for 
Microsoft 365; and 

WHEREAS, Contractor is ready, willing, able, and qualified to perform such 
services. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows: 

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES 

The County engages Contractor and Contractor shall do, perform, and carry out the 
services as set forth in the Renewal Quote, attached hereto as Exhibit A. The Parties shall 
also be subject to the CDW Terms and Conditions of Sales and Services Project, which are 
attached hereto as Exhibit B. All exhibits referenced herein are incorporated herein by 
reference. To the extent that Exhibit B is available at the aforementioned hyperlink, Parties 
shall be subject to the terms in effect at the time of the execution of this Agreement. In 
case of any conflict between the Agreement and the exhibits thereto, this Agreement shall 
supersede and take precedence. 

2. RESPONSIBILITIES OF CONTRACTOR

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3. COMPENSATION 

County shall pay Contractor for the satisfactory performance of services provided 
pursuant to the terms of this Agreement, an amount not to exceed Sixty-Four Thousand 
Nine Hundred Eighty-Three Dollars and Sixty-Eight Cents ($64,983.68) as total 
compensation for the term of this Agreement, as outlined in Exhibit A. 

Upon approval of County, County shall pay Contractor annual amount for hardware 
maintenance and software subscriptions within thirty (30) days of receipt of invoice, all 
other services shall be paid monthly in arrears, within thirty (30) days of receipt of timely 
invoices. Contractor shall submit invoices to County describing the services rendered, to 
whom, the date(s) of service, and the charges in a form approved by the County. Invoices 
must be documented in such reasonable detail as required by the County's Auditor to 
determine whether the funds were expended for the intended purposes. 

4. TERM 

This Agreement commences on May 17, 2026, and continues for a single one (1) 
year period, unless otherwise terminated in accordance with its terms. Any change to the 
term period shall require an amendment to this Agreement executed by both Parties. 

5. RECORDS AND INSPECTIONS 

Contractor shall maintain full, complete, and accurate records with respect to all 
matters covered under this Agreement. Contractor shall: (a) prepare all records in 
accordance with generally accepted accounting procedures; (b) clearly identify the records; 
(c) keep said records readily accessible; and (d) maintain the records for three (3) years 
after the termination of this Agreement. County shall have free access during normal work 
hours to such records, one time each twelve (12) month period, at a mutually agreeable 
time and location, to examine, inspect, copy, or audit them, at no cost to County. 

6. AMENDMENTS 

The Parties may modify this Agreement only by a written amendment signed by the 

authorized by the Board. 

7. TERMINATION 

The right to terminate this Agreement may be exercised without prejudice to any 
other right or remedy to which the terminating Party may be entitled at law or under this 
Agreement. 

A. Without Cause. Either Party may terminate this Agreement without cause by 
giving the other Party thirty (30) calendar  written notice of its intention to terminate

B. With Cause. This Agreement may be terminated by either Party should the 
other Party materially breach its duties or responsibilities hereunder. Upon determining 
whether a material breach has occurred, the non-breaching Party shall provide written 
notice to the breaching Party of its intention to terminate this Agreement and inform the 
breaching Party whether the breach is able to be cured or not. 

1) Breach Subject to Cure. Unless otherwise specifically noted in the 
Notice of Breach, all Notices of Breach shall be deemed subject to this provision.

Confidential Information will not include information which: (a) becomes known 
to the public through no act of the receiving party; (b) was known to the receiving party, 
or becomes known to the receiving party from a third party having the right to disclose it 
and having no obligation of confidentiality to the disclosing party with respect to the 
applicable information; or (c) is independently developed by agents, employees or 
subcontractors of the receiving party who have not had access to such information. To the 
extent practicable, Confidential Information should be clearly identified or labeled as 
such by the disclosing party at the time of disclosure or as promptly thereafter as 
possible, however, failure to so identify or label such Confidential Information will not be 
evidence that such information is not confidential or protectable. 

Each party agrees to hold the other party's Confidential Information confidential for a 
period of three (3) years following the date of disclosure and to do so in a manner at least 
as protective as it holds its own Confidential Information of like kind but to use no less 
than a reasonable degree of care. Disclosures of the other party's Confidential 
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Information will be restricted (i) to those individuals who are participating in the 
performance of this Agreement or the applicable Statement of Work and need to know 
such Confidential Information for purposes of providing or receiving the Products or 
Services or otherwise in connection with this Agreement or the applicable Statement of 
Work, or (ii) to its business, legal and financial advisors, each on a confidential basis. 
Each party agrees not to use any Confidential Information of the other party for any 
purpose other than the business purposes contemplated by this Agreement and the 
applicable Statement of Work. Upon the written request of a party, the other party will 
either return or certify the destruction of the Confidential Information of the other party. 

If a receiving party is required by law, rule or regulation, or requested in any judicial or 
administrative proceeding or by any governmental or regulatory authority, to disclose 
Confidential Information of the other party, the receiving party will give the disclosing 
party prompt notice of such request so that the disclosing party may seek an appropriate 
protective order or similar protective measure and will use reasonable efforts to obtain 
confidential treatment of the Confidential Information so disclosed. 

Return Privileges 

CDW allows Customer returns based on the policies of the original product manufacturer. 
Software is not returnable if the packaging has been opened. If software was distributed 
electronically, it is not returnable if the licenses were downloaded. Customers should 
contact CDW Customer Relations to initiate a return or for additional information.

Termination

FINALLY BY BINDING ARBITRATION. If arbitration is chosen, it will be conducted 
pursuant to the Rules of the American Arbitration Association. If arbitration is chosen by 
any party with respect to a Claim, neither Seller nor Customer will have the right to 
litigate that Claim in court or to have a jury trial on that Claim or to engage in pre-
arbitration discovery, except as provided for in the applicable arbitration rules or by 
agreement of the parties involved. Further, Customer will not have the right to participate 
as a representative or member of any class of claimants pertaining to any Claim. 
Notwithstanding any choice of law provision included in these Terms and Conditions, 
this arbitration agreement is subject to the Federal Arbitration Act (9 U.S.C. §§ 1-16). 
The arbitration will take place exclusively in Chicago, Illinois. Any court having 
jurisdiction may enter judgment on the award rendered by the arbitrator(s). Each party 
involved will bear its own cost of any legal representation, discovery or research required 
to complete arbitration. The existence or results of any arbitration will be treated as 
confidential. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, all matters 
pertaining to the collection of amounts due to Seller arising out of the Products or 
Services will be exclusively litigated in court rather than through arbitration. 

Personal Data 

If and to the extent that Seller will process Personal Data on behalf of Customer in the 
provision of Services under this Agreement, the Data Processing Agreement shall apply 
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to such processing and is incorporated by reference. As used herein, "Personal Data" 
means any information that identifies relates to, describes, is capable of being associated 
with, or could reasonably be linked, directly or indirectly, with a particular individual or 
household in connection with the Services performed for Customer, including without 
limitation any information that qualifies as "personal information" or "personal data" 
under data protection laws applicable to Seller. 

Miscellaneous 

Seller may assign or subcontract all or any portion of its rights or obligations with respect 
to the sale of Products or the performance of Services or assign the right to receive 
payments, without Customer's consent.

Customer will pay for, and will indemnify, defend, and hold Seller and its Affiliates and 
each of their respective directors, officers, employees, and agents harmless from loss (of 
any kind), cost, damage, or expense (including, but not limited to, attorney's fees and 
expenses) arising out of any Taxes. Customer must claim any exemption from such taxes, 
fees or charges at the time of purchase and provide Seller with the necessary supporting 
documentation. Any taxes, charges, fees, penalties, and interests in respect thereof that 
are the responsibility of Customer hereunder may be invoiced by Seller in the Product or 
Services invoices or separately. For purposes of this Section, "Taxes" means any 
applicable sales, use, transaction, value added, goods and services tax, harmonized sales 
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tax, withholding tax, excise or similar taxes, and any foreign, provincial, federal, state or 
local fees or charges (including but not limited to, environmental or similar fees) and any 
income or business tax liability, including any penalties and interest in respect thereof, 
imposed on, in respect of or otherwise associated with any transaction hereunder, or the 
Purchased Items (except taxes on or measured by the net income of Seller). 

If the Laws or a governmental authority imposes or adopts regulation, or there is a change 
in the Laws, which requires Seller or any of its Affiliates to register and/or obtain a 
governmental license, permit, or consent to make the Services available within a 
jurisdiction, Seller has the right not to make available or terminate the Service to the 
Customer's Affiliate(s) in such jurisdiction without any liability whatsoever to the 
Customer or its Affiliates. For purposes of this Agreement, "Laws" means any applicable 
federal, state, provincial, local, municipal, regional, foreign, international, multinational 
or other constitution, law, statute, treaty, rule, regulation, regulatory or legislative 
requirement, ordinance, license, restriction, judicial or administrative order, code, 
common law or other pronouncement having the effect of law. 

Customer and Seller are solely obligated to address and resolve all claims, controversies 
or disputes associated with provision of Services (including any damages or injuries to a 
party's foreign Affiliates) in the United States as provided in the Arbitration clause above. 
In the event a party's foreign Affiliate brings suit or makes a claim or demand against the 
other party or an Affiliate of the other party located outside of the United States, such 
party will work with its foreign Affiliate to dismiss the suit, claim, or demand, and such 
party will bring such suit, claim or demand against the other party directly in the United 
States instead. In addition, such party will reimburse the other party or the other party's 
Affiliates for any of the costs or expenses that the other party or the other party's 
Affiliates reasonably incurred while responding to the suit, claim or demand brought by 
such party's foreign Affiliate.

SUBJECT: PURCHASE OF FURNITURE AND SHELVING FOR THE HANFORD AND 

LEMOORE BRANCH LIBRARIES  
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview:  
The Hanford and Lemoore branch libraries are undergoing extensive remodeling as part of the Building 
Forward Infrastructure Grant. The grant funding does not include furniture and shelving; therefore, both 
branches require new furnishings and shelving to support staff operations and public use upon 
completion of the renovations. 
 
Recommendation: 

a. Approve the purchase of furniture and shelving for the Hanford and Lemoore branch 
libraries from Cal Bennetts; 

b. Authorize the Purchasing Manager to sign the quote and corresponding purchase order;   
c. Adopt the budget change. (4/5 vote required) 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no impact to the County General Fund. Some expenditures were not included in the Adopted 
Budget for Fiscal Year (FY) 2025-26 and will require a budget adjustment and transfer of funds. Funds 
in the amount of $548,925 for the Hanford branch and $250,924 for the Lemoore branch will be 
transferred from Library Contingencies Budget Unit 990200 to the Library operations budget in Budget 
Unit 620000, which were not included in the FY 2025-26 Adopted Budget. Additionally, $113,770 for 
the Lemoore Children’s Room has been budgeted in Budget Unit 620000, funded by the Leprino Foods 
Company Foundation grant awarded earlier this year.

BACKGROUND: 
In October 2022, the California State Library awarded the County of Kings $13,639,097 in Building Forward 
Infrastructure grant funding to support critical maintenance and infrastructure improvements for the Hanford 
and Lemoore branch libraries. The grant funding does not include furniture or shelving, necessary for daily 
operations and public use. 
 
The Lemoore branch library has operated at its current location since 1960. At the time of its closure for 
remodeling in October 2025, much of the shelving, circulation desk, staff workstations, and patron furniture 
dated back to the original facility from 1960. Due to infrastructure improvements, Americans with Disabilities 
Act (ADA) compliance requirements, overall condition, and the need to modernize the space, all shelving and 
furniture at the Lemoore branch must be replaced. Furniture and shelving for the Lemoore Children’s Room 
will be funded through a grant from the Leprino Foods Company Foundation, approved by the Board on 
January 13, 2026. Remaining furnishings will be funded through Library contingencies.  
 
The Hanford branch library, established in its current facility in 1968 following the merge of City and County 
library services, continues to utilize a significant portion of its original shelving and furniture. While some 
classic wood shelving will be retained and reused, a substantial amount of wall-mounted and freestanding steel 
shelving cannot be salvaged and must be replaced. Additionally, staff workspaces, including cubicles and desks 
that are approximately 20 years old, are no longer serviceable due to unavailable replacement parts. As with the 
Lemoore branch, improvements related to ADA compliance, facility modernization, and overall condition 
necessitate the replacement of a portion of shelving and all staff and public furniture. 

 
The Library is requesting approval for the purchase of furniture and shelving from Cal Bennetts for both branch 
libraries. The Library has coordinated with Cal Bennetts to evaluate current pricing and procurement timelines 
to avoid anticipated cost increase and timely delivery and installation aligned with project completion. The 
quotes include all applicable taxes and installation costs. The library has received approval from the Purchasing 
Manager via Sole Source to receive a quote for the furnishings by utilizing the County Master Agreement 
Professional Services Agreement PSA 001-2026 with Cal Bennetts to obtain the best pricing for both branches.

SUBJECT: DAY REPORTING CENTER MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING  
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
The Kings County Probation Department currently partners with the Kings County Job Training Office 
(JTO) to provide education and employment assistance at the Day Reporting Center (DRC) to address 
the criminogenic needs of justice-involved individuals. Before the Board is a Memorandum of 
Understanding (MOU) for the two departments to continue the partnership for Fiscal Year (FY) 2026-
27.    

 
Recommendation: 
Approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the Kings County Probation Department 
and Kings County Job Training Office for education and employment assistance services at the 
Day Reporting Center effective July 1, 2026 through June 30, 2027. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 

 There is no fiscal impact to the County General Fund, as expenses for this MOU are funded through 
Senate Bill (SB) 678 funding. SB 678 was implemented to alleviate state prison overcrowding without 
compromising public safety by reducing the number of individuals on felony supervision who are sent to 
state prison and encourage probation departments throughout the state to use evidence-based- 
supervision to reduce recidivism. Sufficient appropriations are included in the FY 2025-26 Adopted 
Budget in Budget Unit 233200 – Senate Bill 678. The Kings County Probation Department is requesting 
the allocation of time and resources such as 0.25 FTE Employment and Training Technician II. The 
Kings County Probation Department will reimburse JTO for the costs of providing job training and 
educational services in an amount not to exceed $25,166 during the term of the MOU.

__________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________   
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BACKGROUND: 
 In 2009, the Legislature enacted the California Community Corrections Performance Incentives Act (SB 678). 

This legislation created an incentive program designed to improve public safety, alleviate state prison 
overcrowding, and save state General fund monies by supporting effective supervision practices and reducing 
the number of adult  felony probationers sent to state prison for committing new crimes or violating the terms of 
probation and increase the use of evidenced-based supervision practices; and achieve these goals without 
compromising public safety. In FY 2009-10, the state Legislature appropriated $45 million for county probation 
departments to begin expanding the use of evidence-based practices with adult felony probationers.  After the 
first year of the program, probation departments received a portion of the state’s savings attributed to avoided 
incarceration costs resulting from a reduction in the probation failure rate.  There have been numerous policy 
changes since the original implementation of SB 678 that have impacted the program and how its funds are 
allocated to counties. These include Public Safety Realignment in 2011, which restricted the ability of counties 
to sentence individuals to state prison for probation failure convictions; Proposition 47 in 2014, which reduced 
certain crimes from felonies to misdemeanor status including retroactively and AB 1950, in 2020,  which 
introduced new limits to the lengths of probation term that could be imposed.  County probation departments 
across California reported utilization of SB 678 program funds to implement a variety of evidence-based 
practices, including services facilitated through Adult Day Report Centers.   

 
 The SB 678 program was designed specifically to improve the effectiveness of probation departments’ 

supervision practices through increased use of evidence-based practices. The SB 678 program recognizes five 
areas of evidence-based-practices as most critical for implementation for county probation departments: use of 
risk and needs assessments; effective supervision practices; collaboration with justice partners; effective 
management and supervision and effective treatment and intervention.    

 
 The Kings County Probation Department has utilized the SB 678 funding source to host and facilitate 

evidenced-based programming at the Adult Day Report Center (DRC), which began operations in 2019, in 
partnership with the Kings County Job Training Office and Kings County Behavioral Health. DRC is an 
evidenced program aimed at addressing the criminogenic needs of justice involved individuals. Each participant 
reports to the DRC up to five (5) days a week. Participants receive an assessment to determine their 
predominant needs and then participate in various in-house services to address their anti-social thinking, anti-
social personality traits, anti-social associations, substance use issues, anger management issues, family 
dysfunction, education/employment problems, and misuse of leisure time. Participants range from low to high 
risk and receive a level of services commensurate with their risk level. Treatment programs provided include 
cognitive behavioral therapy; anger management, outpatient substance abuse and treatment programs; 
vocational training/job readiness and treatment program services facilitated by Probation. 

  
 The Job Training Office provides Job search and application assistance, resume building and cover letter 

preparation, participation in mock interviews, exposure to “On-The-Job” Training Opportunities, access to 
Vocational School Sponsorships and Job Club resources to address the criminogenic needs of our participants 
and help them overcome barriers to successful employment.    

 
 Probation services facilitate classes weekly utilizing the Courage to Change Journal series, an evidenced-based 

cognitive-behavioral system focusing on criminogenic risks and needs assessments, with curriculum topics 
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covering personal responsibility, social values, self-control, peer relationships and family ties. Both parties 
collaborate with each other on an ongoing basis and meet quarterly to discuss participant progress.  

 
 Since 2023, DRC has served over 46 participants, with several of these clients securing employment and or 

returning to school to further their education. In FY 2024-25, the Kings County Probation Department 
reimbursed JTO for services rendered, in the amount of $25,037. In FY 2025-26, the Kings County Probation 
Department reimbursed JTO for services rendered, from July 2025 to March 2026, in the amount of $15,526. 
Under the proposed agreement, JTO will provide 0.25 FTE Employment and Training Technician II, for FY 
2026-27. This MOU was last approved by the Board for FY 2025-26 at the April 22, 2025 meeting.    

 
 To support this continued partnership, the Kings County Probation Department respectfully requests the Board 

approve the proposed MOU with Kings County Job Training Office, with an effective date of July 1, 2026.    
 
 The MOU has been reviewed and approved by County Counsel as to form. 
 
  



MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING  
BETWEEN 

THE KINGS COUNTY PROBATION DEPARTMENT  
AND THE  

KINGS COUNTY JOB TRAINING OFFICE 

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) is made and entered into as of the 
___ day of _________ 2026, by and between the Kings County Probation Department
(“Probation”) and the Kings County Job Training Office (“JTO”) (singularly a “Party,” 
collectively the “Parties”).  

WHEREAS, Probation is responsible for the Day Reporting Center (“DRC”), an 
evidenced-based program aimed to address the criminogenic needs of justice-involved 
individuals;  

WHEREAS, participants are chosen based upon their risk level as determined by 
the Probation Department utilizing a validated risk assessment tool;  

WHEREAS, JTO is willing and able to provide job training services to individuals 
at the DRC;  

WHEREAS, each participant reports to the DRC up to five (5) days a week;  

WHEREAS, the level of services each receives is commensurate with their risk 
level and services are provided to low, medium, and high-risk individuals; and 

WHEREAS, participants receive an assessment to determine their predominant 
needs and then participate in various in-house services to address their anti-social 
thinking, anti-social personality traits, anti-social associations, substance use issues, 
anger management issues, family dysfunction, education/employment problems, and 
misuse of leisure time. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows: 

1. PROBATION SHALL:

A. Reimburse JTO for the costs of providing .25 of the Employment and 
Training Technician II in an amount not to exceed Twenty-Five Thousand One Hundred 
Sixty-Six Dollars ($25,166). 

B. Provide any applicable training and resource materials to be used at the DRC. 
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C. Provide management oversight and general direction of the DRC. 

2. JTO SHALL: 

A. Provide .25 FTE Employment and Training Technician II to provide 
education and employment assistance in a three (3) hour workshop or on a one-on-one 
basis on Tuesday and Thursday on-site at DRC. 

3. BOTH PARTIES SHALL: 

A. Collaborate with each other on an ongoing basis and meet as necessary. 

B. Designate a contact person for collaboration purposes. 

C. Provide notice to each other regarding any issues which may impact this 
MOU. 

4. GENERAL TERMS:

A. This MOU shall remain in full force and effect from July 1, 2026, through 
June 30, 2027, unless otherwise terminated by the Parties.   

B. This MOU may be modified only by a written amendment signed by the 
Parties.   

C. Either Party shall have the right to terminate this MOU by giving the other 
Party forty-five (45) calendar days prior written notice of its intention to terminate, 
specifying the date of termination.

SUBJECT: ELECTRONIC MONITORING PROGRAM RENEWAL 
  
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
Pursuant to California Penal Code sections 1203.016, 1203.017 and 1203.018, the Kings County 
Probation Department is seeking the Board’s approval for the current Electronic Monitoring System 
(EMS) Program and the rules and regulations governing said program. The Rules and Regulations and 
administrative policy of the program shall be reviewed on an annual basis by the county Board of 
Supervisors, pursuant to California Penal Code Section 1203.016(d)(1).  

 
Recommendation: 

a. Approve the Kings County Probation Department’s Electronic Monitoring System Program 
for Fiscal Year 2026-2027; 
b. Approve the Kings County Probation Department’s Electronic Monitoring System Program 
rules and regulations governing the program for Fiscal Year 2026-2027. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no additional impact to the County General Fund. The expenses to provide this program are 
$423,175, as proposed in Fiscal Year 2026-27 Requested Budget, divided into three Budget Units: 
Public Safety Realignment Assembly Bill (AB) 109 Budget Unit 233100 in the amount of $186,150; 
Youth Offender Block Grant (YOBG) Budget Unit 233600 in the amount of $25,000; and Probation 
Administration Budget Unit 234000 in the amount of $237,000.  
 

BACKGROUND: 
Pursuant to California Penal Code Sections 1203.016, 1203.017 and 1203.018, the Board of Supervisors is 
authorized to approve an EMS Program and approve the rules and regulations governing such a program.

__________________________________________________________________________________________________________________________   
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Accordingly, the Kings County Probation Department is seeking the approval of the Board for the current EMS 
Program as well as its rules and regulations. Approval by the Board is required annually. The department’s 
EMS Program currently supervises offenders by utilizing Global Positioning System devices placed on the 
offender’s ankle and tracking their movements utilizing the BI Total Access monitoring system. In addition, the 
offenders are contacted in their residence on a weekly basis by a Deputy Probation Officer.  
 
The offenders in the program undergo a screening process, which includes eligibility determination utilizing 
guidelines and rules, which are attached for the Board’s consideration and review. Once deemed to be an 
appropriate candidate for the program, the offender is removed from jail if in custody. EMS Program staff work 
closely with the Kings County Jail daily to determine who is eligible, and to assist with jail overcrowding as 
needed. 
 
The EMS Program, operated through the Probation Department, has been in existence for over 29 years and 
provides cost benefits to the County. Candidates who are incarcerated in the Kings County Jail and meet 
program eligibility, are released with an ankle monitor to serve custodial time while at home. Once a candidate 
is released, the department provides supervision of the candidate in the community through Global Positioning 
System monitoring, as well as face-to-face contacts in the residence. Global Positioning System monitoring 
allows the department to closely monitor the whereabouts and movements of its participants 24 hours a day, 7 
days a week (24/7). In addition to being subject to 24/7 monitoring, the offenders are afforded the opportunity 
to maintain employment, attend treatment or other educational programs. 
 
In addition to detained and sentenced inmates, the department utilizes Global Positioning System monitoring 
pursuant to section 1210.7 of the California Penal Code, to maintain a higher level of supervision of high-risk 
offenders who are under supervision of the department on Post Release Community Supervision, mandatory 
supervision, or probation. Further, the department operates a juvenile Global Positioning System program in 
collaboration with the Kings County Behavioral Rehabilitation Center New Chance Hub (BRANCH) and the 
Kings County Superior Court’s Juvenile Division. 
 
In addition to the rules and regulations, the offender application and eligibility guidelines are attached for the 
Board’s consideration and review. 
 
The Electronic Monitoring rules and regulations and terms and conditions have been reviewed and approved by 
County Counsel as to form.

EMS Eligibility Guidelines for House Arrest pursuant to Penal Code sections 1203.016, 
1203.017, and 1203.018 

 
Automatic Exclusions from the Program: 
 

A. U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE)/Warrant/Parole/Probation Holds or 
Detainers. 

B. Current Parole Violation. 
C. The applicant is pending conviction of a serious or violent offense(s) pursuant to section 

1192.7 and 667.5(c) of the Penal Code 
D. The applicant committed other crime(s) or violation(s) while awaiting EMS approval 
E. Falsified information in the application. 
F. Significant escape risk, criminal history, or non-compliance with Kings County Jail rules 

and regulations while in jail custody. 
G. Significant history of violence, or significant prior conviction(s) of serious or violent 

offenses as defined under Sections 1192.7 and 667.5(c) of the Penal Code. 
H. Offenses which require Sex Offender Registration pursuant to section 290 of the Penal 

Code; a violation of Section 261.5 of the Penal Code may be considered on a case-by-
case basis. 

I. The applicant has been removed or excluded from EMS within the past six months due to 
non-compliance. 

J. Any Current offense listed in the Excluded Charges List (See attached) or prohibited 
from exclusion in accordance with state or federal law. 

 
Other Criteria & Procedures: 
 

A. In-Custody applicants should serve their time in Kings County; however, applicants may 
(on a case-by-case basis) also be placed in areas nearby Kings County if deemed suitable. 

B. Commitments pursuant to section 1170 subdivision (h) of the Penal Code shall follow the 
same eligibility guidelines, however, the length of their sentence will be considered in 
determining eligibility. 

C. Domestic Violence and Drug Sales cases are reviewed on a case-by-case basis. 
D. Individuals with a prior conviction for a serious or violent offense as defined under 

Sections 1192.7 and 667.5(c) of the Penal Code may be considered on a case-by-case 
basis upon consultation with a Deputy Chief Probation Officer, Chief Probation Officer, 
or designee.  Factors such as factual circumstances of the prior offense, the individual’s 
criminal history, the period of time elapsed since the prior conviction, behavior while in-
custody, a history of failure to appear in court and prior performance on probation or 
house arrest will be considered in making this determination. 

E. Individuals seeking release on the basis of medical necessity will be considered on a 
case-by-case basis upon consultation with a Deputy Chief Probation Officer, the Chief 
Probation Officer or designee.  The factors identified above in Section D will be 



 

considered in making this determination as well as the circumstances of the medical 
necessity and the individual’s current risk to public safety if released. 

F. The owner/primary resident of the residence must agree to allow the applicant to serve 
his/her sentence at the residence; as well as agree with the search and seizure, alcohol, 
and visitation requirements. 

G. Eligible applicants will be placed on a waitlist if no equipment is available. 
H. The waitlist will be arranged from lower risk to higher risk, as well as the date the 

application was submitted.  Placement on the waitlist does not guarantee placement in the 
EMS program. 

I. If the participant is homeless and/or transient, their participation will be considered on a 
case-by-case basis upon consultation with the Chief Probation Officer, Deputy Chief 
Probation Officer or his/her designee.  The participant must be able to identify a specific 
area to be located if participant does not have a residence. 

J. Participant must have the means to charge the monitoring device on a regular basis. 
 

 
Pursuant to Sections 1203.016(d)(2) & 1203.017(d)(2) & 1203.018(g)(2) of the Penal Code- 
The correctional administrator (Chief Probation Officer in Kings County), or his/her 
designee, shall have the sole discretionary authority to permit program participation as an 
alternative to physical custody.

Rules and Regulations of the Electronic Monitoring/Home Confinement Program 
 
1. The Kings County Correctional Administrator is the Chief Probation Officer or his/her designee. 

 
2. The Correctional Administrator is authorized to offer a program under which offenders or youth 

committed to Kings County Jail or other County correctional facilities, or granted probation, may 
voluntarily participate in an Electronic Monitoring/Home Confinement Program during their sentence 
in lieu of confinement pursuant to sections1203.016 of the Penal Code (“PC”), section 628.2 of the 
Welfare and Institutions Code, in lieu of bail pursuant to section 1203.018 PC, or involuntarily 
pursuant to section 1203.017 PC.   

 
3. As a condition of voluntary participation in the Electronic Monitoring/Home Confinement Program, 

an inmate or youth (“Participant”) must give his/her consent in writing to participate and shall agree 
in writing to comply with the rules and regulations of the program, including the terms and conditions 
of Electronic Monitoring/Home Confinement Program, attached herewith as “Exhibit A” and 
incorporated herein by reference. 

 
4. Participant is required to remain within the interior premises of his/her residence during the hours 

designated by the Correctional Administrator. 
 
5. Participant shall allow any person or agency designated by the Correctional Administrator (which 

may include personnel from the Kings County Probation Department or any other law enforcement 
agency) to enter into his/her residence at any time for purposes of verifying the Participant’s 
compliance with the conditions of his/her detention. 

 
6. Participant shall agree to the use of electronic monitoring, which may include global positioning 

system (GPS) devices or other supervising devices, for the purpose of verifying his/her compliance 
with the rules and regulations of the program.  The devices shall not be used to eavesdrop or record 
any conversation, except a conversation between Participant and the person supervising Participant, 
which is to be used solely for the purpose of voice identification. 

 
7. Participant shall agree that the Correctional Administrator may, without further order of the court, 

immediately rebook Participant into custody to serve the balance of his/her sentence, or if released on 
electronic monitoring in lieu of bail, held on the amount of bail previously imposed by the Court, if 
the electronic monitoring or supervising devices are unable for any reason to properly perform their 
function at the designated place of confinement as stipulated, if the Correctional Administrator or 
his/her designee has reasonable cause to believe Participant is failing to comply with the terms and 
conditions of the program, or if the person for any other reason no longer meets the established 
criteria for electronic monitoring under Sections 1203.016, 1203.017, or 1203.018 of the Penal Code 
or Section 628.2 of the Welfare and Institutions Code. 

 
8. A copy of Participant’s written consent to the agreement, together with a copy of the list of rules and 

regulations and the terms and conditions of the program shall be delivered to Participant, and a copy 
retained by the Correctional Administrator. 
 

9. The Correctional Administrator, or his/her designee, shall have the sole discretionary authority to 
permit program participation as an alternative to confinement.  A person shall be eligible for 
participation in the Electronic Monitoring/Home Confinement Program only if the Correctional 
Administrator concludes that the person meets the criteria established under Sections 1203.016, 
1203.017 or 1203.018 of the Penal Code or section 628.2 of the Welfare and Institutions Code.

_____  4. I understand the Probation Office will contact me at least once per week, at which time, they 
will obtain my schedule for the ENTIRE FOLLOWING WEEK.  The only program 
changes which would possibly be approved during the same week are medical appointments 
and work schedule changes.  To make a modification request, call (559) 852-2992.  DO NOT 
DIAL ANY OTHER EXTENSION OR PROBATION OFFICERS.  Leave a detailed 
message if you are unable to speak to program personnel.  YOU MAY NOT MAKE ANY 
CHANGES TO YOUR SCHEDULE UNTIL YOU RECEIVE APPROVAL FROM 
PROGRAM PERSONNEL. 

_____  5. I agree to the use of continuous electronic monitoring, which may include a global positioning 
satellite system (GPS) device(s) or other supervision devices, for the purposes of verifying 
compliance with the Rules and Regulations of the Electronic Monitoring/Home Confinement 
Program.  The devices shall not be used to eavesdrop or record any conversation, except a 
conversation between me and the Probation Officer supervising me, which is to be used solely 
for the purposes of voice identification. 

_____  6. I agree that the Correctional Administrator may, without further order of the Court, 
immediately rebook me into custody to serve the balance of my sentence; or, if released in 
lieu of bail on the amount of bail previously set by the Court, if the electronic monitoring or 
supervising devices are unable for any reason to properly perform their function at the 
designated place of confinement, if I fail to remain within the place of confinement as 
stipulated in this agreement, if I fail to comply with the terms and conditions of the program, 
or if I, for any other reason, no longer meet the established criteria for electronic monitoring 
under Section 1203.016, 1203.017, or 1203.018 of the Penal Code.  A copy of this agreement 
shall be delivered to me and a copy retained by the Correctional Administrator. 

_____  7. I will not tamper with or remove the continuous electronic monitoring device(s).  Should it 
become damaged or inoperative, I must report it immediately to the Correctional 
Administrator or his/her designee.  If deliberate damage occurs, I may be removed from the 
program, charges may be filed against me and restitution may be required. 

_____  8. I understand that it is my responsibility to ensure that my Probation Officer is able to contact 
me. I must maintain reliable telephone or cellular phone service throughout the period of 
confinement and must answer all calls from the Electronic Monitoring Services (EMS) Unit, 



and/or return any voice messages immediately upon receiving them.  In the case of GPS units, 
I must immediately call the EMS Unit anytime my device alerts me to call my officer.  
Additionally, with GPS units, I must keep my device charged as directed by program 
personnel. 

_____  9. My designated place of confinement and all persons who reside there must meet the approval 
of the Correctional Administrator, or his/her designee, prior to admission to and during my 
participation in the Electronic Monitoring/Home Confinement Program. 

_____  10. All residents must agree not to possess or use alcohol, intoxicants, illegal drugs, narcotics, or 
deadly or dangerous weapons in the designated place of confinement.  No visitors, other than 
immediate family members, are allowed without prior approval of the Correctional 
Administrator or his/her designee. 

_____  11. Pets must be confined to allow free access to my designated place of confinement by the 
Correctional Administrator or his/her designee. 

_____  12. I must report directly to my place of employment upon release for work.  Upon completion of 
my workday, I must report directly to my designated place of confinement.  During work 
hours, I may not leave my worksite at any time, including mealtimes and breaks, without 
advance permission from the Correctional Administrator or his/her designee. 

_____  13. I must obtain advance permission from the Correctional Administrator or his/her designee to 
change my work schedule in any way, including overtime work.  Such arrangements must be 
made by my employer. 

_____  14. I am not allowed to purchase, use, or have in my possession any dangerous weapon(s), i.e. 
firearms, martial arts weapons, explosives, alcohol, intoxicants, illegal drugs, narcotics, or 
narcotic paraphernalia at any time while on the Electronic Monitoring/Home Confinement 
Program. 

_____  15. I must notify the Correctional Administrator or his/her designee of all prescribed medication 
while on the Electronic Monitoring/Home Confinement Program. 

_____  16. I may not have contacts outside my designated place of confinement with any persons 
(family, friends, or others) without the permission of the Correctional Administrator or his/her 
designee.  No telephone contacts are allowed with any other person who is also participating 
in this program or with current jail/prison inmates. 

_____ 17. I may not make any change in authorized transportation arrangements without advance 
permission from the Correctional Administrator or his/her designee. 

_____  18. I must submit my person, property, residence (place of confinement) and vehicle to search 
and seizure without a warrant or probable cause at any time by any peace officer or designee 
designated by the Correctional Administrator to verify compliance with any and all applicable 
Rules and Regulations of the Electronic Monitoring/Home Confinement Program. 

_____  19. I must submit to alcohol and/or narcotic testing whenever requested to do so by any peace 
officer or designee designated by the Correctional Administrator. 

_____  20. I must attend counseling if and as directed by the Correctional Administrator or his/her 
designee. 

_____  21. I must pay (when fees are applicable) for administrative/monitoring costs of the Electronic 
Monitoring/Home Confinement Program.  However, I cannot be denied consideration for, or 
removed from, participation in the program because of inability to pay program fees.  Should 
there be a disagreement regarding ability to pay, amount to be paid, or method/frequency of 
payment, an administrative review shall be held.  If I and the Correctional Administrator, or 
his/her designee, are unable to come to an agreement at this review, the Correctional 
Administrator shall advise the appropriate Court that an agreement could not be reached.  The 
Court shall then resolve the disagreement by determining my ability to pay, the amount which 
is to be paid, and the method/frequency with which payment is to be made. 

_____  22. I must obtain prior approval from the Correctional Administrator or his/her designee for 
medical appointments at least one week prior except for life-threatening medical emergencies.  
Proof of medical attention is required and shall be submitted to the Probation Officer. 



_____  23. I agree to notify the Correctional Administrator or his/her designee immediately of any 
change of employment status, as well as any address or phone change, prior to their occurring.

_____  3. I may not leave my residence, or place of confinement, for ANY REASON, absent immediate life-

threatening circumstances without PRIOR APPROVAL of the Correctional Administrator or 
designee, except when directed by police, fire or medical personnel. 

 
   _____4. If employed, I understand my work schedule must be verified in advance by my employer and 

approved by my Probation Officer. I agree to notify my Probation Officer immediately if I do 
not report to work as scheduled, get off work early, or am terminated.

SUBJECT: APPLICATION WITH VITAMIN ANGELS FOR A PRENATAL VITAMIN 

DISTRIBUTION PROGRAM  
 
SUMMARY: 

 
Overview: 
The Kings County Department of Public Health (KCDPH) seeks approval to receive free prenatal vitamins 
for distribution to eligible populations in Kings County. 

 
Recommendation: 
Authorize the Director of Public Health to submit an application to Vitamin Angels for participation 
in the prenatal vitamin distribution program, effective upon execution for one year.  

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no impact to the County General Fund associated with the recommended action. There are no 
funds exchanged in this program.  
 

BACKGROUND: 
Founded in 1994, Vitamin Angels is a global, non-profit organization dedicated to improving nutrition and health 
outcomes for pregnant women, infants, and young children in underserved communities around the world. 
Currently, Vitamin Angels works through partnerships with governments, non-profit organizations, and local 
health programs in over sixty-five countries and across the United States.  
 
KCDPH’s Maternal, Child and Adolescent (MCAH) program will be the primary program responsible for 
distributing vitamins throughout Kings County. Distribution will occur through community partners, local clinics, 
and potentially directly to eligible clients, with support from the Women, Infants, and Children Program in 
promoting awareness and participation. These efforts are intended to support vulnerable populations and enhance 
preventative care services. 
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The MCAH program aims to reduce the incidences of low birth weight in infants, improve pregnancy outcomes, 
and ensure that every infant receives a healthy start in life. MCAH also promotes the Comprehensive Perinatal  
Services Program, which provides eligible pregnant women with education on nutrition, psychosocial support, 
and health topics from conception through sixty days postpartum.  
 
The application to participate in this program is submitted through an online platform administered by the funding 
agency. The department is requesting that the Board authorize the Public Health Director to submit the application 
to ensure timely participation while maintaining compliance with County approval processes. At a future date, 
the Department will submit the online application to receive the goods through the vendor’s online application 
process.

SUBJECT: HIGWAY SAFETY IMPROVEMENTS PROGRAM 5945(122) CYCLE 11 

SAFETY IMPROVEMENTS PROJECT  
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
On April 14, 2026, the Board approved the Notice of Award to Terra West Construction, Incorporated 
for the Highway Safety Improvements Program (HSIP) 5945(122) Cycle 11 Safety Improvements 
Project. The project consists of the installation of safety improvements at six locations throughout the 
County. The department will start this project shortly after the agreement is approved.   

 
Recommendation: 
Approve the Construction Agreement with Terra West Construction Incorporated for the 
Highway Safety Improvements Program 5945(122) Cycle 11 Safety Improvements project.  

 
Fiscal Impact: 
The project will not have an impact on the General Fund. The project is programmed through the 
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP). The bid 
construction amount is $387,835 and is funded at a ratio of 90% federal funds and 10% local match 
through the Road Department. Funds for the project are shown under Budget Unit 311000 as programed 
in Fiscal Year 2025-26. 
 

BACKGROUND: 
In 2022 the department submitted three applications for funding to construct safety improvement projects 
throughout the county. In 2023 one application was successful and selected for funding under the Federal 
Highway Administration (FHWA) Highway Safety Improvements Program (HSIP). The approved application 
requested safety roadway improvements by adding flashing beacons at the stop ahead and/or stop signs at the 
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following intersections: Grangeville Avenue at 7th Avenue, Idaho Avenue at 17th Avenue, Jersey Avenue 
at 19th Avenue, and Jackson Avenue at 14th Avenue.  
 
In addition, the approved application included the addition of dedicated left turn lanes at the intersection of 
Excelsior Avenue at 11th Avenue, and Excelsior Avenue at 13 ¼ Avenue. Preliminary recommendations from 
the Systemic Safety Analysis Report (SSAR) were used to select candidate projects for the HSIP Cycle 11 
round for funding. This systemic report takes into consideration traffic patterns, collision history and trends in 
developing projects for consideration. The use of these recommendations for HSIP funding and other grant 
opportunities was the reason behind developing this report.  
 
The plans and specifications were advertised on February 17, 2026. In response to the bid advertisement the 
department received seven bids for construction of the proposed project. The lowest responsive bid was 
submitted by Terra West Construction Incorporated.

SUBJECT: SUBLEASE AGREEMENTS WITH MENTAL HEALTH SYSTEMS, 

INCORPORATED FOR CHILDREN’S BEHAVIORAL HEALTH SERVICES 
 
SUMMARY: 

 
Overview: 
The Mental Health Systems, Incorporated (MHS) KIND Center has been providing children’s 
behavioral health services since June 2023. Due to an administrative oversight, a sublease agreement 
was not completed at that time. To address this, a sublease agreement is now being submitted for the 
Board’s consideration and approval, along with the Settlement and Release agreement, to resolve the 
issue of unpaid back base rent payments due to the County. 
 
Recommendation: 

a. Approve the Sublease Agreement with Mental Health Systems, Incorporated for office 
space to provide children’s behavioral health services retroactively effective from June 1, 
2023 through May 30, 2028; 

b. Approve the Settlement and Release Agreement with Mental Health Systems, 
Incorporated, to resolve the issue of unpaid back base rent payments retroactively effective 
from June 15, 2023.  
  

Fiscal Impact: 
There is no impact to the General Fund. The fixed base rent for the KIND premises is $8,947 for the 
partial month, effective June 15, 2023, through June 30, 2023. Effective Fiscal Year (FY) 2023-24, the 
annual back rent amount is $221,133. For FY 2024-25, the back rent amount totals $280,870. For FY 
2025-26, the amount due is $131,312. Back rent calculations include additional rent expenses for 
utilities, taxes, and repairs and maintenance. The total amount to be collected from MHS for the  
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Settlement and Release Agreement is $642,264. The fixed base rent shall increase by two percent 2% 
each year. These funds are allocated to Budget Unit 110900 – General Fund Revenue and were included 
in the Adopted Budget for FY 2025-26.  
 

BACKGROUND: 
On March 1, 2022, Administration presented an agenda item to the Board regarding a Sale Lease Agreement for 
the Old Hospital Remodel (Agreement Numbers 22-025, 22-026, and 22-027). The proposal, submitted by 
Lacey Campus Partners, Limited Partnership, outlined plans to renovate the vacant former hospital at 1222 W. 
Lacey Blvd in Hanford and lease it to the County for public use.  
 
At the time, the building had been unused and in deteriorating condition for several years. The project aimed to 
repurpose the facility to house the Kings County Behavioral Health Department (KCBH) and Human Services 
Agency, creating a centralized, accessible one-stop location to improve service delivery for residents. 
 
The plan included a children’s clinic operated by MHS, the KIND Center, intended to provide specialized 
mental health services to eligible youth. During the development and implementation of the Kings Building 
Lease Agreement, an oversight in the leasing process was identified. In addition, responsibility for initiating and 
executing tenant lease agreements was not clearly assigned during project development. As a result, a formal 
lease agreement was not completed in a timely manner, and a retroactive lease agreement, along with a 
Settlement and Release Agreement to address outstanding back rent, is now required. 
 
The issue was identified during the FY 2023-24 budget close-out, when it was discovered that a formal lease 
agreement had not been completed. During FY 2024-25, Legal Counsel, Public Works, and KCBH worked 
together to finalize the lease and address the missing details. This effort improved coordination between 
departments and helped establish clearer processes and responsibilities for future projects. 
 
Pursuant to MHS Corporate Policy, lease payments could not be made without a formal lease agreement in 
place. Consequently, KCBH accrued the revenue associated with these costs and made the lease payments on 
behalf of the County for the KIND Center's services. Once executed, KCBH will receive retroactive lease 
payments for previous years.  
 
Both Agreements have been reviewed and approved by County Counsel and Risk as to form.

SE'ITLEMENT AND RELEASE AGREEMENT 

This Settlement and Release Agreement (the "Agreement") is made and entered into as of 
____ _, 2026 (the Effective Date), by and between the County of Kings, a political 
subdivision of the State of California ("County"), and Mental Health Systems, Inc., a California 
nonprofit corporation, doing business as the KIND Center ("KIND"). County and KIND are each 
a Party and together the Parties. 

R E C IT AL S

WHEREAS, the County is the tenant under that certain Post Construction Lease (the 
"Master Lease") covering the premises commonly known as 1222 West Lacey Boulevard, 
Building 13, in the City of Hanford, Kings County, California, consisting of approximately 
43,781 rentable square feet (the "Building"). Lacey Campus Partners, L.P. is the Landlord (the 
"Master Landlord") 

WHEREAS, KIND occupies 7,135 square feet, equating to sixteen and three-tenths 
percent (16.3%) of the Building (the "Premises") 

WHEREAS, KIND occupied and used the Premises for the period beginning on or about 
June 15, 2023, and continues in possession of the Premises as of the Effective Date (the 
"Occupancy Period") in connection with KIND's services as a contractor to the County. 

WHEREAS, the Parties seek to execute this Agreement for amounts owed by KIND 
during the Occupancy Period. 

WHEREAS, the Parties intend to fully and finally resolve the issues of payment of the 
sums due to County from KIND relating to KIND's occupancy and use of the Premises and 
common areas during the Occupancy Period on the terms set forth in this Agreement, including 
back base rent and back additional rent, including KIND's pro rata share of operating expenses, 
maintenance, repairs, taxes, utilities, and janitorial. 

WHEREAS, the Parties are entering into a separate sublease agreement for the Premises 
(the "Sublease") concurrently with this Agreement. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Parties agree as follows: 

The Recitals are incorporated into and form part of this Agreement. 

ARTICLE 1 

DEFINITIONS 

1.1 "Back Rent" means the total of all unpaid Base Rent and Additional Rent attributable to 
KIND's use and occupancy of the Premises for the Occupancy Period, calculated as set forth on 
Exhibit A, attached hereto and incorporated by reference.

SUBJECT: CHIP ROCK, ASPHALTIC EMULSION, AND TRAFFIC PAINT PURCHASE    

FOR COUNTY ROADS 
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
The Public Works Roads Division is responsible for maintaining and chip sealing roads throughout the 
County. Chip rock of 3/8” and 1/4” in size, asphaltic emulsion, and traffic paint are used for this 
operation. Public Works received bids for the asphaltic emulsion and traffic paint, both of which were 
considered responsive and responsible. The chip rock quote was solicited following the County 
Purchasing policy. 

 
Recommendation: 

a. Award the bid from Talley Oil for asphaltic emulsion for County Road Projects; 
b. Award the bid from RoadMax Products for traffic paint for County Road projects; 
c. Approve the purchase of chip rock from Granite Construction for County Road projects; 
d. Authorize the Purchasing Manager to sign the purchase orders.  

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no impact on the General Fund. The estimated cost for all three purchases is not to exceed 
$2,700,000. This amount is included in the Roads Division’s Fiscal Year (FY) 2026-27 Recommended 
Budget and will be purchased in FY 2026-27 from the Road Fund – Budget Unit 311000.    

 
BACKGROUND: 
The Roads Division anticipates the need for chip seal asphaltic emulsion oil and performs this work on an 
annual basis. The Roads Division coordinated with the Purchasing Division on the specification for the desired 
asphaltic emulsion, and bids were solicited from suppliers. Talley Oil supplied the lowest bid for the project.  
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The bids received by the department were as follows:   
1. Talley Oil                                 $1,353,125 
2. Cain Trucking                          $1,205,630 
3. VSS Emultech                          $1,716,000 
4. Standards Emulsions                $1,239,125 

 
The Roads Division anticipates the need for traffic paint and performs re-striping on an annual basis following 
chip sealing. The Roads Division coordinated with the Purchasing Division on the specification for the required 
traffic paint, and bids were solicited from several suppliers. RoadMax Products supplied the lowest bid for this 
project. The bids received by the department were as follows:

3. Allstates Coatings                $187,562 
4. Gentem Inc                           $198,774 
5. Ennis Flint                            $213,242 
6. Sherwin Williams                 $225,848 

 
The Roads Division plans to procure chip rocks in 3/8” and 1/4” sizes for annual chip sealing. They 
collaborated with the Purchasing Division to establish specifications for the rock. In accordance with the 
County's purchasing policy and the State Public Contract Code, Granite Construction provided a quote for both 
sizes, which was approved by the Road Commissioner. The estimated cost for the chip rock will not exceed

SUBJECT: GRAND JURY PAYMENTS AND FEES 
 
SUMMARY: 

 
Overview:  
Pursuant to Sections 890 and 890.1 of the California Penal Code, grand jurors are entitled to a fee of  
$15 per day for each day of attendance, along with mileage reimbursement at the rate established by the 
Internal Revenue Service (IRS) for each mile traveled. By law, these payments are made from the 
County General Fund. Kings County had previously authorized a higher daily stipend of $25 per day for 
grand juror attendance since 2023 when the Grand Jury negotiated an increased rate from $15 to $25 per 
day. Staff are recommending an adjustment to align more closely with the statutory rate and practices of 
comparable counties. 
 
Recommendation: 
Adopt a Resolution establishing grand juror compensation at $20 per day for each day of 
attendance, not to exceed $350 per calendar month, plus mileage reimbursement at the applicable 
Internal Revenue Service rate effective July 1, 2026 through June 30, 2027. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
Prior to Fiscal Year (FY) 2024-25, the stipend was $15 per day for each day of attendance as a grand 
juror. In FY 2024-25 through FY 2025-26, the stipend was set at $25 per day for each day of attendance 
as a grand juror. The proposed stipend rate of $20 per day is included in the Grand Jury’s FY 2026-27 
Recommended Budget.   
 

BACKGROUND: 
On October 4, 2016, the Board adopted Resolution Number 16-068, establishing a grand juror stipend of $15 
per day for attendance, plus milage reimbursement. 
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In 2023, staff conducted an analysis of compensation rates among comparable counties. Based on that analysis, 
the Board approved an increase to the stipend, raising it to $25 per day beginning in FY 2024–25, with 
implementation effective July 1, 2024. 
 
As the County continues to strengthen and update its financial practices, formal documentation, such as a 
resolution or agreement approved by the governing body, is required to authorize such increases. Although the 
$25 per day stipend was included and approved through the County’s budget process, it was later identified 
during an internal review that a formal authorizing resolution had not been adopted. 
 
To address this oversight, the Board subsequently adopted a resolution on October 28, 2025, formally approving 
the stipend increase, through Resolution Number 25-079 and Ordinance Number 718. The ordinance was 
updated to reflect payment of fees to be set via Board Resolution. Also mentioned within the staff report was 
that County staff would evaluate the compensation rates among comparable counties and bring forward an 
updated analysis. 
 
Therefore, the subsequent review conducted in 2026 found that most comparable counties provide 
compensation at or near the statutory rate of $15 per day. Based on this updated analysis and in consideration of 
cost containment, staff recommends a $20 per day stipend, with a monthly cap of $350. The table below 
highlights the stipend rate for each comparable county.

If approved, the revised compensation structure will take effect July 1, 2026 and will be included in the 
Recommended Budget. The Grand Jury has been notified of the proposed change.

SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
Section 147(f)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 requires that, in order for interest on such 
obligations to be excluded from gross income to investors for federal income tax purposes, the 
applicable elected representatives of the host governmental unit must approve the issuance of debt. This 
approval process is commonly referred to as a TEFRA hearing, pursuant to the Tax Equity and Fiscal 
Responsibility Act of 1983, the regulations for which were promulgated under the Tax Code changes of 
1986.  

 
Recommendation: 

a. Conduct a Public Hearing under Section 147(f) of the Internal Revenue Code regarding the 
proposed issuance of tax-exempt obligations by the California Public Finance Authority;  
b. Adopt a Resolution approving the financing and issuance of up to $460,000,000 in revenue 
bonds, notes and bond anticipation notes by the California Public Finance Authority for Enso 
Verde, formerly known as Kendal at Ventura, for a residential care facility for seniors.

BACKGROUND: 
The California Public Finance Authority (CalPFA) is a political subdivision of the State of California 
established under the Joint Exercise of Powers Act for the purpose of issuing tax-exempt conduit bonds for 
public and private entities throughout California. CalPFA was formed by Kings County and the Housing 
Authority of the County of Kings. CalPFA is empowered to promote economic, cultural, and community 
development opportunities that create temporary and permanent jobs, affordable housing, community 
infrastructure, and improve the overall quality of life in local communities. 
 
Enso Verde, formerly known as Kendal at Ventura (the Corporation), has requested that CalPFA issue revenue 
bonds, notes and bond anticipation notes in an amount not to exceed $460,000,000 to finance and refinance the 
acquisition, development, construction, improvement and equipping of a residential care facility for seniors 
located at the southwest corner of Tapo Canyon Road and Guardian Street in Simi Valley, California (the 
Project).  
 
A public hearing for the proposed financing is being held, as required by federal law. The Board of Supervisors, 
as the applicable elected representatives of the host governmental unit, must approve the issuance of the 
obligations to satisfy TEFRA requirements.  
 
The proposed obligations would be repaid solely from amounts received pursuant to the terms and provisions of 
the financing agreements to be executed by the borrower. The County would not be a party to the financing 
agreements. The obligations would not be secured by any form of taxation or any obligation of either the 
County or CalPFA. Neither would the obligations represent or constitute a general obligation of the County or 
CalPFA. The borrower must indemnify CalPFA, including the County. All legal documents contain clear 
disclaimers that the obligations are not obligations of the County or the CalPFA but are paid only from funds 
provided by the borrower. 
 
As announced in the published notice, this hearing is an opportunity for all interested persons to speak or to 
submit written comments concerning the proposal to issue the obligations and the nature of the facilities to be 
financed.  

 
Participation by the County will not impact the County's appropriations limits and will not constitute any type 
of indebtedness by the County. Once the County holds the required public hearing and adopts the required 
Resolution following the public hearing, no other participation of the County in the actions of the CalPFA or in 
the financing will be required.

WHEREAS, Enso Verde, formerly known as Kendal at Ventura, a California nonprofit public 
benefit corporation (the “Corporation”), has requested that the California Public Finance Authority

bond anticipation notes in one or more series issued from time to time, including bonds and other 
obligations issued to refund such bonds, notes and bond anticipation notes in one or more series from 
time to time (the “Bonds”), and at no time to exceed $460,000,000 in outstanding aggregate principal 
amount to finance and refinance the acquisition, development, construction, improvement and 
equipping of a residential care facility for seniors generally to be known as “Enso Verde” (collectively,

REMODEL NOTICE OF COMPLETION 
 
SUMMARY: 
 

Overview: 
On March 5, 2024, the Board approved the construction Agreement Number 24-026 with Ardent 
General Incorporated, for construction of the Fire Station Number 5 Partial Remodel Project in Armona. 
Improvements for the project consisted of the expansion of the living quarters, reconstruction of the fire 
apparatus bay, reconstruction of the parking lot, new hardscape and landscaping. The project had a total 
of nine change orders during the course of the project due to unforeseen conditions and changes in 
scope. Pursuant to the Agreement with Ardent General Incorporated, a Notice of Completion (NOC) 
must be filed to provide notice to interested parties that the work has been completed. 

 
Recommendation: 
Approve the Notice of Completion for the Kings County Fire Department, Fire Station Number 5 
Partial Remodel Project to provide notice to interested parties that the work has been completed. 

 
Fiscal Impact: 
There is no impact on the County General Fund associated with this project. The project utilized funding 
secured from the High-Speed Rail. The funding amount secured from the High-Speed Rail for the Fire 
Department Improvements totals $6,595,671. The initial construction contract total was $2,770,000. 
Change Orders 1-9 were $501,617 for a total construction amount of $3,271,617. Appropriations for this 
project are included in the Fiscal Year 2025-26 Adopted Budget in Budget Unit – 700000. The Fire 
Mitigation High-Speed Rail funds were also used for the construction of the Fire Station Number 4 
Access Driveway, with a total construction amount of $150,700 and other Fire Department expenses due 
to the impacts from High-Speed Rail. The total amount for Fire Station Number 5 improvements  
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including consulting services was approximately $3.81 million. After change orders and other project 
expenses, High-Speed Rail Fire Mitigation funds in the amount of $2.78 million remain available. 

 
BACKGROUND: 
Construction of the California High-Speed Rail has impacted the existing Fire Station Number 4 located on 
Houston Avenue just east of State Route 43. Due to these impacts, Fire Station Number 5 in Armona underwent 
a partial remodel to extend the living quarters, reconstruct the fire apparatus bay, bring the building up to 
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) standards, as well as reconstruct walkways and the failed asphalt 
parking lot.  
 
Construction site activities were scheduled to commence in April 2024. However, the construction start date 
was delayed due to the need to relocate the mobile home from Fire Station Number 4 to Fire Station Number 5 
to house the Fire Department staff. In addition, during construction, unforeseen conditions and added scope 
during construction resulted in a prolonged construction duration due to overall availability, material lead times 
and additional time needed to provide a response to the contractor.   
 
The unforeseen conditions and added scope resulted in a total of nine change orders with a total of $501,617 
bringing the total construction cost to $3,271,617. 
 
The Department recommends approval of the Notice of Completion to provide notice to interested parties that 
the work has been completed.

Overview: 
When a vacancy occurs on any board, commission, or committee over which a legislative body has   
appointing power, a vacancy notice shall be posted in the office of the clerk of the local agency and the 
local library before an appointment can be made. The legislative body shall not make a final 
appointment for at least ten working days after the posting of a vacancy notice. Pursuant to Board 
policy, Administration makes no recommendations on advisory board appointments.  
 
Recommendation: 
Appoint two new members to the Kings County Library Advisory Board. 
 
Fiscal Impact:  
There is no fiscal impact associated with these appointments.  
 
Advisory Board Statement:  
The Library Advisory Board committee coordinator and the Library Advisory Board members request 
that the Board of Supervisors fill the two appointments from the listed applicants.    
 

BACKGROUND: 
There are two vacancies that exist on the Kings County Library Advisory Board for a County at large member 
representative. Applicants must meet the specific representation of the position in which the vacancy exists. 
Members shall serve four-year terms unless they are filling an unexpired term. The term of the vacant position 
expires on June 30, 2027. The Library Advisory Board shall consist of five members representing the County at  
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large positions, with a minimum of two members representing the City of Hanford as required in Resolution 
Number 99-085. Currently, the Library Advisory Board has a representative from Districts 2, 4, and 5, while 
Districts 1 and 3 do not have a representative. Representatives for Districts 3 and 4 also represent the City of 
Hanford as required in the by-laws.
